Disruption of Tele-Communication links of Bihar
S.N. Q. No. 30, Shri Bhogendra Jha: Will the Minister of Communications be
pleased to state:
(a) whether it is a fact that tele~communication links of Bihar with outside get dis-
rupted very often;
(b) if so, the reasons therefor; and
(c) the steps being taken to remove the same ?

The Minister for Parliamentary Affairs and Communications (Dr. Rem Subheg
Singh) : (a) The tele-communication links from stations in Bihar with outside generally
work satisfactorily, though occasionally some interruptious have occurred.

(b) 'The Telephone Circuits from Patna to New Delhi, Calcutta, Kanpur, Varanasi
and other important centres are provided on channels of the coaxial cable system. Though
there have been some faults occasionally on this equipment between Patna and Sasaram,
these circuits have been working satisfactorily. Some telegraph circuits like Patna Allaha-
bad, Patna-Varanasi etc, which are rouvted on open wire lines have been subject to copper
wire theft and have given a lower performance.

(c) Steps are being taken to reduce the copper wire thefts by amending the Tele-
graph Wires (Unlawful Possession) Act, 1950 to provide for enhanced punishment. State
Chief Ministers have also been requested to tighten the law and order arrangements in the
State with specific reference to copper wire thefts. Closer liasion is maintained with State
police to check this menace. '

Shri Bhogendra Jha : The hon. Minister has stated in his reply that the function of
tele-communication is generally satisfactory. Later on, he has talked about certain occa-
sional interruptions also, The hon. Minister can assess the 999 as “occasional” and the
1% as “generally”. The failure of the functioning of Telecommunication was known when
recently, I visited Bihar where 1,56,007 teachers were on strike and when their arrests were
being made. A lot of disorder was experienced in course of securing links even with New
Delhi, Allahabad and other places from Patna, I want to know the responsibility for this
disorder is that of the technic or plant or of certain officials. The hon. Minister has men-
tioned that there had been certain ozcasional interruption; so what is the reason for this
‘“‘occasional”” ? Has it been gone into whether the plant or some officials is responsible for
it,

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : Had the hon. Questioner heard the reply attentively,
there would have been no scope for this qestion perhaps. The hon. Member has stated
about Patna to Allahabad. As I have stated in my originil answer; some telegraph circuits
have been routed on open wire linzs and these wires are sometimes stolen away. We have
requested the state Chief Ministers to keep a strict vigil so that there is no theft of wires.
It is not the job of this Department to check this theft. The hon. Member is well aware
that the copper wires are often stolen away on Patna-Allahabad line. Iwould request them
also to check the theft of wires,

Shri Bhogendra Jha : The hon. Minister has stated that his Department is neither
a factor to this disorder nor it is responsible for it, Asregards that area, itis the hon.
Minister’s own constituency. If he himself makes an effort, it will surely be improved. If
we go there, it will be said that we want to defeat him although we shall try for it alter four
years.
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If the hon. Minister does not owe the responsibility and the Chiel Minister and
other people have to do it, then it can well be guaranteed that this disorder will continue in
future also and that the telecommunication link will not exist continuously. 1 want to
know whether the hon. Minister, not evading and putting off this responsibility on others,
will ensure that no continuous interruptions and disorder occur in the tele-communication
system ?

(a) whether it is a fact that in the school-registers in Bihar, the words “High caste
Hindu*’ and “Low caste Hindu’’ are written against the names of students:

(b) whether the use of such words is in keeping with the principles of the Constitu-
tion; and

(c) whether the words “advanced class’ and “‘backward class”® are not used in place
of the said words ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Education (Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad):
(a) to (c) The information is being collected and will be laid on the Table of the House as

soon as received.

Memorandum from Hindi Teachers in Madras
9471. Shri Madhu Limaye : Will the Minister of Education be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government have received any memorandum from Hindi Teachers
working in Madras State in which it has been mentoined that more than five thousand Hindi
Teachers would be rendered unemployed, because of the discontinuance of Hindi teaching

by the Madras Government; and

(b) if so, the steps Government propose to take for the security of their jobs or to
provide them with alternative employment ?

The Minister of State for Education (Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) In their order of 24th January, 1968, discontinuing the teaching of Hindi in
schools, the Government of Madras have made it clear that every effort will be made to
absorb the existing Hindi teachers in suitable posts for which they are found qualified.

Medium of Instruction in Schools in NEFA

9472. Shri Madhu Limaye: Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to
state :

(a) whether it is a fact that Hindi had been the medium of mstructlon in all the
schools in the whole of NEFA border area since 1947 to date but the NEFA administration
has replaced Hindi by Assamese as medium of instruction with effect from March, 1967;

(b) whether it is also a fact that the students there want to learn Hindi as Assamese
is not the local language;
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(c) if so, the action being taken by Government in this connection; and

(d) whether Government propose to issue orders to the officials of NEFA to rein-
troduce Hindi as medium of instruction in those areas of NEFA ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan Shukle) :

(a) to(d) : The quession of language instruction in NEFA has posed very difficult
issues, Till 1934 the medium of instruction was Assamese. In mid 1954 system of basic
education was introduced with Hindi as medium beyond primary stage. This also created
serious difficulties and in 1959 Assamese had again to be made the medium of instruction
except in some schools close to the border. Bring Committee went in to this question in
great detail and in 1965 recommended as follows after assessing the general opinion of the
people : —

(a) Atpresent at the primary stage the medium of instruction is the local tribal
dialect. These dialects are, however, very rudimentary in their vocabulary and have no
written script. No useful purpose will be served by keeping alive dialects assiduously and
the NEFA Administration should let the use of these dialects in schools fade away
gradually ;

(b) The medium of instruction in all the schools of NEFA from the primary stage
onwards should be in a recognised language of the country.
(¢) The same language should continue to be the medium of instruction upto Higher

Secondary standard;
(d) From the 5th or the 7th class, on the basis of the three language formula,

another Indian language and English can be introduced as optional subject.

2. Govermment have accepeed these recommendations which are being implemented.
The consequence of this was that Assamesse became the medium of instruction again even

for border schools in gradual stage with the agreement of people from 1966.

establishment of an emigrant fare jointly by Air India, British Overseas Airways Corporation
and the Governments of India and U.K. for Indian emigrants going to U.K, from India
under a permissive resolution of International Air Transport Association. This fare is
available only to Air India and British Overseas Airways Corporation. The talks concluded
with an agreement to extend the existing arrangements namely that the Lebenese Airlines
will adhere to International Air Transport Association fare and will not participate in the
Emigrant fare, for a further period of six months. This does not involve any additional

expenditure.

Transport for Badrinath Fair

(i) Astheroad to Badrinath is narrow and only one-way traﬂfjc is possible
on it, the State Government have laid down “‘gate timings’’ for the movement of vehicles,
keeping in view the convenience of passengers.

(ii) The various oil companies are being moved for adequate supply of diesel
and petrol on the route, so that vehicles are not held up for want of these essential items.

(iii) To ensure that the number of buses plying on this route is adequate, it
has been decided to adopt a liberal policy inthe matter of issuing temporary permits.
Private transport cumpanies have been allowed to operate their busses between Joshimath
and Badrinath also. Bus services will thus be run now directly from Rishikesh or Kotdwara
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to Badrinath, and pilgrims will not have to change buses at Joshimath. The need to provide
regular and efficient services on this route has bzen impressed upon the transport companies
concerned, and they have assured their full co-operation in the matter.

(iv) To prevent breakdowns of vehicles, some Technical Inspectors have been
posted by the State Transport Departmeat at important stations on the route, who will
inspect the mechanical fitness of vehicles, The Transport Companies have agreed to depute
their representatives to see that alternate vehicles are provided, as soon as possiblc. in cases
of breakdowns.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan Shukla)
(@) and (b): It is reported by Uttar Pradesh Government that on 10th April, 1968 at
9P.M, a U.P Government Roadways bus was stopped by some dacoits near Kheragarh,
The dacoits shot dead the Sub-Inspector of Police who was travelling in the bus. They also
took away some of the passengers including the Tehsildar of Kheragarh. Subseguently,
they released the Tehsildar and other passengers excepting four of them. The dacoits also
looted cash and ornaments from the passengers.

A special police [orce has been deputed by the State Government for operations
against the gang of dacoits which committed the above crime.

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The' Deputy Minister in' the Ministry of Transport and Shipping (Shri Bhakt
Darshan): (a) According to the Delhi Transport Uadertaking, on an average 185
buses perday, belonging to private operators, are being operated at presenton
D.T.U. routes. Sealed tenders were invited through the press for hiring these buses. As
offers for supply of sufficient number of buseés were not received, the Delhi Transport
Committee, while accepting the offers made through some of the tenders, decided to contact
individual operators for hiring their buses on fixed terms and conditions offered by the
Undertaking. It is, however, not correct-that only long routes have been allotted to these
buses.

(b) Buses of private operators were allowed to te operated on D.T.U. routes in
order to meet the growing transport requirements of the travelling public.

(c) According to the Delhi Transport Undertaking, they do not maintain any data
regarding the total earnings of these private buses. However, the owners are required to
pay to the Undertaking Rs. 750/-'per bus per month, with the exception of one operator
who offered the rate of Rs. 80J/- per bus psr month through the tender received from him.

Shri Balraj Madhok : Sir, the population of Delhi in 1947 was only 5 lakh people
but now it has reached 40 lakh people. There are certain parts of the city where water is
available for all the 24 hours but there are others where it is not available even for one hour
Near R.K. Puram itself there are 8 storeyed buildings where water is available all the time’
but in two-storeyed buildings in R.K. Puram it is available for a short time only. Till full
arrangements are made for the supply of water in such colonies will you instal tube wells or
pumps and make water available to the people.

Secondly will you make arrangements for equal distribution of water to all localities.
Thirdly will you send water to people in these localitics by means of tankers : and

Fourthly will the hon. Minister visit those localities along with me to see for himself
the condition of people in this respect ?

Shri Satya Narain Sinha : Even now the per capita consumption of water io Delhj
is more than what it is in other big cities such as Madras, Bombay and Calcutta. But I can
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assure the hon. Member that we have a scheme of Rs. 35—36 crores and it will be comple-
ted by 1970, I had a talk with the hon. Minister for Works and Housing in this respect.
Then there is responsibility of the Deihi Municipal Corporation, Delhi, Metropolitan
council and the Delhi Administration. The hon, Minister for Works and Housing has
informed me that he was getting installed Tube Wells and pumps. We are also trying to
send water through tankers. Per capita water consumption in Delhi is 60 gallons where as
it is only 41 gallons in other places. It is difficult to equalise distribution of water to all as

some V.I.Ps, also live here.

Mr. Deputy Speaker in the Chair .

Shri Molahu Prasad (Bansgaon) : Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, the U.P. Budget has
been presented here. It is a matter of regret that the Governors have been functioning in
an autocratic manner due to instructions from the central Government.

The eastern districts of U.P. are backward and more attention should be paid
towards them. The manner in which the Central Government gives aid to the states, it
will not be of much use to them. More aid should be given to states and the recommenda-
tions of the Patel commission should be implemented in regard to eastern districts of U.P.

There was much bungling in the distribution of 1.25 lakh area of land when congress
party was in power there. Although investigations about 44 districts have been completed
yet no action seems to have been taken against the persons involved in that, Such attitude
of the administration is condemnable.

I wanted to know something about the action taken against mill owners who violated
certain provisions of Factories Act 1948. The reply was given that was a state subject,
But it is not so. President’s rule was proclaimed there on 25th February and hence this is
an irresponsible reply. Similarly they replied that they had no information when a question -
was asked about number of people who pay income tax in the scheduled castes and sche-
duled Tribes. Government can collect statistics about important matters but they have not
done so about such an important matter.

It is a matter of shame that the report of the Governor's Advisory Committee has
been sent in English although the United Front Government had decided that all Govern-
mental work could be done in Hindi.

The sugar department employees of the state have certain grievnces and they were
forced to resort to “Gherao’ for asking for fulfilment of the same. Government should
consider those demands sympathetically so that the situation may not deteriorate further.

With these words I oppose the demands for grants.

Mr. Deputy Speaker in the Chair

Shri Ganpat Sahai (Sultanpur) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, first of all I want to ¢ongra-
tulate the Finance Minister. It is wrong to say that the people of U.P. have been put to
trouble after the proclaimation of President’s rule there. The fact is that they are happy
‘now. The U.P. Government did nothing for the agriculturists. They on the other hand
finished some of the concessions which the congress Government had given to them.

It will have to be admitted that the central Government have not paid full attention
to U.P, Theamount given in‘the budget for U.P. is inadequate. Eastern districts are
backward and special attention should be paid towards them. The condition of Sultanpur
districts is strange as it has been included neither in the Western districts nor in the eastern
districts of U.P. Due to this it has been much neglected. The district has beep neglected
even in regard to agriculture, It is a deficit district and even then nothing is being done to
instal tube wells there to develop agriculture. Due to floods in Gomati the crops are
damaged and yet nothing has been done in this regard.
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There is no industry in Sultanpur. More attention should be paid by Government
in this regard for the industrial development of this district.

Shri Chandrika Prasad (Ballia) : Sir, I am sorry to point out that the certain
districts, Bundelkhand area and hill areas of U.P. have been neglected. Long back they had
appointed Patel commission about eastern U.P. but were not as yet implemented its recom-
mendations.

The eastern part of U.P. is most backward., There are no industries, They have
laid foundation stone for the laying out of a sugar factogy in Rasda Tehsil of Ballia district
after pondering over it for 13 years but they have not yet constructed the factory, Itisa
gross neglect.

There is a provision for the construction of houses for Harijans but the amount has
been spent only in Kabal districts and the rural area has been neglected as there is no pro-
vision in the Budget for it.

We have no objection to it that there is a provision in the Budget for the construc-
tion of the houses for Harijans in Kavai towns but the villages should not be neglected for
without acting in this way our aim of socialistic pattern of Society will not be achieved.
Gorakhpur should be included in Kavai Towns. SVD Government has shown indifference
towards the Harijans. Provision skould be made in the Budget for the uplift of Harijans.
We asked for a Railway crossing at Ballia but there is no mention of itin the Budget,
Similarly there is no mention of the Pontoon bridge which connects Uttar Pradesh with
Bihar and survey has been conducted in respect of bridge at Majtis.

Our area is very backward in respect of education among girls. There is no degree
college in eastern district for girls. Provision should be made in the budget for opening a
degree college in that area. The lands of the Harijans occupied by others should be got
vacated and land should be allotted to the Harijans for the constructions of houses. The
quota of the harijans in the services is not being filled. Provision should be made for
filling up this quota. The funds allotted for the flood control are inadequate. Ballia Beria
Dam and Bailsara Srinagar Dam which are already existing should be strengthened and the
Retier Dam should not be constructed. The Government should fulfil the demands of the
Government employees and specially the dismissed women employees should be reinstated.

For establishing a socialistic pattern of society we will have to make many changes
in the budget so that the backward class and the backward areas may be developed. The
facilities which were discontinued to the [armers shoull be provided again,

Shri Shambhu Nath (Saidpur) : Every body knows that Uttar Pradesh is the biggest
state in the country and its population is 9 crores. There is no doubt that all the problems
which our country is facing can be found in Uttar Pradesh. So far as agriculture is con-
cerned 95 percent holdings are uneconomic in our country and only 5 percent holdings are
such which can be called economic. Therefore, there isa nged for paying attention to
provide facilities in respect of irrigation, fertilizer and improved seeds. There is a need also
for establishing industries in the undeveloped areas, like eastern districts of Uttar
Pradesh. These areas have been neglected so far and all the industries are being set up in
big cities like Kanpur and Meerut. There is a need to rectify it. In the eastern districts of
the state industrial estates have been set up. Only buildings have been constructed there
and the industrial work has not yet started in them. Therefore, the needful must be done.

So far as the harijans are concerned they cannot be allotted land because there is
not ¢enough land in Uttar Pradesh. The Government have to consider about the livelihood
for the harijans. Small scale industries should be established for them so that their uplift
can be achieved.

There should be a non-official committee for Uttar Pradesh which should include
some M.Ps. some officers and some non-officials so that the voice could be expressed.
Government is going to finalize the Fourth Plan. Priorities will be fixed in regard to Uttar
Pradesh also. Because there is no popular Government in Uttar Pradesh at present
therefore the plan regarding Uttar Pradesh should be finalised in consultation with the
Members of Parliament from the state. There was a need for a bridge on Gangain
Gazipur. Patel Commission also recommended it but unfortunately no attention has been
paid so far towards these recommendations. I request that attention should be paid to
fulfil this long standing demand of the people of that area.

Shri Ramji Ram (Akbarpur): Agriculture is the main occupation of the people of
Uttar Pradesh. Therefore, it is necessary to provide facilities of irrigation, improved seeds
and fertilizers. But no concrete steps have been taken to provicd these facilities to the
‘agriculturists. The small irrigation schemes have been neglected and efforts have also not
been made to provide land to the landless labourers. If we want to build a socialistic
pattern of society we should work for the uplift of harijans, agricultural labourers, mill-
workers, and other backward classes and minorities. There work should be given due
importance and a special attention should be paid towards them. One and a half crores
of rupees were lapsed last year out of the amount allotted for the welfare of harijans. This
year a sum of Rs, 4,31,61,600 have been allotted for the development of the scheduled castes
and backward classes. In its comparision a sum of Rs. 5,27,05,900 have been earmarked for
animal husbandry and fisheries. This shows that the scheduled castes-and backward classes
have been given a lower place than animals and fishes. Indifference has been shown
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towards education. Arrangement for the construction of buildings for the schools should
be made. Arrangements should be made for the admission of the children of harijans and
labourers in the schools, colleges and Universities. The grants of those institutions should
be stopped which donot admit them. Boarding houses should be constructed for the
Harijan studdnts in the colleges which are in Gosaiganj, A_kbarpuﬁ_, Jalalpur, Tanda etc.
Industrial Hstitittions should be opened. Roads are in worst conditions in our district,
therefore proper-attention should be paid towards their. imp‘rov.emcnt and. maintanance.
In some places there is a necessity for the construction of bridges, so this work should

also be undertaken.

Proper attention should also be paid towards the Industrial development. Nq
Factory has been established in Faizabad for the last 20 years. At least one factory should
be established in the eastern district so that unemployment of that area could be reduced.

No progress has been made in the social welfare programme. The child Marriage
Restriction Act 1929 has not been implemented. Concrete steps for the consolidation of
holdings should be taken,

Discrimination is being done with the Harijans. Itis clear from the Income-tax list
that no quota, permit and licence has been given to them. The backward classes have
been totally neglected. If the Government do not take any revolutionary steps for the
betterment and uplift of these people then there will be a possibility of a great revolution
from their side and the entire responsibility will fall upon the ruling class.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav (Bara Banki) : In a supplementary election manifesto the
congress party of Uttar Pradesh declared that if they return to power, in the state they
will abolish land revenue on uneconomic holdings.

Now there is President’s rule in the state, But no attention has been paid towards
the assurances given in the Election manifesto for their implementation. Large tracks of
cultivable land are lying unutilised in Gonda, Bahraich. Lakhimpur, Pilibhit and Nainital
districts and are not being allotted to harijans and landless people. The land is under the
occupation of Mill wOners, Today in Uttar Pradesh an agitation is being carried on by
the landless people. ‘

Food problem in Uttar Pradesh is an acute problem. The Governmwent should
make efforts to solve the land problem so long a popular Government is not formed in that
state otherwise the agitation will take a violent turn and the people will occupy the land
forcibly. The Governwent should see that such a situation should not take peace and pzace
should be maintained in the State.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K- C. Pant): During the
debate on the budget many questions and local problems have been raised and many
suggestions have also been made. We hope that the concerned officers will consider them
and will try to reap benefit out of them. 1t is true that Uttar Pradesh has not made much
headway in the field of industrialisation. We have to develop industries there, Certain
old industries like cloth and sugar are facing difficulties. But I do not agree with this view
that U.P. has not made progress in the field of agriculture. There is a good crop of wheat
in Jaunpur, Sultanpur, Banaras and Ajamgarh this year, although these are rice producing
areas. Similarly in Terai areas much progress has been made in the field of agriculture,
The use of improved seeds have increased and the irrigation facilities have also increased.
Specially in the last two years the agricultural production has increased. It has been said
that only 2 percent of the budget is spent over irrigation in Uttar Pradesh, But on seeing
the figures I came to know that there is a provision of Rs. 20 crores for minor irrigation
and Rs. 13 crores for major irrigation and thus there is a provision of Rs. 38 crores for
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irrigation in this budget which is 24 percent of the total budget. More attention will have
to be given for the development of eastern Uttar Pradesh, hill areas etc.

There is no doubt that the economic progress of the whole country depends upon
the economic progress of Uttar Pradesh to some extent. Therefore, U,P. cannot be
allowed to remain behind in the economic race. But the question is how to accelerate the
rate of progress and how to fulfll the requirements of the state, The first thing is that if
we want assistance from the centre we will have to see that how much resources have been
raised by U.P. state itself. During the First Five year Plan the target was of Rs. 50 crores
but the state provided only Rs. 11 crores, during the second Five Year Plan there was a
target of Rs. 69 crores but only Rs. 31 crores were made available and during the third
plen the target was Rs. 109 crores but only Rs. 90 crores were provided by the state, thus it
has lagged behind in this respect and the progress could not be made during the last 9—-10
months the SVD Government also neglected this aspect. But they have suggested many
concessions in taxes and allowed concession in some cases. They did not pay attention to
the fact that along with the concession in taxes if the resources are not raised there will be
a decline in the rate of development.

So far as eastern U.P. is concerned it can not be said that nothing has been done
for the progress of this area. During the Third Five Year Plan some assistance was given
specially of eastern U.P. During the last year of the Third Five year Plan Rs. 8.5 crores
were given as aid to the eastern districts of U.P. Inthe Fourth Plan also these areas will
have their due place in the state plan. During the first two five year plans no industry was
set up by the centre in U,P, bnt during the Third Five Year Plan some industries have been
set up and now a fertilizer plant is going to be set up at Kanpur in private sector. The
Railway Ministry has also set up a diesel locomotive factory at Banaras. It is fact that big
industries strengthen the economic structure but it is also true that their impact on the
income of the individual is not as quick as that of the small scale industries. Therefore
small scale industries are to be set up in U.P. to achieve progress. Today western U.P. is
more developed than eastern U.P. and the reason is that in western districts of U.P. many
small scale industries have been set up., Itis a fact that the per capita assistance given by
the centre to Uttar Pradesh is much less than that given to other states. The reason i3
that U.P. has the largest population. But if we look to the amount of assistance given
during the last three Five Year Plans, we will find that it has been constantly increasing.
You will be pleased to know that in the Fourth Five Year Plan population factor is being
special importance and 70 percent of the central assistance will be based on this factor of
population and the remaining 30 percent on other factors.

Some hon-members made a reference to the communal problem in U,P. It is true
that scme Communal riots broke out in Uttar Pradesh. We realise that those were undesir-
able incidents. It is a matter which requires serious consideration. We should all rise
above party level and endcavour to see that such incidents do not occur .again. Itis the
duty of zll of us to curb all such riots.

Shri Amrit Nahata (Barmer): Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, tomorrow the- world is
- going to celebrate the 159th birth anniversary of the great ideologist and philospher,
. Karl Marx who enthused a revolutionary spirit in the human thinking. Now it is a fact of

history that two Germanys have separate entities. Necessary corollary of this premise is
that we should establish our diplomatic relations with both the Germanys and both these

countries should be treated at par.

It is ironical that we have given recognition to West Germany where Fascist forces
are once again raising their heads. While do not plead for snapping our ties with West
Germany, but at the same time I must say that we should establish our relations with East
Germany also. While West Germany asserts its neutrality asregards the Kashmir issue,
they are arming Pakistan and when they are asked about it, they say that they are not doing
anything and that it is only the Private Companies that are doing so. Not only that
Kashmir has been shown as an independent state in the atlases and maps included the books
of West Germany and not as an integral part of India. The Government of West Germany
cannot exonerate itself from this utter irresponsibility.

It is highly deplorable that we are maintaining diplomatic relations with a country
which does not recognise Kashmir as an integral part of India, but we are not having
diplomatic relations with East Germany which has consistently stood by us and averted
that Kashmir is an integral part of India,

In giving recognition to other state, we should not be dictated by another power. It
is our internal affair and we cannot tolerate any body’s interference. The Hollstein doctrine
is already dead. Nobody should dictate us as to whom we should recognise or to whom
we should not recognise. It is our affair and we must recognise East Germany. In doing
so we must not have any fear that in case we recognise East Germany, West Germany will
severe diplomatic relations with us.

Often an argument is given that East Germany is not a Member of United Nations
and as such how can we establish diplomatic relations with her. We have never acted on
this principle. This is not the basis on which we have recognised countries. Even West
Germany was not a Member of UN. But we have established diplomatic relations with

her. So this argument does not hold good that East Germany is not a Member of U.N,
and so we can not recognise her.

The Prime Minister has said that it is a very complicated question. Isay thereis
no complication in it. We should have no fear that if we recognise East Germany, West
Germany will be annoyed and we must establish diplomatic relations with East Germany.
With these words I present my amendment.

Though the Government of India are saying again and again that they are following
a straight policy, but the fact is that our Government’s policies are emanated from a sense of
fear., In some cases they want to please USA and in some cases they try to please USSR.
When it comes to the question of giving recognition of East Germany, they do not do
so in order to please America and when it comes the question of giving recognition to
Formusa, they do not do so in order to please Russia. This is the policy which our Govern-
ment has been following and this policy cannot be termed as an independent policy, If
they had followed a straight and fearless policy, the diplomatic recognition of these
countries would not have been pending so far. Thefact is that no body can deny the
existence of East Germany. Whether we like it or not. It is not a question of our like-
ing or disliking, because every independent country has its own ideology. We may agree
or disagree with that ideology, that does not matter. The ideology that a country follows
must not come in our way of recognising it. The principle should be whether that country
has a strong and stable Government, which is able to govern the country and every country
fulfilling this condition should be recognised without fear and favour. If that is done, then
the world will accept that our policy is an independent one otherwise our mere saying that
we are following an independent policy does not matter much, So I request that the wrong
that Government have been perpetuating should be corrected now and all the states such as
East Germany, Israel, Formusa otc, should be recognised, as their existance is a reality,
When we have recognised China, which is hostile to us, I fail to understand why we cannot
recognise have East Germany and other countries, Iwould request the Government of
India that they should see the reality and recognise East Germany.
