{b) The following steps have been taken to prevent smuggling of Narcotic Drugs and
other goods on the Indo-Pak border including areas around Khemkaran :=—

§i) Frequent meettings are held at high levels between officers of Customs, Narcotic
Department, State Police, State Excise and Border Security Force for mutual
exchange of information and devising of eflective measures for prevention of
smuggling ; and

{ii) Crash programme has been chalked out for training of officers engaged in anti~
smuggling work. In addition, the customs authorities have undertaken traffic
checking, ‘“Nakabandi’’ ana Road block at strategic points. With the deploy-
ment of Army and Border Security Force on the border the smuggling 1s
automatically kept under check.

Thé terms of reference of ihis
Working Group inciude a review of the Export Policy Resolution. The Group has not yet
completed its deliberations and is yet to submit its Report.

Exporcs (including re-exporss) from India during 1972-73 amounted to Rs. 1961 crores

as compared to Rs. 1608 crores during 1971-72. This shows an increase in exports during
the financial year 1972-73 of the order of Rs. 353 crores or about 229%.

The Minister of Finance (Shri Yeshwantrao Chavan) : (a) The element of Excise
dutyinthe price ofthe indigenous scainlesssceel and nylon yarn, presently levied, is indicated

below :—
(1) Stainless Steel :

Stainless steel is liable to Central excise duty as “‘iron or steel products™ falling under
Tarifl Item No. 26AA. The incidence of Excise duty on cold-rooled shects is Rs. 325/~ per
metric tonnes (basic) plus Rs. 243.75 per metric tonne (auxiliary).

The element of Excise duty oxn stainlesssteel bars and rodsis Rs. 165 per metric tonne
(basic) plus Rs. 123.75 p2r matric tonae (auxiliary).

(ii) Nylon yarn :

Nylon yarn is assessed to duty under Central Excise Tariff Item No. 18. Whereas the
rate of Central Excise duty on filament yarn varies from Rs. 5.85 to Rs. 38.50  per kg. de-
pending on the denier group of the yarn, the rate of duty on spun yarnis Rs. 15/- per kg.
in addition to the duty of Rs. 30/- per kg. at the fibre stage.

Sales Tax is administered by Staie Governments & the rates vary from State to State.

(b) There is no such proposal under consideration, at present.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Commerce (Shri A. C. George) : (a)
Yes, Sir.

b) Abnormalrise in the international price of raw wool and the inability of exporters
to get fair unit realisation of the goods exported have adversely affected the export of woollen
knitwears and ready-made garmsnts, while the steep rise in the prices of raw wool in the
domesiic market has adversely affected the export of carpets.

(c) Government have raised the ceiling prices of various woollen items which would
enable the exporters to get batrer unit realisation against export of woollen products. With
a view to ensure availability ofraw wool at economic prices to exporters of carpets, export
duty of 25% has bzen imposed on raw wool, export of which has also bzen subjected to
a ceiling.

The Minister of Finance (Shri Yeshwantrao Chavan) : (a) to (c) While English
continues to be the principal language in which the business of the banks is transacted,
the banks have been endeavouring to make use of Hindi asfar as possible at the points of
contact with the general public, especiallyin Hindi-speaking areas. Appreciable progress
has already been made by the banks in regard to the adeption of Hindi—e.g. in setting
up of Hindi QCells and Official Language Implementation Commitees, translation of
agreements etc., documents, acceptance o cheques in Hindi, printing of applications,forms
forloans, pay-in-slips, dispaly ofsign beardsand advertisements. printing of annualreports
balance sheets bilingually. Since the tagk of providing necessary infrastrycture facilities
like appointment of Hind! translators, typists, stenographers, acquiring of Hindi type
writers and training of staff in Hindi is time consuming the pace of adoption of Hindi by
all the nationalised banks can only be gradual.

The Official Language  Implementation Committee of the Department of
Banking and of the Reserve Bank of India have been keeping watch over the progressive
use of Hindi in the banks and have been meeting regularly to review the progress.

STATEMENT BY MEMBER RE. INDIAN AIRLINES SERVICES

_ ShriAtalBihari Vajpayec (Gwalior) : Inreply toa calling atiention Motion regar-
din3 dislocation of Indian Air Lines services, the Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation
had stated that the shifts in Indian Airlines prior to the 12th November, 1973 were mostly
““balanced” pattern, so that equal number of workers were employed in the morning, after-
noon and nighr shifts, though the work load involved varied from shift to shift,. This

created artificial shortages when the work load was high and left number of workers
with little work at other times.

The Statement of the hon. Minister had created an impression in the House as well
as outside that under the present shiftsystem in the Indian Airlines the member of employes
during the lean period was the same as during the peak period and the main purposc of the
nzw shift system was to do away with this imbalance. But the facts whi¢h I have collected
in this regard not only proved that the Minister had given the wrong impression, but
also lay the hon. Minister open to the charge that they had misled the House.

According to che fizures relating co the ataff in various shifts as given in the agree-
ment reach=d bstween the Gommeércial Manager of the Indian Airlines and the general
Szcretary of che A+ G. E. on 7th August 1973,it was clear that the number of staff of diffe-
rent grades working in each shift had bsén vatrying. When this fact was brought to the
notice of theMinistry, they had to admit that there was imbalance in the shift system of the
Commercial Department of Delhi and Galcutta, bat they asserted that there was no
such imbalance so for as Madras and Bombay were concerned.

The figures which I have collected about Bombay showed that alchough in the roster
there was provision for 23 employees in each shift, in actual practice this number varied
from 23 to 36. I would also urge the hon. Minister to give the correct figures in regard
to Madras also.

From the above it is clear that the reason for introducing the new shift systen: is not
that there were more employees posted during lean hours andless during peak hours, but
the reason i3 that the Government wants to increase the number of working hours per week
reduce weekly holidays in a year, increase the number of working hours and flights and
extend che ‘spread-over’ time. If that was the case, Government should have placed
the entire picture before the House to that the Members could understand that Gov-
ernment were not only changing the shift system, but also increasing the working hours
of the employees and reducing their amenities.
