Shri Madhu Limaye : The hon’ble Minister has just now said that glaxo was allowed
to expand its production capacity due to four reasons. I would like to know as to what
extent their sale and production has gone up since 1966 ? Is it not a fact that a biscuit
of international brand, which is not licenced here, is being manufactured there and you
are pennitting them to do it and the royalty for it is being repatriated abroad ?

Shri Shahnawaz Khan : The actual production of a firm was one and a half times
the licensed capacity. The expansion was allowed in accordance with the various instru-
tions issued by the Government, because some of the drugs and medicines were in short
supply and the country was in dire need of them. It was the demand of the country that
their production be increased. They increased their production under that policy and
fulfilled the requirements of the country.

Shri Madhu Limaye : What is the production at present as also in 1966 ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri Shah Nawaz
Khan): (a) to (d) There have been no imports of Motor Gasolene (Petrol) in the country.
Only Kerosene Oil is imported mainly from USSR and Kuwait. The import prices of
Kerosene Oil are linked not with the prices prevailing in these countries but with the
posted prices of the product at Bunder-Mashar in Persian Gulf. There have been several
increases in the posted prices during 1973 affecting our import prices.

The increase in the prices of MS (Petrol) and Kerosene Oil made by the Govern-
mzat of India in November 1973 was steep in the case of Motor Spirit to effect curbs in
consumption, and Kerosene Prices were increased to bring them at par with the prices
of High Speed Diesel Qil to take away the incentive for adulteration.

The percentage increase in prices of Motor Spirit (Petrol) and Kerosene from 3-11-1973
ex-company’s storage point at Bombay compared with the prices prevailing before that
date has been as follows:

In terms of this agreement, foreign exchange credit will be available for the project from
out of the proceeds of the crude oil to be supplied by Iraq National OQil Company to the
Indian Oil Corporation during the construction of the Refinery. There is also an assu-~
rance that INOC will supply the requirements of the Mathura Refinery.

C.B.1. Investigation into cases of irregularities in Railways

5169. Shri Mahadeepak Singh Shakya: W 1l the Minister of Raiiways be pleased to
state:

(a) whether the Central Bureau of Investigation has found out many such cases
of irregularities in the Railway Department where payments have not been made to the
contractors and the amounts deposited by them have not been returned to them; and

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd. Shafi
Qureshi): (a) During the period 1st January, 1971 to-date no cases of irregularities in
the Indian Railways have been found by the Central Bureau of Investigation where pay-
ments have not been made to the contractors and amounts deposited by them have not
been returned to them. However, during the same period there are eight cases where,
as a result of investigations into certain irregularities taken up by the Central Bureau of
Investigation, certain payments due to some contractors have not yet been finalised.

(b) In six of the above cases the matter is under investigation and payments could
not be finalised pending completion of the investigations. In one case it has been decided
to effect some recoveries from the outstanding bills of the contractor concerned. In
the eighth cases, the Central Bureau of Investigation have finalised their investigations
and settlements of the contractor’s dues, is in progress.

An integrated
view of all these studies and proposals is being taken with reference to the power requirc-
ments in the V Plan pcriod. Duwing the V Five Year Plan period, effective installec
generating capacity is cxpected to be increased to 33 million KW, a level consicered
adequate to meet the demand in 1979. Provision is also being made for schemics which
will spill over into the V1 Plan.

The Fuel Policy Committeec has considered the power requirements for the couniry
for the seventies and are extending the studies to cover the period upto 1985.

In regard to (i), the payment of bonus to industrial workers is regulated by the pay-
ment of Bonus Act 1965. The Act does not apply to Government departmental under-
takings like the Railways.

Items (ii) and (iii) are covered by the Pay Comumission’s Award on which Govern-
ment has recently announced its decision after consulting labour representatives.

Under the Permanent Negotiating Machinery scheme, regular discussions on all
outstanding issues are held between the railway management and the all India Railway-
m2n’s Federation.

l 5266. Shri M.C. Daga : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals bc plcased to
state ;

(a) whether the installed petro-chemical industiial capacity remains under-utilised
because heavy imports arc made from foreign countrics;

(b) if so, the names of the units who have to limit their production; and

(¢) Whether Government have formulated  sctkeme to  persuit import of petro-
che nicals from abroad only when indigenous products arc not available?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri Shah Nawaz
Khan) : (a) No, Sir.

(b) Does not arise.

(¢)_The import policy for petro-chemicals as like all other commodities is formulated
by the Government after taking into consideration all relevant factors including  indi-
genous production and demand.

Payments made as compcnsation during 1968-69, 1969-70, 1970-71 and 1971-72
5267. Shri M.C. Daga : Will thc Minister of Railways be pleased to statc :

(a) the amount of money paid by the Railways by way of compensation to claimants

ducxl'ing 1968-69, 1969-70 1970-71 and 1971-72, yearwise, and the reasons for the increase;
an

(b) whether the Railway administration spends Rs. 12.64 crores on R.P.F. every
year and, if so, to what extent that Force has succeded in checking the losses?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi) : (a)
The amount of compensation paid by the Railways on account of goods lost, damaged,
etc., during the years 1968-69, 1969-70 1970-71 and 1971-72 is given below :—

Years Amount of compensation paid
1968-69 . Rs. 10.18 crorcs.
1969-70 . Rs. 11,24 crores.
1970-71 . Rs. 12,23 crores.
1971-72 . . . . . . Rs. 12.68 crores.

The increase in the amount of compensation paid is. mainly due to rise in prices and

deterioration in Jaw and order situation in some parts of the country during 1969-70 and
1970-71.

(b) Continuous efforts are being made by the Railway Protection Force to keep the
incidence of the thefts and pilferages to the minimum. The index for judging the effe-
ctiveness of the Railway Protection Force is the number of claims received by the Railways,
The number of claims received in 1972-73 was less by about 40,000 as compared to 1971-72.
In the current year also, incidence of new claims is showing a further downward trend.

Cases of Misdespatch or Unconnected Wagons

5268. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Railways be plcased to state :
(a) the number of cases of wagons getting unconnected or misdespatched and the

number of Railway employees punished or against whom action was taken therefor during
the years 1970, 1971 and 1972 respectively; and
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. (b) whether the Railway administration have taken certain stringent measures {0
bring down the number of such incidents in future and if so, the broad features thercof?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi) : (a)
According to the reports received by Zonal Railways, the number of wagons getting un-
connected or misdespatched during the years 1970, 1971 and 1972 was 14,060, 12,450 and
11,131 respectively. However, most of these wagons were ultimately connected and sent

to their proper destinations.

The number of railway employees punished on six Zonal Railways during the years
1970, 1971 and 1972 was 14,37 and 42 respectively. Separate statistics of staff punished on
this account are not maintained on three Zonal Railways.

(b) Yes. The following steps have been taken to prevent wagons from getting
unconnected or misdespatched :—

(i) Instructions have been reiterated that wagon labels should be written out neatly
in the blue pencil and the names of the forwarding and destination stations
should be written in full in capital letters.

(ii) Railways have been instructed that if the number of wagons booked to the
same station exceeds 20, names of the forwarding and destination stations should

- be printed on labels.

(iii) Railways have been asked to ensure provision of paste-on-labels on inside
panels of wagon doors of covered wagons and attach tie-on-label on the handle
of wagon door on either side of open wagons.

(iv) Railways have been asked to paste an additional label on the sole-bars of open
wagons loaded with coal and steel.

(v) Instructions have been reiterated that labels should be tied to wagons wth tape
and not with sutli.

(vi) A new design of wagon label holder for open wagons is being evolved to pre-
vent removal of the label from outside the wagon.

(vii) Railways have becn instructed to conduct frequent inspections to ensure com-
pliance of instructions regarding marking and labelling.

Closing down of Petrol Pumps due to Increase in Price of Petrol

5269. Shri Lalji Bhai : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals be pleased to
state whether it is a fact that after the increase in the prices of petrol, 30 per cent petrol
pumps have becn closed down throughout the country so far?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri Shah Nawaz
Khan) : No such report has been received in the Ministry.

Financial Assistance to Rajasthan for Electrification of Villages.

52.70. Shri Lalji Bhai : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased to state :

(a) whether in pursuance of an agreement entered into between India and U.S.A.,
during July, 1969, U.S.A. is giving a grant of Rs. 105 crores to India in instalments for the

rural electrification programme;
(b) whether the final instalment of Rs. 15.17 crores was paid to India recently;

(c) the amount out of it proposed to be given for the clectrification of Rajasthan
villages; and
(d) the broad features regarding utilisation of the grant?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar Prasad) :
(a) & (b) Yes, Sir.
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(c) & (d) The loans given by the Rural Electrification Corporation to the State
Electricity Boards are financed from funds comprising the grant as well as funds given by
the Government of India. It is, therefore, not possible to indicate the assistance proposed
to be given for the rural clectrification in Rajasthan solely from the grant portion, receive
from the U.S.A. However, the Corporation has so far sanctioned 39 rural clectrification
schemes of the Rajasthan State Eleciricity Board involving a loan assistance of Rs. 19.79
crores, for electrification of 2,203 villages and energisation of 45,941 pumpsets. These
schemes are phased for completion in a period of 3-5 years.

'Supply of electricity to villages equal to urban areas

52)). Shri Mahadeepak Singh Shakya : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power
b: olaased to state @

(V) wheter a greater part of the power generated in the country is consumee in
uroan r2as and villages are neglected;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor; and

(c) the steps being taken by Government to ensure that villages also get the electricity
equal to that provided to urban areas? '

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar Prasad) :
(a) to (¢) With the concentration of industries in the urban areas, the consumption of power
is more in urban areas than in rural areas. With extensive and intensive rural electrifica-
tion and cnergisation of tube-wells, the electricity consumption is increasing from year to
year in the rural areas.

In order to make the facilities of power supply available to a larger rural population
Government has been encouraging rural electrification. There were only 3,061 electrified
villages in 1951 but by the end of March 1973, 1,39,185 villages were receiving benefits
of power supply. Similarly the number of pumpsets receiving power supply in 1951 was
only 21,000 whereas by the end of March 1973, this number increased to 21,80,681. The
Rural Elcctrification Corporation was set up by Government to expedite rural electrifica-
tion and the Fifth Plan aims to further accelerate this programme.

Cases of adulteration in Petrol

5300. Shri Mahadeepak Singh Shakya : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals
be pleased to state :

(a) whether petrol mixed with kerosene oil and kerosene oil mixed with mobil oil
are being sold; and
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(b) if so, the number of such cases brought to the notice of Government during the
last six months and the action taken against the persons involved as also the steps being
taken by Government to check it?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri Shah Nawaz
Khan):'(a)& (b) Prior to the increase in prices, only isolated cases of adulteration of Kero-
sene oil (SKO) with Motor Spirit (MS) or Mobil Oil with Ksrosene were reported. With
the steep increase in price of Motor Gasolene, there have been some general letters appre-
hending increase in adulteration but no specific complaints of mixing SKO with MS or
Mobil Oil with SKO have been received. One case of MS adulteration with solvent oils
was brought to the notice of the Delhi Administration and is being investigated by the
police. One report of water in MS is also being examined by 1IP.

_With the near equalisation of the price of kerosene oil with that of High Speed D icsel
Oil (HSD), it is expected that there will not be any adulteration of Kerosene with HSD
under this arrangement. However, in respect of Motor Spirit (MS), the price of which
is considerably higher than that of Kerosene oil, detailed instructions have been issued
to the oil companies to take all possible measures to prevent adulteration of the product
with Kerosene Oil. These measures include random surprise checks of the stock lying
with the dealers, deterrent action against such of those dealers who are found to be indul-
ging in malpractices, introducing a system of sealing Motor Spirit tanks after delivery at
all retail outlets and also providing wide publicity with regard to the manner in which
any case of adulteration could be easily detected. This Ministry has been keeping a close
v\lfgtqh ovgr the working of this arrangement to ensure that the incidence of adulteration is
<liminated.

The State Governments have adequate powers vested in them under the Essential
Commodities Act to deal with offences relating to the misuse of Kerosene oil.

Shri Jagan Nath Rao Joshi (Shajapur) : The Thirty third amendment bill of
the Constitution will not solve any problem but rather create many new problems. In
implementing the Six Point formulas, the opinions of the people have not been ascertained.
The Government should try to know the wishes of the people. The people of Telangana

are deadly against this bill. It is not understandable why the Government have brought
this bill. The discontent is not limited to one place. It has spread everywhere.

The Government have no aim before it. 'We are not understanding what the Govern-
ment mean by putting the phrase temporary arrangement in the statute. This is in against
the spirit of the constitution. That is why we have raised the agitation. If the Govern-
ment do blunder like this then who knows what will happen.

The Congressmen have objected to the bill in the Meghalaya Assembly regarding
ousting of outsiders. But here they are adopting different stand. Ours is a big country.
Diversification does not mean that we go on dividing the country and close the doors for
outsiders. Today the whole world- is endeavouring to come nearer. But we are building
walls of hatred among cach other. ’

The root cause of Telangana agitation that it remained untouched from development,

If the Government had given attention to provide jobs to the people and balunced deve-
lopment had taken place then this problem would not have been created. The congressmen
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of Andhra and Telangana have not respected their mutual agreement. The people

of Telengana have not got proportionate chances in the matter of education and service.
That is why their hopes have bzen dashed to the ground. The Government have not
taken pains to know the wishes of the people.

The hon. Minister has referred to the establishment of central University in Hyderabad.
The rcason is that the Andhra have fear in their mind that they are treated as second class
citizens and they are not able to get admission in their own educational institutions in
the capital of their state. On the other hand the educational facilities should have been
given equally to all.

Thz question of Mulki rules has arisen hecause the people do not get employ-
ments. This is the main root cause. We bhad suggested several measures to set the
things right.

The Goveinment changed Chief Ministers but things remained the same. By changing
Chief Ministers, the matter will not solve. Tnz Governm:nt first should change their way
of thinking.

Regarding Kashmir, the stand of the Government have vitiated the atmosphere.
Why not it allow other citizens of India to purchase property there when it regards that
all are citizens of the same country. But they arc only building walls of separation. Duc
to the wrong policy of the Government pzrsons are coming from Burma, Africa, Sri Lanka
etc. as displaced persons.

The Constitution should be respected in which rights have been to the pcople. But
by this bill we are restricting their powers. The Six Point formula have not solved their
problem. The Government should take a clear cut and bold decision instead of giving
it a trial.

Had Telangana been formed on the recommendations of State Reorganization Com-

mittee then such agitation would not have taken place. The experience show that the people

f Telengana want to live separately. Ta: State should bz divided for the smooth ad-
ministration. Th> unity of th: country will not b> affzcted by this,

The pzople of Andhra Pradesh are not satisfied. There who participated in the agi-
tation have bzen included in the cabinet. Instead of bringing this Bill, we should decide
that Andhra and Telangana are two states and both may develop peacefully.

Shri M. Ram Gopal Reddy (Nizamabad) : Shri Shyam Babu has said that this is a very
bad day. Iam saying that this is a very bad day for the opposition.

Raja Rameshwar Rao has said that the culture of Telangana is a sub-culture.
That is not correct. The culture of Telangana is not separate from that of the whole country.
The controversy prevailing there is among the 5 percent people.

The six point formula is in the interest of the country as well as the state. A central
University is proposed to be opened there. Its medium of instruction should be Hindi.

We want national integration.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate (Rajapur) : A few years ago, the Government worked out the
five point formula and now six point formula has been placed before us. While doing
all this the Government do not realise that they are belying the hopes of the people. The
Government should try to analyse the basis of the demand for bifurcation. The
Government did not pay any heed to the backwardness of Telangana. The people of
Telangana thought that they could not progress while living with Andhras and therefore
they had demanded a separate State,

I say that the demand for reorganisation of State is not a demand for the division of
the country.

So far as the organisation of the State on the linguistic basis is concerned, I am not
opposed to it, But the basis of this principle has never been that there could not be
more States, speaking one language. Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan and Bihar are Hindi
speaking states. Therefore, there can be more than onc States comprising the people

speaking one and the same language.
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It is said that if Andhra Pradesh is divided, a large number of small states will come
up in the country Small states like Manipur Tripura and Nagaland are already there,
but nobody talks of the cconomic viability of those states. In a democracy, the feelings
of the people should be respected. Did the Government not realise the feelings of the
people of Telangana and Andhra behind the agitation ? ‘-

The by-elections were pending but the Government did not have them conducted be-
cause they were afraid that the elections might go against the Congress Party.

The opinion poll should be conducted in the state and the pending by-elections should
also allowed to be held. Th2 Government should conduct the four by-elections and have
the opinion poll there instead of getting this bill passed.

The people of Telangana
want to lead an undependent political life ultimately, there will emerge a separate
state of Telangana as recommended by the States Reorganisation Commission,

1 would like to speak on all of my 18 amendments to save time. I am one with the
Home Minister that national unity and national interest should be the only criterion to
tudge the merits of this Bill. But the point is that the objective the hon minister has in
the mind would not be fulfilled by this Bill. It would rather divide Andhra Pradesh

into twenty parts and will destroy its unity.

The main defect in our constitution is lack of flexiborility. This defect shouyld be removed.
At present, a state can be created by getting an ordinary Bill passed but there is
no povision for giving autonomy to a backward region within a St_ate.

Under Article 16(3), Parliament can make any law prescribing in regard to a class or
classes of employment any requirement as to residence with a state or a Union Territory
prior to employment or appointment. But in view of the supreme court judgement, reser-
vation cannot be made on the basis of a region in a state. The Government should have
brought forward a Bill to amend this provision of the constitution in order to provide for
rqservatlon on the basis of a region in a State. But Government did not bring any such
Bill. The States Reorganisation Commission appointed by the Government had
indicated in their Report that it would be much better to create a separate state of Telangana
which shou!d be converted into a part of Vishal Andhra, if so desired by the people of
Telangana in ten years, It had also been indicated in the Report that *‘the real fear of the
people of Telangana is that if they join Andhra, they will be unequally piaced in relation
to the people of Andhra and in this partnership, the major partner will deny all the advan-

tages immedijately while Telangana itself may be converted into a colony by the enterpris-
ing coastal Andhra.”

At the time of appointment of States Reorganisation Commission, per capita income

of Telangana was higher in comparison with that of Andhra, But now Telangana has
become more backward.

We are not interested in the division of any state, but it is the foremost duty of the
Goverpm-ent to remove regional inbalances and it can be done only when a provision
regarding the regional autonomy is made in the constitution.

I have demanded in my amendments that there should be a provision under which two
or three regional Assemblies can exist within a state. Hon. Minister should accept them.

I request that the. Government should reconsider this six point formula bzcause of the fact
that it would not serve any purpose.
