Shri Reamavatar Shastri : I went to know whether the Department of Perscnnel and
Administrative Reforms hasissued any circular 10 all the departments in regerd to thcse perscns
who have attained the age of superannuation or question of their re-crplcymentis nvolved;
if #0, whether the Railway Administrat:cn has received it or not ; ‘fso, what hss tecn stated

in it in regard to these two points ?

Shri Buta Singh : We have received circulars in this regard from the Ministry of Home
Affaits as well as the departments mentioned by the hon. Member and there is an order of

November 1968 by the Minister also. Itis done very sparingly in specially deservirg ceses cnly.
Tt has not been the practice. We are fully i mplementing this order.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : [ quote below what the Prime Minister has said in regard te
extension and re-employment in that circular :

“In such cases it should be possible for Department to consider altexnative arirgements

well in advance. If necessary a person could be posted as under-study for scme timre. Re-
tand extensions of service should te permitted onlyin except'cnsl ceses. Cebiret

Secretary might stress this point to various Ministries Cerertments. "
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In this context I would like toknow whether extension /reemployment cases of 28 officers and 35
employees, who had attained the age of superannation or who were about to retire are according
to this criterion and if not, how this has been violated ?

The Minister of Railways (Shri Kamlapati Tripathi ) : We implement the order of
the Prime Minister fully and strictly and will continue to do so, Orders were carried outin this
very matter. Sometimes it happens that a person is doing certain specific job and there can be
hurdle in it on account of his retirement. Therefore, extension for short period is granted tohim.
We have given extensions to certain people who worked with us during the period of strike.
Sometimes one is reemployed or given extension for short period -because the department is
anable to find 2 suitable candidate. The hon. Member should know that about 17-18 lakh
people work on ra‘lways and heavens did not fall by giving extension/reemployment to 28 or 35

persons,

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : You have given the number of persons whose services have been
extended and not the persons who have been given reemployment. Their number would in-
dicate whether the rules have been followed or some favourtism has been shown.

Shri Buta Singh: The question asked has been replied to. No favourtism has been shown.

Shri D. N. Tewari : After the strike it was announced to give four benefits to loyal em-
ployees in the railway administration, firstly, son of a railway employee will be given employment,
secondly. some incentive will be given, thirdly, extension will be granted and fourthly,
increment will be granted. I would like to know whether a'l the persons who had applied for
extension have been granted extension or some body has been left ? Some persons wanted ex-
tension only because they did not want other benefits. What are you doing for them ?

Shri Kamlapati Tripathi : This question requires prior notice. Only then a list can
be submitted. But so far I remember allthe persons have not been granted extension. Extensions
have been granted in deserving cases only. Others were given scme a ward or increment. Still
there may be some such persons as about 8 lakh employees remained loyal during the strike
and each of them has got some sort of facility —I do not say so. We will look into the cases
brought to our notice by you. B ,

Shri M. C. Daga : What is the total number of persons in the railway department who
want re-employment after attajning the age of superannuation and their services are ind’s-

pensable ?
Shei Buta Singh : It requires notice. If desired we will collect the figures .
