Scheme to provide employment to eduacted unemployed ju Madhya Pradesh

2730. Shri G.C, Dixit: Will the Minjster of Planning be pleased to state:

(@) whether thc Planning Commission has recently approved a scheme to provide:
employment opportunities to educatcd unemployea persons in Madhya Pradesh; and

(b) if so, the salient features thereof and the time by which this scheme will be imple-
mented?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Planning (Shri Sankar Ghose): (a) and (b)
Employment opportunities to educated unemployed persons in the State of Madhya Pradesh,
will be provid ed primarily through the implementation of the Plan Programmes for diff-
erent sectors, as in other States. Further, a few schemes were also included in the Annual
Plan proposals for 1976-77 of that State ror providing employment opportunities to edu-
cated unemployed persons. These are described belqv:—

(1) State Employment Programme for educated unempjloyed (other socia] and commu-
nity services):

This Programme, aims at providing employment to educated unemployed persons

by training them for self-employment and for construction of sheds etc. for establishment
of industries and trades.

(2) Schemes for the cducated unemployed under the Village and Small Industries Sector:

Under the Village and Small Industries sector the State Government gf Madhya Pra-
desh had included a few schemes for providing employment opportunities to educated
unemployed persons. Salient features of these schemes are gjven below:—

(i) Im-pjant training programme;

Under this scheme technically qualified unemnloyed persons will be deputed to
recejve practical training in units within and outside the State with the ultimate objective
of enabling them to set up industrial units of their own. An outlay of Rs. 0.60 lakh was
proposed for this scheme for 1976-77.

(ii) Supply of machkines on kLire-purchase basis:

Under this scheme, the Madhya Pradesh Laghu Udyoeg Nigam Ltd. would supply
machines on hire-purchase basis to educated unemploved nersons below the age of 30
vears. The Niram is renorted tn he charzing a nominal service charge /72 per cent of the
value of machines and interest 2t 6 1/2% ner annum. An outlay of Rs. 4,0 lakhs was
proposed for this scheme for 1976-77.

(i) T.oans anler Stote.Ajd to Tndustries Act for educzted unemployed:

Under this scheme, loans unto Rs. 10 000/- are proposed to be advanced mairly
to the eduneated unemnloved or settine un of industries. An outlay of Rs. 8.00 lakhs
was proposed for this scheme for 1976-77.

(iv) Supervisory staff for schemes for educated unemployed:

A Consultancy Bureau is to be set up under this scheme, including technical
stalf. The outlay pronos21 for this scheme for 1976-77 was Rs. 1.3 lakhs,
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(v) Margin money Scheme:

Margin money will be made available under this scheme to enable the entre-
preneurs to secure institutional credit for setting up their own ventures. OQOutlay proposed for,
1976-77 gor this scheme was Rs, 5 lakhs,

All these schemes are expected to be taken up for implementation during 1976-77.

(b) A statement giving the district-wise details of these pending schemes and the
cost thereof is enclosed. [Placed in the Library. See No. L.T.-10718/76]
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(c) The Corporation expects to sanction during 1976-77 fresh schemes of Madhya
Pradesh Electricity Board for a total loan assistance of about Rs. 8.35 crores. So techni-
cally feasible and financially viable schemes upto this amount will be sanctioned by the
Corporation in this year. The remaining schemes will be considered in subsequent years.

Dur-
ing 1974-75 and 1975-76, an assistance of Rs. 249.60 lakhs was provided to_the State Go-
vernments for contributing to the sharecapital of cooperative spinning mills to enable
them to expand their installed capacity.

Due to crisis in the textile industry, many of the cooperative spinning mills suffer-
ed heavy cash losses during 1974-75 and also during 1975-76. To enable these coopera-
tives to have adequate cash resources for providing the necessary margin money for
working capital loans from banks, the National Cooperative Development Corporation
has evolved a scheme for giving assistance tocooperativespinning mills. Under this scheme,
the Corporation has so far sanctioned a loan assistance of Rs. 147.385 lakhs to the Stpte
Governments for assisting 20 cooperative spinning mills in Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh,
Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh.

] Dr. Kajlas (Bombay South): I want to say something on Demands 47 and 48 of t_he
Ministry. T am not able to understand why the hon. Minister is laying stress on family
planning alone. No doubt family planning is important not only for this country but also

for the entire world.

Demand No. 47isin respect of Ayurveda. The provision made for itisvery meagre.
If we go through the history of modern medicine, we find that it receives a lot of en-
couragement from the various Government Hospitals. The Central Government itself is
r.unning a number of Hospitals in Delhi. Where would the graduates of colleges func-
tloning tor the promotion of Ayurveda would be engaged? So long as the Govern-
ment does not establish Ayurvedic Hospitals and does not encourage production of Ayur-
vedic medicines it cannot promate Ayurved. Prior to his taking over the Health Minis-
try certain units like CC.ILR.M., C. & S. M. for collection of source material for Re-
search in Ayurveda. But these units have been abolished with effect from 31st August
1975. The Government should take stens to bring uniformity in the Ayurvedic educa-
tion. In respeet of the course of M.B.B.S. and M.S, there is uniformity not only in India

but the whole of the world.

Tt is necessary that our vaids are given education in Physeology, Anatomy, Pathalogy
and X-ray Radiology. In the absence of that they cannot meet with Doctors of modern
medicine. Ayurvedaisthe on the best systems of medicine.
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Dr. Gilder has proposed an integrated course we should train Vaids who may earn
name not only in India but in the whole world. Ayurveda should be included as one of the
subjects in Allopathy. It can lead the world towards healthy life for 100 years and
even more. Itis possible only through Ayurvedato lead a healthy life without disease.
The Government should establish Directorate General of Ayurvedic Services. Then
only the Government could get the right advice. Shri Ram Sewak be given charge of
Ayurveda and shri Ishaque be given Homoeopathy and the hon. Minister may keep Allopa-
thy and Family Planning with himself. I am in agreement with the population policy
of the Government.

In the sphere of family planning I do not understand the element of compulsion.
Take the example of prohibition it could not succeed by compulsion. You cannot
compel the Muslims or the Christians. Every thing can be got done by love. Certain
States have imposed compulsion as if they have resources for total sterilisation.

There 1s atmosphere of terror among Principals and teachers that they may lose their
jobs. This policy would lead the country towards corruption.

There is much talk of urban ceiling at 5 lakh, 7 lakh or 3 lakh but what has been the
outcome is ceiling on vacant land. Similar is the position in regard to family planning.
There 1s no harm if disincentives are enhanced.

In spite of assistance from UNICEF the Primary Health Centres are in bad
condition. The hon. Minister should utilise the services of persons who have passed integr-
ated course. They should not be treated at par with the persons who have get themselves
registered after undergoing non-institutional trainning. The hon. Minister should provide
them with separate schedule. They should be allowed to practise throughout the country.
They are prepared to serve in any sphere including family planning.

The hon. Minister may establish a council for Ayurvedic medicines and also a laboratory.

Shri Jaganriath Mjshra (Madhubani) :—We have been able to eradicate stiiallpox,
but malaria has assumed serious proportions. The Minister should accept the challange
and take steps to check this menace.

Allopathic system of medicine is expensive. Ayurvedic and Unani systems are
cheaper and good. The Government should give encouragement to these systems of

medicines.

A number of our doctors are going to America and settling there. This is a great
loss to the country. Steps should be taken to check this brain drain. The difficulties of
doctors which compelled them to leave the country should be removed.

We have to take up family planning programme on war footing. Cooperation of
State Governments and all people is necessary for the successful implementation of this
programme. Assistance of voluntary organisations should also be taken in this matter.

At present we are concentrating our attention on urban areas for implementing
family planning programmes. More attention should be paid to rural areas. Health
centres'with necessary equipments and doctors should be set up there so that family planning
programme is implemented in rural areas also.

There is-delgy in making medicines available in C. G. H. S. dispensaries. This is
b;;:ags;: of complicated procedure for getting medicines. Steps should be taken to remove
this delay.

Trained doctors should be sent to rural areas. All those coming out of colleges,
should be sent to rural areas for two years.

I support the demands of this ministry.

~ Shri Ramavatar Shastri (Patna) : A numbsr of undesirable things are being done in
the name of family planning. The Dethi Municipal Corporation has issued a circular
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which is aimed at coercing its employees to go in for sterilisation. _Sterilisation certificates
are demanded in the matter of recruitment, promotion, confirmation etc. Other facilities
like loan or advances are to be given only if sterilisation certificates are produced. All
sorts of coercive methods are being adopted to force people to go in for sterilisation.

Family planning is a desirable programme for the country, but there should not be
any coercion in enforcing this programme. If the present state of affairs continue the very
objectives of family planning will be defeated. This programme should be implemented
through persuasion and not by force.

Shri Nageshwar Dwivedi (Machhlishahr): Our ancient indigenous system of mediciacs
arc in a state of ulter neglect and serious thought requires to be given, to their development.

As regards family planning, there are no two opinions that if population went on
increasing at this rate, it will create serious problems in regard to food supply and living
accommodation. It is, therefore, most essential to make efforts to control the growth
of population and reduce the birth rate. But coercion and force should not be used in
tmplementing the family planning programmes. Some sort of climate should be created
inthe country in which people may realise the gravity of the problem of population explosion.
Mcasurcs should be taken to eliminate poverty with a view to reducing the birth rate among
the poor scciions of the society.

Shri M. C. Daga (Pali): The main question is as to whether the States or the Centre
are going to implement the national policy on population. There is not adequate supply
to medicines and drugs to primary health centres in blocks and poor patients have to go
without them. Even the hospitals being run under ESI Scheme are short of medicines.

Government themselves are responsible for the brain-drain of medical talent, bacause
governiment cannot offer better opportunities for these talents. Serious thought should
be given to this aspect also.

Shri Shivnath Singh (Jhunjhunu): Several remarkable achievements in the field of
public health go to the credit 8f the Ministry of Health during the last 25 years but a good
deal still remains to be done. The condition of primary health centres in rural areas or the
rural family planning centres is very pitiable and a good deal of improvement requires to
be done in their working. In the rural areas, people have to suffer hardship due to shortage
of doctors. The fresh medical graduates and inexperienced doctors are scnt to rural areas
for training and it leads io serious results. Therefore, only the experienced doctors should
be sent to rural areas. Government should revise their policy in this regard.

It is said that we have been able to wipe oyt malaria, but we find that it is sprecading
everywhere. Therefore, in order to control it, a®angements should be made for adqequate
supply of DDT and other medicines. Preventive methods for controlling other diseases
like T.B. Typhoid etc. should widely used.

The scheme of family planning can be made successful only when the States are
given directions to introduce compulsory sterilisation after three children. More publicity
should be made in rural areas, specially in backward regions, with a view to enforcing family
planning programmeés among the lowest and poorest sections of the community. A legis-
lation must be enacted to implement the family ‘planning programmes. It should be made
compulsory by law.

Stringent laws have been enacted to prevent adulteration, but only the petty traders
are being penalised and no action is taken against the big manufacturers.

There is no supply of drinking water in Rajasthan for miles togcther. Adequate
attention must be paid to tackle this problem.

‘The Minister of State in the Ministry of Health and Family Planning (Chowdhury Ram
Sewak): It has been alleged by some Member that Government is not paying necessary
attention to the indigenous systems of medicines, This is not correct. In fact during the
course of the five plans the expenditure on the indigenous systems of medicines has risen
manifold. In the First Five Year Plan Government has spent only Rs. 40 lakhs for the
development of indigenous systcms of medicines. It is now proposed to spend Rs. 28
crores and 25 lakhs for this purpose during Fifth Plan by the Uentre and State Governments.
Bescildes Rs. 2 crores and 30 lakhs would also be spent on establishing pharmacies and herb
gardens.

An amount of Rs. 6.35 crores has been a earmarked during the Fifth Plan for the
Central Schemes for starting postgraduate education, research and central pharmacy.

Four lakh persons are practising indigenous systems of medicine. Out of them I
lakhs and 56 thousand are registered practioners of Ayurvedic System of Medicine alone.
15500 persons are practising Siddha System of Medicine and 25000 are practising Unani
systfim of medicine. There are 1,17,092 practioners in homoeopathy who are duly regis-
tered.

There are 5 Ayurvedic and one Unani dispensaries under the Central Govrenment
Health Scheme in Delhi. It has also been dedided to open Ayurvedic dispensaries in Alla-
habad, Kanpur, Calcutta, Madras, Nagpur, Bombay and Meerut under the C.G.H.S.

At present there are 89 Ayurvedic colleges, one college in Siddha medicine and 12 in
Unani system of medicine in the country. About 2000 graduates are coming out of these
colleges every year. Government gives grants to the voluntary institutions which are
running these colleges.

The Central Council of Indian Medicines has recommended uniform syllablus for
under graduate colleges and we are taking steps to implement these recommendations as
early as possible.

‘ So far as posigraduate education is concerned two postgraduate institutions are
imparting postgraduate training in indigenous systems of medicine, one at Varanasi and the
other at Jamnagar. Government of India has opened postgraduate departments in Ayurveda
in fourteen colleges in various States, 2 postgraduate departments each have been opened
for Unani and Siddha system of medicine also.

Government of India has constituted a Central Council for Research in the Indigenous

System of Mcdicinesz in order to have a uniform level of these systems of medicines and to
have one central register.
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The Council had already fixed the minimum standard of Ayurved, Sidh and Unani
systems in consultation with the states,

Almost all the states have their own pharmacies for fulfiilling the requiremsnts of
indigenous medicines of their dispensaries. Apart from this in the country we have more
than 620 pharmacies. It has been decided to give a grant of Rs, 5 lakhs per pharma cy to
the state Governments.

For Nature Cure Rs. 20 lakhs have been kept in the fifth plan. An advisory Committee
for Nature Cure have been constituted.

Shri Paripoorvanand Painuli (Tehri-Garhwal): I support the demands of the Ministry
of Health and Family Planning and congratulate the Minister for announcing the new popu-
lation policy,

Some drastic changes should be made in the medical education. Some incentive
should be given to the doctors so as to encourage them to work in villages and backward
hilly areas.

I suggest that nobody should be awarded degree unless the student do not serve in
hilly and tribal areas atleast for three years.

At present the condition of the hospitals in my State of Uttar Pradesh is very unsatis-
factory. It is worst in hilly areas. Some drastic changes should be made in this field.

Public institutions and orgdnisations should try to popularise family planning and
tell the people that Ram, Muhammad and Christ all observed family planning.

Most of the diseases spread on account of mal-nutrition. More attention should
be paid to this side.

Shri Swaran Singh Sokhi (Jamshedpur) : I support the demands of the Ministry
of Health. The Population Policy declared recently is almost the draft of the Bill. It is
good that the representation in the Lok Sabha and the State Legislatures will be frozen
on the basis of the 1971 census until the year 2001.

In the tribal areas of Bihar family planning have become a source of income for
some unscrupulous persons. They bring aged persons for sterilization and collect money.

On account of not having any Central Government control over Tata Hospital of
Jamshedpur, patients die due to negligence. So for two-three cases of this nature have
happened there.

Government should try to eradicate chicken pox.

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_ Shri M. Ramgopal Reddy (Nizamabad): In spite of our efforts population is increasing.
This cannot stop unless and until we restrict the births equal to deaths. Steps in restricting
the births should be taken without giving any consideration to religion, politics and other

things.
A proper and separate arrangement should be made for keeping the lepers and they
should not be allowed to roam about in the cities.

The laws regarding adulteration should be strictly implemented, because on account
of adulteration thousands of people are dying every year.

Shri Rajdeo Singh (Jaunpur) : Government should encourage all the systems of medi-
cines in the country because different persons believe in different systems.

There is still a long way to go to achieve the target of having a hospital within a dist-
ance of 5 kilometres from every village.

In each community block at least there should be one Primary Health Centre. Faci-

lities of drinking water should be provided in the districts where it is not available.
The English names of Hospitals in Delhi should be renamed.

Government should set up an  intelligence Agency to find out the persons responsi-
ble for producing spurious drugs.

~ Government should ask those doctors to repay the amount of money spent on
their training, who want to go to foreign countries. Similarly the doctors desirous of

starting private practice should be asked to repay the half the amount.

The doctors in Government setvice should be asked to go to the rural and hilly areas
and work there for some period. '

As far as Rural Health Scheme is concerned, T suggest that pharmacists should be
recruited and imparted intensive medical training for two years and thereafter they should
be sent to the villages. The theory of bare-foot doctors will not be successful in our country.

Attention should be paid towards female education and sex-education should be impar-
ted in colleges. Obscene films should be banned and the producers should be asked to pro-
duce such films as to encourage family planning. Such films shouid also be  subsidised
by Government. Talks on family planning should be broadcast over A.LR.
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Shri Bhagat Ram Manhar (Janjgiry: Government should open medical colleges and
hospitals in rural areas. This will keep identify the problems and difficulties of the doctor's
in rural areas and in solving them. Rural Health Services Seheme can be successful if medi-

cal institutes are set up in the the rural areas.

The Hon’ble Minister has stated that the insecticides for fighting mosquito menace
are very costly. Human life is very precious. Government should spend suffcient funds
to check mosquito menace,

The family planning operations should be performed with due care because failure
of one single operation will have a very adverse effect on the minds of the people. There
should be a statutory ban on polygamy. Persons who choose to  remain bachelors
should be honoured.

Shri Nathuram Ahirwar (Tikamgarh): The number of hospitals in villages is very
small. There neither doctors nor medicines are available. It is a very sorry state of affairs.
Some rural area allowance should be provided to the doctors so that they may feel drawn
towards such areas.

1 have all the praise for the population policy of Government. Family planningg
programme should be implemented effectively. Adequate knowledge about family plannin
is not disseminated in the rural areas. Instead of coercing people to go in for steriliza
tion, people should be persuaded to accept family planning. The curruption rampart in the-
family planning programme should be rooted out.

The number of nurses in Wiﬂingdon Hospital is very small. Their salary is not attrac-
tive and that is why they leave their jobs. Adequate salary should be paid to them so that
they may continue on their jobs. Proper residential accommodation should also be
made available to the doctors.
