Our standards for approval of EV and batteries are apt with the global
standards.

At this stage, Shri B. Manickam Tagore, Shri N.K. Premachandran, Shri Hibi Eden
and some other hon. Members left the House.

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, we are waiting for the Report from the
expert committee. After receiving the report, we will find out exactly what is the
reason behind that. On the basis of that report, we will take appropriate action
against the manufacturer. But presently, my apparent feeling is that these

incidents are because of higher temperature. We are still waiting for the report of
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the Expert Committee. After we receive the report of the Expert Committee, we
will take appropriate action. We also will take sufficient measures for the safety of
the people.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA: Sir, | would like to congratulate the hon. Minister for the
positive steps that are being taken in order to kick-start the infrastructure and the
ecosystem that are required to bring in electric vehicles into this country. | would
also like to point out that an integrated approach in terms of policy making is
required where several Ministries need to be involved. The Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways, the Ministry of Power, the Ministry of Heavy Industries,
Ministry of Environment are few of the ones that are all stakeholders in these
policies.

Sir, as we are looking at charging stations, one thing that we need to keep
in mind is that charging should be done with clean energy because the whole
point of EVs is to bring in environmental advantages and reduce pollution. If
energy is creating pollution, then it is only partially addressing the problem. What
steps are being taken to ensure that the power being supplied at charging
stations is clean energy?

Sir, also, a few legislations which would help in terms of business model
innovation in this sector would be to bring in legislation regarding selling of
energy, expanding the number of people who can actually sell energy to
consumers for charging and other requirements and also day time tariffs for
energy so that the consumer behaviour will even out the demand during the day.

People who can wait till night, when tariff is cheaper, will wait to charge their
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vehicles etc. So, these three legislations — first is the clean energy; second is
selling of energy and third is day time tariffs would be very useful. | would like to
hear what the hon. Minister has to say in this regard.

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, the hon. Member is
absolutely correct in his observation that we need maximum coordination
between the various Departments. We already have good coordination and the
Government is fully committed to the Paris Accord. We are committed towards
protection of ecology and environment. This is a very valid point made by the hon.
Member that whatever power we are using for electric charging should be green
power and solar power. For example, we propose to provide 650 roadside
amenities on National Highways. Out of which, work on 40 of them have already
started. In that we are using solar power. In some areas of Gujarat and
somewhere in Tamil Nadu wind power is also available. The hon. Member is
absolutely correct in saying that for charging Electric Vehicles our priority should
be to use green power.

There is good development with regard to charging stations. The Ministry of
Power has issued charging infrastructure for Electric Vehicles. There is a revised
consolidated guidelines and standards to accelerate the e-mobility transition in
the country. For phase — |, it is one to three years, all mega cities with four million
population as per Census 2011, all existing expressways connected to the mega
cities and also important highways connected with these mega cities may be
taken up for coverage. In Phase - Il, big cities like State Capitals, UT

headquarters may also be covered or distributed for demonstrative effect. In
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Phase — lllI, important highways connected with each of these mega cities may
be taken up. In Phase - IV, the PSU, namely, Energy Efficiency Services Limited
(EESL) in consortium with the Convergence Energy Service Limited, a subsidiary
of EESL has been awarded the work of setting up of EV charging stations along
16 NH Expressways. National Highways Authority has also signed an MoU with
EESL. As per this MoU, NHAI shall provide space, land near toll plaza and its
buildings for installation of electric vehicles charging stations based on revenue
sharing model. The NHAI is developing wayside amenities at every 40 kilometres.
We are trying to use solar or wind power for that purpose. The electric charging
stations are to be provided with these wayside amenities. NHAI has already
awarded 39 wayside amenities and a proposal for 103 such amenities are at the
bidding stage. More than 600 sites have been identified and the bids will be
opened soon. The Bureau of Indian Standards is working on improving standards
for charging stations because in the world today the charging technology is
changing in quick time.

Innovations are there and research is there. | always tell people about
innovations, entrepreneurship, science and technology, research and successful
practices which we name as ‘knowledge’, and conversion of knowledge into
wealth is the future. So, our policy is to entertain all new research giving an
opportunity to new Start-ups by which we can establish appropriate technology
which is more convenient and economically viable for the consumers. Sir,
Automotive Research Association of India (ARAIl), Pune has developed

indigenous public charging stations to complement with Bharat EV, as per CCS
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standards permitted by the Ministry of Power. | would request hon. Speaker that
this is the time for Parliament to start electric charging stations in all its parking
places, giving this facility to the hon. Members by which they can purchase
electric cars. They can come here and charge their cars here, in the Parliament
premises. In every Government premises, we expect to give the facility of electric
charging in the parking system.

SHRI Y. S. AVINASH REDDY: Sir, agriculture drones are very helpful to farmers
in view of the need to reduce usage of pesticides to cover more area in short time
with uniformity and precision. It will also reduce input cost burden on the farmers
as the consumption of pesticides reduces drastically at least by 30 per cent when
compared to conventional manual spraying.

Acharya N.G. Ranga Agriculture University in Andhra Pradesh has a
Training Institute for Agriculture Drone Operators. The Agriculture Department,
Government of Andhra Pradesh wrote to DGCA for giving authorisation for the
existing Remote Pilot Training Organisation in the Agriculture University.

In order to help farming community and also to enhance employment
opportunity for rural youth by getting trained as Agriculture Drone Operators, will
the Ministry of Civil Aviation consider the request of the Government of AP to
accord authorisation for the existing Remote Pilot Training Organisation in the
Agriculture University for training and issuing of Remote Pilot Certificate?

WEHEFIT%;I He has raised a very important issue. This is an area of innovation.
Just as Shri Gadkari just now talked about EV vehicles and bio diesel, same is
the case in the area of drones. It has the capability to transform the way we live
our lives, whether we are in the area of business, agriculture or services. And it is
the Prime Minister’s intent to make sure that India becomes a global leader and a

global hub of drones by 2030.
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It is also our imperative to ensure that we have three policy parameters on
the basis of which we give a new impetus to this sector.

Firstly, the Government must put in place a policy which we have done very
expeditiously. Secondly, the Government must also put in place an incentive
which is why we brought in the productivity-linked incentive scheme in the area of
drones. It is an industry which has manufacturing capability of only Rs. 60 crores.
We have put in place an incentive programme of Rs.120 crore in the next three
years.

The third area is the area of demand. | have indicated in my answer that
there are 12 Ministries - this number is only illustrative and there are many more
Ministries — which are working assiduously with us to ensure that we proliferate
this technology.

In the area of agriculture, the Agriculture Ministry has come out with Sub
Mission on Agricultural Mechanization (SMAM) under which ICAR and Krishi
Vigyan Kendras are giving 100 per cent of the cost of agricultural drones or Rs.10
lakhs whichever is less.

The second category is Farmer Producer Organisations which are giving a
grant of almost 70 per cent of the cost of agricultural drones. The third category is
the Custom Hiring Centres which are giving close to 40 per cent of the cost of the
drones or Rs.4 lakhs whichever is less.

The fourth category is agricultural graduates, young students, who can
establish Custom Hiring Centres where 50 per cent of the cost of the drones or

Rs.5 lakhs, one of the two, is given to our agricultural graduates.
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So, a great emphasis is there on this area. There are close to about 18
Remote Pilot Training Organisations (RPTOs) which have been given approval by
DGCA. The proposal of the Government of Andhra Pradesh is also under
consideration of DGCA and as soon as a decision is taken, it will certainly be
communicated to you.

SHRI Y. S. AVINASH REDDY: Apart from agriculture, drones are extensively
used for other applications such as law enforcement, mapping, surveys etc.

The Remote Pilot Certificate issued by DGCA approved drone schools is

required for operating a drone in all kinds of activities. | request the hon. Minister
to provide the details of the number of drone pilot licenses issued so far and also
the details of the number of DGCA approved training institutes in the country
which are entitled to give licenses for drone operation.
SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Mr. Speaker, Sir, through you, | would like
to inform the hon. Member that as of today, there are 18 Remote Pilot Training
Organisations that have got authorisation from DGCA: one in Gujarat, four in
Haryana, one in Himachal Pradesh, one in Jharkhand, one in Karnataka, one in
Madhya Pradesh, four in Maharashtra, two in Telangana, one in Tamil Nadu and
two in Uttar Pradesh. This list is going to be expanded very rapidly.

In answer to the question of the hon. Member, | have also mentioned to him
that there are about 171 manufacturing companies that have started production of
drones in India. As far as drone pilots are concerned, we have a very, very
promising future. Even a Class Xll student, spending close to about 10 to 15 days

in a drone training school, can become a drone pilot and can earn a salary of
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close to Rs.30,000 per month. So, it will be a huge employment generator in the
years to come as well. | am very confident that we will have lakhs of drone pilots

in India in the years to come.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU: Hon. Speaker, Sir, first of all, | would
like to congratulate the hon. Minister for bringing revolutionary changes in this
Ministry, and | can proudly say that Andhra Pradesh has been a huge beneficiary
of his efforts in this Ministry.

My Supplementary is also regarding expansion of the highways,
specifically regarding NH-16, which is Chennai-Kolkata Highway. About 140
kilometres of stretch of this highway lies in my Constituency, and this is also a
part of the Golden Quadrilateral Network that the hon. former Prime Minister, Atal
Bihari Vajpayee-ji had envisioned.

Now, let me ask my Supplementary. The 4-laning has already been
completed Now, the 6-laning of this project is being done in phases. | would like
to ask for a specific segment, which is Narasannapeta to Ichhapuram. When will
the 6-laning of this part be taken up? There is a technical answer regarding the
traffic that goes through this stretch.

My submission is that this Golden Quadrilateral Network is the primary
network for the country. Why do you not take it up in one stretch rather than
doing it in phases? Is the Government willing to take up the whole project and
make the Golden Quadrilateral Network of 6-laning in one go or not?

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sanmananiya Speaker Mahoday, the existing
stretch from Ichhapuram to Narasannapeta, which is about 100 kilometres, is of 4-

lane. This stretch was also strengthened by providing 16 number of flyovers and
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underpasses as per the site requirement. At present, the stretch is with Toll
Operate Task (TOT) Concessionaire.

Sir, in the TOT Concession Agreement, there is a provision of capacity
augmentation in case the average daily traffic in any accounting year shall
exceed to the capacity of 40,000 PCUs.

Sir, actually, we are facing a lot of road accidents. | personally feel that
this is time for the Department to think or re-think about this criterion because the
capacity of 40,000 PCUs means there is very heavy traffic. But presently, on this
road, the traffic average at one of the toll plazas, that is, Laxmipuram Toll Plaza,
comes to 19,324 PCUs. At Madapam Toll Plaza, it comes to 29,240 PCUs. The
average that is coming is 24,823 PCUs.

For 6-laning, we actually need 40,000 PCUs. So, there is a problem. But
our Ministry is seriously thinking on the line to change this criterion because due
to road accidents, we are facing crucial problems.

So, regarding this case, though the project is in TOT mode, there is already
a provision in the contract. But the provision is only up to that level when the
traffic density there is more than 40,000 PCUs. So, that is exactly the problem.

But, Sir, we will consider the criterion and, as early as possible, we will
change the criterion for the whole nation. We will 100 per cent consider his
demand because this highly always plays one of the important roles. But we
cannot make the 6-lane mandatory for all the national highways in our plan
because it is ultimately the cost, which plays an important role. It is depending on

the traffic density also. The Government is 100 per cent seriously thinking about
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the traffic congestion and the road accidents. So, we will change the policy and
positively think on this line.
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU: Thank you, Sir, for allowing me to ask
my second Supplementary.

Now, the National Highways Authority is also thinking to expand its network
to 25,000 kilometres, and even the Central Government has allocated an
increased budget of 68 per cent, and it is up to the tune of Rs. 2 lakh crore. Here,
| would like to read one quote from the ‘Council on Energy, Environment and
Water’, which says: ‘Over 75 per cent of India’s Districts are extreme climate
spots. Twenty-seven out of 35 States and Union Territories are extremely
vulnerable to climate change, and national disasters are becoming more frequent
and common.’

Sir, my question to the hon. Minister would be this. As there has been a
huge push in the infrastructure, has the Government taken any steps to make the
future projects under this Ministry climate change proof or climate change
resilient? Thank you.

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, we are taking a lot of initiatives because
the ethics, economy, ecology and environment are very important aspects for the
development of our country.

Sir, regarding road construction, we are very cautious about protecting our
environment. Now, transplantation of trees is our highest priority. We do not

want to cut the trees. We want to transplant the trees. At the same time, we are
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using the Soil Stabilisation Technology by which we would be reducing the
percentage of aggregates in the road construction.

We are using a special technology for bridges where we save the money.
In India, the distance between the two-tier metro and bridge is 30 meters. But as
per the new technology in Malaysia, now, it will be 120 meters. So, it reduces the
cost. Now, the beam is precast by steel fibre by which we are reducing the cost
and also protecting the environment. At the same time, we are also using 10 per
cent plastic and waste rubber called rubberised bitumen for the construction of
road. We are trying to set the standards by using this. | tried my level’s best to
use the Ghazipur waste for Meerut Express Highway but | could not succeed in
that mission. At this time, the construction of roads is very important.

As far as the ecology and environment is concerned, we have to protect the
trees. We will go for transplantation of trees. There will be no cutting of trees.

The second important thing is that we will use all appropriate technologies
to protect our ecology and environment. One of the main problems which our
Ministry is facing today is that the cost of steel and cement is escalating two or
three times more. Now, it is a big problem for the industry. The contractors are
also facing this problem. The MSME sector is also using lots of raw materials like
steel and cement. They are also facing the same problem. So, this is the
appropriate time to find out new technologies. One of such technologies is also
given to me and that is the glass fibre. The bar is already with me in my office.
The recommendations of IIT are also with my Ministry. Now, we are trying to give

priority to glass fibre bar in place of steel bar for the construction of roads and
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bridges. It is because when we create alternatives, it is going to give us the
reason to reduce the cost. Even for cement also, a lot of experiments are going
on where by using a special chemical adding into fly ash, you can construct a
concrete road. So, we are also working on that.

| am very serious about reducing the demand of steel and cement in road
construction. For that reason, we are working on that. That is exactly the line of
thinking of our Ministry. As far as ecology and environment are concerned, we
will try to fulfil your expectations. At the same time, we will try to develop an
alternative mechanism by using a new technology for the material which we are
using.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Thank you, Sir. At many places throughout
the country, when a national highway is constructed, it passes through different
cities. This has also happened in my State Odisha. The National Highway, that
has been mentioned today, from Chennai to Kolkata, passes through Cuttack and
Bhubaneswar. Actually, today, it is in the mid of the cities. Jointly, the Ministry of
Road Transport and Odisha Government have worked out a new bypass, that is,
from Cuttack District-Tangi via Athagarh, Banki, Khurda and it joins at Jankia. Itis
a National Highway from one point to the other point which will actually act as a
bypass road of the National Highway and it will be treated as a National Highway.
The Odisha Government, as | believe, has agreed to bear 50 per cent cost of the

land that will be acquired and most of the land, of course, is the Government land.
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| would like to understand from the Minister the steps have been taken in
this regard because it is in a formative stage and whether any timeline has been
fixed for that.
SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, the issue raised by the hon. Member is very
important but it is not related to this question. If the State Government is ready to
contribute 50 per cent cost for land acquisition, | will sit with the hon. Member and
find out the way to implement the project. We will try to start the project as early
as possible. There is no problem at all.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Hon. Chairperson, Madam, |
am raising a very important issue which is related to my constituency.

Kuttanad taluk in Alleppey district, Kerala, with a population of about 3-4
lakhs is composed mainly of farmers, especially paddy growers and commoners.
It has a unique geographic location where a below-mean-sea-level farming
technique is practiced. The challenges and problems faced by the people of
Kuttanad region needs an immediate and specialized intervention.

Madam Chairperson, the challenges of climate change, floods, natural
calamities, crop loss, drinking water shortage, pollution, inundation of paddy
fields, health issues due to pollution, lack of proper road connectivity, lack of
health infrastructure, lack of inland water pathways and allied infrastructure are
diminishing the possibilities of Kuttanad flourishing in agriculture, tourism and
general economic progress. The taluk has a huge potential for growth. Both the
Central and State Governments should join hands and create a statutory body
called ‘Kuttanad Development Authority’ to deliver targeted solutions to
Kuttanad’s development and its problems.

Madam, recurring floods that are caused by climatic change, excessive and
irregular monsoons, and low pressure generated in the Arabian sea are causing
excessive floods in Kuttanad taluk which is lying below sea level. The repeated
floods have completely sunk Kuttanad taluk and tens of thousands of people are
shifted to relief camps and schools every monsoon, as their homes are flooded

for several months. No serious steps are being taken by the Government to
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address floods and related issues in a scientific manner to prevent and reduce the
effects of this phenomenon.

The entire agricultural sector in Kuttanad is destroyed due to repeated
floods, and more farmers are stopping cultivation of paddy as the Governments
are unable to find permanent solutions to this issue or provide adequate financial
support to farmers, who suffer crop loss for the last three continuous years.

The destruction of outer bunds of paddy polders due to floods, and
inundation of paddy fields are regular problems to which a strong and committed
round the clock action plan is required.

Madam, due to excessive use of pesticides and chemicals, Kuttanad taluk
is facing an acute shortage of drinking water. The rivers and canals carry
contaminated water which has excessive presence of toxic chemicals that can
cause cancer and deadly diseases. There is a need to find a permanent solution
for regulation of pesticides, and to establish a network of irrigation and drinking
water service that is safe and free of chemicals. There is a need of a modern
water distribution network supported by irrigation and water treatment plants in
Kuttanad.

Madam, maijority of the people in Kuttanad use boats and waterways. But,
at the same time, no new boats or new boat services are being launched. The
boats that are being used are very old and in dilapidated condition. | would
request the Government to promote and modernise the water transport system in

Kuttanad.
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Tourism in Kuttanad is also a major attraction. But, at the same time, the
facilities in terms of tourism are not very good. | would urge the Government to
take care of these facilities so that more and more tourists visit that place. My
suggestion is that the State Government and the Central Government should
come together and set up a single development authority. | am saying it because
to develop Kuttanad, we need intervention and support from various Departments
like Irrigation, Agriculture, Transport, etc. Hence, | request the Government to
create one authority, namely, Kuttanad Development Authority involving Central
and State Government Departments, and allocate all the funds to it so that this
authority can address all the issues related to the development and welfare of the
people of Kuttanad. Thank you. ....(Interruptions)

fraternity, which is sending A wrong message to the public. The Government

PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): Thank you Hon
Chairperson Madam. | want to raise an important issue in this august House
regarding the financial assistance for medical treatment granted to the people
below poverty line from the Prime Minister's Relief Fund. People below poverty
line approach the government for financial help as they face several financial
constraints in getting treatment for life-threatening illnesses such as cancer,
kidney transplantation, liver transplantation, etc. Even for diagnosing these
diseases, people have to spend in lakhs. Only after diagnosis, they can go for
treatment of that disease. When they find difficulty in getting financial help for
medical treatment they approach people’s representatives like us.

SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Thank you so much, Madam.

Odisha is having about 480 kilometres of sea coast which is very often vulnerable
to natural calamities, mostly cyclones and floods, each year. During the last five
years, Odisha experienced severe cyclonic storms at least four times, namely
Hudhud, Phailin, Titli, Amphan, Fani, etc. Electricity transmission and distribution
network in the costal belts of the State is getting damaged each time due to the
landfalls caused by such cyclonic storms with wind speed gusting up to 300
kilometres per hour right up to about 150 kilometres inside from the coastline.

The cost of rebuilding the power infrastructure has been enormous
stretching to thousands of crores of rupees, with a lot of hardships to the public

each time.
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In the face of such natural disasters striking the State of Odisha, the need
for building a resilient electricity transmission and distribution network in the
vulnerable parts, is badly required. It is highly felt that a resilient electricity
network needs to be built-up in the cyclonic susceptible parts of the State, with
such a design and strength so that it can withstand cyclonic storms with wind
speed up to 300 kilometres.

Hon. Chairperson, Madam, in view of the above, through you, it is
requested that the Central Government may extend support for building a resilient
and stable electricity transmission and distribution network in the coastal belts of
the State of Odisha out of the special funds, at its disposal, in order to avoid
recurring cost of building such infrastructure due to natural disasters time and
again.

Besides, it will also enhance connectivity between Hyderabad and
Kanyakumari and also enroute places. Hence, | urge upon the Hon’ble Railway
Minister to kindly consider this demand speedily and extend anyone of the

Chennai — Hyderabad Express trains upto Kanniyakumari.
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(xiii) Regarding completion of NIRDESH at Calicut site

SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): 40 acres of land was assigned at
Chaliyam, Calicut by the Kerala Government to Mazagon Dock in 2010 to set up
NIRDESH. This waterfront site, strategically located right across Beypore Port
was assigned free of cost, as it could also be used for security purposes. It is the
closest point on the mainland to the Lakshadweep Islands, and can be used
effectively as a staging point to protect the islands. It is very close to the busy
shipping lane going from the Indian Ocean to the North and North West. Hence, it
can be used to rapidly deploy forces to guard the shipping lane.

Though initiated in 2011, NIRDESH has not made any progress on its
Calicut site. It is understood that the site is being re-structured under Mazagon
Dock, as the Central Govt has withdrawn from the project. We request to make
effective utilisation of land allocated for this purpose by the Kerala government. A
portion of the land can be leased for development of Beypore port. It is also
requested that activities of NIRDESH be commenced at the earliest, while its

restructuring is underway.

DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): | would like to highlight the long
pending demand of Lambadi tribe of Tamil Nadu for inclusion in ST list. Lambadi’s
in Tamil Nadu is notified as Backward Class but included in scheduled list in
neighbouring states namely Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh.

In Tamil Nadu, their total population is about 2 lakhs. A majority of them are
living in Dharmapuri which is my constituency and Tiruvannamalai districts. In
Dharmapuri alone, 50,000 Lambadis were living in Harur, Pennagaram and
Dharmapuri taluks.

Their upward mobility has yet to gain pace in Tamil Nadu, therefore, the
State government has recommended for including Lambadis in the Scheduled
Tribe (ST) list and sent the same to the Union Government on 2009. In 1994, a
high level committee constituted by the National Scheduled Castes and Tribes
Commission had recommended the same.

Hence, | urge upon the Union Government to include Lambadis in the
Scheduled Tribe list as recommended by the Government of Tamil Nadu by way

of a suitable Constitutional amendment.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Madam Chairperson, thank you for giving
me this opportunity to initiate the discussion on "Climate change’ under Rule 193.

As we know, mindless exploitation of natural resources has created this
climate crisis. As was said by Gandhiji, The world has resources for satisfying the
need of everyone, but not enough to satisfy the greed of anyone’. Rejection of this
basic understanding has resulted in this crisis. The Industrial Revolution was a
blessing to the world. But it is also responsible for heating up the planet. We
assembled in Rio de Janeiro in 1992 to find a solution to this problem; then we
had the Kyoto Protocol in 1997 and then we had the Paris Agreement in 2015 and
now COPA was held in Glasgow last year. India made bold commitments which
were praised by the world. However, India’s ability to meet them is being
questioned. So, today we are discussing this serious matter in Parliament.

In my opinion, there are five aspects which are related to this subject of
climate change. They are, the impacts, effects, crisis management, future
planning, and precautions. Many of our learned Members, at different times,

already had discussed about the reasons and the causes of climate change.

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For serious interventions and solutions of all these aspects, the portfolio of
climate change should be developed as a full-fledged Department all over India.
This is my first opinion. Madam, | am coming from the flood affected State of
Kerala. Kerala is a State affected badly by natural disasters. | am representing
Idukki Constituency. For the last five consecutive years, from 2017 to 2021, due
to unexpected heavy rainfall and untimely monsoon, we faced a lot of difficulties.
We had a lot of natural disasters like heavy landslides due to which thousands of
people became victims.

As far as this aspect is concerned, | can say one thing. We are not
problem makers and we are not responsible for the causes of climate change. But
we are the victims and we have to survive. For that, we should have proper
planning.

Madam, | want to point out one thing here. In Kerala, we have the culture
of protecting our environment very much. As far as the official declaration of
Forest Department is concerned, there is some dispute. Our forest area is about
9100 square kilometres. It is above the national average but we have to face the
consequences of natural disasters. We should have specific planning for crisis
management. We should develop a proper crisis management system for us to
survive. We should take enough precautionary measures, have a proper warning
system, advanced geological surveys, identification of accident-prone areas and
early rehabilitation policy for the people living in the accident-prone areas. We
have to take care of such people. My next point is regarding future planning. All

the constructions, development works, roads, drainage system and dams will be
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under severe stress during crisis. | raised the issue of Mullaperiyar Dam that is
situated in my constituency. | am raising it not as a dispute. But, Madam, we have
to address this issue. Mullaperiyar Dam was constructed 126 years ago. It was
built by surkhi. At that time, it had the strength to resist any kind of effects of
climate change but it may not be so as on today. There are a lot of reports on it.
Dr. A.K. Gossain said that if there is continuous rain for 48 hours and if it crosses
65 centimetres, then the dam cannot sustain. We cannot predict such a thing.
Last year, there was a continuous rainfall for 24 hours and we faced a lot of
difficulties. If the rainfall continues for 48 hours in an unlimited way, then it cannot
sustain and it will be an international disaster. Lakhs and lakhs of people will be
victims. So, our future development works and future planning should be based
on the changed climate and should have the resistant capacity towards the
effects of climate change. From the agriculture point of view, for protection of
farmers, they require more machineries and more warehouses. Research should
be done for new crop varieties that can overcome continuous rain and flood.
Good compensation scheme and Government-sponsored insurance schemes are
also needed. Finally, we should expect the reverse effect of climate change,
namely, there is also a chance of heavy drought. We should have another plan for
facing that also. While concluding, | am repeating that sometimes we might not
hold any responsibility for the causes of climate change but we are the victims
and we have to survive. For survival, we should have enough deliberations,

commitments, contributions, and cooperation. For the survival of human beings,
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we are ready to cooperate with this Government and make good commitments.

Now, the time comes and, | think,
this is an opportune time because G-20 Presidency is going to be led to hon.
Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji. Under his leadership, we create a new set
of institutional arrangements so that we secure the peace after World War-II.

Let us secure the climate; let us secure our future; let us create the
institutional arrangements; so that the capital and the technology can flow from
the global North to the global South and we can pioneer and create a new
development model. It is a development model that takes us to the green frontier
and makes India a net-zero country because all the work has shown that net-zero
is net-positive.

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"SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): In the global
agreement at climate conference 2021, COP26, India has agreed to "phase down'
on coal use, instead of promising to completely "phase-out' of coal power. This
stance of India on insisting fossil fuels (despite their environmental effects) is
because of lack of alternative cost efficient renewable energy sources. Hence our
Government must invest in R&D to develop renewable energy sources, whose
cost is comparable to that of traditional fossil fuels.

As per the reply given by the Minister Shri RK Singh on 2.12.2021, total
combined central financial assistance released to states for renewable energy
projects has reduced drastically since 2018-19. Funds from the Centre have
almost halved since 2018-19. Such investment patterns in renewable energy
projects are contrary to the needs and ecological demands of the 21st century
global economy; It raises questions on the commitments made by the Prime
Minister at COP26 climate summit in November 2021 - ensure half of India's
energy mix comes from sources other than fossil fuels by 2030; and net-zero
emissions by 2070.

While India has a number of renewable energy research institutions
including Nimbkar Agricultural Research Institute at Phaltan and Tata Energy
Research Institute (TERI), there is only one institute imparting renewable energy
education in India - Chandradeep Solar Research Institute, Kolkata. (It is

recognized by the Ministry of Science and Technology, Government of India). To

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address the needs of efficient renewable energy, it is important to train students in
renewable energy from graduate and post graduate level. The Centre can
consider setting up institutes of national importance in renewable energy
education and research - on lines of the recent NIPERs promoting pharmaceutical
education; Infrastructure in laboratories at these research institutions must be
upgraded.

If a person is unwell, it will lead to a fall in his productivity due to loss in
number of working hours and income thus causing financial loss for the individual
and the society / economy ultimately. Based on National Health Accounts data, it
is estimated that total healthcare cost in India in 2019 was $103.7 billion. With air
pollution responsible for 11.5% of the disease burden in 2019, the healthcare cost
for air pollution-related diseases is estimated to be around $11.9 billion.
According to the Global Burden of Disease Study 2019, the lost output from
premature deaths and morbidity due to air pollution accounted for economic
losses of $28.8 billion and $8 billion, respectively, in India in 2019. This total loss
of $36.8 billion was 1.36% of India's gross domestic product (GDP).

Climate change has been altering the nature of the Indian monsoon, turning
it into an erratic and destructive event. Experts across fields and climate
predictions have stated that it will get even more unpredictable through the rest of
the century. India is one of the most vulnerable nations to the ravages of climate
change, and every year people are pushed back into poverty, and have lost

homes, livelihoods, and lives owing to catastrophic weather events.
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For example, the Western Ghats were absolutely decimated between 19-25
July this year. A large section of it was deluged under a nearly never-ending
barrage of extremely heavy rainfall that grew progressively more intense with
each passing day.

The worst calamities befell people living in the plains at the western foot of
the Ghats, in the state's Raigad, Ratnagiri and Sindhudurg districts. In this era of
climate change, monsoon calamities like this are no longer uncommon.
Something very similar happened in Kerala in early August 2018, when days of
extreme rainfall caused widespread devastation in the state, resulting in floods
and landslides. Nearly 500 people lost their lives and the state government
estimated damages caused by the floods to be to the tune of 20,000 crore.

According to a report prepared by the Central Water Commission, between
1-13 August that year, Kerala received rainfall that was 164% above normal.
Rainfall on 9 August, that triggered the floods, ranged between 214-398mm
across four districts. It was the worst case of flooding that Kerala had experienced
since 1924. In mid-August, a report by ratings agency CRISIL had flagged
concerns about patterns of rainfall dispersion across the country, noting that the
monsoon "went on a hiatus" during the important kharif (monsoon) sowing months
of July and August. It also expressed concerns about reservoir levels falling below
the long-term trend. Then came the excess September rain. By the first week of
October, official data showed an increase in both reservoir levels and area sown

under kharif crops.
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Most recently, unseasonal rains decimated fruit and vegetable growers in
Maharashtra, causing lakhs of hectares worth of damage.

Maharashtra is home to one of the largest and most flourishing horticulture
sectors in the country. Over 30 lakh farmers are directly involved in horticulture.
The unseasonal rains that ravaged Maharashtra in early December have
decimated over 25 lakh hectares of land with both flowering and ready crops.
Growers had already faced losses because of multiple reasons this year including
the COVID19 lockdowns, and heavy monsoon showers. Growers were hoping to
recover losses with the winter crop. The Konkan region's primary losses are
estimated at over 4 lakh hectares, Western Maharashtra over 7 lakh hectares,
North Maharashtra over 5.5 lakh hectares, Marathwada 5 lakh hectares, and
West Vidarbha around 4 to 5 lakh hectares.

Amongst the crops affected were grapes. The season for grapes in
ongoing, and they will start going to market in a months' time. Grape growers
have been devastated. 10,639 hectares of vineyards have been damaged in the
state due to the rains. The fully grown fruits are extremely sensitive to climactic
changes and hence the quality will be greatly impacted. This will make the prices
in both domestic and international markets go down. Even mango growers are
facing serious issues. Mango farmers across Sindhudurg have lost painstakingly
cultivated mango flowers up to 50%. It is important to note that the flowering
stage is extremely important as the quality of fruit is dependent on it. Fully grown
mangoes are also facing damage such as black spots. The damage is not limited

to fruits, but also vegetables such as white onion, cauliflower, and tomato.
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Tomato quality will depreciate because of the rain, and cauliflower will have larva.
While rains have played havoc with paddy crop in villages including- Rai, Murdha,
Morwa, Ghodbunder and Chene, the coastal area of Uttan has been hit by a
double whammy as apart from destruction of ready paddy in farmlands, vegetable
crops including- Lauki (Bottle Gourd) and Bhindi (Lady Finger) have also been
wiped away. Even cotton plants have faced the brunt of the unseasonal rain. The
same is also in the knowledge of the Government as in a written reply in the Lok
Sabha by Union Minister of Agriculture and Farmers' Welfare Narendra Singh
Tomar on November 30, wherein he said that Over 50 lakh hectares of
agricultural area was already affected due to heavy rains during 2021 (as of
25/11/21), and that 50.4 lakh hectare area was affected due to cyclonic storm /
flash floods / floods / landslides / cloudburst and others as on November 25,
2021, was from a total of 20 states. In light of the unprecedented crisis that the
farmers of Maharashtra are facing, we request the Central government to
increase the allocation of the National Disaster Relief fund for Maharashtra on an
emergency basis and help the struggling farmers. We recognize that the entirety
of the agriculture sector is facing catastrophic losses, thus the Central
government is requested to help other states, the farmers of which are suffering
like Karnataka and Rajasthan.

There is also a need for Rehabilitation of Internally Displaced
Persons(IDPs) - IDPs are people who are displaced from their homes and are
forced to settle elsewhere within India (which may be due to climate related

disasters or man-made conflicts). For citizens affected by floods and other climate
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related disasters, there is a need for national policy for their rehabilitation and
resettlement.

Globally, women were affected disproportionately more due to disasters. In
disasters such as intense rainfalls, floods, cyclones and storms, women suffer
more due to their restricted mobility, pressures from family and household
responsibilities and less exposure to training and information such as early
warning signals. Thus there is a need to educate people on early warning signals
and train them on appropriate responses to undertake in the event of disaster,
especially women in rural and coastal areas.

There are also some issues in the functioning of State Pollution Control
Boards (SPCBs) Firstly, there is a lack of experts on Boards: The Boards are
typically led by generalist bureaucrats despite court judgments that have backed
domain experts for chairpersons and member secretaries; SPCBs funding is often
dependent on grants-in-aid by the state governments; Lack of independence to
make decisions: Routine administrative decisions like hiring need approval from
the environment department. Demand- Need to ensure better financial and
administrative autonomy, powers to Pollution Control Boards.

The National Clean Air Programme of the Government is urban-centric,
focusing on a limited group of cities. However, air pollution is not restricted to
cities, and air quality in cities is typically influenced significantly by sources from
outside. Addressing this problem requires moving the conversation towards

addressing pollution at regional ‘airshed’ levels, and having more flexible system
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boundaries for air pollution control. Thus need to have pollution control processes
that cut across jurisdictions and departments.

It is high time the Government shifts its focus else India will suffer. Even
during the pandemic, agriculture contributed the most - 4.5% in the second
quarter to the revival of the economy, thus needs to be protected from the impact

of climate change.
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“SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Hon Chairperson Madam. The COP26
Glasgow conference could not bring out an agreement as expected by the world
countries. The end result was totally opposite to the expectations of the
environment activists as well as the developing countries.

Particularly | want to state that India has not played its role in
finding a solution to this pertinent issue. Few minutes before the final agreement
was announced at the Glasgow conference, India interfered in this matter and got
it diluted. News items in newspapers accused that India acted in such a way due
to pressure from USA. | want to criticize that the Corporate giants around the
world in the fields of coal and oil like Adani and Ambani were behind in diluting
this Glasgow agreement. India did not act according to the expectations of the
developing countries. This Government is so determined to prove that there are a
corporate-friendly government. This is reflected in the Glasgow agreement as
well. Union Government should explain as to why they interfered in a hurried
manner at the time of passing the resolution of the Conference. Union
Government always portrays that it is so concerned to tackle this hazardous
emissions into the atmosphere.

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*DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): | would like to
thank the Government for allowing me to put my views on such an important
issue. Undoubtedly, climate change is the issue of 21st century. There's no one
that has remained unaffected or untouched by the effects of climate change;
whether be it the farmers of Anantapur district in Andhra Pradesh who have
suffered successive droughts over the years or the fishermen in coastal Andhra.
Such problems are limited not only to specific districts or states or even one
country. The effects of climate change have rocked the whole world in different
forms and factors.

Thus, it is important that decisive and determined action is taken to fight
climate change. The saying that "we do not inherit the earth from our ancestors,
rather we borrow it from our children” should be our guiding light in this regard.

The first step in solving a problem is recognizing the problem. So, it is
important to first identify the problem and its consequences.

The latest IPCC report brings out some startling information on effects of
climate change in the south Asian region. The report clearly says that India
would have to face irreversible impacts of climate change including compounding
effects of sea-level rise and intense tropical cyclones leading to flooding, an
erratic monsoon, and intense heat stress are likely to impact the country in the

coming years.

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The report also notes that the Indian Ocean including the Arabian Sea and
Bay of Bengal, has warmed faster than the global average. Mountain-ranges in
the region including the Himalayas have reduced snow cover since the early 21st
century where glaciers have thinned, and lost mass since the 1970s.

The country's coastline stretches 7,500-odd km and runs past nine states,
including state capitals. A fifth of India's population lives along the coast and thus,
sea level rise is one of the greatest threats to the country. As per IPCC Report, by
the end of the century, 12 cities including Vishakhapatnam, Mumbai, and Chennai
could be nearly three feet underwater if the situation doesn't improve.

More than seven million coastal families of fishers and farmers are
threatened due to climate change-induced sea-level rise.

Rayalaseema region of Andhra, comprising Anantapur, Kurnool, Chittoor
and YSR Kadapa districts has felt the impact of climate change. The region has
faced 15 droughts in 18 years since 2000. For instance, if we take the example
of Anantapur district alone, in the last 30 years, the cultivated area in the district
has dropped by 50%, from 30 lakh acres to roughly 15 lakh acres as the drought
pattern changed. Further, 90% of agriculture in the district being rain fed, the
change in climatic conditions has made farming increasingly unviable. In the last
26 years, standing crop in the district has failed in at least 15 years because of
drought and thrice due to excess rainfall.

Small-scale fishing communities are already facing several challenges,
such as uncertain availability of fishery resources, marine pollution, high cost of

operation, imperfect market and financial mechanisms, indebtedness. Now,
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Climate change has only exacerbated such problems. Changing sea temperature
especially in the Bay of Bengal region, has caused several fish varieties to
migrate to relatively cooler places. As many as 20 varieties of fish have
disappeared from the coastal waters off Prakasam district in Andra Pradesh in the
last two decades, hitting the livelihoods of thousands of fishermen and further
fuelling migrations.

Andhra Pradesh's location and long coastline have made it vulnerable to
cyclones during southwest and northeast monsoons, and global warming is
further increasing their frequency. The Andhra Pradesh coast was directly hit or
had suffered the consequences of at least 60 such storms of different magnitude
in the last two decades and such number is only going to increase.

Successive cyclones have caused massive loss to the state. Cyclone
Hudhud alone caused a loss of 21,908 crores while the recent Gulab cyclone
caused damage of 32,000 Crore.

Climate change is quite distressing issue affecting all aspects of our life.
However, there are still ways to provide a better future for the next generation.
These actions fall into one of two broad categories: climate change adaptation
and climate change mitigation. It is important to focus on both the categories as
they are equally important.

Adaptation is climate-resilient development. Adaptation efforts are needed
to help our farmers cope with the changing rainfall patterns, land degradation, soil
nutrient depletion. It is required for helping out tribal communities who are

dependent on forests to be prepared for longer spells of forest fires. Adaptation
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efforts are needed to keep people from losing their house, livelihood and life. .
There are many adaptation strategies that the Government could take. We have
some suggestions to offer in this regard. It has been seen that Mangroves forests
in coastal areas especially offers multiple benefits. Several studies have shown
that Mangrove Forests are able to store three to four times more carbon than the
forests which are found on land. Other than this, Mangrove forests also promote
coastline stability, and protect coastal settlements from tropical storms. Thus, the
Government could come up with a National Policy to protect and restore coastal
ecosystems, including mangrove forests.

| am glad that the Government of India has committed towards net-zero
emissions by 2070. However, announcement is only one part but to walk the talk
would be the difficult thing.

Andhra Pradesh has the second largest coastline of 975 km in the country
and coastal erosion is common phenomenon due to events like frequent cyclones
and storms. Geotextile tube is a mitigation measure in this case. It is for the
protection of the coastline in places where the soil is too weak to take the weight
of the embankment. The country's first Geotextile tube was set up in Uppada
vilage in Kakinada. Thus, | would request the Government to carry out a
feasibility study and accordingly allocate funds towards setting up of more such
tubes.

A recent analysis shows that to actually achieve net-zero emissions, India
would need close to $10 trillion. Developed countries have till now, even failed to

provide $100 billion annually by 2020, as promised from a decade ago. Thus, the
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Government should engage with other developing countries and smaller island
nations to secure climate finance from the developed nations.

We should also always remember that such a recovery and shift away from
fossil fuels and towards net-zero emission, should be equitable in all regards. The
interests of the most vulnerable including SCs, STs, BCs, Minorities and women,
should be foremost.

Climate change is not an issue which can be dealt with in a particular way
or through a particular policy. It is best to have as many hands as possible at
work to carry out mitigation and adaptation related works. Seeing the seriousness
of the situation, | would also request the Government to take all the states

onboard and deal with the issue.

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"SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): | thank you for providing me the
opportunity to express my views with respect to climate change and its impact on
India.

It has been well established that global coordinated action is required to
keep the temperature rise well below 2 degree Celsius of pre-industrial
temperatures, and ideally at 1.5 degree Celsius as per the Paris Agreement.
Keeping this in mind, | would like to indicate the massive impact that climate
change has created and will continue to have on the future for India.

My first point is regarding rising number of natural disasters in the country.
According to the 2020 State of Climate in Asia report released by World
Meteorological Organization, it is seen that "Asia's mean temperature for 2020
was 1.39 °C above the 1981-2010 average, which places 2020 as the warmest
year on record.” This rising temperature can be co-related to the increasing
number of natural calamities in the country. These include cyclone Nisarga,
Amphan, Burevi, Kerala floods, Assam floods, glacial lake outbursts in North
India, urban flooding in metropolitan cities etc.

When it comes to my State of Andhra Pradesh has the second largest sea
coast of nearly 1,000 kms and virtually every district has sea coast. As per study
published by the Nature Communications, 3.6 crore people would be affected

annually in coastal areas due to floods and rise in sea levels by 2050.

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Secondly, there is unprecedented sea erosion of 1.4 meters per year in
Visakhapatnam where maximum erosion is reported at 9.7 meters per year at
North Gajuwaka as per Andhra Pradesh Space Applications Centre over the last
twenty-five years. And, sediment transport in this area has been disturbed and no
accretion has been reported from any area of Visakhapatnam.

So, it is all happening due to changes in the climate. | wish to know whether
any assessment has been made about this on Vizag city and also efforts being
made to curb sea erosion. | am given to understand that the IMD has prepared a
map of cyclone hazard proneness of coastal districts. | am sure, it would have
done something relating to coastal districts of Andhra Pradesh since they are
'very highly prone' or 'highly prone to cyclones. | would be glad if the hon. Minister
will share with this House details of what IMD has done on this.

Apart from the various domino effects caused by a single natural disaster it
has been estimated by United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia
and the Pacific that average annual loss caused by these events as US$ 87
billion. Hence, it's time for taking collective action to mitigate these disasters.

My next point is regarding emission reduction in the country. According to
research India's Green House gas emissions were about 3.3 Giga tonnes in 2018
and projected to rise above 4 Giga tonnes per year by 2030. With this rate of
emission, India should look to cut at least 3 to 4 percent of its absolute emission

rate per year to achieve its climate targets.
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In the recently held COP26 summit at Glasgow, India has committed to
achieve net zero emission by 2070 and hon. PM announced Panchamrit at COP-
26. They are: India will achieve Net Zero Emissions by 2070. India will bring its
non-fossil energy capacity to 500 GW by 2030. India will bring its economy's
carbon intensity down to 45% by 2030. India will fulfill 50% of its energy
requirement through renewable energy by 2030. India will reduce 1 billion tonnes
of carbon emissions from the total projected emissions by 2030.

In order to ensure India does not fall prey to "carbon colonialism", which is
violation of common but differentiated responsibility principle of climate justice, we
need to achieve Panchamrit targets keeping in mind our needs as a developing
country. In fact, India should view this challenge as an opportunity to turn into a
climate conscious nation.

In my third point | would like to talk about the concept of Zoonotic diseases.
It is a disease that is passed into the human population from an animal source
directly or through an intermediary species. Some examples include HIV-AIDS,
Ebola, Lyme Disease, malaria, rabies, West Nile fever, and as per WHO all
available evidence for COVID-19 suggests that SARS-CoV-2 has a Zoonotic
source.

A UN report has indicated that 75% of emerging infectious diseases are
Zoonotic in nature. One of the reasons for this is increased human-animal

interaction caused due to destruction of bio-diversity and animal habitat.
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This shows that anthropogenic action along with the environmental impact
has led to increase in the complexity and variety of diseases. Hence, increasing
forest areas, protecting trees and focusing on sustainable development will
reduce the recurrence of dreaded pandemics and reduce the impact of climate
change.

The penultimate point | wish to make is relating to Goal No. 13 of
Sustainable Development Goals. It says:

‘Take urgent action to combat climate change and its impacts.’

It emphasizes on integration of climate change measures into national policies,
strategies and planning. It also stresses on the need to improve education,
awareness raising and human & institutional capacity on climate change
mitigation, adaptation, impact reduction and early warning. It also wants that
developed countries commit 100 billion annually by 2020 to address the needs of
developing counties for mitigation actions. And, there are other things.

| agree that developed countries have to help developing countries like
India. It is because they polluted the climate during their development process
and once they have become developed countries, it is not wise to direct
developing countries like India to stop polluting.

But, we are agreeable to this, our PM is agreeable to this and, as |
mentioned, has also given India's prescription in the form Panchamrit. But, if the
developed countries do not help developing and underdeveloped countries with
financial, technical, technological and other means which they pledged at the

Copenhagen in 2008 along with the 100 billion to adapt to climate change and
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mitigate further rise in temperature, how can we achieve the goals is a big
question mark which the Government has to address. So, the hon. PM and the
Environment Minister have to push hard to ensure that developed countries pay
the price for their earlier sins to developing countries.

| would like to conclude by providing an interesting fact. As per ILO
projections based on a global temperature rise of 1.5°C by the end of the twenty-
first century and also on labour force trends, suggests that, in 2030, 2.2 per cent
of total working hours worldwide will be lost to high temperatures - a productivity
loss equivalent to 80 million full-time jobs. And, India is projected to lose 5.8 per
cent of working hours in 2030, a productivity loss equivalent to 34 million full-time
jobs, due to global warming.

The economic losses due to heat stress at work were estimated at US$280
billion in 1995; this figure is projected to increase to US$2,400 billion in 2030.
Being a country reaping its demographic dividend, we need to ensure that our
young generation is provided a conducive and productive environment to develop
their skill and therefore we collectively need to combat the ill-effects of climate

change. Thank you.

The third is the infrastructure itself -- whether it is for training or for
stadiums and whether it is for holding competitions, like the Asian Games.

Minister what the vision for this sector is? What is the vision of the Government as
far as the sports is concerned?

Surely, it is not to be just business as usual and run the schemes. I

Fifdh sports is not just about medals. Sports teach us about character. Sports
teach us about the value of hard work, leadership, unity and teamwork, and more
importantly, sports teach us to be humble when one wins and to be courageous
when one loses. These are important lessons that sometimes even we —
politicians — should imbibe, that is, to be humble in victory and to be courageous
in adversity.

Hon. Chairperson, Madam, we must talk about one big pillar of sports, in
India, which is, the federations. Now, there are certain federations which are
doing well and which are very important. They get funds from the Centre and they
conduct their competitions and trainings. But there are a lot of federations which
are not professionally run. Therefore, what is the Ministry doing in order to ensure
that our federations are professionally run; they have a regular calendar of
competitions; they have dedicated training facilities for their athletes; and they
have a good working relationship with coaches and athletes?

| would like to give you an example of China -- a close neighbouring
country. China was a country like us that -- at one time -- was not doing well in
sports and Olympics. They put in a lot of investments and interest in sports. We
can all see the performance of China vis-a-vis India in the Olympic Games, and
we can see the Chinese trajectory in terms of their medals scored as well. But
how have they done it? They focussed on infrastructure. They focussed on their

athletes, that their athletes must be engaged in training 365 days a year. They
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had dedicated training facilities. They had a dedicated calendar for competitions
and they were supported by the right support staff.

Therefore, do our federations have the same capacity? Do they have the
same amount of funding from the Government? Sports Federations also -- to be
honest with them -- cannot be solely dependent on Government’s funding. Rt

It is because sports teaches us important values, namely, to play for our
country, to play for our flag, to rise above religion, to stand united, to face
adversity and be together, no matter where you come from, which religion you
belong to, what caste you are, and what sexual preference you are. When we
play as a team, we play for Team India and that is why, we need sporting culture
to be sent down the stream, right to our universities, colleges and schools.

And again, | say that that is something that politicians need to learn. Thank

you.
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SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Madam, before speaking, |
would like to thank my colleague, Shri Gaurav Gogoi who spoke so well on this
very crucial topic. | am thankful to him that he praised the efforts of the
Government of Odisha under the leadership of Shri Naveen Patnaik for promoting
sports in Odisha and promoting our national sports, that is, hockey.

First of all, | would like to thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak
on this very important and critical topic. Being a young parliamentarian, | very
well understand the needs of the youth of this country and would like to represent
them and their topics of enormous importance before all the hon. Members of this
House who are present here.

Sports is, of course, the pressing need of the hour and everyone knows
that sports go hand in hand with fitness. | would like to start my speech by
appreciating the efforts of the present NDA Government in promoting the
importance of fithess amongst the masses. The Fit India Movement and Khelo
India have led to a revival of sporting culture and sports infrastructure in the
country. It is a very praiseworthy step. A healthy individual, a healthy family, and
a healthy society are essentials to make new India, a fit India, and a very, very
healthy India. The hon. Prime Minister has rightly identified the importance of
staying healthy and fit, as it will bring about a positive change in our socio-
economic status.

In the past, Madam, fitness sports in India were associated with wrestling
and akhadas. But that is not the only way we can promote fithess sports in India.

Today, professional bodybuilding is booming across the country and Mr.
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Universe-inspired competitions and gyms are being established everywhere, from
small towns in the middle of nowhere to metropolitan cities.

Every elder and youngster wants to be fit. Who does not like to be praised
that you are looking so good and you are looking so fit? Everyone likes that. This
is a marked shift in Indian culture and it is taking place at lightning speed. The
Indian fitness industry has moved from run-down basement gyms to world-class
resistance training facilities featuring high-end equipment with the latest
technology and expert training in almost every aspect of bodybuilding.

The current interest in fithess and bodybuilding in India has been fuelled by
the increasing rate of obesity, heart disease, diabetes, and other lifestyle
diseases in the society. In recent past, spending money on fithess was
considered a luxury. But now it is a way of life for many. Today’s health conscious
and fitness-aware generation wants to look good and feel good.

It was not long back that it was rare to see a bodybuilding event take place
in India. However, India hosted last year its first Olympia Amateur and the number
of such events continue to grow along with the number of bodybuilding
federations to sponsor them. Such fithess events are held every year in various
Indian cities, drawing thousands of people. Aspiring competitors, both male and
female, feature in these events to hone their craft so that they can work their way
up the ladder to some day earn a spot at any of the prestigious international

competitions.
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Madam, the youth today look at bodybuilding not only as a means to
succeed financially but as a source of identity. It takes much more than just being
a fitness enthusiast to pursue professional bodybuilding. It is between the ages of
18 and 25 when a child, both male and female, has got the maximum number of
strengths to build his or her body properly with all kind of efforts. That is a very
crucial age when a child also needs his or her education and the focus on what
he or she is going to do in future. When an athlete or a bodybuilder spends his or
her crucial golden years, what is he or she going to gain after the age of 257
Where is he going to be established? What will be his earnings for his livelihood?
That is a big question mark which | believe will be taken care of by the hon.
Minister. He himself is a young man and a fit person. He is a good cricket player.
We admire him a lot as a young Minister in this House.

Madam, one needs to change his lifestyle completely. It requires strict diet,
rigorous training, and significant financial backing. Even though, bodybuilding is
recognised as a sport by the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, bodybuilders do
not receive any kind of assistance from the Government especially when they are
representing their State or the country at national or international level.

There are many examples of this, very well outlined in news sources. |
would like to give some instances. For instance, Raj Kumarji from Jammu and
Kashmir in 2016 was given no financial help even while having successfully
qualified to the 50" Asian Federation of Bodybuilding and Fitness Championship

in China. Also, as recent as 2021, Chennai cop and famed bodybuilder
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Purushottamji faced a similar lack of funding issue while representing India at the
World Bodybuilders Championship.

These are only recent examples of the dire need of financing fithess
sportspersons and bodybuilders. These are the difficulties that they have to go
through to represent India at international competitions. While we spend a bulk of
our taxpayer money in promoting many sports, and bearing the expenses of
sportspersons representing our country, - which is very praiseworthy and it is a
welcome step that the present Government is spending crores of money to
encourage sportspersons in India — why do they not extend the same financial
support to bodybuilders and fitness freaks who want to represent their State or
our country at different forums? So, it is my earnest request to the hon. Minister
that this privilege may be extended to our bodybuilders too. It is, indeed, one of
the toughest sports in the world and needs due recognition. Bodybuilders are one
of the hardest working and disciplined athletes who deserve financial assistance
from the Government.

Madam, in sports, the worst thing that a sportsperson can face is physical
injury and after such injuries, he or she is left with nothing. | have witnessed many
such sports personalities who have been helplessly living their life, without
enough money to have their food also. We collect money and donate them so that
they lead their life well. Then, there is no support from the Government for their
medical treatment. If | am saying anything wrong, | would like the hon. Minister to
clarify; if there is something which the Government is doing, but | am saying that it

is not doing, | would request him to clarify the position during his reply.
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Madam, | will now come to the second part of my speech which is about the
use of anabolic steroids in sports. The dangerous use of anabolic steroids in
fithess and bodybuilding is really a matter of concern.

Due to lack of proper rules and standards laid down by the Government,
anabolic steroids have found their way to the youth of India. The hon. Minister, in
his statement, has very clearly mentioned — and | really appreciate it — that there
is an organisation called the National Anti-Doping Agency (NADA) which is
looking into this matter and carrying out different tests at different places in India.
They are also creating awareness among our youth by conducting various
sessions on this. But there is much more to be done. This is just a beginning.

The youth are of the perception that such drugs can give them a
competitive advantage in bodybuilding competitions or improve their physical
appearance. In truth, while steroids are said to increase lean body mass, reduce
recovery time between workouts, increase strength and endurance, they also
come with serious health concerns. The abuse of steroids can lead to both short-
term and long-term side effects. In the short-term, it can bring about fluid retention
problems, sexual and reproductive disorders as well as severe acne. In the long-
term, the effects of continued usage can be amplified bringing forth serious
complications like heart disease and stroke.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
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SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY : Madam, | will finish soon. We are privileged that
this subject is being discussed here and the hon. Minister himself is very
interested to answer the points raised by us. Why can we not have a healthy
discussion on this subject? So, please allow me a little more time.

Madam, unregulated gyms also perpetrate the induction of youth in steroid
type drugs through the black market, as the youth want to build quick muscle in
order to be in shape.

While bodybuilding is a sport, but not regularising it and not setting forth the
correct standards and requirements to be a competitive bodybuilder, and
decreased importance given to it in our country, can have adverse effects on
people using these unregulated anabolic steroids to push their search for the
perfect human body.

On the other hand, supporting them, educating them, and building a
financial support base for those competing, can give bodybuilding a proper
structure, and regulate and bring forth more and more youth who will be inspired
by the need to grow natural muscle in order to stay fit and active without the use
of any kind of harmful steroids or drugs.

In all our sports, we are inspired by those who lead the way, be it the great
Dhyan Chand-ji, Milkha Singh-ji, Kapil Dev-ji, Mahindra Singh Dhoni-ji, or bit it
Rajya Vardhan Singh Rathod-ji, or Prasun Banerjee-ji, who are here in the House
itself, and Dutee Chand-ji. They inspire millions of others to follow the sport and

try to achieve greatness themselves.
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Cementing bodybuilding’s role in the Indian sporting space will also bring
about talents who can become legends and inspire millions of Indians to follow
the natural path of fitness and muscle building.

Madam, | am just in the last phase of my speech. Then, | would conclude.
Our journey with fithess and fitness sports, as a country, is not recent. However,
over the time, we have slowly forgotten our roots in fithess sports. Mallakhamb is
one such example of sport that has been forgotten. It is a thousands of years old
sport and still one of the toughest on the planet. It is connected with Lord
Jagganath, Mahaprabhu-ji Jagannath. It is a Jagannath Sanskriti also. In
Mallakhamb, a gymnast performs unfathomably difficult tricks atop eight to nine

The Government has already recognised it but still it needs more support

and more recognition. The herculean tasks like sideways flag-hangs with one
arm; one leg upside down slides, straddles, splits, and impeccable toe-balancing
acts are performed endlessly using only hand, foot, knee, and elbow grips. It is
done with the sheer strength of the body without the help of any protective gear.
It is unlike any other sport on the planet.

Thirty-five acrobats showcased Mallakhamba at the 1936 Berlin Olympics,
and everyone was baffled with the concentration, strength and death-defying
acrobatic antics of the athletes atop eight and half foot pole. But back home in

India, sadly the sport is in ruins. Nothing more than a handful of gyms have kept

the sport alive. Safe to say, they are the last of a dying breed nearing their
eventual demise.

They believe that they would train people; and staying fit is a good thing. But |
believe no Government -- may be somewhere the Government might have done
-- has ever put forward any kind of financial assistance or support to such
genuine gym owners. | am not talking about every gym owner because a lot of
things might be out of regular disciplines. But certainly, genuine gym owners and
gyms must be supported financially.

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DR. PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): Madam, thank you for
giving me the opportunity to express my views on the Calling Attention on the
Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports.

The Khelo India Scheme is conducting events for limited disciplines with
selective States and for the limited age groups only. So, | suggest to conduct the

games all over the country to involve every State. This should be conducted in all
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rural villages as a sports movement in all major disciplines. From that competition,
players can be selected for the next level of training.

Most of the national sports federations are
fighting among themselves, and their cases are before the courts which spoils the
players’ future and their interests.

The
elections were held in March 2020 with the observers from the Sports Ministry
and Indian Olympic Association. But still there is no final decision on the results

yet. Since then no official championship was held and players are not able to

play.
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Based on the above situation and fight among groups in the most national
sports federation, the Ministry of Sports should intervene and conduct the national
championships for the welfare of players. The COVID-19 situation has spoiled the
future of large number of players across the country by their not being able to
participate in any of the national championships in all games.

The Sports
Ministry should oversee this and make them implement it and the Code should
be mandatory. Expert committees should be formed to monitor the coaching
programmes by Sports Authority of India by inducting ex-international awardees.

According to the Sports Code, 25 per cent players should be inducted in
the administration of federations. The above Committees should be formed at
zonal levels to monitor the respective zones. ... (Interruptions) More funds should
be allocated for the promotion of rural games and non-Olympic sports. Many new

sports having international reputation should be encouraged.
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The National Institute of Sports Education must be encouraged through
exchange programmes with sports universities of other countries to gain more
expertise in coaching. Players should also be kept informed about developments
in the field of sports science and sports medicine.

Meritorious sportspersons are recruited by various Ministries, Departments
and public sector undertakings under the Government of India in accordance with
the prevailing rules, but rules could not be followed due to the COVID-19
situation. So, the Government should relax these rules for recruitment of eligible
players.

Compulsory physical education scheme has to be implemented in schools
to involve and promote interest among children for playing various sports.
Specialized coaches are to be appointed to support schools in the physical
education system. Talent search and development programmes of SAl should be

encouraged at the village level. Thank you for this opportunity.
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SHRI MADDILA GURUMOORTHY (TIRUPATI): Thank you, Madam, for giving
me this opportunity.

The Union Budget has allocated Rs. 3,062.60 crore to the Ministry of Youth
Affairs and Sports.

First, as
regards Khelo India, it is the country’s flagship scheme to develop sports at the
grassroots level. It has been allocated Rs. 974 crore, which is a rise of 48.09 per
cent. Yet, this increase by itself is not enough. Khelo India is Sports Ministry’s
priority with maximum allocation in the Budget for it in the coming financial year. It
would be helpful to understand where these funds are being apportioned in the
scheme and what sub-component is taking priority. More importantly, how does
the Government plan to spend the increased amount this year, especially in
identification of talent among the youth, which took a severe hit in the combined
aftermath of the pandemic, which disrupted training schedules in centres of the

Sports Authority of India and the cancelled youth Games?
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Secondly, as regards the National Sports Development Fund (NSDF), in
the Budget Estimates for 2021-2022 NSDF was allotted Rs. 25 crore, but the
Revised Estimates brought this number down to Rs. 5 crore. The amount
allocated for 2022-2023 is Rs. 16 crore. Since the Government provides an
amount equivalent to CSR contribution or donations, this indicates that NSDF did
not attract CSR contributions or donations from public sector undertakings or
private companies as projected in the Budget Estimate. With considerable
disruption to normal life and training schedules in the wake of COVID-19 and two
major international sporting events coming up, our athletes need all the support
that they can get. | would like to ask this from the Ministry. What is the
Government doing to improve on CSR contributions and donations in the current
fiscal, especially since NSDF provides financial assistance to sportspersons to
excel in their fields at the national and international levels through specialised
training?

Thirdly, as regards special packages, Rs. 330.94 crore have been allocated
for development of sports in the North-East areas, which is a significant increase
from Rs. 276.19 crore last year. | am happy to note this point, but | would like to
ask this from the Government. Why can a similar package not be provided to
Andhra Pradesh also for development of water sports and its facilities? The AP
Government has identified over 111 water bodies for development of water
sports, and the efforts can be further bolstered with help from the Central

Government.
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When it comes to financial support for talented sportspersons, often
sportspersons have to give up their sport despite showing exemplary skill and
often even winning laurels due to economic reasons. Training and equipment are
expensive and athletes additionally often have familial obligations, a combination
of which makes them leave the sport altogether

Under the visionary leadership of Shri Y.S. Jaganmohan Reddy Garu,
Andhra Pradesh IS poised to encourage athletes from Andhra Pradesh in all ways
and also bring awareness on sports and games among the children and youth in
line with the 'Fit India® movement. The Sports Authority of Andhra Pradesh

| am an elderly Member of Parliament in this House, | am glad to say that |
have a passion for sports, especially bodybuilding, kabbadi and kho-kho — all are
Indian games. | got involved in holding the position of the Executive President of
the Maharashtra State Kabbadi Association and Advisor of World Bodybuilding
and Physique Federation. The youth represent the most dynamic and vibrant
segment of the population. India is one of the youngest nations in the world, with
about 65 per cent of the population under 35 years of age.

While the broad-basing of Sports will, primarily remain a responsibility of
the State Governments, the Union Government will actively supplement their
efforts in this direction and for tapping the latent talent, including in the rural and
tribal areas. The Union Government and the Sports Authority of India (SAl), in
association with the Indian Olympic Association and the National Sports
Federations, will focus specific attention on the objective of achieving excellence.
It is recognized that the management and development of sports are the core
functions of the Indian Olympic Association and the National Sports Federations,
which are autonomous bodies and which, in turn, have affiliated State level and
District level associations. The Government and other agencies concerned and
the Federations and Associations have, therefore, to work together harmoniously
and in a coordinated manner to fulfil the objectives of the National Sports Policy,

2001.
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In games like Bodybuilding, Karate, Taekwondo and many more games,
two or more federations are active and working parallel; they are fighting among
themselves. The Department should take initiative to bring such federations and
associations under one title and implement one game, one federation rule and
dissolve others. To enforce this, | recommend that there is a need to make a law
which can give judicial support to the National Sports Development Code of India,
2011.

Insufficiency of financial resources has been a major constraint in
promoting sports in India. While the Union and the State Governments need to
allocate higher budgetary provisions, special efforts are equally called for to
mobilize corporate funds for the development of sports in the country.
Accordingly, corporates house would be approached and encouraged to adopt
and support particular disciplines as well as sports persons in the longer term for
this purpose.

Tripartite agreements among the Government, the sports federations
concerned and the corporate houses may be entered into for different sports
disciplines. In the context of the policy of economic liberalization, the private or
corporate sector would be more closely involved in the promotion of sports in
general, and building and maintaining sports infrastructure in particular with
emphasis on the latest technologies. A suitable package of incentives may also
be evolved for this purpose. Eminent sports persons of established merit may be
encouraged to set up and manage sports academies. It may be recalled that the

National Sports Development Fund was created with the initial contribution of the
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Union Government. All contributions from within and outside the country to this
Fund have been extended 100 per cent exemption from Income Tax.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR: Madam, it is not a long speech. | am making some
suggestions.

The mobilization of resources for the Fund should be strenuously pursued
and the feasibility of exempting incomes of sports federations and sportspersons
from sources other than employers from payment of income tax be explored.

personnel of bodybuilding and physique, kabaddi and kho-kho which | feel need
to be elaborated. | would like the Minister of Sports and Youth Affairs to take a
serious note of their grievances and difficulties and address them at the earliest.

The Government has adopted a dynamic criteria for categorization of sports
disciplines based on the performance of disciplines in the recognized international
events like Olympic, Asian and Commonwealth Games.

In sports, code categorization is there— Priority; General; and Others. This
categorization is based on medals, performance and international events. The
games which are not covered in ‘Priority’ and ‘General’ categories, including
indigenous sports of bodybuilding and physique, kabaddi and kho-kho games are
categorized as 'Others'. Though they are played throughout India, they come
under ‘Others’ category. These games under ‘Others’ category will certainly boost

and support the games which are categorized in ‘Priority’. The Government
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should encourage games under the category of ‘Others’, i.e. kabaddi and kho-
kho, which are played in rural and tribal areas. Kabaddi game is played widely in
our country. Mumbai Suburban Kabaddi Association alone has more than 600
registered teams. Though Kabaddi is a non-Olympic game, we should consider its

volume and more financial support should be given to kabaddi and bodybuilding.

This is one topic which unifies every nation whether
we are playing cricket or football or other sports.

| think, it is one country versus another country, or a team versus another
team. | think, the beauty of sports is that it is about discipline, teamwork and a lot
of hard work that goes behind.

My friend, Shri Gaurav Gogoi, has extensively talked about all these issues.
Eventually, governance is a continuity. | would like to compliment and | would like
to put it on record that the contribution of Khelo India Programme is really great. It
is a very encouraging step for the new generation. So, | compliment the Ministry
and | would like to bring on record that the contribution of Shri Kiren Rijiju has
been substantial and | think, the whole House, in one voice, must compliment him
for what he has contributed. He is no more there and the same leadership is
being shown by Shri Anurag Singh Thakur.

AN HON. MEMBER: He is no more the hon. Minister of Youth Affairs and Sports.
SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE: No, | said, ‘He is no more the Minister’.
Sorry, | stand corrected. He is no more the Minister.

Shri Anurag Singh Thakur is taking the same leadership forward with his

Minister of State, Shri Nisith Pramanik. So, | think, it is a very young team. | must

say one thing which actually was very encouraging about Shri Kiren Rijiju when
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he was the hon. Minister of Youth Affairs and Sports. He used social media very
effectively to encourage the new generation. His Instagram account and Twitter
account were very encouraging for youngsters who would otherwise not have
good discipline. He has shown us how sports can keep you focussed; how sports
can make you a team player; how sports can help you in your education; and how
sports can help you in gaining concentration. So, it was a wonderful job that he
had done. | think -- whether you are sitting on this side or that side -- good work
must be recognised and this is one great contribution that this Minister has made.

My friend, Shri Gaurav Gogoi, has extensively talked about federations. |
think, as has been said by Shri Gaurav Gogoi, federations have their own
challenges. But | would like to put forward one point. He has said that we should
just rise above politics in sports. | think, he is absolutely right. | think, India has
proved that several times. Look at cricket as a fine example. Shri Anurag Singh
Thakur has been in BCCI for years. | still remember the contributions made by the
late Shri Arun Jaitley Ji and Shri Rajeev Shukla Ji. These two are from an
ideology which is different from the ideologies of Rajeev Shukla Ji and Sharad
Pawar Ji. But all four of them had worked together when it came to putting cricket
on a world map. So, it is a wonderful example of how people with different
ideologies can work well together when it comes to country.

Now, | come to football. Mr. Praful Patel Ji heads the Federation. At that
time, Shri Maninder Singh Ji was in BJP when he was taken on-board. So, there
is no politics here. Even | would like to mention Shri Brijphushan Sharan Singh Ji.

| would like to put that also on record. Even though Shri Brijphushan Sharan
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Singh Ji has a different ideology but still, | appreciate his contribution for what he
has done for wrestling. He has never brought politics whenever he came to
Maharashtra.

Mr. Pawar happens to be the head of a Wrestling Association in
Maharashtra. We have worked very closely and no politics has ever come in
wrestling. It is a mature agreement that we have all done. Even Rajyavardhan Ji
talked about a great improvement made in Khelo India.

Most people look at my family as a political family. But | also happen to
come from a family which is very sporty. | mean not very many people know my
family for that. But people who know my family traditionally, know that my
grandfather, late Shri Sadu Shinde played cricket for India. My mother-in-law,
Smt. Shashi Bhatt played badminton for India. My sister, Ms. Nita Patil, played
Kabaddi for India and my son plays basketball for India and the State. So, there
are four different sports in my own family.

| would like to bring one thing to the notice of this House. | am not criticising
you. | think, this discussion under Rule 193 is about sports. The other day,
Shrimati Hemamalini Ji, talked about ‘One District, One Sport’. That is what you
have brought out. | come from a family where my mother-in-law, my grandfather,
my son, and my sister -- all four from the same umbrella -- play different sports.

If one family in the same district has excelled in four different sports -- all of
them have played at the national level and all of them are on merit -- and if this is

the case, how can you think of doing ‘one district, one sport’? It is because each
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one has proved, and this is way before ‘Khelo India’ and all that came. My mother
unfortunately passed away many, many years ago. But she did not have the
infrastructural facility in those times. | mean if she is alive, she would have been
93 years old today. But Shashi Bhatt played at the national level with Nandu
Natekar in those days. There was no great infrastructure. Women were not
playing much but she did play her national level game then. But we are all there in
one district. So, this programme may be very well intended. | am glad the hon.
Commerce Minister is here. It is like one product per district is a good idea. But
one sport per district, | do not think is a very good idea. So, you should rethink
this policy and why not, look at what we have done in Balewadi, not because it is
from my State but | seem to know a little more about it. So, | would like to share
that as a success story. We have a very good institute in Balewadi. It is under the
name of Chhatrapati Shivaji Sports Complex. Balewadi is in Pune district. We
have a very good international sports university which has just started and we
have started a new programme called Bachelor of Sports Management and
Bachelors of Sports Science. It is a sports university created by the Government
of Maharashtra. | am sure we could work with the Government of India to improve
it. So, instead of making it ‘per district, per State,” a sport, why do we not have
such sports universities? This entire Balewadi complex has facilities for every
sport which the Government of India has, except cricket. That complex has facility
for every sport. You can play traditional sports like football, basketball, kabaddi
and Kho-Kho. You can play everything under one complex. So, why can we not

think of having such complexes with support systems of good places to stay,
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good canteens, good infrastructure. So, rather than just focusing at the district
level, think of having such complexes. | am a mother of a sportsman. | know they
have to keep travelling all over the country. They sit on the Garib Rath train. | am
very happy that they go by trains because they learn so much.

| agree with Rajyavardhan Ji. He was saying very complimentary thing that
under ‘Khelo India’, they are taking the athletes by plane. It is a very nice thing.
But | was quite happy that my son had to go by Garib Rath train to Kerala,
Madhya Pradesh and to many other places. That is how, they saw India and they
really felt what real India is.

Another thing that | say here is that definitely, the infrastructure has
improved but Gaurav Gogoi Ji talked about all the larger sports and the success
stories of India. | would take this conversation a little down to the grass-roots
level. | do not want to repeat his points. But when the school kids go to play inter-
State, which is outside of Khelo India, there are challenges of infrastructure. | am
not saying Madhya Pradesh Government by itself should do because as a
mother, | experienced it. My son went to play in Madhya Pradesh, | had reached
out to them and | thank Yashodara Raje Scindia who is very, very kind. His entire
team went to a school and there were no proper toilets in the school. This could
happen even in my State. So, this is not about Madhya Pradesh versus
Maharashtra. Please do not get me wrong. But my point is that this infrastructure
is not there for various sports. When athletes from the schools, the districts or the
States go, we still have a gap there. So, is there some other way? Just by going

by plane is not important but | think the infrastructure is important. Once they go
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there, they should stay in schools which should be also absolutely fine. &IIST Xh-

T & Al S foTu 3Ry NIERY § 3TeT YT | But | think if there is some more way
for our States to improve our infrastructure, it is good. If you come to my State
with Madhya Pradesh children, they all will play at Balewadi; they will have a
readily available infrastructure where they can play.

So, | would suggest that instead of doing ‘one district, one sport’, if we
could change that, then, | would be really happy. When it comes to sports, | do
not think there is really any rajneeti there.

Sir, by nature, if you look at the sports, cricket has had a completely
different ballgame. Indian cricket is discussed almost like you discuss politics on
every dining table. But | am glad now the IPL is a great success story that India
has seen, and a lot of new talent has come with it. It is the same thing with
Kabaddi and Pro-Kabaddi. In all these leagues, whether it is hockey or Kabaddi,
you see a lot of new people and new sportsmen getting recognition. It is not just
recognition.

They even get financial support because there are sponsors in this game. |
am not saying it is commercial but at the same time, if we, the Government --
Government cannot do everything -- encourages all these bodies independently,
there will be many success stories. How did IPL become a success? There was
no Government support. Look at Pro-Kabaddi. Even the media realises the
importance of all these sports because a lot of these channels invest in these
leagues. So, if these are encouraged -- of course, you can have some watch on

them but, | hope, not like you do with all the other institutes which are
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autonomous — that will be good for all the sports. Today, the BCCI is autonomous.
Today, football league is autonomous, and they are doing a good job. So, the
Government does not necessarily have to interfere but | think if you can
complement each other and work without a terror of somebody watching you, it is
overall good for the sports sector. You do not have to be an elder brother all the
time. It could be a joint venture in which these sports could be played.

Talking about infrastructure and security, why do parents not look at sports
as a first option? It is because the career issue becomes a big problem. In sports,
you could probably later on become a coach. Even Gaurav Gogoi Ji talked about
coaches. | think there is some reservation quota in sports. But that is not really a
career option.

Still, you see a lot of people who have done management in sports but
have not got successful jobs. | think, we really need to think over our Sports
Policy. There is only one Sachin Tendulkar in this country who has done well and
is still doing exceptionally well. Cricketers do get advertisement whereas others
do not. Like in Maharashtra, in the field of wrestling people like Amol Buchare,
Avijit Gadke, Kaka Pawar, Rahul Aware need sponsors. They all are doing good
in wrestling. They get awards, but their diet and infrastructure are a big problem.
A lot of people adopt them, look after them and do a lot of hand-holding. So, |
would like to know what specific intervention the Government is doing for their

diets for all these people.
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There are two sports, outside of Khelo India, that we need to promote. One
is traditional sports and the other is adventure sports. The hon. Minister, Shri
Anurag Thakur comes from Himachal Pradesh. Adventure sports is a very big
business in tourism.

Nowadays, with the unemployment challenges, even with the global crisis, |
do not want to get into the issue of unemployment in this debate, but tourism is a
very big option and so adventure tourism and traditional tourism can open up a lot
of doors for youngsters who can make their hobby into careers. So, | would be
happy if there is something more that this Government could do, and | think it
would be a wonderful contribution.

Sir, | think, sports is a very interesting topic for all. Sports unifies society at
large and the country at large. So, if we all put our minds together and come up
with a more pro-active policy, then it will help the future of the nation.

*SHRI C.N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): Since large chunks of the Indian
population belongs to youth category, therefore, Government is in a position to
find out talents in the field of sports. Government should make concerted efforts
to search out sports person from the ground level that is remote village areas,
tribal areas where there is no dearth of talent. There is need to equip basic
infrastructure to promote sports in the areas where the focus on sports has not
shifted as yet.

We have to dispel the myth that "Padhoge Likhoge Banoge Nawab,
Kheloge Dupoge Hoyoge Kharab". Now sports have become one of the
scintillating sector, therefore, Government must give impetus to the promotion of
sports from the school level itself and encourage the Indian youths to participate
in various State, National and International sports competition. Government
should also encourage the private sector under Corporate Social Responsibility
(CSR) to promote sports in India. Now-a-days, sports is also becoming a sector
for not only employment generation but also contribution to GDP. Sports has also
become lucrative areas to advertisement of different business promotion.

Therefore, it is all the more necessary to promote sports in the country in
general, and the States which are lacking in the sports infrastructure like Tamil
Nadu, Jharkhand, Bihar, Odisha, Rajasthan etc.

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"SHRI DHANUSH M. KUMAR (TENKASI): The Union Government has allotted a
sum of Rs. 3062.60 crores as against last year's amount of Rs. 2757.00 crores.
Even though the fund is increased, there is no increased allocation or funds for
training and preparation for international participation being the games are
financed by the Government. Most of the national sports federations are fighting
among themselves and their cases are before the courts which spoils the players’
future and their interest. Players from the disputed federations are not able to
participate in any of the national championships. Hence, they are not able to get
their merit certificate to get their eligibility to enter into jobs. MiYAS should
intervene and settle the issues.

Nowadays, our Chief Minister is giving more important to sports sector. He
provided fund for each Assembly Constituency for stadium facility as well as
village youth skill development in sports. The same way, the Union Government
should establish stadium facility to each and every Parliamentary Constituency to
improve the youth and students’ skills in all sports activities and develop
confidence into the youth to participate at national level and all international level
sports activities.
