Shri Madbu Limaye : In reply to part (a) of the question it is said in the state-
ment ;

**The question of punishment to be awarded to the Manager of the Bhawan or any
other persons found responsibile for any breach can appropriately be considered only in
the light of the court’s judgment after it has been pronounced,’

Whenever such allegations are made, the convention of Govt. offices is that in the
first instance action is taken departmentally, Either the person concerned is suspended
or he is forced to go on leave. Sometimes it happens that even when one i3 freed by
court, departmental action is taken against him. In this case thc Chairman of Khadi
Commision intervened and the person concerned was not forced to goon leave. The
hon. Minister had given an assurance in this House that he will be sent on leave, What
are the difficulties in complying with those assurances ?

Shri Manubhai Shah : When a case is pending in the Court, how can I say that he
is guilty. I had said that it would be better to enquire into the matter in his absence,
He was sent on leave for one month. During this period, the investigation was comp-
leted and we got the report of the conimission, Now the whole matter is pending in
Court. I cannot anticipate whether Court will’convict him or not. If he is convicted
then departmental action will be taken. Before the judgment of the Court, we caunot
take any action,

Shri Madhu Limaye : On & point of Order, 8ir, My question has not been answered,
The hon, Minister has said that it would be better to enquire into the matter in his
absence, But the Manager stated before the Court that :

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(a) whether it is a fact that in O'ctober, 1966 railway traffic be t ween Chupra and
Sonepur remained suspended upto 10.00 A, M. because at 6 A. M. on that day certain
fish-plates wero found to have been removed and some holts missing at a place bet ween
Nayagaon and Parmanandpur Stations; and

(b) if so. the reaction of Government thereto ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Dr. Ram Subhag Singh) :

(a) The correct position is that 2 incidents took place between Chupra and Sonepur
stations, in which fish plates and bolts were found missing. The firet was detected on
5—10--686 at 09—35 hours and the other on 20-—-10—66 at 06 —29 hours, No train
suffered any detention in first case, However, in the second case, 3 trains suffered
detention of one hour and 20 minutes, one hour and 17 minutes and 53 minutes respec-
tively. The double line working was restored at 10—30 hours the same day on 20—10—686,

» (b) The State Govt. Railway police Sonepur have regie:t.erad both (he cases under
section 126 of Indiar Railways Act, which are still under investigation. Assistant
Railway Officers Joint enquiry has been held and its result is awaited. Patrolling of
the track hetween Nayagaon and Parmanandpur has been intensified.

The Deputy Minsiter in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sham Nath) :

(a) and (b) : Although a large number of people in this area live on trade of fish
and ropes it is not quite correct to say that lack of transport facilities has affected their
trade. The area is well served not only by metre gauge Railway line, but also by road
and inland waterway communicafions, adequate to meet the transportation require-

ments of the region.

(c) and (d) : The density of traffic operating on the Quilon-Ernakulam section is
1075 net ton kilometres per route kilometre per day which is very much below the
highest density attained elsewhere on the metre gauge, namely 7300, From investiga-
tions of the capacity and traffic prospects, it is seen that ample line capacity is availa-
ble on the existing metre gauge line which can be further augmented as and when
necessary by the provision of minor line capacily works and dieselisation and no
difficulty is anticipated for handling all the traffic foreseeable in the near future. With
the limited funds likely to be made available for the Fourth Plan, prioriiies will have
to be determined on the basis of maximising gains in productivity in the shortest
possible time, Therefore, as no limitation in capacity isexpected which would require
conversion, of this section would not merit high priority to justify its inclusion in th%

ShriR. S. Pandey (Guna) : It has been very clearly laid down in Rule 353 of the
Rules of Procedure that if any member levy any allegation of a defamatory or indis.
criminatory nature, he should give prior intimation to you so that the Member
concerned could be enabled to investigate the charges and furnish his explanation in the
House,

It has also been stated that if in your opinion such allegations are derogatory to
the dignity of the House that no public interest is served by making such allegation,
then you are empowered to probibit that member from making any such allegations.
But this rule is being violated in this House day after day. Yesterday when such a
point of order was raised in this House, it was observed by the chair that it is in
violation the dignity of the House and the written rules of tuis House to levy allegation
without prior information against a person who is not present in this Hoase.

My submission is that many allegations is being levied in this House daily to the
effact that huge sums of money have been misappropriated and when it is explained
that all such allegations are baseless, even then Mr, Dwivedy is suggesting that a
Committee be appointed. It is very unusal to suggest auch things. Shri Patel has
stated that all allegations are baseless. So I suggest all such allegations which in your
- opinion are derogatory to the dignity of the House by whom no public interest has

been served should be expunged from the proceedings of the' House with retrospective
effect,

Shri. Madhu Limaye (Monghyr) : During this session two or three questions were
asked regarding the shortage of rice imported by Appeejay Shipping Company., I am
coming over to that.

Explanatory notes were given regarding the questions which were not clarified
and when you were satisfied that there are certain points which require clarification, you
gave the permission to raise half-an-hour discussion. Now when you are allowing them
to give personal clarification, you should conduct the business under rule 357 which
reads’

“A member may with the permission of the Speaker make a personal explanation
although there is no question before the House but in this case no debsatable matter
may be brought forward and no debate shall arise’’

Mr. Patel had not said even a word about the facts that were placed before the
House yesterday.

Mr. Speaker : If you want that I should give a statement just now then I am
giving it just now, I have consulted both the Law Minister an¢ the Home Minister and
had discussed with them the ways to remove the apprehension that Section 107 was
beiug misused and especially when the Lok Sabha was in session- Dr. Lohia had raised
two main points in his letter, Firstly he had writien that Members of Parliament
should not be arrested under Section 107, Secondly he had #aid thut during the session
of Parliament no member of Parliament shonld de arrested.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia: Mr. Speaker the main point which I have raised in
my letter and which I am repeating here also is that Section 107 is a bad Section. Tt
has been misused. Section 107 of the Cr. P, C.is against the provisions of our
Constitution, You have generally ruled that courts should be moved regarding such
sections. I have moved the court also. I have told the Chief Justice that not only
Section 107 but. other Sectione also like Sections 144 and 109 are being miisused and they
_are inconsistent with the digoity of Indian citizens, their security and freedom and as
auch they should be declared ultra vires.

Mr. Speaker : He had raised two points. His first point is just as he has said
pow that Section 107 is against our Constitution. The firat thing is that I can not
decide about the Constitutional validity of this Section. Secondly the hon, Member
had moved the court of law to declare that section ultra vires, but he had withdrawn
his case. I think every citizen of the country is free to move a court of law and get the
section 107 declared as ultra vires, whether he is charged under Bection 107 or not.

There is no hindrance in moving a court of law in this regard. Thirdly he has
said that Member of Parliament should not be arrested under Seetion 107. T can not
do that, because doing that would be creating a new privilege for which neither I
nor this House has been given powers. No new privilege can he created. Ihave done
the utmost which I could do. I have pleaded with both the Ministers that there should
not be such fears among the Members that they are not being allowed to discharge their
normal duties. There should be no reason for them to think that this section is being
misused against the Members and especially when the Parliament is in Session. Unless
_ it becomes also absolutely necessary for the executive to make any arrest, it should not
make it; they have to decide; it should not be left merely to the simple ordinary officer.
More care shoald be taken and cantion exercised. Due care and caution must he
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exercised and only when it becomes absolutely necessary, arrest should be made;
otherwise it should not be made. That was the most that I cande and I have done
that,

I want to
know how far it was proper for the Magistrate not to release Shri Bagri when we were
there along with our property ?

Mr. Speaker: I can not give any judgement regarding the mazistrate’'s discre-
tion and exercise of his power. Whosoever goes in a court, he goes in the capacity of
a oitizen. I ran not interfere with the courts affairs, 1 had forwarded your letterto
the Home Minister and had also informed you of the reply he had given to me.

Shri Madhu Limaye : Shri G. N. Dixit has levelled innumerable charges against
me. This gentleman was not acquainied to me and he had come to me for the first time
He put all these facts before me and he alro stated that he Lhad written a lctter to you.
I got suspicious and as a measure of precaution I did not sign on it at that time. Then
I came to you along with Shrimati Renu Chakravartti and Shri Kishen Pattnayak. Ycu
had asked me to raise this matter quickly as it related to yvou. But still I did not
initiate the matter for four or five davs, Then at your direction I raised this matter,
The cutting of the statement which I got from Dr. Aney was immediately despatched to
you. Not only that, T had on a previous occasion also mentioned in this House that T
had learnt from Dr. Aney that Pro, Ranga was having a bitter experience of Col.
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Amrik Singh, Tuerefore, you shouid also have information from him. In my speech I
bad dewmanded that this gentleman should be arrested and preduced before the House, It
is with this intention that today I suggested fur recomiitial so that all the documents
referred to by him might be considered by the Priviledges Committee. I have no

intillegence departmsnt to verify the correctness of these documents,
' So far Jitpal and others are concerned, the Public Accounts Committee had

Lrought so many things into light about their companies ete. Sometimes some people

try 1o mislead the Members of Parliament by supplying wrong information. I cen
fqquote several instances in this regard, Generally | w1y to find out the correctness of
information supplied by anybody hefore taking any further steps in that regard.

I have drawn your attention to this fact that=everal contactmen are working on
behalf of big capitalists and ccmpanies in Delhi. We hiave also to perform our duties as
Member of tyis House, # always try to get the informaticn as far as possible of such
matters and raise them in House afier st udying them carefully. Ialways bow to your

rulings for raising such matters.
The hon. Member has quoted the instances of the House of Commons in support

of his point. In this connection I would like to say that Mr, Profumo, the then War
Minister had 10 resign for giving wrong statement and concealirg the facts from the
House of Commons. But I have nothing to sar¥ about your ruling here,

The enquiry office of the Al India Radio wasset on fire by tlie policeman who
had died and he was in civilian clothes, The Government should hold an enyuiry into
1t.

What has happened to the dead boily of Shri Juoomr Lal Asopa of Judhpur who was
killed in this firing 7 Where is the dead body ot Satish Kumar ayed 18 who recived a
bullet in the leg and who later on? This is a monstrons Government which is not
prepared even to handover the dead bodies to next of kin of the dead, This is a mockery
of democracy. The nineteen persons who had received injuirics were removed in a
truck and then brutally strangled to death, Is it the way to run the Government ?

Shri Prabhudutt Brahmchart has been maliciously put behind the bors becauso
he had contested election against the late Prime Minister, Me is being tormented and
nobody is allowed to see him, If an enquiry is held all the facts will come to light.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bijnor): Respect for cow comes down to us right from
the vedic age. From the very beginning we have called -her mother. This agitation of
banning the cow slaughter is as old as the cow slanghter itself in this country. There has
been number of movements in this country which have demanded the ban on cow
slaughter, Even in Moghal days it was banned by the Muslim Rulers, During British
Government were not callously indifferent towards this sentiment, Let me also state
this movement gained momentum when Mahatma Gandhi came to the fore in the
political struggle of the country, Mahatma Gandhi firmly turned down Mr, Jinnah’s
demand that Muslims in India should have right to slaughter cows in free India. ILven
Lokmanya Tilak assured the Hindus in his times that the row slaughter will be totally
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banned a3 soon 4s the country attains independence. He went on to assure that the
first law that will be passed after the country freedom will be the ban of cow slaughter,
But today we find that afier 20 years of independence the cow slaughter has not been
banned. Certain saints, who are positively above the politic has taken charge of the
movement to demand the ban on cow slaughter,

Let me state that the cow slaughter has been responsible for a very slow rate of
growth of cow population in our country, As a result of this there have been very
meage: incresse in the quality of milk, Kigure of per capita consumption of cow
milk in this country is 3.28 grames. We are a agriculturist country, and our farmers
mainly depend upon bullocks for tilling the land. But what we tind is that the price of
bullocks is very high. This is always the result of cow slaughter, But the Governs
ment arepot willing to ban cow slaughter because they think they are earning foreign
exchange by export of beef and cow-skin,

I strongly repudiat® their charge that the sponsors of the movement to ban
cow-slaughter have an eye on the elections, Jagadguru Shankaracharya, Muni Sushil
Kumar, Acharya Vinobha Bhave and Jaya Parkash Nairainare not the persons who
are interested in election. But on the other hand it can very safely stated that the
congress party got votes in the elections by exploiting the name of the bullocks,
Government have never paid adequate attention to look after carefully the needs of
cows and bullocks. If they had been looked after very carefully, it would have been
vcr'y useful for the country. On this subject there is & bouk written by Shri Shri Satish
Chandra Das. I would urge upon the Government to ask the savings of temples for
being utilised on cow protection,

I feel the Central Government should come out with a legislation imposing a ban
on cow slaughter.in the entire country, Our Constitution should be ammended, if it i8
very neessary to do so. Government should not show callous indifference towards the
sentiments of a such a large section of the population, On the other hand they should
be respected. It is really very sad that our Government at the centre have not been
able to impose a ban on cow slaughter even in certain union territories which are
direotly under their control.

The incident of the 7th- Nov, are really vaery sad, but the reluctance on the part
of the Government to hold a judicial inquiry into the incidents on November 7 have
created a suspician in the minds of the people. The Government are not agreeing to
hold an inquiry because they are apprehensive that certain high officials may be found
guilty as a result of the inquiry. What I want to stress is that the Government should
not make the ban on cow slaughter a prestige issue. My submission is that the
Government should give objective consideration and come to a right decision; so that
the lives of the,saints who are on hunger strikes-on this issue may be saved,

This causes & great hardship to the step son, He is deprived of
his rightt o property. It happens in many cases. The step son is left with no remedy
under the present law. The intention of moving thie Bill is to prevent such fictious
sale which aims at d epriving the step son of his legitimate right.

This Bill does not cause any hardship to the widow because she will still have the
right to effect genuine transfer,

Shri Bade (Khargone) : I can not support the hill  Mare complications will arise
by the proposed amendment and litigation will also be on the increase. In 1956 Act
women have been given same rights thau that of the men. 1n s demeocratic couniry like
ours the!e should be no difference in the rights of men and woemen. So, when ouce a
woman is declared owner of the property she shou!d have the right of transfer and sale
‘of the said property,

The miner of the Bill also desires that it shculd be made applicable retrospec-
tively, If this is done it will affect the transfer inade during the peried.

If this Bill is passed it will be a grave injust:ce t0 women of the countiy. T also do not
support this Bill because it is against the principles of Hindu Suceession Aect.

Shri Shree Narayan Das (Darbhanga): We accept the prinviple of equal right of
men aad women in property in Hindu Succession Act, 1¢56. Now if the proposed
amendment is accepted it gvill be against the spirit of that Act. Whena man bas full
right of transfbr or sale of his property it will be a grave injustice to deprive the woman
from this right. After the death of her husband she becomes the ubsolute owne: of the
property and she has the full right to dispose it off in a way she hikes best, We should
not deprive her of this right, .

Shri Sheo Narain (Bansi) : I welcome the Bill. It is a matter of common
knowledge that widows, who inherit property from the husband, do not behave
properly with their step children. Sometimes step-children are considered as beggars
even worse than that, The present amendment is suggested to ensure justice to step
children, This amendment should be accepted.

When this Bill is passed, it should also he made applicable to Jammu and
Kashmir because from Cape Commarine to Kashmir India is one.

Shri Balmiki (Khurja) : I welcome the proposed amendment in the Bill, Grave
ivjustice is, done to step-children after the death of the father. I agree that the women
should be given equal rights but some restrictions should be imposed on the widows to
ensure justice to step-children. Some proviso to the effect should be included in the
Act. If Govenment vannot accept this amendment then it should bring some
comprehensive Bill to ensure justice to step-children,
