Dr. Laksminarain Pandeya : Whether Government is aware of the fact that despite
steps taken by Government, regular supply of oil is not being made to some States and
that is why diese in some States,including Madhya Pradesh agriculture and industry, is
not available for at reasdnable price and people have to pay more forit. Whether Gov-
ernment willlook into it and at the same time whether arrangements wilil be mace to see
that oilis made availableat reasonable priceand according to their requirments ol Macdhya
Pradesh is not getting required quantity of diesel.

Shri K. D. Malviya : Wealwaystry to supply full quantity of oil allocated for Madhya
Pradesh. They always get it, but some times they ask for more 0il. In such circumstances
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it becomas difficult to make arrangements for the supply of additional quantity of oil.
Whenever any State asks for more oil for agriculture purpose, we try dur best to meei
their demandy We have assured them that if they will need More oil for agriculture
parpdsz, they will be given the required quantity.

Dr. Laxminarain Pandeya : People have to pay more than the fixed price. What
steps av e bzingtaken to solve this problem ? Whether the reason for this is that iess diesel
is supplied to Madhya Pradesh and that is why there is shortage of diesel ?

Shri K. D. Malviya : What can I do in this regard ? We supply them full quantity.
If thereis any bungling on the part of focal suppliers thatshould be broughtto my know-
ledge and then 1 will look into this.

Shri Bhagirath Bhanwar : The Hon. Minister in reply to part (a) of the question
said ‘‘No Sir”. I want to know whether Central Government is not apprised of the
rules and regulations framed by the State Governments for the economic and social wel-
fare and progress of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes ? I knew that Madhya
Pradesh Government have passed laws for providing free legal aid to these people and
they are being provided legal aid. Orissa, Bihar and Gujarat Governments have also passed
such laws. I want to know whether State Governments have informed the Central Gov-
ernment in this regard ; if not the amounts given to the State Governments for providing
frec legal aid to these categories and the amount which will be given in future ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : In my reply Isaid that Central Government have not issued
any directions inthisregard. Butit does not mean that no such scheme is going on. This
scheme is going on in many States under the Ministry of Home Affairs. The schemes
regarding providing free legal aid is going on in Bihar, Gujarat, Haryana, Jammu and
Kashmir, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Karnataka, Orissa, Punjat, Rajasthan,
Pondicherry and Tripura. Similarly schemes to provide legal aid to Scheduled Tribes are
goi1z.1 3i1r, Gijarat, K=rala, Maharashtra, Karnataka, Orissa, Rajasthan and Nagar
Havelialso. But the amount sanctioned for this purpose is meagre. Some States have

een given 50 thousands rupees and some are given one lakh rupees. This scheme has
not been given wide publicity. Commissioner for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
. has also stated about the lack of publicity to this scheme. Efforts arc being made in this
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regarcl.. Secondly, those people for whose welfare this scheme has been introduced,
arenotinapositionto get benefit therefrom. Therefore efforts are being made to give
more and more publicity to this scheme in order to give maximum benefit to these people.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra : The Hon. Minister has said that the state Governmet:ts have
‘beentoldinthisregard weare members of Lok Sabha. Weaie told thatso muchamounts
have been given to different States for providing free legal aid to the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled tribes. We work in different districts of our constituencies. When these
people are harassed, we ask the Government advocates that they are getting assistance
from Government and so they should fight the Case in defence of those persons. Whether
Government would direct all the states in this regard ? All infermation in this regard
should be given to us so that we may ask the Government advocates 10 fight tlc case in

defence of these people who are ill treated.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Hon. Minister has said that the Government havc not is-
sued any directions to the State Governments for providing free legal aid to the people
belonging to scheduled castes and scheduled tribes. First of all I want to kncw from the
Hon. Minister if there is need to issue such directions and whether Central Government
propose to give more money to the states Governments for providing free legal aid to the
Adivasis and the people belonging t0 scheduled castes keeping in view thc inadequate

amount already being given to them; if not, the reasons therefor ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : I have already said that no such directions have been issued.
But the States Governments can be advised. They are comitted also to implement this
scheme because Central Government is giving them grants for this purpose. The grant
which the State Governments have received has not yet been spent, because this scheme
has not got publicity. Those people are also not in a position to get benefit from this
scheme. We are seriously considering as how to give these people maximum benefit
from this scheme. }Justice Krishna Ayar Committee has submitted a report in this regard.
The committee has recommended that a legal Adviser should be appointed for this pufpose
so that these people could be given more and more legal 2id. This recommendation is

under Law Ministry’s consideration.

Shri Shrikishan Modi : Sir, the hon. Minister has stated that the foreign exchang
saving on account of concessional price of crude and transportation is estimated at about
Rs. 13 crores. I want the break-up of saving ?

Sccondly, how long these concessions will continue ?

Sari K-D. Malviya : The saving on account of freight transportation is about Rs.
1.6 crores concession. The rate of crude oil supplied between Jeruaty ¢ nc Novembey

Shri Jagannath Rao Joshi : Sir, when a demand was madetostop theinflow of foreign
money which has a very undesirable influence when used in our elections, a probe was held
and its report was also submitted to Government but they did not lay it on the Table in

publicinterest. Eventhen Iwantto know whether Government have concluded therefrem

thatit does affect our elections ? If so, whatsteps were taken so fartostopit and how far
they proved effective.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : As he is aware, when such doubts were raised here after 1967
elections, the Home Ministry ordered the Intelligence Bureau to go into it. They sub-
mitted their reporis in 1967 and 1968 and they were presented to Parliament on 14th May,
1969. Perhaps he is not aware that it was presented here al: 0 and the Foreign Contribu-
tion (Regulation) Bill based thereon was introduced here in 1973, which is still teing con-
gidered.
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Shri Jagannath Rao Joshi : Since it will take some more time to pass it, I, therefore
wanted to know your conclusions ? If Government feels that such money comes into
thecountryand affectstheelections, whateffective steps have beentaken tostop its inflow ?

Dr, Sarojini Mahishi : Government has introduced a comprehensive Bill after con-
sideration. If the hon. Member wants to know anything, be may give a separate notice.
This Bill could be considered when it comes up for discussion. At present it is before the,
Joint/Select Committee and evidence is being collected. Hon. Members can express
their opinion when it is considered inthe,House.

Shri Jagannath Rao Joshi : Sir, the hon. Minister has referred to Bill regarding in-
flow of foreign money. [ cannotsay whenit would be passed but perhaps by them elec-
tions would beover.

Secondly, a suggestion was made in regard to the usenof black money and the Su-
preme Court had ruled that the amount spent by a party on its candidate should also be
counted but it was nullified by a Government Ordinance, They have not accepted the
Suggestion regarding submission of expense account by Parties. So, when Government
would come to a decision with all-party consultation and in the meantime what steps are
contemplated ?

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi : As | had stated, the Home Minister had given a statement in
regard to black money and foreign money on the basis of Central Intellegence Bureau’s
report. The Joint Committee has submitted a rcpf)rt on Electoral Reforms which were
discussed here. The Joint Committee was also of the opinion that the expenses incurred
By Political parties should not be included in the expenses incurred by the candidate be-
came of various practical difficulties As you are aware, the Joint Committee alse did not
say anything became of these difficulties........

Translation of Law Books in Hindi

1081. Shri Shankar Dayal Singh : Will the Minister of*Law, Justice and Company
Affairs be pleasc. to state :

(@) the progress made so far in regard to translation of law books from English into
Hindt and

(b) whether the law books ranslated by Government are being made use of in the
Courts ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Law, Justice and Company Affairs (Dr. Smt.
Sarojini Mahishi) : (a) & (b) As part of the scheme for the production of law text books in
Hindi, 34 books which have acquired the status of legal classics are proposed to be translat-
ed from English to Hindi, on priority basis. The foreign and Indian authors/publishers
who hold copy-rights in respect of these books have already been approached with a view
to obtaining translation rights. One such book, Aacient Law by Sir Henry Maine, which
is in public domain and for which no copyright is involved, is proposed to be translated
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shortly. Also, the Official Language (Legislative) Commission of this Ministry have pub-
lished the Hindi version of the Constitution of India besides authenticated Hindi version
of 394 Central Acts. Apart from these Acts, Hindi trarslations of 227 Central Acts have
bFen finalised by the Commission and they are in various stages of printing. Diglot Edi-
tions (English and Hindi side by side) of 161 Central Acts have also been published. The
Official Language (Legislative) Commission have also finalised Hindi translations of nearly
6000 pages of Statutory Rules and Orders of which 3254 pages have also been publlshed
in the Official Gazette.

In addition, this Ministry also brings out two monthly Law Journals, viz., ‘Uch-
chatama Nyayalaya Nirnaya Patrika’ and ‘Uchcha Nyayalaya Nirnaya Patrika’ which
are gaining popularity in the Courts of the Hindi-speaking States.

Shortage of petrol, diesel and kerosene in Madhya Pradesh

1091. Shri G.C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals be pleased to
state :

(a) Whether there has been acute shortage of petrol, diesel and Kerosene in Madhya
Pradesh last year;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor;and

(c) the action taken by Central Government to supply the quota prescribed for
Madhya Pradesh ?
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The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri C.P. Majhi) :
() to (c) Except for temporary local shortages caused by prooléms of logistics there have
been no reports of any general acute shortage of petrol or diesel in Madhya Pradesh during

the last year. No quotas of petrol or diesel arc fixed State-wise. Supplies are arranged
on the basis of region wise estimates of demand.

Economy in the consumption of petroleum products is necessary in view of the heavy
foreign exchange outgo for import of petroleum products after the steep increase in prices.
Quotas of kerosene oil to the States were reduced to achieve economy in consumption.
In some moanths cuts in quotas were made upto the extent of 30%. It is likely that this
may have given rise to shortages of kerosene in certain areas. The extent of cuts was re-

duced from November 1974 to 10% for Madhya Pradesh. This has improved the
availability of kerosene oil in the State,

Actual supplies of kerosene oil to Madhya Pradesh were 137,965 tonnes in 1974 against
the quota of 115,457 tonnes allotted to the State.

Shri Ram Sahaya Pandey (Rajnandagaon) : The Hon. Minister has said that
there is nocause anxiety about this matter. This is wrong. There is definitely cause for
said

anxiety. He himself has stated that the material might be defective. You
that some of the materials were lying on the premises of the port. Had it been kept under
the sheds it could have been saved. Why the fertilizers was not kept inside?

The Food Corporation of India is responsible for this incident. At the same time
Port Authorities are also equally responsible. I want to know why oncea fire took place,

proper precautions were not taken.
The causes of the fire can be ascertained later on but the investigation about the quality
can be made known immediately. So this matter should be looked into without any de-

lay.

There are always reports about the ineffiziency and mismanagement of Food Cor-
poration of India. There is increasing discontentment among the employees. The
Corporation is not working satisfactorily, So every thing should be made clear as at
what time the incident took place. At what time the Fire Brigade reached there and what

is the total loss suffered due to fire etc.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Banka): Mr. speaker on 3rd April, 1974, Shri Gokhale had
taken shelter behind section 56 of the Union Territories Act, We had opposed it. Now
our stand has been vindicated by the High Court Judgement. The Court has expressed the
view that ‘“‘we do not think that this will enable the President to invoke his powers under
56, because under that Section he can not by an order do anything inconsistent with provi-
sions of this Act’’. The hon. Speaker had observed that he would not give any decision
in regard to the constitutionality or validity of any notification or order laid on the table
of the Government. But an exception should be made in financial matters wherein this
House is Supreme. The Speaker should also make some observations in regard to the
attitude taken by the Government in regard to this matter,

MOTION OF THANKS ON PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS—Contd.

Shrimati T. Lakshmikanthamma (Khammam); As I was saying yesterday in some co-
untries women had been looked down upon as chattel. Consequently, they had to carry on
an agitation and fight for their rights. In Britain alady of Tory party has been elected its
leader. The women of that country also agitated to get theright of Franchise (interruptions)

In our country the women participated in the independence movement under the
leadership if Mahatma Gandhi had secured due place for them. But that is only in the
political field and is confined to a very small part of the society. There is no doubt that
some women have secured high posts in the country, but those cases are really exceptional.
By and large thecondition of women in the country continued to be backward. Even
today inyusticeis being perpetrated on them. Their populationis decreasing as evidenced
by the census figures. The birth of a girl is considered bad and the wonien are not getting
full opportunities for progress. Whereas the percentage of literacy among menfolk is
40 in the case of women it is only 19. The Committee on the status of women has in

their Report brought all these facts to light.

In spite of the provision made in the constitution and the directions of the [.L.O.
women are not getting equal pay for equal work in the industries. It is because they have
no tradeunions. This kind of exploitation should go and women should be treated on the

basis of cquality with men in every sphere.

It is regrettable that in some of the Government Departments women are not being
taken. For example, in the Forest Department and judiciary women are not being ap-
pointed. This discrimination must be ended and women should be appointed in all

Services.

Shri Sharad Yadav: (Jabalpur) : Despite 27 years of Congress rule there has been no
development in Madhya Pradesh. At present the Statc has a Chief Minister imposed by
the Centre who continues the use of Lathi Charge and firing in various parts of the State.
The State has all along been neglected and a glaring instance of it is that onc of the impor-
tant towns of Madhya Pradesh namely Jabalpur has not so far been connected with the
capital of India by air or rail directly.

The President in his Address has charged Shri Jaya Prakash Narayan of inciting
violence. A Union Minister, Shri Shanker Dayal Sharma had lodged a false report with
the police and for that his servant is still in jail. [ demand that such Ministers be put
behind the bars.

The Government has been exploiting Harijans and Adivasis in Madhya Pradesh with
a view to secure votes from them. There have been incidents in Madhya Pradesh in which
Government has committed atrocities on Harijans and Muslims. Nothing has been done
so far for their progress and development. The Muslims are not being given adequate
representations in army and police in proportion te their population.

I want to bring to your notice another major case of corruption. The Government,
by allowing 5 per cent increase in the quota of free sale sugar, has offered an opportunity
to mill owners to loot the public. This has resulted in more arbitrary profits to mill ow-
ners as now they will be selling 2.15 lakhs tons of additional sugar in open market. That
way, Government has allowed them to extract about Rs. 78.20 crores from the public.
Out of it, an amount of Rs. 8 crores has been given to Congress Government under the
leadership of Smt. Indira Gandhi ...(Interruption)

Shri Sharad Yadav : The youths of our Country is growing under the curse of unemploy-
ment for the last 27 years. There has not been any reference to their demand for franchise
at the age of 18 years in the President’s Address. The fact is that Government does not
want to confer that right to the youth because the youth of the country today, is against the
Government. The Government is using MISA, DIR and other similar lawsagainst the youth
without any rhyme and reason. The State of Emergency is still continuing in our coun-
try, which should have been withdrawn much earliet~ The youth of Bengal is meeting
inhuman treatment and are being subjected to atrocities. All this should be stopped and
the youth must bs given its due in the society.

We have come to know that the President visited Barpeta on the eve of bye-elections
there. It is not fair for such a high dignitary. Similarly, we may take up the State of
Madhya Pradesh. The situation in the State is very explosive because an autocrat and un-
democratic Chief Minister has been installed by'the Centre. Allthese things should be looked
into.

Shri Virbhadra Singh (Mandi) : A correct appraisal of the present situation in the
country has been made by the President in his Address. He has thrown sufficient light on
the different measures taken by the Government to solve the problems of the country.
I am of the opinion that the Address should have included the mention of two very signi-
ficant events, namely, the tragic murder of Shri L.N. Mishra and secondly, the huge loss and
the untold miseries suffered by people in Himachal Pradesh as a result of earthquake on
19th January, 1975. The Government of India and the Government of Himachal Pradesh
deserved all praise and Congratulations for the immediate relief rendered by them. Now,
the only problem is that of rehabilitating those who were uprooted by that natural cala-
mity. A demand of Rs. 3 to 4 crores has been made by Himachal Pradesh Goveroment from
Central Government and I hope Union Government will concede to it.

It is for the last several years that our country is passing through serious econo mic
crisis due to increasing inflation and oil crisis. But in this connection I have pleasure to state
that Government took all appropriate and effectiye measures to combat the situation. It
isall due to these appropriate measures that the wholesale price index has considerably gone
down. The production in various industries such as iron, steel and electricity has come up.
So it is a matter of pride that despite our several difficulties and odds, we have achieved
s everal successes: We have been fully able to preserve the democracy in the country.
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It is an historical fact that we have always risen above the party level to overcome the
crisis before the country as we did at the time of Pakistan's aggression. But it is a pity that
whenever there arc crises in the country, some people try to derive political capital out of it.
We should always be on our guard against such people and their undemocratic intentions.

Itis beingsaid that ShrimatiIndira Gandhi wants to bring in dictatorship in the country.
She wants to form a Bancla Desh typz of Government in the country. Butit is an abso-
lutely wrong notion. We have achieved success on all fronts through democratic type of
means and Government. We arc proud of these achievement and it is a matter of all the
more pride that our country is still continuing with the democratic form of Government,
whereas the other countrics, who got independence with us, have switched over 10 other
types of Governments. It is only due to the fact that reins of the country remained in
the hands of one party throughout all these years and that was the Congress Party of Indis.
So how the same party can go against democracy, which has nourished democracy during
all these vears ? '

I feel that corruption cannot be rooted out by those who are most corrupt, however
loud their cries might be.

In a democracy, every citizen has a right to raise his voicc but it is hardly fair to ask
our armed forces and police not to remain faithful to a duly elected Government. This
clearly shows the condition such elements want to create in the country (/nrerruption).

I am glad to notc that under the policy of having cordial and friendly relations with
all the countries of world irrespective of any distinction between one power bloc and the
other. we have not only maintained such rclations but have strengthened them also. I regret
that despite our opposition, the U.S.A. has decided to supply arms to Pakistan. We should
oppose thismove in Parliamentalso, The assurances given by the U.S.A. are hardly credible.
This U.S. decision will not only jeopardise our mutual relations but will endanger peace in
this part of the world.

I welcome the latest development in Jammu and Kashmir and T am more happy be-
cause this understanding has been reached within the framework of our Constitution and the
people of the State will merge better in the mainstream of the country.

Shri Mulki Raj Saini (Dchradun) : The President in his Address has described in
nutshell the Government's internal and external policies. He has made a special mention
of our growing friendship with our neighbours. Our foreign policy has been very success-
ful because we have been able to establish friendly relations with a number of countries.

Our relations with the U.S.S.R. are very friendly. Our relations with the U.S.A. were
also improving but U.S.A.'s’ recent decision to lift cmbargo on the supply of arms to Pakis-
tan has given a set back to the happy trend.

Infation is the main cause for the grave economic situation in the country. Govern-
ment's correct steps have been able to arrest the rising trend of inflation. It is hoped that
the Government will be able to tackle this problem.

Government have taken effective steps to check smuggling. The Government have
started taking strong action against economic offenders.

Efforts have been made by Government to check rising prices. There is a downward
trend in the whole sale prices. [Its impact on reta:l prices has yet to be felt. Smuggling,
hoarding, adulteration etc. and other economic offences always take place becausc of corrup-
tion.

An Hon. member : And corruption is because of opposition parties.

Shri Mulki Raj Saini: Mr. Anthony hasalready spoken enough about it...... (interrup-
tion). The President in his Address has mentioned that efforts have been made for uplifi-
ment of poor people. The Kaka Kalelkar Commission had submitted a valuable report
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on the backward classes. It is really regrettable that that report has not yet been discussed
in Parliament. The condition of backward communities should be improved. If necessary
another commission can be appointed to look in to the problems of these people. Govern-
ment have taken some steps to help the farmers but big farmers benefited more from (his.
Small and marginal farmers could not get much benefit from those steps.  So small farmers
should be given fll help so that their lot is improved.

It is true that we are marching towards socialism but all sections of the society have
not benefited therefrom.

Shri Paripoornanand Painuli (Tehri Garhwal) : The President in his Address has
mentioned that there has been good progress in food production and the industrial field.
Even then the country is facing economic crisis.” [t is a fact that to some extent we have
been successful in arresting increasing inflation unéarthing black money. There has also
been progress in boosting exports, Some rightist forces are trying to misguide the people
and in this way they are causing harm to the democracy.

These political parties have neither any ideology nor any specific aims. Their job
is to criticise the Government and congress party,

Just now our External Affairs Minister made a statement that resumption of arm sup-
ply to Pakistan by United States is a matter of grave concern. In such a situation, those
who are instigating our Army and creating indiscipline among para-military forces are posing
danger to the sccurity of the country.

A mention has been made in the Address about the weaker section's and under-deve-
loped areas. It would have been better if the President had mentioned about the problems
of Sub-Himalayan States and hilly areas. There has been a long standing demand that
those areas should be provided with transport and communication facilities and that hydel
projects should be set up there. The administration should give transport subsidy for the
hilly areas. The exploitation of forests by a handful of persons should also be stopped
because it is affecting the people there.

This year is the International Women’s year. [t is regrettable that no mention has
been made in the Address about women. In our country, women are ot treated on par
with men. They should be given equal status in regard to education ,employment and other
things.

The Silver Jubilee of our constitution and Parliament will be celebrated tomorrow.
Mention should have been made about this in the Address.

Some Members of the opposition parties are trying to create a situation of lawlessness
ia the House. It is our duty to defend Parliamentary set up and the constitution.

In Dehradun area there are large deposits of rock-phosphate. At present we are
importing rock phosphate. We must therefore exploit our own resources. A plant should
be set up there. A cement factory should also be set up there as natural resoures like lime-
ston¢ arc available in plenty there.

In Himachal Pradesh, Kashmir and the hilly arcas of U.P. we have cash crops of apple
and other fruits and vegetables. Government should formulate a policy to give necessary
inputs to cultivators in those arcas so that they may he able to manage things in a better
way and have good crops.
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hri Nawal Kishore Sinha—in the chair
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Shri Hari Singh (Khurja) : There is a reference in the Address about the happcni‘ngs
within the country and outside the country’ which are related with public life. Problems
about forthdoming year have already been mentionel. The President has congratulated
the peasants and workers of India who worked for strengthening the economy when it was
passing through severe crisis.

The pea<an’ is the backbone of Indian economy and if India is to prbsper the pea-
sants of India should be made prosperous. They should be supplied with fertilizer, electri-
city and other cssential inputs and equipments for use in agriculture. The peasant of India
is still groaning under the heavy burden of credits from landlords and money lenders.
Thercfore, my suggestion is that the Government should set up a fund from where a peasant
can get loan on easy terms. For this purpose, an independent Board should be set up.

Unemployment in India is growjing at a very rapid pace. Our opposition parties have
resorled to methods of agitation, arson and violence and have posed a new danger before
the country. They are not contributing for strengthening te Nation. Itappears that there
is no law and order in the ¢duntry. There are certain undesirable elements in India who
are interested in seeing the failure of the Government in every sphere. They are hatching
up conspiracy in collusion with other forces to subvert all plans for setting up socialist and

secular administration in the country and {0 bring about economic prosperity of the country
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A mention has been made about the condition of scheduled caste. It is a matter of
great concern that these weaker sections of the society are unable to face the present crisis.
Government have not paid proper attention towards this matter. 1 would request the Go-
vernment to pay more attention to them.

Strikes have become order of the day. A ban has to be imposed on strikes in the coun-
try. With these words, I support the Motion of Thanks.

Shri Rajdeo Singh (Jaunpur) : There is an indication in the President’s Addiess that
though the fifth five year plan is i1 the making, Government will scon come out with an
annual plan for 1975-76 which will include all those measures. Government propose to take
for bringing about the development of backward and undeveloped regions in the country
We welcome this step. The fifteen districts of estern U.P. are very backward and neglected
ones. Government should earn:stly take up the task of deyelopment of these economically
backward districts.

The President has also mqnlioncd in his Addréss that certain people, under the leader
ship of Shri Jai Prakash Narayan have launched agitations azaist democracy.

Today the Jan Sangh is very dear to him, Socialist Party is dear to him. Out of the
half a dozen parties which are under his banner. Today none is an all-India party.

If Gandhiji had ro: been killed, Jan Sangh would not have been born.

When Shri Kiiolani became the Congress Presideat, he had raised the slogan of one
party 0qe leader and one flag. The social is to come out of the Congress Party and Socialis t
Party and Samyukt Sozialist Party were fo-med. Shri Charan Singh defected from the Cori-
gress when he could not became Chief Minister of U.P,

The Congrcss Party used to pass resolutions for abalities of privy parses, bank
‘nationalization etc. but every thing remained on paper. But when the Prime Minister im-
plemented these policies some people left the Congress and formed Congress (0). Of all
the forms of the Government it is only Democracy where in poor people are represénted
and they participate in the Government. Only will to do people talk about high prices
Shri Jaye Prakash Narayan has said that it was at the insta1c¢ of New Delhi that one party
rule was imposed in Bangla Desh. Nothing can be more fantastic then that. In 1952 and
1968 while propogating the cause of socialist party Shri Narayan referring to J.S. and R.S¢S -
had said it should be obvious that the reatcionary and fascist forces must not be allowed
to grow.”

With these words I support the motion of thanks on the Presidential Address.

Shri Md. Jamicurrahman (Kishanganj) : The President has in his Address presented
a clear picture of the country’s internal and external condition,

During the past 4 years unprecedented events like rise in prices, shortage of food-
grains, law and order situations. influx of millions of g2fugezs and war took place and
the manner in which the people have tolerated all this deserves praise.
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The steps taken by the Government to check inflacti»n and also the rising prices are
praise worthy. As a resilt of the steps taken against the smugglers, hoarders and the
persons concerned with adultration, the prices have come down and the commodities
now availatl:. The steps taken by the Government against the economic offenders are
commendabl:. Taere should be new laws to deal with the smugglers, blackmarketeers

and corrupt people. It would be better if these people are given death sentence as is done
in the socialist countries.

The eighty percent population of India resiciig in villages is the backbone of our
democracy and we are committed to improve their lot. The distributiom systzm would have
t o be strengthened further. It is very necessary to ensure equitable and fair distributiong

One so called Ghandian lezdzr issued coupon for 27 Jakh rupees but whena these were
accounted for there was bungling worth 18 lakh Rupees. There people should first of
all end their own corruption before agitating for ending corruption in the country. A
number of Muslims wer?> Killed in Gujarat in the name of student agitation. The Govern-
ment has taken up off shore drilling in order to get 10 million tonnes of oil.

One Ghandian Leader has advised the Police and the Army to violate the orders. DO
thes: people want to do away with democracy and establish police or military Government.
The people of India would prefer to die than to live in Military ‘Raj’ wherein'the people do
not have any representation. Today Shri Jaya Prakash Narayan has praiced the R.S.S

WL o does not know that this organization was responsible for all the communal riots that
took place in the country.

We are making every endeavour to provide powver, diesel and fertiliser to the small
farmers. I find that the officers are doing mischief in the matter of fertilisers and sceds.
The Government should attend to this matter. My district is a surplus district but floods

take a toll of many lives and crops are destroyed every year. I want that a barrage be con-
structed to solve this problem.

The problem of unemployment among the Muslims is a serious one. I demand that
in order to im;jrovc their economic condition, Muslims may be provided employment in
every public sector undertaking Railways and Post, and Telegraphs Department.

The Prime Minister has solved the Kashmir tangle amicably. The prestige of the
country in the international sphere has risen. The opposition parties instead of apprecia-

ting it are criticising it. Our leader has enhanced the country’s prestige and it would be
on top under her leadership.
