Shri M. L. Dwivedi: The hon. Minister stated that imports would be
significantly higher, may I know whether the imports this year are more
than the usual annual imports; if so, the additional expenditure to be incurred
thereon and the extent of increase in imports?

Shri Manubhai Shah: The applications referred to by me include imports
worth Rs, 700 crores as compared to imports worth Rs. 360 crores last year,
i.e. nearly double, §7 per cent increase being due to devaluation of rupee,
Thus the imports will go up by 1i times.

Shri M, L, Dwivedi: May I know the increase in the requirements of
raw materials of the imported raw material by industries over the last year
and how far they are going to be met? How many industries are partly or
completely closed for want of raw materials?

Shri Manubhai Shah: No units are closed and import licences have been
granted upto saturation point. We have granted number of licences even
to the non-priority industries. I think it will have its effect on the produc-
tion in the coming period.

ment worth Rs. 100 crores to be supplied by U.S.S.R. and the mode of pay-
ment for the cost thereof?
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Shri T. N. Singh: There are no special conditions, The equipment,
which we cannot manufacture here, will be procured from abroad. The
equipment available indigenously will in no case be procured from abroad.

Shri Sidheshwar Prasad: The hon. Minister stated that the machinery
and equipment required for erecting this plant would be available indi-
genously as well as from U.S.S.R. Then, why it is said that it would not
be possible to commission the plant according to schedules after all what
are the difficulties?

Shri T. N. Singh: I have never stated that the plant will not be com-
missioned according to schedule.

Shri Priya Gupta: May I know whether there is any scope, condition
or provision in the agreement with the U.S.S.R. in which they may plead
that for some technical reasons indigenous machinery and equipment will
not be use® Are there any safeguards in the agreement against it?

Shri T. N. Singh: As the hon. Members are aware most of the equipment
will be manufactured at Ranchi and Durgapur as stated by me. There is
no such apprehension and I am glad to say that the Russians working in
the two steel plants erected with Soviet collaboration are arguing that these
things can be manufactured here in the country.

Dr. Ramy Subhag Singh: It is true that this workshop is not producing
engines according to its capacity for want of foreign exchange. We hope
to overcome this difficulty. We have also to meet the requirements of
engines which is increasing day by day. We will examine that whether
the marine engines can be manufactured here or not.

Shri Maurya: Is it a fact that the wagons supplied to some countries
were not found up to the mark by them and if so, it is not a fact that tho;e
orders were cancelled and if so, are the Government making efforts to

improve the standard of these wagons?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: The coaches, wagons etc. are of very good
quality. The reasons for not receiving some orders are different. Tenders
are invited on global basis and some of them are higher and others are
lower. One of the reasons for not accepting our tenders is that, other
countries are economically developed and they give loan to those countries
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and perhaps that is the reason for the acceptance of their tenders. None of
our tenders was rejecied on the basis of quality.

Shri Priya Gupta: Is it not a fact that according to the statistics relating
to several years, it is found that while the production in the workshops
which are manufacturing engines and other accessories, has increased, the
number of workers there has decreased? Is it not because of the fact that
the norm fixed on the basis of output for bonus has been changed as a result
of which the lower staff has been reduced and the number of officers such
as Deputy Mechanical Engincers etc. has been increased and foremen, charge-
men and other workers did not get any promotlon May I know what Gov-
ernment think about it.?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: I do not think that that type of situation is
there. The condition of the production unit is generally satisfactory. If
there is any irregularity, it can be removed.

Shri Priya Gupta: The norm of the output has been changed.
Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: T do not agree with it that the question has

been put in a negative way.

Shri M. L. Dwivedi: Is it a fact that this plant is not receiving regular
orders from the industry for which it was particularly set up and if so, what

are its reasons. How much quantity is being exported. We will be able
to export all the goods produced according ta our full capacity?

Shri T. N. Singh: So far as the export is concerned we will be able to
export all goods produced according lo capacity. So far as the first part of
the question is concerned we have already met the whole demand of the
oil refineries and we have also met their advance orders. We are exporting
because it has more capacity. One lakh and 61 thousand tonnes of pipes
valuing about rupees 18 crores were manufactured in this plant during the
last five or six years. The plant has costed only rupees six crores. This
also saved the foreign exchange.

Shri Yashpal Singh: The state vegetables are supplied with the food, which
cause diseases to the passengers.

- Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya: They supply less quantity of food
in a diet.

Shri Sham Nath: If it is so, I will see into the matter, though there is
no complaint in this respect.

(c) Licence was issued only for importing new machinery., Government
is not aware whether the machinery imported is actually second-hand, as
no such declaration has been made at any stage.

(d) It has been reported that there were initial operational difficulties
when the plant was commissioned in the end of 1963, mainly due to the use
of indigenous pulp derived from rice straw. The production also was less
due to frequent shut downs due to the poor sheet formation when rice straw
pulp was used. But these difficulties have been gradually overcome, although
the strength properties of the products could not come up to the normal
standards, which is due to the characterisites of the raw material used.

(e) The average production in 1965 has been 70 tonnes per month, and
that in the first six months of 1966 is 110 tonnes per month. The rated capa-
city of the plant is 125 tonnes per month. Government are not aware of
the price at which their paper is sold in the market, but the common varie-
ties of printing and writing paper are to be sold at prices fixed by the
Government.

350 grams of ‘Bhang’. The cloth found on him was his personal property.
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(b) The arrested person was convicted under Bombay Prohibition Act
and sentenced to pay a fine of Rs. 25 and also simple imprisonment for one
day.

Expansion of Neyveli Thermal Power Station

(b) An expenditure of Rs. 2.36 lakhs in foreign exchange (at post devalua-
tion rates) was estimated to be incurred on India’s participation in the Fair,
The actual expenditure incurred, however, is not yet known.

The export contracts signed at the time of the Fair are reported to be
about Rs. 2.50 crores. In addition business worth c¢ver Rs. 50 lakhs, was
under negotiation at the close of the Fair.

The Government of Bulgaria extended all facili*ies to the Council in
making India’s participation a success.

This service clears all traffic for Bombay booked from New Delhi and other
stations west of New Delhi, such as Bahadurgarh, which has also been given
facilities of Quick Transit Service between Bahadurgarh and Bombay from
15th Septeniber, 1966.

Jaisalmer Railway Line

(c) Government Railway Police Bongaon registered the case under sec-
tions 147/332/448/426 IPC and 121 Indian Railways Act and 11 West Bengal
Security Act and arrested 4 persons.

The Government Railway Police Fateh-
garh who were informed of the incident, examined the coach and the train
was allowed to proceed. Further enquiry revealed that the firing was due
to enmity between two parties. One of them was travelling by that irain
and fired upon by the other who were hiding in the field near railway track.
The case is under investigation by Government Railway Police and one
accused has been urrested so far.

(a) the basis on which imported cotton is distributed and the part thereof
made available to small and medium sized textile mills;

(b) whether Government can make more profit by auctioning imported
cotton; and

(c) the arrangements made for exporting the products of those mills which
are supplied with imported cotton?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Commerce (Shri Shafi Qureshi):
(a) Imported cotton is distributed to mills, irrespective of their size, on
the basis of their consumption of such cotton in the calendar years 1963,
1964 and 1965. Provision also exists for allocating imported cotton to new
mills and co-operative mills on an equitable basis.

(b) and (¢). As cotton textiles are an item of essential need of people
and as a part of the mill production is subject to price control, imported
cotton cannot be auctioned solely with the object of making the maximum
profit.

Cotton textiles and yarn which are produced from mixtures and blends
of different varieties of indigenous and imported cotton, are allowed to be
exported freely.

Shri Sidheshwar Prasad (Nalanda): I fully support the Demands for
Supplementary Grants brought forward by the Government before the

House.

I think Government’s attention will be drawn to the law and order situa-
tion created in India. In view of the cases of removal of fish plates of rail-
ways and other incidents of the destruction of Government property, it
appears we will not be able to do any constructive work in the country.
This is a matter which merits serious consideration not only of the Congress
Party but of opposition parties too.

When we were waging our war of independence we had hoped that after:
independence an atmosphere will be created in the country when we will
be able to solve the problems of poverty, ignorance, backwardness and other
defects facing the country. But after independence we engrossed much in
petty problems that we forget our those high aims.

We will come to make greater efforts for the preservation of independ-
ence than the one which we made for the achievement of it.

We are not doing anything to solve the educational problem of students e.g..
their lowering standards in education or the problem of their text-books.
But we invite them. to achieve our political ends. This is not proper. It
Is true *hat Gandhiji started non-cooperation movement even with the
educational institutions of the British, If \we are inspired by a similar high
aim then it would be a different matter. But the breaking of telephone
lines and creating conditions to disturb peace, will be an obstacle in our aim..

The incidents in Delhi of 7th November in the name of ban on cow
slaughter were such that the lives of people were put in jeopardy, who
was responsible for it and other matters connected with that will soon come
before the country. But to sacrifice man to prevent the slaughter of animal
is a thing which is incomprehensible. We should ponder over it seriously.

So many of us know that there is drought in Bihar and U.P. At such a time
will it be necessary to save people or to save cow? We should not deviate the
people’s attention from the important problem facing the country.

The problem of cow protection is brought before the country only when:
there is election round the corner but it recedes into the background when the
elections are over. I have talked many leaders who are agitating for cow
protection as to whether they are prepared to look after the cows affected by
the drought in Bihar and U.P. They are not. After all what they want? 1f
there is an atmosphere which is adverse for democracy, no Government will'

be able to function. If the country goes down, we will be responsible for it.
Therefore I would request the opposition members not to resort to extremism.
We should not forget the basic principles of the nation and should not do any-
thing to incite people. Our national life will be in danger. Certain countries
are wating for such a situation when they may finish our independence. I
hope that opposition will fully cooperate and will create an atmosphere of
peace and justice in the country.

Shri U. M, Trivedi (Mandsaur): While speaking on the Demands for Supple-
mentary Grants I cannot help expressing my views on what happened on the
7th November at Delhi. This was unique. The yellow press has dubbed
that Jan Sangh was responsible for that. They could not dare say that
many Congressmen also took part in that and it belonged to all parties. It is
unfortunate that Government is not furnishing facts about the number of
‘people killed. The bodies of killed were not handed over to their relatives
and they were not permitted to perform last rites of itheir relatives. I have
received a letter from the mother of one Jhoomar Lal Asoka saying that his
‘brother belonged to Jan Sangh and was shot dead near the statue of Sardar
Patel when he was hiding there. His son on getting news of his father’s
injuries went to Willingdon Hospital and found his father’s dead body along
with dead bodies of 16 other persons. The doctor told him to collect the
dead body next morning but when he reached there next day he found the
dead body missing. He enquired about it from the nurse but she expressed
ignorance about it and further told that no person of that name had died in
‘the hospital. \

Now I want to ask why that body was not handed over? Does Government
‘want to conceal the number of persons killed? Does it not come in ‘the
«category of crime? When your people die you take out processions and
‘perform last rites with great pomp and show.

You have arrested Shri Balraj Madhok in the same manner at 2 A.M. in
‘night as the Britishers used to arrest Gandhiji. You know what offence is
committed when you arrest a person under sections 107 and 151. Today the
Chief Justice has said that this is the wrong way to arrest people. Warrants
should be issued before a person can be arrested. The Chief .fUStice has
deprecaied the conduct of magistrates also that they have agreed to dance
attendance to the dictates of the administration.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey (Rasra): The hon. Member, Shri P. Venkatasubbaiah
has just now told us how the food policy of our Government has miserably
failed. The situation in Eastern U.P. and Bihar is very serious. Rice is being
sold there at Rs. 2 per killo and the price of wheat also is not less than a
rupee per killo. Instead of taking any steps to step up production of
foodgrain in the country, our Government hag been depending on their
imports from abroad. In case irrigational facilities are provided to the farmers
they can step up production in the country and in that case we will not have
to depend on forcign aid. Under such circumstances Government has no
moral rise to ask for supplementary demands, because they are responsible

for the creation of starvation conditions.

My second point is regarding Family Planning. The Family  Planning
Scheme is totally useless. This scheme is not benefiting the country at all.
The whole amount being spent on this scheme is going waste. It would have
been better had that amount been spent for some more useful work.

I would now like to say something regarding the Home Ministry. It is
quite evident that the Home Ministry has totally been a failure in its duties
because there is no law and order in the country. Police Department is the
most corrupt Department, The CLD. Department is also a bogus one. These
persons do nothing but note down the speeches of the Members of the Opposi-
tion. They do not bother their heads to find out the corrupt persons in the
country. They do not serve the public. They have become totally corrupt.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr): I am very sorry to note that the Minister
concerned is not present in the House. There are three cases relating to his
Ministry which I am going to refer. Those cases show that corruption is deep

rooted in his Ministry. I, therefore, reject all these demands.

The first case which I would like to quote is regarding Zanjibar. At the time
of national revolutiod in that country, our High Commissioner there told the
Indian citizens who were living there in great difficulties that they were at
liberty to send their assels to India and no import licenice would be required for
that purpose. A condition was put by Zanjibar Government that gold and
currency could not be taken out of that country, but other articles could be
taken out of that country. I know a man who decideqd to sell his entire, pro-
perty and buy cloves from that money and bring them to India. The High Com-
missioner himself wrote a letter in which he had stated that no import licence
was necessary for the goods brought upto 31st December, 1964. The said
person brought his goods in two instalments and the first instalment was
brought before 31st December, 1964 and as such no import licence was neces-
sary for that. But the second instalment was received a few days later than
the said date. Though his first instalment was received before date his goods
have also not been released by the authorities so far. He is now being told
that his first instalment would be released only if he sells the goods of his
second instalment to the State Trading Corporation. I fail to understand as
to under what law this condition can be imposed. If the Customr authorities
are of the view that the second instalment was illegal, then the first instalment
spou]d be released and the second instalment should be confiscated and auc-
tlone‘d. as required under the general procedure. This is illegal to put the
condition that the first instalment would be released only if the second instal-
ment 1s sold to State Trading Corporation, The goods in question are not
being released, because the authorities want that the second instalment should
be sold to S.T.C. so that S.T.C. may earn profit by selling them to other
traders and the other traders may earn profits by their further sale.

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There is another case which relates to the import of sulphur. The Com-
merce Minister had made a statement that the right to import sulphur would
rest with the State Trading Corporation alone. No private trader has been
allowed to import sulphur. The result was that the State Trading Corporation
made an agreement with a U-S. firm, which neither had any capital nor any
.standing in U.S. market. Moreover the said firm does not deal in sulphur
but that firm deals in ladies shoes. The result of this agreement has been
that we are not getting any sulphur and our fertilizer industry is suffering.
I fail to understand the reasons for awarding the contract of sulphur to that
firm. I want that a thorough enquiry should be made in this matter,

There is another matter which has been raised by me several times and that
matter relates to M|s Madhu Sudan Govardhan Das Co. The Government had
become so shameless that though my allegations were supported by  docu-
ments, mno reply has been given to my allegations. I demand that a judicial
enquiry should be made in this whole affair. I demand that the Commerce
Minister should resign on this account. '

There is another case in which the Director of the Enforcement Directorate
Shri Venkataraman told the Finance Minister, Shri Sachindra Chaudhuri, that
" he has got an information that Mr. and Mrs. Mundhra have evaded income tax
and he requested the Minister that he should be allowed to raid their houses,
The Minister then told the Enforcement Director that Mrs. Mundhra is known
to him since long and she is a pious lady. He directed that no search should be
made. Later when a new director was made incharge of that department, he
arranged a raid and seized some documents which proved the allegations
made by the former Director. I want to say that the Minister has shown
undue favour to Mr. and Mrs. Mundhra in this case. Shri Venkataraman had
not been granted an extension, because he arranged raids on Dignaw and
wanted to make raids on the houses of Mr. and Mrs, Mundhra, while on the
other land Shri Jamuna Prasad Sing, the Chairman of the Board of Direct
Taxes, who is a corrupt man has been granted extension.

REPRESENTATION OF THE PEOPLE (AMENDMENT) BILL—contd.

Shri Raghunath Singh (Varnasi): So far as clauses of the Bill are cone
cerned, the rules have already been framed under which any person can get
his name included in the list of members.

The defeated candidates ‘bring false accusations against the successful
candidates. There is no provision in the electoral law to protect against
such baseless accusations. If it is proved that the accusations levelled by
defeated candidates are false, he should be declared unfit for contesting the
elections for six or seven years. The Government should find out the ways
to protect the government officials against such false accusations by providing
suitable provision in the electoral law.. '

PROHIBITION OF MANUFACTURE AND IMPORT OF HYDROGENATED
VEGETABLE OILS BILLS

Shri Yashpal Singh (Kairana): I beg to move:

“That the Bill to provide for prohibition of manufacture and import of
hydrogenated vegetable oils to India, be circulated for the purpose
of eliciting opinion thereon by the 1st February, 1967.

There is a very old proverb—as a man eats so he becomes— So if one

uses adulferated eatables or, edibles, his health or character cannot be built
up. So far as adulteration is concerned the Government have never pursued

a firm policy. They have no principle to follow.

The Government is responsible for adulteration, for example, the urine
of fish is included in the milk supplied under the Delhi Milk Scheme.

Shri Yashpal Singh: The use of hydrogenated vegetable oil was detri-
mental to health. Its use was shattering the health of our countrymen and
making the nation weak. Its continued use will make us incapable of
defending our freedom.

The manufacture of vegetable oil should be prohibited. Stringent punish-
ment should be given to those whp manufacture it,

Greatmen like Mahatma Gandhi and Dr. Rajendra Prasad were of the
opinion that if we want to build up the national character of our country-
men, if we want to see that the health of our nationals is not shattered, then
the manufacture of vegetable oil should be banned.

There is an old saying that as a man eats so he becomes. The continued
use of Dalda has made us incapable of doing anything. In case its manu-
facture is banmned for a decade, our country will become more strong and
our neighbouring countries such as China and Pakistan will fear us.

Denmark is a small country inhabited by twenty-two lakh persons. But
she is producing ghee more than her requirements. They are supplying
butter to the whole world. Buf our fifty crore persons have not been able
to solve their problem of ghee. We are not short of green manures. Our
forest wealth is not less. We could have solved this problem by protecting
our cows. ’ | )

Government gives an argument that suitable colouring medium for vege-
table has not been evolved. It is a sad state of affairs that our scientists have
not been able to find a suitable medium for colouring vegetable oils. 1
should say that our Government has not been able to find a suitable colour
for vanaspati because they are under the influence of cavitalists who are
engaged in the manufacture of vanaspati ghee. These capitalists contribute
to the election funds of the ruling party. ‘That is whv Government has mnot
banned the manufacture of vegetable ghee. If our Government wants te
protect the health of our countrymen, if our Government wants to make our
nation strong so that it could .preserve its territorial integrity then they
should impose a ban on the manufacture of vegetable oils without any
further delay.

I would like to know the clear cut policy of the Government in this
respect. On the one hand Government says that vegetable oil has become a
part of cooking of a common man on the other hand they are increasing the
duty on it. The use of Dalda is shattering the health of our countrymen
and making our nation weak  Ban on its manufacture should therefore be
imposed immediately. I would request the hcm Members to give thought
to this matter and support me.

Shri Raghunath Singh (Varanasi) led to give arguments in favour of

Yashpal Singh carefully. He has fai in :
banning manufacture and import of hydrogenated vegetable oils in India.

The hon. Member had said that the continued usc of vegetable®oils would
make us incapable of defending our land from China. But he should know
that the Chinese take neither milk nor ghee. They take vegetable oil. If
by taking vegetable oil they can attack us we should also be in a position

to face them by taking vegetable oil.

Another argument advanced by Shri Yashpal Singh was that people in the
whole world take ghee. I want to tell himy that nowhere in the world ghee

has formed part of the people’s diet. It is onlv in India that this custom is
prevalent. People in Thailand, Burma and South-East Asian countries do

not take ghee. !

The hon. Member had said that the manufacture of vegetable oil should
be prohibited. But vegectable oils have become a part of our cooking. In
case ghee is not available the housewives use oil. The common man cannot
do without these oils. A ban on them, therefore, would bring his kitchen to
a close. v '

If we want to take ghee we will have to protect our cows. There used
to he a cow in every house in the past. But mow there is.hardly any house
where there is a cow. One has to face a number of difficulties to keep a
cow. One such difficulty is like of pasture land. Therefore the only way
to increase the production of ghee is to develop the cattle wealth of the
country and not to prohibit the production of vegetable oils.

So long as ghee is not available in sufficient quantity people will have
to rely on vegetable oils. '

As far as the question to check adulteration off ghee with Dalda is con-
cerned some’ method should be devised for colouring Dalda.

I oppose this Bill because it is not practical and the country is not going
to benefit thereby.

Shri Balmiki (Khurja): So many times discussions have taken place in
this House regarding Dalda and vegetable ghee. I am also of the opinion
that some method should be found out to distinguish vegetable oil from
ghee so that adulteration could be avoided. The question of colouring vege-
table oil had come up so many times but it is a matter of great regret that
our scientists have not been able to find suitable colour for vegetable ghee.

" The Government should make serious efforts in that direction.

I want to draw your attention that whenever we think of ghee our mind
goes toward$ the cattle wealth of our country. It is regrettable that during
all these years our cattle wealth has been deteriorating. Government should
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take stern s'2ps for the improvement of the cattle wealth of the country.
Apart from :he fict that cow is associated with our culiure, it is a source
of milk and ghee also. The cows should not be slaughtered and must be
protected. The treatment that is being meted out wi h the cows and other
milch animals is not proper, They must be protected.

There is very mucn shortage of pasture land in our country. Though
there are clear instructions from Government that pasture land should be
excluded for puirposes of consolidation of land but some forceful persons
plough such lands., The way the cow slaughter movement is being crushed
it is not going to yie'd any results, I am fully of the opinion that Govern-
ment should protect cows. With their protection the production of milk
and thereby ghee will increase. The common man who cannot afford ghee
at present will also be able to take it. At the end I would like to sav again
that some method must be devised to distinguish vegetable oil from ghee.
The scientists should find out a colour which is not harmful to take but
which can be used for colouring vegetable oil.

With these words I support the Bill

Shri Gauri Shankar Kakkar (Fatehpur): S5ir, s0 many times this ques-
tion has been raised in this House tha: the adulterated ghee is detrimental
to health. So Government should do something so that vegetable oil could
not be mixed with pure ghee. I remember our Food Minister Shri Subra-
maniyam had once said that three expert committees were appoin:ed to go
into this question. Lakhs of rupees have been spent on these committees.
But the hon. Minister has clearly said that those commi.tees have not been
able to find out a suitable colouring medium for vegetable oil. I am sorry
to state his Ministry’s research laboratory at Dehra Dun has evolved a
chemical powder which can be used for colouring vegetable oil, This powder
will also not have any adverse effect on the health of the people. It is an
age when our science and medical science have made great strides. There-
fore it is not possible to believe Government’s version that no colouring
medium can be devised. Sir, I am compelled to say and these are not only
my views but the views of all the nationzls of the country that the private
sector, which produces vegetable oil, is opposed to it because if such a colour-
ing medium is found out it would reduce their profits. They had been
using their influence with the Governmont against its colouring.

1 remember, when vegetable oil was first manufactured in the year 1936
the manufacturers used to give free of charge a tin of one seer of ghee. But
people were not accepting it. They used to hate it like anything. But this
is an age of publicity. The prices ofl the same has now risen up to 6 or 7
rupees.

Government gives an argument that they have consulted the doctors who
are of the view that vegetable oil is not detrimental to health. But I am
of the opinion that vegetable oil may not be harmful to health but when
that is adulterated with ghee it becomes harmful. I would, therefore, like
to know from the Government whether they have given up this idea for good
or efforts are still being made to devise colouring medium. '

Shri Radhelal Vyas (Ujjain): The Bill before us has given us an oppor-
tunity to discuss something on this subject. It is true that ghee is a much
better thing than vegetable oil and it is also true that ghee is being adulte-
rated by mixing vegetable oils. I may also state that when vegetable ghee
had not been manufactured people used to adulterate ghee by various other
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methods. The main problem, therefore, before us is hOw to stop adulteration
of ghee. So far as the adulteration of ghee with vegetable oil is concerned
Government should see whether the hydrogenation of oils can be stapped
If hydrogenatmn will be stopped then the vegetable oil will be available
oenly in liquid 7orm. The result will be that it could not be mixed with pure

ghee.
