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Shri Yashpal Singh: According to Government figures an amount of
Rs. 2,000 millions is being spent on flood control works under the flood
control scheme. We have nearly 60—85 crore acres of cultivable land and
we have 2'5 crore pairs of bullocks, 2:5 crore ploughs and seventy thousand
tillers.

The Minister of Health and Family Planning (Dr. Sushila Nayar): (a)
Presumably the Hon’ble Members have in mind the strengthening of primary
health centres for undertaking increased responsibilities in respect of the
maintenance activities of malarig eradication and smallpox eradication pro-
gramme, health intelligence, health education, maternity and child health,
family planning, etc. If so, the position is that the existing primary health
centres are being strengthencd by providing additional staff, increasing the
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number of sub-centres from a fixed number of 3 to as many as multiples
of 10,000 population, increasing the number of beds from 6 to 10, increasing
the provision for drugs and maintcnance of vehicles and by providing addi-
tional accommodation and staff quarters.

(b) The programme for the Development of rural health services is being
assisted by the WH.O. and UNICEF as indicateq below:—

(1) W.H.O. provide technical advice under Projects India-125, 185 and
191. They do not provide any assistance in the shape of materials.
Under Project India-185, WH.O. is to provide the services of
personnel which will cost them $85,476 in 1967-68 and $ 145,572 for
1968-69. Under Project India-191, WH.O. is to provide 2 public
health officers during 1966-67 and 1967-68 costing about $ 56,650.

(i) UNICEF is supplying vehicles, some essential equipment, drugs and
diet supplements and has so far allocated $ 19,178,800 (Rs. 143,841,000)
for this programme,

The total plan outlay for the fourth p’an period is Rs. 103 crores. The
Central Government’s share is yet to be decided.

(¢) Primary Health Centres—Basic Health Service—are to be strengthened
durixig the IVth and the subsequent plan periods depending on the avail-
ability of technical personnel and funds.

Officers, Class I, are normally transferred from one Commissioner’s charge
to another after a stay of three to five years. Income Tax Officers, Class 11
are, however, mot so transferred, unless there are administrative reasons for
doing so, until they are promoted to Class I. Commissioners of Income
Tax, however, transfer Income Tax Officers, both Class I and Class II, from
one charge to another within their jurisdiction every two to three years.

(b) Yes, Sir. There are nine such officers, of whom four are Income Tax
Officers, Class I, and five Income Tax Officers, Class II, out of a total of 968
such Class I officers and 918 such Class II officers.

(c¢) Usnally ncome-tax Officers Class II are transferred out of the charge
when they are promoted.

(d) and (e). Of the four Class I officers referred to in answer to part
(b) above, two were promoted from Class II only on 1st January, 1966.
One other was promoted in 1959, but was not transferred because he was
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then above 50. The fourth officer was transferred from the jurisdiction of
one Commissioner to another, though he continued to be in Calcutta.

(¢) No new scheme for supply of potable water to the rural areas is at
present under consideration of the Government of India. The Ministry of
Food, Agriculture, Community Development and Cooperation (Department
of Community Dewelopment) have, however, done a great deal of work in
this direction and 700,000 wells have been provideq in rural areas. Under
the National Water Supply and Sanitation Programme launched in August/
September, 1954, to assist the State Governments in providing better water
supply and drainage facilities in the urban and rural areas, pipeg water
supply is provided in areas where wells are not serving the need. The
pattern of central assistance for the urbanp programme js 100 per cent loan
and that for the rural programme is 50 per-cent grant-in-aid of the
approved cost of the scheme.

Provision of drinking water (rural and urban) is mainly the responsibility
of the State Governments. This programme is included in the Five Year
Plans and it is the intention of the Government to continue to improve
drinking water facilitie§ in all the willages. Provision of piped water
supply will depend upon the availability of resources,

It is a common experience that students from ordinary families have no
chance of admission to colleges and universities. But sons and daughters
-of ministers, even after failing in the examination, manage to go abroad for
studies. Such things produced very undesirable effect on students’ minds.
Percentage of failures in examinations in India is very high.

Failures cause frustration among young students. There are inadequate
facilities for higher education in our country, particulariy in those parts
which are inhabitatedq by the poor. It causes resentment among the people.

In Kashi Vishwavidyalaya the number of students has not increased
despite increase in the population of the country. This Umiversity serves
the area inhabitated by the poor people. Today, this University should
have at least 25 thousand students in its rolls,

Those who are in authority are becoming millionaires or multimillionaires.
Though the mystery of their being millionaires or multimillionaires are open
secrets, but no action is being taken against them. Last time when I went
to Calcutta, I saw that the wvilla of such a person was under construction,
whose case has been referred to here many a time. He is becoming richer
and richer day in and day out. If a young man sees all these things, defi-
nitely he will think to earn money by fair means or foul. He will think
that the call of the hour is only to have money and nothing else. There is
too0 much disparity in our society and this dispartity is giving birth to
animosity indications of which are being seen here and there. I would
like to say that this animosity will increase manifold, because upto now
girls and persons belonging to backward classes and scheduled castes have
not come in the fore front, but a day will come when all these persons
and especially the girls will come to the forefront. In our society great
injustice is being done to girls and they are being subjected, but a day
would come, when all those girls will have to resort to direct action, We
have seen in European countries that ladies had struggled for their rights
and due respect in society and that day is not far off in India also when the
girls of this country would form a part of revolution army.

I want to wamn the Government that the new generation of our country
is becoming fearless. It may be said that the moral standard of an Indian
youth has gone down, he has started telling lies, he is no longer interested
inm his studies and his behaviour is also not up to the mark, but there is one
marked improvement in him i.e., he has become fearless. So I want to warn
the Government that they should try to suppress the youths with force.
No force can suppress them, if they revolt. All our students, farmers,
harijans, girls and scheduled tribe people have become fearless and it is
impossible to supress them with force.

Favouritism, and corruption have entered in our schools and colleges.
1 want to give you an instance of a school in Delhi in which two students
who failed badly in their examination as they obtained only 223 and 241
marks, were later declared successful by awarding them 274 and 279 marks
respectively. I am laying the paper relating to those students on the Table
of the House.
