Wagon Requirements in Madhya Pradesh
*408. Shri Shrikcishna Agarwal : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) the number of wagons required at various railway stations in Madhya Pradesh for
transportation of forest produce in the state monthly taking the average of last one year;

(b) the number of wagons made available at every station each month from November,
1973 to the end of July, 1974;

(c) whether an agreement was reached between the Railway Administration and the Forest
Department of Madhya Pradesh in regard to wagon requirements; and

(d) if so, the extent of co-operation extended by Railway Adiministration under this agree-
ment ?
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Shri Shrikrishna Agarwal : The Hon. Minister has mentioncd that 5,089 wagons were made
He has said that the efforts are being made to

available against the demand of 9,597 wagons.
meet thc demand. He has been saying this since long that the cfforts are being made to meet

the demand. Indents for 1972 has not so far been cleared, wagons arc not being made available.
There ate a large number of tribals and Harijans there in my state and they depend on forest pro-
duce for their living. Thereforc, transportation of the forest produce is must for their livm.g.
May I know whether the hon. Minister is considering it seriously that wagons are supplied in
maximum number to Madhya Pradesh so that tribals and Harijans for this backward state may

get some relief,

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : There can not be any difference of opinion as regards develol?-
ing of backward areas and adequate wagons supply to these areas. It is true that the supply posi-
tion by May, 1974 was not satisfactory and the average supply was 4,638 wagons. But there has
been considerable improvement during June and July and the average supply touched the figures
of 6,664 wagons. If this trend continues, the backlog of 1972-73 will be clearcd in coming few

months.

Shri Shrikrishna Agarwal : May I know the time by which the indents for 1972 and 1973 will
be cleared ? At certain stations cngines for 1974 indents are available and at certain stations
engings for 1972 indents are waiting since long but the wagons are not being made available.
There is no uniform policy in this regard and consequently hardships arc being faced. Will the bon.

Minister clarify his views in this regard ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : The Wagons which were registered during 1972 or 1973 will be
made available in the coming few months and thus the indents of the aforesaid period will be

cleared.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : Madhya Pradesh is very rich in forest produce. The Govern-
ment of Madhya Pradesh is of the view that the State income may be raised with the availability
of railway wagons and quick transportation of the forest produce. The State Government has
requested for 9,597 wagons.  May [ know as to why the demand is not being met and the time
by which wagons are cxpected to be supplied ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Transportation of the forest produce has been accorded prio-
rity. In Madhya Pradesh there is Steel, coal, cement, paper and foodgrains also to be transpor-
ted and all thesec goods have been given priority. Tt is because forest producc has been low
priority, we are not able to meet the demand completely. As T have alrcady cxplained, supply
position by May was not satisfaclory and we have supplied 6,600 wagons as the position improved
considerably in June and July. Il this position continues, we will be able to clear the indents
made for 1972-1973 within coming two months period.

Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : May I know the time by wilch the Government will be able to
meet the demand made for 9,597 wagons ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : At present T can not quote the exact date. We  have made

f‘.633 wagons available by May. We have supplied 6,664 wagons during July. There is an
increase of 2,000 wagons in ohe month, If this pOSiliOll continues we will make 9,000 wagon

available within three months period.
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Shri Lalji Bhai : Tn my starred question No. 125 dated 30th July T had asked about the
agrecment for Book-Stalls in the A. H. wheceler and Company. The hon. Minister in his reply
to that question had stated that M/s. A. H. Wheeler and Company was not shown any special
favour and agreement was reached with them. Tt appears from the reply that if there has been
favour i’ not special favour to the firm. TIn reply to this question he has said that fifteen books

having suggestive titles were seized but the scrutiny of the books revealed that they are not ob-
scene literature.,

This is just like Chhoti Sadari gold scandal where gold turned into iron.

Obscene books
have been hide out. T susspect some foul play.

Mr. Speaker. :  You may remove your suspicion at some other occasion.
Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee : It is serious and cannot be removed on some other occasion.

Shri Lalji Bhai : Ruilway authorities as well as passengers were of the view that this was

suggestive and obscence literature.  Facts are available in this regard. But it has been hide
out.

Mr, Speaker : Lct us know the contents of the books.
Which book have you r¢ad that has been hide out,

Shri Lalji Bhai : Books manifested nudity and the sale of the books was not in the interest
of the society. The Government docs not  allow sale of such books,
seized.

Mr. Speaker : What is your question ? He may reply if he has followed (he question.
Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : I could not follow, The hon. Member should name the book
he has objected to. 1 have brought those books with me and I can show these books to the House.

Fiftcen books we have scized.  Tides of the books are fascinating but there is nothing objection-
able inside the books.

Shri Lalji Bhai : The hon. Minister has said that there is nothing objectionable inside the
books. I would like 1o submit that besides titles being suggestive books contained naked photos.

Mr. Speaker : Which book did you like ? Shri Daga.
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Shri M. C. Daga : What is the obscene literature and whether he has read those books ?

Mr. Speaker : Send all those fifteen books to me. I will tell you.

Shri Satpal Kapur : We should have a parliamentary committee to decide the matter as to
whether the books scized are obscene or not.

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Our officers have gone through those books. They are of th
view that there is nothing obscene about them.

However, the punctuality of these trains has not been
upto the desired level on account of various factors like alarm chain pulling, disconnection of hose
pipes, opening of clappet valves by smugglers and anti social elements, thefts of Signal and Tele-

communication equipments etc.
(c) Punctuality performance of trains on all the Railways is closely watched at all levels

by the zonal Railways and of selected trains at Railway Board’s level. Avoidable detenticns
are taken up to improve the running of trains. A sustained Drive has also been launched to im-
prove the running of trains as a consequence of which the punctuality percentage of the trains.

Shortage of Toilet Soap in Delhi

2880. Dr, Laxminarayan Pandeya

Shri Chandra Shekhar Singh [ : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals be
please to state :

(a) whether there is acute shortage of toilet soap in Dclhn for the last three months ard
the people are facing great difficulties; and

(b) if so, the reasons therefor and the action being taken by Government for making the
soap available to the people ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri Shah Nawaz Khan) :
(a) Reports of some shortage of soaps have come to the netice of the Government.

(b) In the first five months of 1974, the average monthly rate of soap production in the
organised sector has been about 7% less than it was in 1973, the ﬁgures being as follows =

1973 . . : 45,376 36,879 1,52,745 2,35,000
1974 (Jan. to May) 18,440 15,130 56,965 90,535

Indian Soaps and Toiletries Makers’ Association has represcated for increase in the prices
of soaps stating that in view of the present unremunerative prices, they are unable to purchase
adequate quantities of oils at the prevailing high prices. The representation is being examined,

More than half of the soap production in the country is, however, by the small scale sector
on which there is no price contfol.

Government is encouraging the use of rice bran oil and minor seed oils such as sal, karanj,
need and mohwa in production of soaps and with this objective the excise rcbate for use of the
minor oils in soap production was substantially increased about a year ago.

To increase the availability of soaps to the costumers, the Delhi Administration has held
meetings with thz representatives of M/s. Hindustan Lever Limited and M/s. Tata Oil Mills Co.,
the two largest soap producing companies and the following steps. taken :—

1. Distribution of soap through registered co-operative stores.

2. R:strict supplies to selected number of outlets in each market/locality.
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3. Eliminate distribution to some wholesalers as well as small outlets.
4, Sale through mobile vans in different lccalities by M/s. Tatas.

The D:lii Administration has also intensified its raids to curb profiteering and hcarding
of soaps.

Shri Ramavatar Shastnt {Paina) : Speaking on my amendments Nos. 20 to 30, I would

like to point out that the Government has proposed increases in duties on the items like ciga-
rettes, tyres, asbestos sheets, cloth, etc. It would result high increase in the prices of not only
these items but of other items also. It has been observed that big businessmen, hoarders and
profiteers always take advantage of any increase in the taxes and they increase the prices of all

'the commodities. It has also been observed that Government is unable to have any check over
monopoly houses and the big traders and the poor people have to suffer.

The prices of certain commodities in black market have increased two times, three times
and in certain cases ten times. Certain commodities like cement and tyres are not avajlable at all
0 the open market. In these circumstances, poor people are unable to construct their houses.

[t is also a matter of distress that the Government has increased the tax on electric tulbs
and tubes. These items are used by the common people also. Perple are hot gettirg kerosene
also at reasonable rates. I don’t find any justification in imposing increased tax on cigarettes
and tobaccos because it would be an additional burden on the common people. 1 have, there-
fore, demanded in my amendments that the percentage of tax increase on the various commodi-
ties should be reduced as mentinned therein.

Fconomic condition of the common people is deplorable in these days. They can not
purchase essential items. On the contrary, people having black money with them are able to
get every thing at any rate. The amount of black money in our country js Rs. 12,000 crores and
the Government is unable to have any check over it.

The Government is deceiving the people in the name of socialism. T dont think Govern-
ment has any faith in socialism since they have no courage to check the activities of the capitalists
in the country. 1 am sorry to observe that reactionary fascist and undemocratic forces are deve=
loping in our country and these forces are strengthening the hands of Shri Vajpayee, Shri Morarji
Desaiand Shri Jaya Prakash Narayan. I would like to assure them that with these undemocratic
methods, neither poverty can be removed from the country nor can socialism be brought about.
1, therefore, urge upon the Government that they should discontinue their policics which are
dgainst the interests of the common people. T request that the hon. Minisier should scricusly
think over these amendments and accept them.

Shri Atal Bibari Vajpayee (Gwalior) :. Sir. I am sure that Government will not be abl: to
Win the war against inflation by simply resorting to measures of raising the taxation, They will
90t get rid of this <risis of inflation untjl efforts are made to raise the growth rate and investments
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and until the incentive is prouded for stepping up producticn. The wrong policies pursued by
the Government so far have created the present sitiation of econcmic crisis. At cne time. the
contention of the Finance Minister was that defict financing was indispensable in a developing
country. Now, those arguments have proved meaningless. Actually, the problem of inflatict
and prices rise can not he solved in a piecemeal manner. Even the prices of the ccmmicdities
‘which have been left untouched in the piesent taxation proposals, are rising. The price index is
continuously rising and the value of money depreciating rapidly. Under these cenditicns pecrle
can not be asked to save more.

1 want to reiterate that inflation can not be checked by increasirg the rates of tax only.
Reference has been made to package deal but it is not evident what proposals are ircluded in this
programme. The position regarding availabilitv ot good< in the market will become worse with
the present taxation proposals. Government should not feel complacent that by bringing if
proposals for additional taxation for raising the resources of the Goverrment they have dcre
“their job: of fighting the inflation some long-term and effective measures are necessary o right
this evil. But the Finance Minister has not given any indications in this regard while making
his budget speech. Thus, we are opposing these tax proposals,

Shri Madhu Limaye (Banka) : Sir. now I would like to mention only two points. So
faras thecreation of black money is concerned, 1 want to refer to the case of roller mills precucirg
wheat products. In a letter to Shri Anna Sahib P, Shinde, I have indicated that in the previcus
2-3 years period, there was throughout the country a uniform milling margin of Rs. 80/- per ton
fixed by the Government. In Orissa, the same margin is being allowed at present. But the roller
miils in West Bengal, with the help of Mr. Siddhartha Shankar Ray managed to get the margin
of profit at the rate of Rs. 200/- per ton with the result that the millers enjoyed huge profits. May
I k20w whether the hon. Minister will assure the House that this matter will be lookcd into?

My second point is regarding the D.M.T. and Caprolectum.

I am quoting from his speech. He had said that the fear of any price gap being exgleited
by somzbody seemed to be unrealistic. He has also created socme confusion between D.M.T.
and Caprolectum. He has admitted that the ex-factory price of indigenously preduced D.M.T.
is Rs. 16,090/~ per tonne. He has levied 25 per cent excise duty on this. Then price would ccme
to Rs. 23,000/- per tonne, Hz had also said that the price of imported D.M.T, is about Rs.
38,039/- per tonne. Thus, there is @ margin of Rs. 18,000;- per tonne on indigenous D.M.T.
Thereis no question of increase or decrease in the production. D.M.T. is used for the prcducticn
of Polyester Fibre and Polyester Yarn. 1 do not want to mention the names of the units using
tham. Thereshould be same price forimported and indigenous material. If the price cf D.M.T.
and Caprolectum is increased, the excess money received by the Public Undertakings would be
utiiised for the expansion of the units.

There is huge margin in D.M.T. There is a scandal in the import licences. There are twe
dssociate companies Z.e. IOC and CAFI of one foreign company—ICI. IOC has no connecticn
with Indian Qil Corporation.

According to a Ietter of the Ministry of Commerce. the matter was taken up with the Min-
istzy of Petroleum and Chemicals. They had made enquiries and had ordered investigaticn into
som: of the reported transactions. They had informed the Ministry of Commence that Messrs.
CAFI supplied only 2 tonnes of chips for trial purposes while IOC sold between June and 7th
August, 1973, 14 -1 tonnes of Polyester Chips to Messrs. Shree Synthetics, Messrs Nirlons, Messrs
Lamina Industries in order to find out the suitability of their chips for the manufacture of Polyes-
tar filamant and fibres. Mzssrs TOC had received orders from Messrs Nirlons and Messrs J.K.
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Synthstics for the supply of 300 tonnes and 150 tonnes of Polyester Chips, respectively. T?le
Ministry of P::roleum and Chzmicals strongly objected to the sale of polyester to various parties
and they were advised not to make sale of any chips to any party pending receipt of Goveirment
orders on this point. No sale of chips has been made by Messrs CAFI and Messis iCC a2Hcr
August, 1973 . An inyestigation has been ordered into the above-mentioned violation ef the
coaditions of the import licences issued to Messrs I0C for import of DMT.

There is large scale bungling in the matter of import licences. We are not a vigilance Com-
‘mission or Revenue Intelligence. The Government should take action of its own, I demand
that this matter should be examined by a Parliamentary Committee. If it is not acceytctle, the
‘matter should at least go to the Public Accounts Committec.
