(b) According to the available data, which relate to scheduled comrercial banks
as a whole, outstanding advances of rural branches as at the end of June 1973 and
Dec. 1973 amounted to Rs. 309 and Rs. 384 crores respectively.

(¢) Outstanding advances of public sector banks to agriculture (direct finance only)
amounted to Rs. 298 crores as at the end of June 1973 and to Rs. 392 crores asat
the end of June 1974. '

(d) & (e) Banks do not compile data separately for such detailed categories as
landless labour, unemployed graduates and technicians. Advances to landless labour
would figure under the priority sector category “Agriculture”, while advances to un-
employed graduates and techmicians would figure under the appropriate priority sector
category like small scale industries, small business and professional and self-employed.

Export of Cotton Textiles

647. Shri Dhan Shah Pradhan : Will the Minister of Commerce be pleased to
state : '

(a) whether Government want to pay greater attention to the export of cotton
textiles during the Fifth Five Year Plan and whether an outline thereof has been
prepared ; .

(b) the number of countries with which talks have been held or are to be held
in this regard ; and

(c) the date from which this scheme will be implemented ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Commerce (Shri Vishwanath Pratap
Singh) : (a) Government are paying greater attention to exports of cotton textiles
during Fifth Five Year Plan. The Planning Commission had appointed a Task Force
in 1973, to draw up the details in this regard. The Task Force has fixed an export target
of 10,400 million metres for cotton cloth and 1,300 million kgs. for cotton yarn for the
year- 1978-79. This amounts to an increase of 329, over the actual exports during
1973.

(b) During 1974, talks have been held and agreements signed with U.S.A., Australia
and Austria for exports of cotton textiles. On expiry of the earlier agreements, negotia-
tions are progr&sing for new agreements with E E.C., U. K. and Sweden and in the
mean-time shipments are continuing under ad hoc arrangements. Apart from these
India’s export of cotton textiles to Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, G.D.R., Hungary, Poland,
Rumania, U.S.S.R. and D.P.R.K. are governed by the provisions made in the annual
Trade Plans signed with these countries.

(c) There is no formal scheme, as such.

Beggars at Tourist Spots

767. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister. of Tourism and Civil Aviation:
be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government’s attention has been drawn to the problem of large number
of beggars that still haunt the tourist spots which docs not create a good impression
on foreign tourists ;

(b) if so, the steps taken by Government to deal with the problem ; and

(c) when were these steps taken and the results achieved ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Shri.
Surendra Pal Singh) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (¢) The Ministry of Home Affairs issued a circular to all State Govern-
ments on 16th June, 1970 suggesting that special police arrangements be provided at
all tourist centres by the State Authorities. The Prime Minister also took serious note
of the problem and personally addressed a circular letter to the Chief Ministers of various
States Governments on gth August 1971. The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation
wrote a personal letter to the Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh on 1st Jan., 1975 on the
same subject. As a result, the Government of Uttar Pradesh have issued instructions:
to the concerned authorities to take suitable measures in this regard.

The Estimates Committee in its 42nd Report also made observations/recommenda~
tions regarding the beggars nuisance and these were brought to the notice of the State
Governmznts for taking suitable action on those recommendations.

While begging is a social and economic problem and keeping places of tourist
interest free from beggars is a normal function of State Authorities, the Department of”
Tourism will continue its efforts to persuade every one concerned to take suitable
mezsures in this regard.

Shri Rudra Pratap Singh (Bara Banki) : Mid-term poll was an historical and
conclusive election through which the people of India have accepted the representation
and policies of Shrimati Indira Gandhi and programmes of the Congressparty. The
people of India have full faith in the democratic, secular and socialist pohclcs'of
this party. Attempts have been made by the Rightists, reactionary forces, opportunists
‘feudalists and Communal forces to undermine the faith of people. These forces have
neither any principle, and, ideals, nor any policy or programmes. They want to create
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an atmosphere of violance with the help of casteism, religion and capitalism. But
they have completely failed in their object. Now they have started a new job-
Character assassination. I am pained to say thatnews published in ‘Notherland’ a
few days ago regarding Nehru family was a slur on the face of Indian democracy.
The Reactionary forces, in the name of Press freedom publish such sensational news
which create atmosphere of violance in the Country. We should take serious note of
these incidents.

W want to usher in a classless society. While opting for such society, we should
not make distinction between people of urban and rural areas in the matter of land
ceiling. Iam glad to say that most of the State Governments have complied with
the decision taken by the Government in regard to land ceiling. Other states, which
have not imposed any land ceiling are making efforts in this direction. While imposing
land ceiling in rural areas, we should keep in mind the income earned by the farmer
from the land. The quantum of income should be made criterion for imposing land
ceiling in rural areas as well as urban area. :

We ‘are prepared for meeting the challenge given by reactionaries for show down
of strength. Iam confident that efforts of these forces to undermine the faith of the
people in socialism, democracy and socialism will fail.

_ The Congress party has full faith in its policies in regard to socialism. The House

With thee words I fully support the Motion of Thanks of President’s Address.

Shri Jagannathrao' Joshi (Shajapur) : A optimistic picture has been drawn of
this year ig the President’s Address. But factual position is quite reverse. A number.
of Members have stressed the point that situation has deteriorated due to oil crisis and
the famine. But in my view that is not'the only reason. In 1969, Government
raised a :logan of ‘Garibi Hatao’. . I would like to know how far it has been imple-
mented ?

_ During Five-year plan period, it was said that standard of living of 30 crore
people, who are living below the poverty line, will be improved. But the promise has
not been fulfilled.

The targets of Fourth Five-year plan were not achieved and reasons for the  same
will also not stated. Government do not want to improve its basic errors.

Whenever any movement is launched by the people, the name of Shri Jai Prakash
Narain is dragged in. I am personally not in favour of movements but Government
should state how they are going to solve the problems.

Prices of essential commodities have gone up by five time in thelast twenty years
as a result of which there has been erosion of real income. It is unjustified to play
blame only on reactionary forces or on those who launch agitations and movements
for the redressal of grivances or injustice, ‘

In Narona camp, the Congress party has in its 13-point programme reite-
rated that land will be allotted to Harijans and down-trodder people. Had they
started this programme since 1947, the situation would have been different. Unfortu-
nately, Government did not pay attention in this direction. What an irony of fate !
The *labourers who construct sky-scrapping building have no home to live in. Govern-
ment should give serious thought to the problem. The fact is that Government policies
bave created not only maldistribution of food but of money supply in the country also.
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Mahalanobis Committee was appointed to go into the distribution of enhanced 40
per cent income of the country and the Committee had made certain recommendations.
May I know whether a new committee will be appointed to ensure the implementation
of the ﬁx}dings of the earliar committee ?

The basic error that has been made by our policy makersis that they have neg-
lected the village and ignored Gandhiji’s callof ‘back to villages’. We should not forget
that 44 percent of National Income comes from villages. Rural electrification pro-
grammes have been abandoned due to power shortage in recent days. The housing
programmes in the rural areas have not made any remarkable improvement.

~ The number of unemployed persons is increasing day by day. The main reason for
this is that our plan was not formulated in accordance with the needs of the country. No
provison was made to solve the problem of unemployment.

There is no préper distribution of industries in the country. Unless industries are
decentralised and set up in rural areas, problem cannot be solved.

In 1954, Mr. Nehru had said that after the completion of first Five Year Plan
we shall not only be self sufficient in the matter of foodgrains but will also bein a
position to export it. But cven after 20 years, we are dependant on other countries
in the matter of foodgrains.

There is no dearth of natural resources in this country but still 83 per cent of
those resources are lying untapped. There is a good deal of unutilised capacity in the
various industries. In fartilizer factories 4o percent capacity is lying unutilised. Simi-
larly in Thermal power plants 6o percent capacity is lying unutilised. It is nothing
but the failure of the Government.

Government have decided to impose land ceiling of 18 acres. But nothing has
been implemented so far.

There is chaos in all ficlds, bscause the ruling party has failed to give a correct
direction with the result thatthe growth rate has declined to nil at present.

Changes in the portfolios of the Ministers have become order of the day. What is
the utility of changing the portfolios ? There should be discipline at all levels.

Shaikh Abdullah has given a statement that it is for him to accept or not to
accept the law enacted by the Parliament. It means thatheisdefying the authority of
Parliament. It isnot'a question of individual but the real questionis can be give him
wild pawer ?

Qur President had stated that he will shortly make a statement regarding unitary
system of Government. But no statement has so far been made by him.

It is strange that Government has not so far been able to ‘decide the question of
medium of instruction and language. Radical changes should be madein the educatio-
nal system prevalent in the country. Similarly, itisalso incumbent upon the ruling
party to introduce reforms in the systems of election and democratic functioning. Cor-
ruption is rampart in different fieldsand it is no use shielding the corrupt officials or
malpractices adopted by them.

It is the ruling party which is responsible for the present inflation.

U.S.A. had assured India that arms will not be supplied to Pakistan. But we have
come to know that they are ini the pipe line. America has deceived us several times but
it is unfortunate that we have still faithin that country.

The President has stated about Kashmir that we wish the people of Jammu and
Kashmir speedy progress as an integral part of the nation. May I know what action
has been taken by Government in regard to the one-third portion of Kashmir which
has been illegally occupied by Pakistan ? '
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[Shri Jagnnathrao Joshi]
In the end, Iwould submit that unless economic discipline is enforced in the coun-

try. We cannot expect any change in the present situation.

Shri Janeshwar Mishra (Allahabad) : Sir, I support this measure because today
the Election Commission has lost the faith of the people and it has become totq.lly
subsurvient to the Government. I, therefore, want that any new legislation governing
the constitution of this commission must preclude the reappointment of Chief Election
Comamissioners after retirement. Secondly, he should not be connected with any politi-
cal party nor should be nominated by any political Government. If he is to be nomi-
nated at all then it should consist of three commissioners, oné nominee of the ruling
party, the second to be the nominee of the opposition parties and the third to be the
nominee of the Supreme Court and he should be the Chairman of such a Commission.

I feel that the main source of strength in those who aré agitating for election
reforms is the feeling in the electorate that the present election system is faulty and
it is reflected therein. It is strange that on the one hand Smt. Gandhi offers to have a
dialogue on this issue but when her own partymen ask for opening a dialogue with
J.P., She asks ‘“dialogue for what and with whom ?*’ I, therefore,_allege that the ruling
party . by retaining control over the Election Commission is conspiring to go toward
dictatoral system of Government.

Thirdly, the Election Commission should’ be given some powers. During election
ruling party misuses Governmental machinery. The Election Commission should be
empowered to confiscate the official means of publicity or propzganda. The bestway to
achieve it is that election laws should be so ammended that on the day when notifica-
tion of election is issued the Government, State or union shouldresign so as to facilitate
impartial election. In that case the Governor of the State or Supreme Court judge or
the Election Commission members can look afier the administrat ¢n for the time being.
Therefore, in the present conditions, it has become essential that this Bill be passed
and confidence be created in the public that the malpractices in the present system
of election would be eradicated.

Sari R. S. Pandey (Rajnandgaon): Five general elections have been held in the
country since independence, and even the opposition parties would agree that the
Election Commission conducted these elections fairly and these elections were {ree
from any kind of influence. The Election Commission has already got a large para-
pharnelia and there should be some basis for the demand for increasing the number
of Election Commissioners. The need of the houris that serious thought be given to
the difficulties that had to befaced during the processof election such as the question
of code of conduct, mal-practices, character assassination etc. The election commis--
sion is as autonomous as the Auditor General. The verdict of the electorate is final
and people give. their verdict after serious thought and deliberation. After the 1971
elections some members said that the ballot papers used in the election was imported
from Soviet Union and some chemicals were there in the ballot papers (interruption).

I don’t think there is any propriety in bringing this Bill.

In the perspective of last five elections, we have to think of evolvinga code of
conduct for elections. We will support any bill if it is broughr here to achieve this
object. Similarly, a provision has also to be made toreduce the election expenses
and also the period of canvassing prior to elections. Electionsshould take minimum
time and if possible,they should be over within 18 days. Itshould also be provided
that only recognised political parties willbe allowed toset up their candidates and the
political parties should be recognised on the basis of number of votes obtained by them
in the previous elections. The existing multi-party system has only confused the voter.
It would be a golden day in our democracy when there will be only two parties
aruling party and the opposition party.

E'ectoral reforms should also be introduced with a view to reducing the election
expenses. The Election Commission can arrange for dstribution of a single printed list
containing the names ofall candidates and their parties. This will reduce the election
expenditure. As regards imposing restrictions on the use of motor vehicles and jeeps in
elections, the Election Commission should think over the matter seriously.

The Election Comm'ssion deserves all praise and congratulat’cns for their perfora
mance in holding last five elections in a fair, independent and impart'zal marner.

However, I oppose the appointment of more than one electicn commissiorer and
also oppose to this bill. '
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_ Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee (Gwalior) : The scope of discussion in regard to this
Bill is very limited. Here we are only concerned with this question that the Election
Commission should be a singie-member or multi-member body. Theintention of framers
of our constitution was that it should have more than one member. Thatis why itis
provided in the consitution, that “the Election Commission shall consist of the Chief
Election Commissioner and such niimber of other Election Commissioners as the President
may from time totime fix’’. Since the Government have not so far thought it nece-
ssual'};3 lti) appoint more than one commissioner, Shri Ulaganambi has brought forward
this Bill. '

The House will recall thata jointselect committee had been appointed to go into the
question of amending the Election law. That Committee had made some unanimous
recommendations. One of the suggestions is that the Election Commission should be
multi-member body. We had hoped that a Bill will be brought forward to implement
these recommendations. But this has not been done. Now there is again a talk of
amending the Election laws. But the Government should first state as to what is their
view in regard to the recommendations of the joint select committee.

It is not enough that the Election Commissionis impartialiit; should alsoappear
10 be so. Impartial and free election isthe foundation of democracy. Unfortunately
the Election Commission is notacting in that manner. Forexample recently they have
changed the time table which has been chalked out for the preparation of new electoral
rolls. This has been done at the instance of the Government who want to hold mid-
term clections. Thisis very objectionable. If the commission actsin this manner people
will question its impartiality.

It is a wroag practice to appoint retired civil servants as Chief Election Commis-
sioner. Similarly it is also wrong to appoint a retiring chief Election Commissioner to
any other post. There is no dearth of experienced persons in the country.

At present the Chief Election Commissiorer and other Commissioners are appointed
by the President in consultation with the Home Ministry, which functions according to the
conditions of the party in power. This mode of appointment should be changed.
The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court and a representative of the opposition parties
should also be consulted in this regard.

So far as the question of appointing more than one commissioner is concerred, itis
good even for the Chief Election Commissioner that he has some assistants to share
his burden. '

At present the State Electoral officers are appointed by the State Governments®
Itis not proper. Those officers should be quite independent. So their appointment
and conditions of service should be determined by the Chief Election Commissicrer-
There should be a seéparate cadre for this purpose.

I would like the ruling party to take this 8ill seriously. Tre Joint Select Committee
has already ziven recommendations. 1t would be better if the hon. Min'ster goes through
tme reportand then givesa reply.

Shri M. C.Daga \Fali, : It is not proper ‘to malign the independent bodylike tbe
Election Commission. There is a provision in our constitution that Appeals can be
made in tbe High" Couit against the election of the Presidentaad the Vice-Presidem. The-
refore there is no puipose in oriticising Election -Commission. It would have been better
if the opposition parties had brought some amendments. There is already provision
in our constitution which says that the Election Commission shall be in dependent of the
executive contrcl in as much as memoers of the Election Commission shall notbe remov-
ed by the President except in the recommenda:tion of the Chief Election CGommissioner.
Therefore, it is evident that Election Commission is an independent body. ‘
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It has been alleged that. the Eleriion Commissioncr dees not perform his duties
properly. But it has not peea stated in trestatement of objects and reasous of theBill.

1t 1s completely indeperdent body and you can challenge its deccisicr befcre the
High Court or before the Supreme Court. Therefo.e, itis not proper to criticise this
independent body. This Bill does not reserve the purpose of election.

I wouid appear to Shri Uladnambi to withdraw the Bill. Itis better if amend-
ments are moved stating the functions of. Elections Commissionel.

Mr. Chairman : Two hours have been allotted for the Bill. If the House agices
time can bhe extended.
