Shri M, L. Dwivedi: I am surprised to note that though the notice for
this question was given more than a month ago and it was expected that
the Minister would reply all the supplementaries asked by the Members,
but he hag stated that he would require notice for that.

Shri Madhu Limaye: Mr. Speaker, he has stated that as regards other
concerns the investigations are still in progress. Just now the Public
Accounts Committee have submitted their 60th Report in which many re-
velations have been made regarding Kalinga Airways which have direct
bearing on taxation. The Public Accounts Committee have detailed the irre-
gularities at page 12 of their report:

“Verifying the capacity, capability and financial condition and stabi-
lity of the company;” that is, Kalinga Airways.

“making any comparative study of the rates quoted by the Company
with those paid to other companies who had either worked or
were working for the NEFA Administration;”

I will not read it whole, but I will read only a specific line:

“giving an opportunity to the other two companies who had responded
to the tender notice, to re-quote if they desired, when a decision
to award the contract for a longer. period (3 years instead of one
year) had been taken”. '

Mr. Speaker: So many illegal things have taken place as the matter of
overpayment has not so far been decided with them. I would like to know
from the hon. Minister whether on the basis of the 60th Report, so far as it
relates to Kalinga Airways in which the ex-Chief Minister of Orissa Shri
Biju Patnaik is also involved, whether Government have decided to make
enquiries afresh?

Shri B. R, Bhagat: As the hon. Member has stated the Report has been
received recently and the remarks of the Public Accounts Committee regard-
ing Kanlinga Airways will be taken into consideration in the investigation
which is in progress.

The irt.ves-tigation which is going on is regarding tax liabilities, but the
financial irregularities, etc., which have been mentioned and which g bear-
ing on tax liabilities will also be enquired into.
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Shri Midhu Limaye: In the same report reference has been made about
the renewal of the contract at page 33, which says that the then Defence
Minister was not in favour of extending the contract and he had said:

‘“ne was of the opinion that the work connected with defence opera-
tions should be done by the Air Force by acquiring extra aircraft,
ete.”

But the Public Accounis Committee further says:—

“The thinking in the Ministry of Defence apparently underwent a

radical change subsequently, for reasons not easy to understand”.

Last time also the Public Accounts Committee have made a reference to
Amin Chand Pyare Lal Company. The present Home Minister was the then
Defence Minister, who used to do such things. The Public Accounts Com-
mittee is a Committee of the whole House. All the remarks made by the
Committez have a direct bearing on tax evasion and I want to know from
the hon. Minister whether he has collected information in this regard and
if not the reasons for which the contract was given to the Kalinga Airways
should be found out in view of the Public Accounts Committee’s Report.
The Public Accounts Committee is a Committee of this House and they are
unable to understand the reasons for which the contract was given. So I
would like to know whether an investigation will be made?

Shri B. R. Bhagat: As | have already stated the matters referred to by the
Public Accounts Committee as affecting the tax liability will certainly be
investigated. But unless I receive the investigation report......

Shri Madhu Limaye: I can give you short report. You can see it.
Mr, Speaker: He is saying about the investigation report.

Shri Madhu Limaye: The present session of Lok Sabha ends on the 2nd of
December and after that there will be lame-duck Session, so when all these
matters will be brought? Will they be brought before the elections or not?

Mr. Speaker: How can I say that?
Shri Madhu Limaye: They are hiding all matters. It is a band of thieves.

Shri Sinhasan Singh: Can a Minister say that he has not received the re-
port of the Public Accounts Committee while the same has been laid on the
Table?

Shri Madhu Limaye: He has said this.

Mr. Speaker: He has not said that. He has said regarding the investigation
report. ’

Shri B. R. Bhagat: The hon. Member has not heard aright. I never said

that. The Public Accounts Committee Report is available to everyone.

Damage due to Floods in Ganganagar Rajasthan

In recent years there has been an increase in the intensity and volume
of floods in river Ghaggar, which has resulted in varying degrees of damage
to crops, property and disruption of communications in Rajasthan from year
to year. The average annual damage to crops, houses and other property
and the cost of restoration of damage to communications, irrigation canals,
etc., for the years 1960-61 to 1964-65 was about Rs. 54 lakhs.

With a view to reducing the damage from floods, a scheme for diverting
12,000 cusecs of the flood waters of river Ghaggar into the depressions in the
sand dunes west of Suratgarh was approved in 1965. The scheme is esti-
mated to cost Rs. 422 lakhs and is in an advanced stage of construction. The
works under this scheme are expected to be completed before the monsoors
of 1967. Apart from this, the State Government have constructed bunds Iur
the protection of important towns and villages effected by Ghaggar flowls
A scheme for utilising part of the Ghaggar floods waters for irrigation in
Rajasthan is also under consideration.

In Punjab and Hariana, a number of schemes for diverting and utilising
the flood waters of Ghaggar, including some storage schemes, have beer
undertaken and others are under investigation.

Insurance Facilities to Circus Employees

1618. Shri Vishram Prasad:

The Minister of Finance (Shri Sachindra Chaudhari): (a) The employees
of Circus Companies, Air Force and Air Companies are subject to varying
tisks depending upon the nature of duties of the individuals concerned, No
inter-se comparison on a general basis between these groups of employees is,
therefore, possible.

(b) For certain categories of employees of Circus Companies, the occupa-
tional hazard is so great that the extra risk could be covered only by extra
premium so High that insurance would be regarded as impracticable. In these
circumstances, the Life Insurance Corporation has not found it possible to
grant insurance cover to certain categories of Circus employees.

Blood Urea

The Minister of Health and Family Planning (Dr. Sushila Nayar): (a) and
(b). Rise in blood urea can be due to many causes. Such g situation may
arise as an acute process or it may be a manifestation of chronic diseases of
the kiuneys. The management of cases with raised blood urea depends on the
cause. By itself, however, it is not a disease but one of the symptoms only.
Some of the patients with raised blood urea can be managed for some time
with dietetic alternation i.e., very low protein intake. There are a number of
drugs which can be used for it, specially, the anabolic harmones, In some
-acute cases or selected chronic cases dialysis. (Peritoneal dialysis or by an
artificial kidney machine) can also be done and this helps to lower the blood
urea,

Shri Madhu Limaye: This question has two aspects; first it involves
contempt of the House and second—the privilege of freedom from arrest or
molestation of Members ‘of Parliament. There are decisions of the Allahabad
and Punjab High Courts that if only the sectionsi have been mentioned but
reasons have not been given, the arrest is illegal and the person should be
set free. In his original communication, the Magistrate had not given any
reasons and therefore, Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia’s arrest was illegal. The
House should call the Magistrate as well as Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia and
the Magistrate should be told that the arrest was illegal.

Sir, Dr. Lohia’s freedom has been snatched away wrongly and his rights
have been encroached upon. The immediate information received by you in
this regard was not in the manner and form prescribed in the Rules. Sir,
this august House has a right to defend the freedom of its Member.

Mr. Speaker: The House cannot go into the question as to whether the
arrest is illegal or mala fides. This is for the court to decide. We are
entitled to information; and the information should be in the manner and
form prescribed in the rules. It must, however, be said that the rules

Finding an
atmosphere of increasing violence, Dr. Singhvi, I myself and Shri Parkash
Vir Shastriji got down from the dias, but with great difficulty. Shri Govind
Das had already left * * * Tear gas which had been used affected wus
also. I remained there upto about 2 p.m.

Shri Radhe Lal Vyas (Ujjain): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, it is a matter

of pleasure that construction of Supal-Tharbhita line is being taken up,
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17 AF%ET, 1966 HALLH QAL &7 70 (3WR) 1963—64

although out of 26 k.m, track, railway line is, in the first instance, being
laid oa the 13 k., track in this section.

Now, I would like to invite the attention of the Railway Mimister to a
burning problem in Madhya Pradesh. The train which leaves Ratlam for
Bhopal in the morning always used {o have connection with the Pathankot
Express. But, for the last three years, that connection has been done away
with as a result of which the passengers have to face a great difficulty.
A number of requests have been made for the restoration of this connection,
but these appear to have gone to deaf ears. It is a matter of great regret
that the needful has not been done so far and it should be restored without
any further delay.

The States Reorganisation Commission had recommended that new rail-
way lines should be laid in Madhya Pradesh as there is paucity of means
of transport. But attention has not been paid towards that recommenda-
tion. During the Second Five Year Plan, construction of Guna-Shajapur-
Maksi line was taken up, but the line has not been completed so far even
after so many years and sufficient staff has been removed therefrom this
year and the construction work has now been very much slowed down or
almost stopped after having spent crores of Tupees on it with the result
that it has created an adverse effect on the minds of the local people. It
is, no doubt, highly improper on the part of the Railway Administration
and the line should be completed as early as possible.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya (Dewas): There is no express train
between Ratlam and Bhopal although there are big cities like Ujjain are
situated on this line. Ujjain is also a big pilgrimage centre. No quota is
reserved for Ujjain in the trains coming from Bombay. AIll this causes
great inconvenience to the passengers.

Narrow gauge line from Ujjain to Agra should also be converted into
metre gauge. The line which is being laid between Guna and Nagsaid
should be extended to Dewas so that people coming from Guna could reach
Indore straightway. Two bridges should also be constructed in Ujjain so
that people could cross the railway line conveniently. Running times of
the trains between Indore and Ujjain should also be reduced. The compart-
ments of the railway guards are too big and open. Therefore they are very
inconvenient. They should be remodelled properly.

Railway accidents in the country are a matter of serious concern to
everybody. A doubti has been expressed that these accidents are the result
of subversitive activities. I would request the hon. Minister to keep a strict
watch on those people who indulge in subversive activities and stern action
should be taken against them.

Shri Sheo Narain (Bansi): I support the demand of Shri Kachhavaiya
that stern action should be taken against those who indulge in subversive
activities on the railways,

I would request, that hon. Minister to double railway line from Kanpur
to Siliguri.

Railway is also a symbol of unity in the country. All parts of the
country are connected with each other through the railways. I would request
the hon. Minister to remain beware of the leftists who indulge in subver-
sive activities.

Shri R. 8. Pandey (Gona): There is no railway line in Kuroai, Siranj,
Labri, Madhusodhangarh, Jamner area. A. proper survey of this area should
be conducted and necessary railway lines should be laid.

Shri Vishwa Nath Pandey (Salempur): The Ministry of Railways
deserves congratulations for having done good work. Therefore Supple-
mentary Demands for Grants of this Ministry should be supported, by us.

Varanasi is an important pilgrim centre in Uttar Pradesh. But there is
no direct train from, Madras to this'pl-ace. Hence a direct train should be

provided.

The line between Bhatni Junction and Varanasi should be doubled. There
are many important stations such as Khatraon.

There is a very important bridge between Belthara Road and Turtipur
which is known as Bhagalpur bridge.

Sanction has already been given for the introduction of a mew train
between Jhansi and Kanpur. That should be introduced now.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey (Rasra): I haq raised this point last time also that
there is a Govindpur railway station on the Allahabad-Bhatni Section. This
station is not being used. The matter has been brought to the notice of
the hon. Minister so many times but it is regreitable that nothing has so far

been done and the trains do not stop there. I would request the hon.
Minister to look into the matter.

I have come to know that the railway authorities were used to see that
all such stations, where electricity was available nearby, are electrified.
But I am sorry to state that no action has been taken in this regard at
many stations. I can give an example of such a station. Zamania which
is thd main mandi of Ghazipur is such a station.

The railway administration should make a survey to see that{ at all such
places, where villagers are themselves prepared to pay the cost of con-
structing a level crossing, level crossi'ng is provided.

When the locomotive workshop was set up at Maruwadi, an assurance
was given that those persons will be given preference in the employment
in the workshop whose land has been acquired for the setting up of this
workshop. But that is not being done. The manager of that workshop, Shri
Chakravartty and others have appointed persons from outside and the persons
whose land has been acquired have not been given employment. I wotfld
request the hon. Minister to look into this matter. He should also enquire
into the grievances of the employees of the workshop.

Ram Subhag Singh for the improvemenfs they have made at the Nanded

Diesel engines instead of coal engines should be introduced on the Miraj-
Latur narrow gauge line.

A shed should be constructed at the Varanasi station.

Shri Surya Prasad (Bhind): I thank you for the opportunity you have

given to me to speak on the Demands for Grants of the Railway Ministry.
Recently the Railway Ministry has done very commendable work. Let me
urge that narrow gauge lines between Gwalior-Bhind, Gwalior-Sheopur and
Gwalior-Shivpuri should be converted into broad gauge as early as possible.
I would also urge that the Punjab Mail should stop at Morena Station.

It is generally noticed that First Class compartments in the passenger
trains are not utilized properly. This is a great loss of revenue to the
Government. I think if the fares are reduced it would attract passengers

and the situation wil] improve in this direction. I congratulate Railways for

their appreciable work.

Shri Braj Bihari Mehrotra (Bilhaur): Last Consultative Committee of
the Lok Sabha was given this assurance that all those stations which have
electricity in neighbourhood be given electricity very soon. I have drawn
the attention of authorities towards this fact but nothing has been done
so far. My submission is that the Chaura station on Central Railway should

be eclectrified.

I would also like to say that the express train between Kanpur and
Banda should stop at Kathara Road station. There is a great need of an
overbridge to be constructed in Kanpur City. Almost 800 children daily
cross this line. I also think 50 per cent of the cost of construction should

be given by the Municipal Corporation.

There has been increase in the administration in our country during the
last 15 to 17 years. Sometimes there is scarcity in food and in other things.
There is demand for more school or colleges or hospitals or roads. For all

these matters we always look to the administration. It is clear that in
this way the activities of the Government are bound to increase. It is
also that faults might be committed by the administration.

It was felt that Vigilance Commission was mot sufficient to cope with the:
problem of corruption in the country. Then the Government constituted
the Administrative Reforms Commission. The interim report of which is
before us now.

It is fclt in the country that unless the standard of administration goes up-
in the country we will not be able to find solution of our problems.

The previous Home Minister Shri Nanda showed keen interest in the
work of the Commission and for that we are grateful to him. I want Shri
Chavan also to take the same amount of interest.

The Administrative Reforms Commission hag recommended the creation
of the office of Lokpal on the lines of Ombudsman. He will deal with com-
plaints regarding Ministers and Secretaries. The creation of this office is
essential in the interesii of raising the level of administration and to bring

efficiency therein.

For complaints relating to officers of lower category than the one of
Ministers and Secretaries, the Commission has recommended the establish-
ment of the office of “Lokayukt”. Thera will be one “Lokayukt” psr each
State and for officers of lower category than Secretary or Centre too. The
L.okpal will be equal to the rank of Chief Justice of India and the Lokayukt
will be of the rank of Judge of the High Cour!. I hope Government will
not hesitate to implemaont this recommendation of the Commission. I hope
the standard of administration will also rise byl these offices though it may
not be comparable to the advanced countries of the world.

We will not be successful in our aims unless we make the administration
people-oriented. In our Constitution we have stated that in India Republic

there will be justice—social and economic and there will be freedom of
religion. If we want to achieve these aims we will have to bring efficiency

in the administration.

We admit that some complaints will be of a baseless nature. But we will
have to change the outlook of the people in that regard. For that we will
have to raise the standard of social life of our people. I want to attract
the attention of the political parties to this matter. It is not enough to
spread rumours regarding corruption or to put forward our demands. We
should realise our duties also.

In the end I appeal that steps may be taken that the recommendations
of the Administrative Reforms Commission are implemented.

Shri Kashi Ram Gupta (Alwar): Mr, Chairman, the suggestions made by
Shri N. C. Chatterjee are very important. Corruption will not be brought
to an end unless the Ministers, Deputy Ministers, M.Ps., M.L.As. and the
responsible workers of political parties are not brought under the Vigilance
Commission. Political people are more responsible with corruption and it
is not proper to let them off.

It is a nacked fact that Members of Lok Sabha have sublet their quarters
and no action has been taken against them whereas the Government officials
if they indulge in it are brought to book. This discrimination is not proper.

Corruption exists due to wrong laws of the Government and unless those
laws are set right corruption will not go. An example of it is the working
of sales tax in Delhi.

One more reason is the wrong policies of the Government. Due to that
so many cases of thefts, abduction etc. are taking place in the country. 1t is
because Government wants to live on the basis of using force only. The
report does mot indicate anything about cases relating to police. How many
cases were caught by them and in how many of them the accused got
convictions.
