The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddhes
ware Prasad) : (a) to (d) An Expert Committee on Tribal development in the !)epa.rt-
ment of Social Walfare has estimated that irrigation facilities in the tribal (Adivasi) areas
is less than 19, of the cultivated area as against all-Indiz average of about 21%. In order
to provide irrigation facilities quickly to a maximum number of tribals, 2 selective approach
has been suggested. For this purpose, the tribal blocks in the country are being identified
in order to ensure that the development of these blocks is taken up. It has been proposed to
draw out a plan in consultation with the States for major and medium irrigation projects

in the tribal areas for a possible outlay of Rs. 3o crores in the Central scctor of the Fifth
Five Year Plan.

Electrification of Tribal Areas in M.P.

918. Shri Dhan Shah Pradhan : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power
be pleased to state : '

(a) the number and names of the tribal areas in Madhya Pradesh which are proposed
to be electrified during the next two to three years;

(b) whether any suggestions have been received from the Madhya Pradesh Govern-
ment in this regard; and

(¢) the percentage of expenditure to be borne by the Central Government and the
Government of Madhya Pradesh, separately ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Sid heshwar
Pragad) : (a) to (¢) The programm= of rual electrification is formulated and exccuted
by the State Electricity Boards. However, additive finances are provided to State Electricity
Boards by the Rural Electrification Corporation for implementation of their schemes.
The Madhya Pradesh State Electricity Board contemplates to electrify the tribal
areas of Konta and Dantewara. The scheme is estimated to cost Rs. 79.26 lakhs for electri-
fication of 39 v;llageg and energisation of 450 pumpsets. The State Electricity Board pro-
poses to seek loan assistance to the extent of Rs. 26- 55 (i.e. 33% of the cost) lakhs from the

Rural Electrification GOrRomtiOn for the implementation of the above scheme. This is
scheduled for completion in a period of 5 years.

Shrimati Krishna Kumari (Jodhpur): Today we are facing a very difficult situation.
Everywhere there is an atomsphere of scarcity, famine and discontentment.

The Government has beea extending the sphere of nationalisation without taking care
to see whether the nationalised industries are properly managed or not. The Government
cannot achieve success, until corrupt people are removed from the management of these

industries. The Government has not been successful in removing their corrupt and opportunist
politicians. '

Two years back the people returned the ruling party with absolute majority, Lut un-
fortunately the Government could not utilise this opportunity fully and they have failed to
raise the standard of living of the people in the country and the people are getting poorer
and poorer day by day. The unemployment is on the increase. The people are reeling under
the pressure of high prices. Therefore, there are cases of violence and rioting. The Govern-

ment shoald seciously consider this problem and arrange necessary buffer stock of food-
grains to tide over the present difficult siwation.

Shri Pratap Singh Negi (Garhwal) : Shri Morarji Desai had said in his speech that
there is corruption, shortages, poverty, starvation and unemployment in the country, but
he did not put forward any suggestion for removing these evils. He satd that this Government
must leave the power.

_ Now itis alleged that the poor himself is being removed. The congress is not removing
them, but it is the opposition which is putting hurdles'in their way to progress. They are
inciting the workers to go on strikes and thus cease production and stop movement of essential
goods. The price rise is not confined to our country alone, but it is taking place throughout
the world. The hoarders are encouraged by the opposition. The opposition wants to change
the Government by creating restlessness among the people, but thé people could not be
befooled by them.

__The situation in Gujarat was mentioned by Shri Morarji Desai in his speech. It was
said that-firing was resorted to and the people were shot dead, but-ke did not mention that
the mob stoned the peace making police force and they had to open fire in self defence.

“In these circumstances I would appeal to the opposition to co-operate with the Govern-
ment and put forward concrete suggestions. - '

Shri Pannalal Baru (Ganganagar) : I rise to support the motion of thanks on the
Address of the President. I regret to say that when our Prime Minister gave a call to bring
about socialism and for the removal of poverty, the imperialist and the reactionery forces
are trying in a planned way to sabotage her programmes. We admit that there are certain
defects in our system and these have to be rectified.

The farmers had given their wheat to the Government under levy system at the rate
of Rs. 76 or Rs. 78 per quintal, but that very wheat is now not available in the market‘ evea
at the rate of Rs. 150 per quintal. Our area is an agriculture-oriented area, but the fertll.lz_era
and the cement is not being supplied there. The Government should also make provision
of seeds there. Our area is industrially backward but the Rajasthan Government has not
declared itso. Due to short supply of coal, the brick-kilns have been closed and the labeurers
have been rendered jobless as a result thereof. The work on Rajasthan Canal should also
be expedited.

From security point of view, it is very important to provide rail links between Jammu-
Tawi to Dera Baba Nanak, and between Khemkaran to Husainiwala as also between Chan-
denwala to Hindumalkot. Similarly a rail link between Shrikoletji to Farandi be also pro-
vided.

The weaversare being exploited by the institutions. The Khadi Commission has ap-
pointed certain agents who exploit the weavers. There should be a direct dealing with the
weavers.

Even after 25 years of independence, the suitable Harijan candidates are not able to
get a good job. The Government has a liberal attitude towards the Harijan, but the burea-
crats are not implementing the Government policies. All the people irrespective of their
caste and breed should get a chance to progress.

Dr. Kailas (Bombay-South) : I am sorry to say that the members of opposition parties
have not putr forward concrete suggestions to solve the economic, political and social mala-
dies facing the country. The state Governments might have certain defects and the union
Government might also have committed certain mistakes, but the opposition parties should
also change their attitude and help to distribute the essential commodities to the people.

There are 3,800 fair price shops in Bombay and there is no problem of distribution.
Wheat was supplied from Haryana, and 400 trucks of rice was sent from Madhya Pradesh
If it has not reached the fair price shops, there are certain defect in the process, which have
to be removed by the State Governments. The opposition parties have obstructed the move-
ment of trains and trucks as also the production in the factories.

_ The intellectuals like the Engineers and Doctors are causing troubles to the public for
their small selfish ends. Their emoluments have been raised and the Minister has called
upon them to join their duties so that their problems could be solved. A Kartar Singh Com-
mittee was appointed to go into the problems of the doctors. The Government has given
them more than what was recommended by the Committee.

Shri Morarji Desai has said that a violent revolution is going to take place in the country.
He has tried to create a feeling of panic and fear among the people. He has never said that
violence must stop. He should have condemned the violent incidents. We are very sorry
for the people who have been shot dead. The police has to resort to firing as an extreme
step, when they are attacked by stones and bottles and the situation went beyond control.

g:ed}"olice should be given training to terrorise the mischief mongers and not to shoot them
a .

The Shiv Sena in Bombay has proved by its activities as to how itis going to rule
over the state. The chief Minister, Shri Naik has to make arrangements for maintaining law
and order in the State. He has clearly stated in the Assembly that all the persons residing
in Maharas!ltr?. are Maharashtrians irrespective of their mother-tongue. There might have
2cen some incidents in Belgaon or at Sholapur, but steps have been taken to check such
incidents and to protect the minorities.
