Oral Answers February 28, 1966

Statement

In his letter dated December 29; 1965 addressed to Shri T. T. Krishnamachary
the late Prime Minister, Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri, had expressed the view that
he was not obliged to hold an enquiry unless there was a prima facie case for
such a step being taken. He had prcposed that with a view to obtaining an
dependent and objective opinion as to whether any enquiry was called for at all,
he would request the Chief Justice of India to study the papers and give him an

opinion confidentially.
2. Shri T.T. Krishnamachari considered that the action which the late Prime

Minister proposed to take was wrong and tendered his resignation from the Office
of the Finance Minister. In view of this, no further enquiry is considered neces-

sary.
Shri Onkar Lal Berwa : The late Prime Minister had written a letter for
enquiring into the allegations made against the Finance Minister and through

that letter the Chief Justice had been requested to conduct an enquiry. If those
allegations were true then why the resignation was tendered and do the Govern-

ment now propose to hold an enquiry into those allegations?

The Prime Minister and the Minister of Atomic Energy (Shrimati
Indira Gandhi) : He thought that he had lost the confidence of the Prime Minister
and therefore he tendered his resignation. The Prime Minister'was not holding any
enquiry. He had only made a reference to the Chief Justice for a private enquiry.

Mr. Speaker : Will that enquiry be now held or not?

Shrimati Indira Gandhi : Since he has givcﬁ his resignation, it is not consi-
dered necessary.
Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya: In view of the fact that allegations have

been made against him throughout the country and by the Members of Parliament
what are the reasons for not holding an enquiry?

Mr. Speaker : In the statement it is given that there was no grima facie case
against him and now it as been answered that since he had tendered his resigna-
tion no enquiry was considered necessary.

Shri Madhu Limaye : May I know whether the Chief Justice will be consul-
ted in future or not in similar cases for Ascertaining if there is prima facie case
against the person concerned?

Shrimati Indira Gandhi : It depends upon the facts of each case. I do not
know as to what was the point of view of Shastriji in referring this case to the Chief
Justice. For the rest of the cases he has already stated the position heres

Shri Bade :

Will the Minister of External Affairs be pleased to state:
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(a) whether Government have contradicted the allegation made by the Pakis-
tani representative, Shri Amjad Ali, in a letter to the U.N. Secretary General,
that arms have been given to only Jan Sanghis in Kashmir; and

(b) if so, the details thereof?

The Minister of External Affairs (Shri Swaran Singh) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) On October 24, 1965, the Permanent Representative of India, in a letter
addressed to the President of the Security Council, denied the totally false and
bascless allegations made by the Permanent Representative of Pakistan in hisletter

of October 13, 1965.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya : Pakistan Radio has been propagating
that I want to know as to how long it took to Kashmir Government to give reply

to this?

Shri Swaran Singh : It is not necessary to give reply to all the propaganda.
Our Prime Minister in his reply had made it clear. He had said ‘‘Pakistan’s
propaganda that Jan Sangh volunteers had been give weapons was absolutely
wrong and baseless and without foundation.”’ There cannot be better contradiction

than this.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya : At the time of Pakistan’s invasion
the Kashmir Government had distributed weapons among people in border
areas. About 1200 rifles were given. Out of them about 172 rifles were given t0
Hindus and the remaining rifles were given to those people who had helped the
infiltrators or to those who had contacts with Pakistanis. Is the Government

aware of that?

Shri Swaran Singh : It is wrong. The Government of Kashmir has never
given any rifle to that person who had helped the infiltrators.

Before making such allegations hon. Members should make sure whether there
isany substance in that. Itis not proper to make such allegation.

Shri Bade : The hon. Minister has stated that it is wrong. ~ Shri Shastri
had denicd this. When Pakistan Radio was propagating that weapons are being
distributed to Jan Sanghis, I want to know, as to why it was not denied by our

Radio?

Shri Swaran Singh : I do not think we should contradict whatever they say"
Sometimes by contradicting many people learn that wrong thing. I am surpris¢
why Jan Sangh members attach so much importance to the broadcasts of Radio

Pakistan.

Shri U. M. Trivedi : Our hon. Minister always by passes the question by
taking it lightly. The question that was put was that inspite of Shri Shastri’s
denying, the propaganda that people belonging to one community were  killing
the people of other community, there was no denial of this allegation on Radio.

What were the causes for this?

Shri Swaran Singh : I think our Radio reported the statement of Shri Shastri.
I do not known for how long the publicity was carried on?

market. The Punjab Government are purcha sing coarse grains on behalf
of Government of India and these are beinge supnolied to the deficit States.
Since the purchases of these coarse grains are being made not only in the
regulated markets but also by calling for tenders, there is no reason why
traders having stocks should not be able to dispose of them by selling them

to Government.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : I had drawn the attention of the hon. Minister
of Food on Friday to the fact that about 15lakh maunds of wheat, 40 lakh
maunds of grams and about 25 lakh maunds of maize has accumulated in the
Mandis and with the leading farmers of Punjab. All these foodgrains are worth
about Rs. 16—16 crores. The hon. Minister affirmed this statemnent. These
foodgrains are rotting because dealers of Punjab are not prepared to sell at re-
duced rates. These dealers had asked Government that they were prepared to
sell at the rate of imported wheat. I want to know Government’s reaction in

Steps have also been taken to
import an additional 5,000 metric tonnes of newsprint from Abitibi, Canada
against the ceiling and agreement for 1966-67. .

(a) The progress made so far in the prccurement and installation of the two
powerful transmitters is as follows :—

1. Powerful medium-wave transmitter near Calcutta

The transmitter equipment is scheduled to be delivered from USSR in the

second half of 1967. The possession of a suitable site for the installation
of transmitter has been taken and its soil investigations completed in
collaboration with the Russian experts. Arrangements regarding power
supplv, telephone link, etc. are being finalised. The G.P.W.D. has been
asked to commence civil works on anc.llar.es pending receipt of design
drawings for the main transmitter building scheduled to be received frem
USSR in July-August 1966.

2. Powerful medium-wave transmitter, Rajkot

A contract has been executed between Director General, Supplies and Dis-

posals and a Yugoslav firm on November 17, 1965 for the supply cf the

transmitter in the first half of 1968. A suitable site for the installation of
this transmitter has been selected in Saurashtra, Clearance from De-

fence and other authoricies for this site is being arranged.
(b) These high power transmitters are not manufactured indigenously. These
have to be imported and hence this delay.
(c) The transmitters are likely to be installed in 6-8 months from the date of
receipt of equipment.

Information Centres in Bihar

(b) to (d). At the Conference of State Ministers for Information held in
January 1955 it was decided that Information Centres (not Information and
Broadcasting Centres) might be set up at three levels, ¢ ¢., in villages, district
headquarters and State capitals. At the village level, they are to be set up in
Community Project and National Extension Service areas by the Community
Projects Administration; at district head quarters by the State Governments
and at the State capitals by the State Governments in collaboration with the Cen-
tral Government.

The cost of Information Centres set up at State capitals is shared between
the Geatral and the State Govts. concerned on a 50:50 basis. This principle of
cost-sharing was later extended to a second Information Centre in addirion to the
one at State capital, if the State Govt. would be prepared to set up one at an
important towa considered suitable from the point of view of population, industry
or commerce, etc. The Ceatral Govt. would agree to meet 509, of the cost there-
of oa merit in each case.

The Govt. of Bihar set up an Information Centre at Patna towards the end
of January 1956 for which the Central Govt. share the cost with the State Govt.
on a 50:50 basis. The Govt. of Bihar has not so far made any proposal for a se-
cond Information Centre on the same basis in that State. Govt. of India are not
aware whether the Govt. of Bihar proposes to set up an Information Centre al
Motihari, District Champaran.

Unader the scheme referred to above, there are two Information Centres run on
a 50:50 cost-sharing basis in the States of Madras, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh,
Mysore, Rajasthan and Andhra. In the State of U.P. (largest populated State
in India), Bihar, Assam, Orissa, Kerala, however, there 1s only one Information
Ceatre run on the same basis, ’

The workers of M/s. Bechtel India Ltd., one of the sub-contractors of In-
ternational General Electric Company, the main contractor for the construction
of the Tarapur Atomic Power Station struck work on December 9, 1965. The
situation at the Project sitc was peaceful till December 28. The situation detericrat-
ed on Descember 29, when a scuffle started at the canteen in Bechtel’s labour
camp. During the disturbance, the cantzen was ransacked and glassware and
crockery broken by the strikers. It is reported that the efforts of the police to
pacify the mob having failed and even a lathi charge and the use of tear gas prov-
ing ineffective, the police were compelled to open fire. As a result of the firing,
8 persons were killed and 12 injured, one of whom died later in hospital. 52 po-
lice officers and men were also injured. The situation was brought under control
the same day late in the evening. No further incidents were reported thereafter
till the end of the strike on January 29, 1966. No compensation has been paid
by the State Government to the families of the persons killed or injured in the
firing.

Dr. Ram Manchar Lehia (Farrukhabad) : Does Government krow that
those people who have come over into India know nothing except that their
forefathers were Indians and had migrated into Burma years back? I saw some
such people in Arrah. They have not relatives there. Have they come of their
own or have been forced to comeover to India against their wishes?

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bjjnor) : It isa fact that the late Prime Minister
Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri was provided with facilities to see the Indians living n
Burma but was not allowed to bring along the golden ornaments offered to him
by Indian ladies there as their contribution to the National Defence Fund?

Shri Swaran Singh : The Late Prime Minister Shri Shastri did meet several
Indians in Burma. He was oflered some gold by one or two of them but when he
was told that bringing along of gold from Burma would violate Burmese laws
in that regard, the late Prime Minister declined to accept the gold. He was
against doing anything which was against that country’s laws.

Shri Sinhasan Singh (Gorakhpur) : The Minister says that those who are
cultivating land may remain in Burma but I know of people who were
cultivators and not traders have also not been allowed to stay on there.

Shri Swaran Singh : I have not so far received any information that even
cultivators have been forced to leave Burma. They might have come over of their
own accord probably because, on account of the changed conditions they thought
they were not very safe there. If there are certain such cases, they may be
referred to the Rehabilitation Minister who will look into the matter.

Shri Chandak (Chhindwara) : We have been passing through a critical
period during the last few months. Pakistan invaded our country, but it is a
happy thing that our armed forces gave account of themselves and repulsed the
foreign attack.

The Tashkent Declaration is more than a no-war declaration. It has brought
a change of heart. We have been trying for this during the last 18 years. Now
Pakistan has understood the problems cannot be solved with force. Shri Shastri
who was a true Gandhian, has proved that he wasa great war-leader and a
leader of peace. He was a fearless and humble leader. By signing the Tashkent
Declaration he has shown the path of peace to the entire world. We on our
part should sincerely implement the Tashkent Declaration and hope that
Pakistan will do likewise. We should not bring about any relaxation in defence
cffort. We have to be vigilent against China.

Our foreign policy was laid down by our great leader Shri Jawaharlal Nehru.
We believe non-alignment, peaceful co-existence, non-interference in other’s
internal affairs and adoption of neogotiations for settling disputes. This is the best
policy a country can have. It is due to this policy that all countries of the world
except China are our friends. I support this policy.

In regard to internal affairs I wantto say that industrial development is
making adequate progress and the private sector is not expanding satisfactorily.
I do not like monopolistic trends as revealed by the Commission on this subject.
Our aim is to establish a socialistic pattern of society. =~ We should encourage
small-scale industries. The procedure regarding issue of licences should be simplified.

It is very unfortunate that we have not been able to become self~sufficient in
the matter of foodgrains. We have not derived much benefit from big dams. 65
per cent of foreign exchange is earned from the export of agricultural produce. I
think we should pay greater attention to agriculture. It should be treated as

basic industry.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiyz (Dewas) ¢ Sir, I want that in the three
language formula Sanskrit should replace English and Central Government should
conduct its business in Hindi. The Central Government is very much under the
influence of Chief Ministers. The Congress party at its Jaipur Session had passed
a resolution that the zonal scheme regarding foodgrains should be abolished, but
this decision was reversed in New Delhi at the instance of Chief Ministers. The
President has not mentioned the labour unrest which wide spread in the country
at present. Many leading millsin the country are not working at present. Govern~
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ment should clarify its position in these matters. I am against the import of food-
grains. There are ample foodgrains available in Punjab and Madhya Pradesh.
Some Srates indulge in profitcering. The Central Government should pay proper
care to this matter.

The ruling party is using cmergency for safeguarding its own interests. This
state of emergency should be ended forthwith. Our  Goverrment claims  that
Tashkent Declaration is in the interest of our country, but we should wait and
see Pakistan’s reaction.

I want that enquiry should be conducted into the circumstances that led to
Shri Shastri’s death. Government should send for all details from Russia and
place them here before the House. If we want peace, we should remain ready for
war. We should make atom bombs for our defence.

There is Jot of confusion in the matter of distribution of foodgrains. It
should be set right. Government should provide allfacilities to the farmers. They
should be given water, good seeds and fertilizer. By doing this food production
can be increased. Government should take proper note of suggestions made by
the hon. Members in opposition.

It was for the first time that India also took to arms to defend her sovereignty
and territorial integrity. It is very gratifying that our armed forces showed un-
paralleled bravery and taught Pakistan a befitting lesson. Later on cease fire was
declared after 23 days of fierece fighting as a result of untiring cflorts on the
part of U.N.O. and a change in the attitude of President Avubkhan of Pakistan.

ships and air crafts and there by saving crores of rupees which used to be spent
on imports. But it is most unfortunate that despite the fact that India is an agri-
cultural country, we have not been able to solve the problem of food shortage.
We are facing difficulties regarding food. This shows that there is some defect
in our food policy. India is a very big country and hence the conditions of rain or

drought, surplus or deficit are bound to be dafferent i dafferent parts of the country.
Hence what is needed is that there should be free trade of foodgrains. There should
be no restriction on the. movement of foodgrains from one State to another. The
food zones should be abolished. It that is done, it would ease the food shortage
conditions in the country, because the surplus States would be in a position to
rush food to deficit States. If this would have been done earlier, the present situa-
tion in Kerala and West Bengal would not have arisen. The food shortage is not
to the extent it appears to be, but the present situation is the creation of our com-
plicated food policies. ~ There should be no control on any commodity. The
people do not want control. They want free trade. Lifting of control from cement
‘has been welcomed and it had solved many difficulties which people were facing in
getting cement. In this context I would like to make a reference to sugar. There
is no shortage of sugar in the country and even then control is not being lifted from
sugar. The result is that sugar cane growers are facing unnecessary trouble. There

‘has been a decline in the prices of Gur and Khandsari to the extent of 50%, in U.P.
and Bihar.

India is a poor country but the taxes imposed on the public and specially on
‘middle and lower middle classes are the highest. They are facing many difficulties,
even to get both ends meet for their families. They are unable to carry the burden
of this heavy taxation. So the taxes should be removed to a large extent. Specially
from the poor sections of our society.

In the last I would like to say that special attention should be given to the
problems of agriculturists. There should be proper irrigation facilities. In case
proper irrigation facilities are provided, my State which is at present a deficit
State can become a surplus State. So irrigation should not stand in the way of
production. With these words I support the Motion of Thanks oun the President’s
Address.

Shri Tulsidas Jadav (Nanded) : It would have been better if the Address
of the President had been in detail. In that case we had understood the Govern-

ment policies comparatively better. Today the real problem facirg the country is
food. In this matter haves have to share with the have-nots. In certain States there
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are surplus stocks for foodgrains, while in other States people find it very difficult
to get food. It is the duty of the Government to sce, to investigate and set things
rignt. I am of the opinion that every State should resort to monopoly procuement
and distribution to set things right. The surplus stocks should come into the hands
of the Government. Tris is the duty of the Central Governmer:t to do something in
this direction. Without this this problem cannot be solved satisfactorily. Our pop-
ulation is increasing. It is expected that by 1970 it will be 560 millions. Every
year the increase is 1 crore and 20 lakhs. 1970, we will be at least in the need of
125 million tons of foodgrains. So it is very necessary that the increase in our agri-
cultural production should keep pace with the increase in population. Govern-
ment should see that it is ensured. The agriculturists should be provided with the
necessary facilities. We must be guided by the prirciple of self-help. Together
with that we must see that whatever programmes are chalked out by the Govern-

ment should be effectively implemented. We must be in a position to work
satisfactorily.

As far as industriaiisation is concerned the mills are closed. Due to closure,
the number of workers who have been rendered unemployed 1s 20,000 nearly. The
situation 1 Sholapur spinning and weaving mills s very serious. Government
should attend to it immediately. We must find out satisfactory solution of this
problem. It is a question of several lakhs of workers, who are working in this mill.
It is also very necessary that more facilities may be given to handloom workers.

It is also very sad that in this country some ardent freedom fighters are facin
many difficulties. They are living in very hard conditions. It is the duty of the
Government to help them. Central Government should pay attention to this pro-
blem. No freedom fighter should starve. I am of the opinion that D.I.R.. should
go. The situation in the country is normal and now quite satisfactory. I may also
add that Tashkent declaration is 2 monumental work done by late Shri Shastti.

He achieved what was not achieved in the last 18 years. We must all feel obliged
to him for that.

There are mter-State disputes going on 1n this country, They are causing
unnecessary bitterness, There should be no bitterness amongst the States.

Shrimati Jayaben Shah (Amreli) : First and foremost of the problems
facing the country today is the food problem. Different views have been expressed
here ahout how best this problem could be tackled. My submission is that while
there are certain problems which are created by nature, so many problems are
man-made. The present famine conditions are due not only because of the draught
condifions but, to a certain extent, they are due to man-made scarcity. The pre-
sent situation in the states of Kerala and Bengal is also due to the Zones systems.
Honourable members in both the Houses have been demanding abolition of the
zonal system. To-day also in the Question Hour the Government declared that
they would consider how to procure and distribute the food grains like gram and
wheat which are surplus in Punjab. The first remedy is to put an end to the zone
system so that foodgrains may reach every part of the country and people’s dissatis-
faction over disparity in availability of food grains in different states will disappear.

[Shrimati Jayaben Shah]

The deficit areas of Kerala and Bengal will get rice from areas where it is in sur-
plus now. Gujarat is a deficit area. too. There only half an ounce of rice
is being given which is just nominal, but we have no grievance on that account.
We have first to take into account the situation obtaining in the country. It is
immaterial whether the Defence of India Rules are abrogated or not but unless the
zone system is dispensed with immediately the food situation cannot improve.

Efforts to solve the food problem have been made and are still being made but
they have not been adequate. Planning too has been insufficient and inefficient.
Agricuiture is the primary industry of India but it has been the most negtected one,
Provision of food, clothing and shelter-to the people is the foremost duty of a Gove-
rnment. If Government fails in this duty, our democracy may be endangered.
Next we have to form our plans in such a way that the food production goes. up.
Unless full attention is paid to agriculture, putting up of other industries and
urbanisation will not help a lot.

As to employment opportunities in the country, I would say that in spite of
Government’s having created a number of employment opportunities and provid-
ing the unemployed with jobs, the problem of unemployment is none the better.
The villages should be provided with small-scale and cottage industries.

As to the Tashkent declaration I would say that it is a wonder achievement
for us. We werc not forced into signing the Tashkent agreement. Non-violence
is our policy but in times of need we can also fight back any attack and take
arms against the enemy. We never wanl violence. This is what we want to tell
the world. We are followers of non-violence and therefore as soon as opportunity
offered itself, our late Prime Minister entered into an agrecement for peace at
Tashkent. That was a great landmark. The late Prime Minister’s tireless efforts
increased our prestige in the eyes of the world and made the present atmosphere
possible which will bring peace and progress for us. Nothing can be said about
the future. Pak'stan is ouc neighbour and we hope both the countries will benefit
if the spirit of the Tashkent agreement is sincereiy followed by both.

The President’s Address makes hardly any mention of the fact that while
there is.concentration of wealth in a few hands, the rest of the people have been
hard put to it to maintain their standard up living which I do not say has gone
down beccause of high prices of commodities. The Government should give
sericus thought to this matter. There is great disparity in concentration of wealth
in the different people-of the country. The first condition of socialism is that
there should be an equitable distribution of wealth in the country.

Shri Sheo Narain (Bansi) : I am thankful for being given opportuuity -to
speak on the Motion of Thanks on our President’s Address. The President has
paid tiibutes to the late Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri who was a great protector of the
poor. We are greatly indchted to the late Prime Minister who did so much for the
country and raised its prestige and honour to such heights.
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Motion on the President’s Address February 28, 1966

[Shri Sheo Narain]

The President has not touched the Harijan problem which is still unsclved.
All action is confined to paper work only.

The unnecessary departmeats like the Harijan Welfare Department, Sociai
Welfare Department and the Community Development Department should be
closed down. Only 209, people are employed; 809, people are being put to greal
hardships. The Government sheuld look to the nceds of the people and do whac is
required to be done.

In regard to the continuation of emergency I would say that I have gone
through the pamphlet on emergency recently distributed to us. I request the
Government not to show any leniency to tne Communists who are conspiring to
subvert the Government.

Our Home Minister Shri Nanda had promised to root out corruption in two
years. He made tireless efforts to accomplish his aim but his officers did not
cooperate. I praise his courage and initiative.

I request the Government to keep the emergency till the danger from China
is over. Besides this danger from cutside we are having a lot of trouble inside the
country also.

In regard to Shrimati Renu Chakravarthy’s allegation concerning incidents
in Bengal, I would say that no policeman of our country can be so callous as to
intentionally shoot down a 10 vear old child. She very much exaggerated her
narration.

Half the Bengal is Communist. Whatever rice is sent to Bengal, half of it’s
taken away to China. Similarly, half of the rice sent to Kerala 1s taken out to
Pakistan.

I request the Government to dispense with the zone system so that foodgrain
of Punjab mayreach otner parts of the country. I hail from the area whick
produces very good quality ricc. But it is passed on to Nepal and also to China.
The Police does nothing. Hence I request Government to keep vigilance on the
borders.

In my district, work on the construction of a100 mile long road has been going
on for the last four years bu it is still incomplete. From the Defence point cf view
also I want to emphasise the need for construction of good roadsin cur area and
also maintenance of the means of communications in good order. We produce
potatoes there but in the absence of good roads, it cannot be transported to the
urban arcas and the result is that it setls at a very low and uneconomic price in
our area while at the same time the price obtaining in cities ranges around a
rupee a kilogram.

I want to congratulate the Government for decontrolling cement. A bag of
cement now costs Rs. 12 instead of Rs 22.

As to the food problems, I would say that we have no scarcity of food i our
country; only the mismanagement on the part of Government is responsible for
it. They should look to the movement of grains.

In regard to the irrigation problem I would first request Government to

see to it that the evading tendency on the part of the officers is put an Cgld to.
When I asked the Collector of my district to lift restrictions in regard to rice, he
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advised me to see the Chief Minister. I met the latter but he asked me to go to the
Collector again. I look the Collector to task and in four days all restrictions were
removed from rice. Now it sclls at the rate of a kilogram for a rupce and people
have not to wait in long queucs.

So far as the irrigation problem is concerned, I would ask Government to
advance money, so the villagers to construct wells in villages.

I also want to speak in regard to education in the country. Government has
given no consideration to the service conditions and grades of pay of the teachers
in our country. Unless we give full consideration to the well-being of the teachers,
we cannot hope to produce great personalities like Rama and Lakshmana. Gevern-
ment should give full dignity to teachers. The letter which the Education Minister
read out in House was a violation against U.P. He should not have read out that
letter in the House.

I take this opportunity to congratulate our Jawans who have done so well.
I request Government to look to the needs of the widows and children of those
Jawans who died at the front. We have to provide them.with all necessary facilities
like pensions, protection of children and their education and allotment c¢f land
to the landless families.

‘The Tashkent agreement has been one ¢f the most wonderful agreements.
Even members of our opposition and men like Shri Dandekar have praised it.
This was all due to our policy of non-alignment, truch, non-violence and peace-
ful appeasement.
