In the case of the Senior
Investigators of the Department of Statistics, out of ten who were recruited by that Depart-
ment through the Union Public Service Commission in 1962, that Department showed only
the first five to have been adjusted against regular vacancies on or before 31st December 1962,
and the remaining five were shown as having been adjusted against regular vacancies only
after Ist January 1963.

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(b) According to available information, the late MaulanaEAbul Kalam Azad spoke
in Hindustani during the General Conference of UNESCO held in India in 1956, Indian

delegates have spoken in'one of the working languages viz.. English due to the difficult in
providing interpretation services in Paris for speeches in Hindi.

not entitled to overtime allowance.

(c) A statement showing the monthwise figure of overtime allowance drawn by
the Research Assistant has been placed on the table of the House.

(d) So faras the first part of the question is concerned, overtime allowance is
paid from the same source from which a Government amployee draws his salary.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Ram Niwas Mirdha) :
(@) It has been decided that the Hindi Stenographers who have qualified in the Hindi
Stenography test conducted by the U. P. S. C. in 1963 should be inducted in Grade Il of
the Central Secretariat Stenographers Service subject to their passing a further qualifying
test in a written paper to be held by the U. P. S. C. Necessary amendments to the Rules

have been issued on 17th of July, 1970.

(b) No, Sir.

(c) The duties of Hindi Stenographers are analogous to those of Stenographers of
the Central Secretariat Stenographers Service and hence it was decided to induct them into
the Central Secretariat Stenographers’ Service. On the other hand, the duties and responsi-
bilities of Hindi Assistants are entirely different from those of regular Assistants of the
Central Secretariat Service. The Assistants of the Central Secretariat Service are employed
in case work involving noting, drafting, etc, whereas Hindi Assistants are cmployed on

translation work from Hindi to English and vice versa. In view of this, the question of
inducting Hindi Assistants in the Central Secretariat Service does not arise.

By their judgement delivered on 11.2.1970, the Delhi High Court
allowed the writ petitions and directed the Union Public Service Commission by a writ of
mandamus to entertain the applications of the petitioners for the posts of Hindi Officers €tc.
After examining the implications of the judgement, it was decided to file appeals in the
Supreme Court. Applications have accordingly been filed in the Supreme Court for the
grant of Special Leave to Appeal against the order and Judgement of the Delhi High Court.

Since the medium on examination
used by the candidates was different from the medium laid down in the Ufiversity rules,
thf: matter was considered by the Academic Council. The Council decided that the exa-
mination taken by the two candidates be cancelled.

(b) and (c). The University has no information about the resentment among
students. Howevar, the Academic Council has decided to have the question of letting the
students answer their papers at the M.A. level in Hindi re-examined with a view to
laying down a clear policy in the matter by the middle of November, 1970.

I also propose to take up the question of medium of examination at the M.A. .
level in the University with the Chairman, University Grants Commission.

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Memorandum in Regard to dacoit Menace in Madhya Pradesh

4520. Shri Ram Avtar Sharma : Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to
state :

(a) whether it is a fact that she received a memorandum dated 6th August, 1970
from a member of Lok Sabha in which her attention has been drawn to the dacoit
menace provailing in the northern District of Madhya Pradesh since long;

(b) if so, the details of the main demands contained {in the said memorandum;
and

(c) the action taken thereon ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs and Minister of State
Departments of Eloctronics and Scientific and Industrial Research (Shri K. C. Pant) :
(a) and (b) : Yes, Sir. The memorandum sought central help for solving the dacoit prob-
lem in dacoit-infested areas of Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and U.P. In that Memorandum
the following main suggestions for solving this problem were made :—

(1) Provision of more arms and ammunition to anti-dacoity forces;
(2) Provision of better transport facilities to Police;

(3] Provision of Wireleses equipment;

(4) Air patrolling by helicopters in the dacoit-infested areas ;

(5) Provision of permanent residential accommodation to the Police forces opera-
ting in the dacoit-infested areas ;

(6) Check on the flow of arms and ammunition belonging to the Indian Army
to the dacoits ;

(7) Deployment of Indian Army in the dacoit-infested areas ;

(c) Measures for meeting the dacoity menace in the dacoit-infested areas in the
States are the concern of the State Governments whe are charged with the maintenance
of law and order. However, the Government of India are alive to the problem of dacoity
prevailing in the Chambal Valley area covering some districts of Rajasthan. Madhya
Pradesh and U.P. which have been chronically affected by this menace. This matter has
been under examination of the Government of India and the State Governments ooncerned
and concerted measures for meeting the menace are being devised.

In this
counection I want to suggest that if the Government is interested in maintaining discipline
amongst the students it should have two universities instead of the present one. Accor-
ding to the university rules there should be hostel accommodation for about twelve thou-
sand students but at present only fifteen hundred students, including teacher are accommo-
dated in the university hostels. The number of hostels, therefore be increased. The ten
students who solved their question papers in Hindi have been declared unsuccessful,

papers in Hindi.

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Students have got themselves admitted ingMchcal Colleges by unfairmeans. All these
things should be looked into and Governmant should take steps to check such things.
A separate department should be established for uolift of the Harijans as has been done
in case of refujees. Indus‘ries shou!d bz established in backward areas such as Sopur and
Vijavpur where the majosiiy of poputacion is of Adivasis. No Plan has been formaulated
for ths uplift of these people.

Secoridly, I want to suggest that Scheduled ' Castes and Scheduled tribes should
be taken with services in accordance with their population. Only Scheduled Castes and
Sciieduled tribes candidaics should be appointed on the reserved seats.

Special police protection shouid be provided to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
tribes of my area because they are harasssd by dacoits as well as by police. The farmers
who are about eighty percent should be given land so that they could improve their eco-
nomic condition. As these p=onle are illiterate. they do not understand the meaning of
socieiv and they also do not know how to form society and desire benefit thereby. I would
suggest that some spzcial law may be enac'ed for them so that they may be benefitted.

The big mill owners are not appointing the Harijans in their mills and factories.
Such exploitation should be siopped.

But T woull like to condemn the negligence and apartly ;of the Government toward
betterment of schadulsd castes and scheduled tribes. Nothing substantial for ametiora-
ting the lot of scheduled castes and scheduled tribes has been done by the Government.
The Ministers have beea giving assura1ces time and again but it is very much disgusting
that the assurances have not so far been put to action. We have been witnessing for last
22 years a vast difference between the words and action. The assurances regarding anre-
lioration of there lot aad eradication untouchability further aggrevate the situation.
Scheduled castes and scheduled trites students are expected to complete the competitive
examinations aganist with the students who are well educated and fcoming from educated
families. It is not possible for the students whose education has always been poor due
to their illetrate surroundings.
