(b) &(c). It is true that Atlas Steel Company of Canada, the Production Advisers,
had brought out, while examining the detailed project report on the plant prepared by the
Consultants, Dastur & Co, the limitations of a Hand Sheet Mill as compared to a conti-
nuous Strip Mill. However, on overall considerations of cost and of the stainless steel
capacity envisaged for the plant the hand shecet mill was adopted. Attempts are being
made to improve the performance of the Hand Sheet Mill by incorporating some
modifications.

(a) The Hon’ble Member’s attention is invited to the Statements made by the Deputy
Minister and Minister of External Affairs in the Lok Sabha on Agust 11, and Septembar ‘,
1972, respectively. These set out the circumstaaces of expulsion. As on November 7th,

1972, 4377 Indian nationals have come to India. 118 are on their way from Mombasa to
Bombay. 306 migrated to the U.K. and Canada as dependents of U. K. passport

holders.

(b) In India, liberal customs and import licence concessions have been extended
to the repatriates. In addition, they are provided relief assistance which includes a cash
allowance, local transport, transit accommodation, medical facilities. railway fares to
destinations in India and a journey allowance.

Manufacture of ‘Cheeta’ Helicopter by India

into with M/s. SNIAS of France, Initially the helicopter will be manufactured from
imported components and progressively manufacture from raw materials will be taken up,
Complete self-sufficiency in the manufacture of the helicopter is difficult to achieve in the
forseeable future, but every effort will be made to achieve maximum indigenisation. It will
not be in the public interest to disclose the cost of production of aircraft meant for
military use.

Shri Shri Kishan Modi : 1t is a matter of pride for our country that woollen
Industry at Ludhiana is producing quality goods and exporting the same. One lakh workers
are employed there. In order to meet the loss due to export, they are given replenishment
licence. This resulted in an the increase in exports and consequently more replenishment
licence were given. Clever people took advantage of the opportunity and imported wear-
able Terylene and woollen clothes in the name of rags.

It is strange that much clothes were cleared by the customs. These Import
licences were given as a help to Ludhiana Industry, but these ‘rags’ reached in the market
instead of the woollen Industry. Production has stopped: and off take of finished goods is
also hampered because people are purchasing cheaper garments instead. Who is responsible
for this loss to the Industry and to the exchequer due to changing of less customs Duty?
It is good that C B.I. eaquiry has been instituted to fix the responsibility in this regard.
May I know whether Government would take stern action against importers?

Government should also take care that the action being taken by them does not
effect Ludhiana Industry in an adverse manner., Government should see to it that those
responsible for this get proper punishment.

Shri L. N. Mishra : No douht, it is a serious matter and the Government hasg
expressed its concern. Government does not want to come in the way of Ludhiana
Industry., The Industry has entered into huge export commitments and they have to be
fulfilled. But it has also to be seen that action is taken against those who violated these
rules. Licences were given for the import of ‘rags’ and not for other things.

Three Departments, viz, Foreign Trade, Customs and S.T.C. were involved in the
When information in this regard was received in the Foreign Trade Ministry, we contacted
the Finance Ministry who in turn contacted the customs. The Customs Department orgas
nised 1aids at certain places and goods worth about Rs 2.75 crores have been seized
During these raids, other violations much as over-invoicing have a'so come to light. It
is true that exports have to be increased ; but Government can not help those who violate
rules, Care would be taken to see that innocent parties do not suffer S.T.C. has inform-
ed that only 12 or 13 parties are concerned with this. 1Itis an unfortunate happening and
those who are found guilty would be dealt with severly.

Shri Atal Bibari Vajpayee (Gwalior) : A big ccandle regarding rags has come to light.
Ready-made garments have been imported for the last five years with the concurrence of
Foreign Trade Ministry in the name of rags. I do not understand what short of this
export policy is under which pressure is being put for increasing export but no efforts are
made to get the raw rags available. The hon. Minister has stated that the traders are
respopsible for bringing these shoddy rags and they are corrupt. But the responsibility
of the Government cannot be deried in this regard. It has been announced that C.B.I.
will make an enquiry in the matter. I know that after the inquiry C.BI, will catch the
small bussnessmen but it will not touch the big monopolists. I am of the view that a
Parliamentary Committee should be appointed to go into this scandle. C. B. I's. assis-
tance may be taken by the Parliamentery Committee and the persons found guilty should
be punished. The report of the Commitiece should be placed on the Table of the
House. May I know whether Government have purmitted the 26 shoddy mill owners to
take delivery of their consignments ? I also want to know  whether the customs Depart-
ment have been directed to cut or tear of the goods before delivery to the parties ? The Go-
vernmentt should confiscate the goods of other businessmen. It should follow one policy

for all and should fix uniform standards.

I want to know what steps will be taken to enable the factories to work so long as
their goods will be lying at the customs office ? This dispute has been going on for the
past several months and no decision has been taken in this regard so far. The list of goods
seized may be prepared for proof. The persons responsible for this corrupt practice
must be punished. Steps should be taken to prevent corruption and the labourers should

not be allowed to suffer.

Shri L, N. Mishra : Sir, we are as much worried about the interest of this indus-
try and the interest of the labourers as the hon. member. We have tried our best to find
out some solution in this regard. We bhave to hear the criticism in this matter. We
thought that it would have been better if C. B. I. had made any enquiry in this matter.
No body should try to interfere in this matier. We would take steps according to the
recommendations given by the C. B. I. after the enquiry.

This year we have exported woollen garments worth more than 34 crores of rupees
and not 14 crore rupees. We have got a soiid scheme for exporting garments,

It is true that goods in such a large quantity have been seized for the first time
(interruption). It has been so happening since 1908. These factors are mainly responsible
for it. Firs'ly, imposing taxes; secondly, imposing duties; and lastly, the wool has become
250 times dearer that so when it became difficult for the people to import costly wool, they
began to indulge in this bussiness. 1t is correct that strict action should be laken in this
matter., The Government have not given any concession to anyone in this regard.

MOTION RE. NINETEENTH REPORT OF COMMISSIONER FOR
SCHEDULED CASTES AND SCHEDULED TRIBES FOR 1969-70

Shri Jagannathrao Joshi (Shajapur) : Sir, Fifty Five Year Plan should assure
supply of drinking water to every village and people belonging to scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes have not to face the housing problem.

Attempts have been made since distant past to eradicate untouchability. It cannot
be made until efforts are made to create social conciousness. Nothing has been done in
this direction during the last twenty five years. A social revolution has to be ushered in
through the medium of education. It is the responsibility of the Government to remove
tte economic backwardness of Scheduled castes and Scheduled Tribes. Discrimination
against them should be stopped.

What are the reasons for committing atrocities with the harijans? Recent incidents of
atrocities against harijans at Bauda in Poona District and Jeerapur clear out the fact that
immediate action to punish the offenders is not taken and the victims have to tolerate all
the injustice done to them, Stringent punishment should be given to those who commit
the offences of untouchability. Government should pay serious attention towards putting
an end to the atrocitics against Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes people and remove
their economic backwardness.

Shri Anant Prasad Dhusia (Basti) : The report of the Scheduled Castes and Schedu-
led Tribes Commissioner is incomplete. Implementation report has also not been atached
with this report. There is nothing new in the report. In fact, it is not a reportt at all.
There is no mention df any scheme envisaged to remove the disabilities with which the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes people are suffering.

May I know whether any scheme have been formulated to remove inferierity comp-
lex from them. Their qualities and social values should be taken as base for formulating
schemes Nothing has been said on such important points in the report of the Commissioner
for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. The officers of the said Department have
not suggested any solutioa for giving immediate relief to these people. Nothing has been
done for improving their economic condition uptill now.

Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribe people constitute one fifth of the total popu-
lation of India. They are being subjected to exploitation. 1100 Harijans were killed bet-
weep 1967 and 1969. Some people have threatened to kill Harijan M.Ps and Members of
Legislative Assemblies. May I know whether there is no end to it. Nothing has been said
in the report to stop these atrocities on these people. Only big people are getting
Justice, The report of the Commission should be written again with the help of represen-
tatives of these communities.

The evil of untouchability is a blot on the Hindu Society. This blot should be
removed for ever. We are thankful to the Congress Government for launching a compaign
after independence for the upliftment of the Harijans, But the condition of the Sweepers
is the same. There is no body in the Municipal Bourds to bear the grievances of the
Sweepers. Special attention should be paid to the uplift of the Sweepers.

Untouchability still prevails in the villages. It is on the increase are there. It
should be checked. In cities it has been removed to same extent.

Harijans are still becoming the victims of money lenders. The Govenment should
give interest free loan upto five thousand rupees to each person so that they can be freed
from the clutches of the money lencers. Big firms should be asked to give the agencies
for their products to the Co-operative Societies formed by Harijans. In this way we can
improve their economic conditions.

The work of distribution of land to Harijans should not be left over to Zila Pari-
shads, The Government should itself do this work. The Panchayats and Zila Parishads
are not taking this works seriously.

The incidents of atrocities on Harijans have increased during the Tast three or four
years. The Government should take mnecessary steps in this direction.

The quota reserved in the services for Harijans is never filled. This quota has not
been filled in Civil Avitation and Indian Airlines. 1 have drawn the attention of the
hon. Minister in this regard. A Commission or Board should be appointed to look into
the matter.

The system of Bonded labour is stiil prevailing in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh. The
practice should be done away with, The problems of Harijans should be taken up serious-
ly and solved. '

Shri Rudra Pratap Singh (Bara Banki : Sir, I am grateful to you that I have been
given a chance to express my views on the 19th Report of the Commissioner of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. While considering this report, we should have to consider
their present condition. The Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes have been exploited
for ages from social, religious, cultural, economic and political point of view. Their con-
dition is pitiable. Their basic needs such as, food, clothes and hausing have not been
met so far. There is wide gap between the rich and the Harijans in the country.

The social evils and superstitious are prevalent among them due to lack .of
education. We would have to change their mental outlook as well as their financial

condition.

It is infortunate that Harijans are faced to work as begar. The Adivasi girls are
sold even now and Harijan girls are raped. It is a matter of greater regret that the Hari-
jans are brunt alive even in the silver jubillee year of our independence. Even the reserved
quota earmarked for them in services is not adhered to. The facilities which we have
provided to the Harijans during the past 25 years is only 5% of the requirement, because
they had been exploited for centuries.

The attitude of our Prime Minister towards Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
has been sympathetic and helpful and she has always desired to solve their problems. The
A.L.C.C. has also always supported the cause of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and
other minorities communities. I hope that whatever provision has been made in the
report that would be spent honestly. 1 also request that the Prime Minister should herself
take over the charge of the welfare of the Harijans.

Shri Dhan Shah Pradhan (Shahdol) : Sir, the problems of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes are the problems of the weaker section of the society. The Commissioner
of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes has suggested various measures forthe betterment
of Harijan Community. The Government should take revolutionary steps to solve their
problems basically,

The social as well as economic condition of sweepers in rural areas is pitiable. We
have given the slogan of Garibi Hatao, but uptill now due attention has not paid to solve
the problems of the Harijans. The problem of Harijans is the problem of the per capita
income as well as bringing the gap between the rich and the poor.

The Harijan girls are sold abroad even after 25 years of independence. The Central
Govt. should take concrete steps to check such activities and an assurance to this effect
should be given in the House,

It has generally been seen that a candidate ; contests the election only from the area
where people belonging to a particular community or caste reside. I would like to suggest
that the Government should take steps to check the growing tendency of casteism.

I would also suggest that a scholarship scheme should be introduced for the students
belonging to the Scheduled Castes and Seheduled Tribes., The effective steps should be
taken for their economic progress and equality of status in the society, Their mothre
tongue and dialects shold be served to them in their mother tongue. The effective steps
should also be taken to check the transfer, mortgaging the land to persons belonging to
other castes and communities. The regional offices Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes should be reopened so that their problems could be solved in a better way.
