(a) & (b) Yes, Sir. A statement was made by my colleague, the Defence Minister, on
the 30th June that the closure of the Suez Canal is a matter of great concern to India and
other countries affected as well as to the UAR. In this connection UAR Government
have stated that they are unable to reopen the Canal so long as Isracl forces continue fo
occupy the east bank of the Canal and other Arab territories occupied by them.

Shri Y. S. Kushwah ;: Hon. Dinesh Singh went to Egypt to see Col. Nasser, I
want to know whether he had a talk with him regarding Suez Canal and whether he had
come to a decission to take out our foodgrains which have been blocked due to closure of

Suez Canal.
Shri Surendra Pa) Singh ;: Shri Dinesh Singh had a talk with President Nasser,

but I could not say whether they had discussed Suez Canal also. I think they must have
discussed Suez Canal. But the U. A. R. of the view that they cannot open it due to

some reasons.

Shri Y. S. Kushwah : I want to know the steps you are goiog to take so that the
indian foodgrain reach here as early as possible,

Shri Surendra Pal Singh ; It has been replied by the Food Minister sc_veral times.
Our ships who are bringing the foodgrains are reaching via cape. There is only one
ship which has been blocked in that Canal. It Is not expected to reach here early, but

we are trying that $omething could be done in this respect.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : The Indian Government mention herself that due to
not reaching of sevral ships from Suez Canal we would haye to bear the burden of about

Shri Madho Limaye : The Chairman of the Committee has told that six months
have been fixed for knowing the reply of the Governmentwith regard to the report of
the Committee. I want to know whether action taken reports received by the Govern-
ment had come within six months and whether the Committee have not got the right to
call for the reply of those eight reports, the reply of which have not been received from
the Government and whether they want to get more rights from the Parliament ?

The Minister of External Affairs ( Shri M, C. Chagla) : (a) During the Indo-Pa<
conflict in 1965, Pakistan had captured three Indian Ocean-going vessels and 190 Inland
Water Transport vessels, barges and other craft. Two out of the three ships have since
been exchanged with two Pakistani ships which were held in India, The exchange of the
third Indian vessel with a Pakistani vessel detained in India is under negotiation None
of the Inland Water Transport vessels have been returned by Pakistan so far.

(b)to (d) The Government of India have made several requests to the Pakistan
Government to rteturn these Inland Water Transport vessels, but without result. The
Government of India have also lodged protests with Pakistan authorities against the illegal
use and sale of these vessels, Pakistan Government have been told that they must bear full
responsibility for their arbitrary action, which is against international practice and consti=
tutes a violation of the Tashkent Dazclaration. The Government of Pakistan have been
further told that the Government of India would not recognise any title, that the Pakistan
Goveroment or any third party, may ¢claim to these vessels pursuant to the illegal measures
of the Pakistan authorities, apnd that the Government of India reserve the right to claim
full compensation for any loss or damage to the seized Indian véssels. No reply has so
far been received from the Government of Pakistan.

When the alternative programme of National Service
Corps is introduced, the nmumber is expected tocome down substantially. The actua]
numbers annually will depend on the options exercised by the students.

bad-Baroda, Srinmagar ‘and Jammu, These programmes are broadcast in the regional
language/dialect of the people concerned and aim at imparting both information and enter
tainment. The programmes consist of News, news commentaries, music (both folk and
regional), “Pradeshik Sangeet”, plays, features, women’s and children’s programmes, tajis
and discussions on agriculture, food, Five Year Plan Publicity and other topical items
Effective propaganda programmes are put out to counter Pakistani and Chinese anti-India‘
propaganda, particularly of distorted and false news items of happenings {n India, and to
expose happenings in Pakistan and China. Kurseong Station does such programmes in
Nepali,Tibetan, Sikkimese and Bhutanese. An effort is also made in the programmes for
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people in the border areas to project to them a true image of India by explaining her plans
for economic and social progress, her democratic way of life and her policy of peaceful
co-existence. Our Defence preparedness is also projected in these programmes. Develop-
ment projects in the region as also in the rest of the country are jovariable stressed.

In addition, Srinagar, Jammu, Jullundur, Delhi, Gauhati, Imphal, Siliguri, Rajkot,
Ahmedabad-Baroda, Bhuj, and Lucknow Stations broadcast special programmes for
troops every day. In addition, Vividh Bharati broadcasts programmes for troops thrice a
day in its “Jayamala” programme. Messages from troops in forward areas for their rela-
tions, are also recorded and broadcast subsequently.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia (Kannauj) ¢ The countries of the world can be grouped
under the different heads, stronger and the weaker ones. The strong countries may
interfere with the problems of other countries because they are not warried about their
internal problems such as economic and security problems. They may mould their
attitude to suit the meeds of the time and also to maintain balance in the world. Bu!
it does not suit toa weak npation like ours to involve itself in the affairs of other
countries, Whenever discussion on the foreign affairs had taken place we had focussed
our attention on the carrent problems. The weak nations shouid first pay their atteotion
to their defence and only then they should think of the welfare of the world. In the
sphere of foreign affairs for the past twenty years we had followed an indealisi ‘c policy
instead of realistic one. We have ignored our defences and kept ourselves busy as a

peace maker.

It is quite possible that China and Pakistan may attack India in the coming
rainy season. People are well aware that I am against any kind of war. But I would say
that on being attacked we should face the aggression with determination. First and
foremost requirement is the determination to fight aggression. Then covers the indust=
rial base and then only covers the military might. Our foreign policy has been weak
and that is doing us great harm, Actually we have been placed in a situation of no return.
Now there is no other alternative except to have patience and to decide to end the aggre-
ssion with determination irrespective of its cost, Himalayas are part aud parcel of India
continent, But how China has its eye on it and we should defend it with full force and

determination.

We com
also understand the point of view of Arab countries, Such-a situation has been created
by U. S. A, and other countries, We should not decide about the agreessor at this stage
since it is very difficult to decide about it now. It will be better if the Government con--

centrates on the question of refugees.
The closure of suez is causing inconvenience to us and not to U. S. A. and other

countries. Therefore we should take steps to see that the canal is opened as soon as
possible.

Sori Bibbuti Mishra ( Motiharl ) : The is not the proper subject for adjournment
motion. The correct approach in this matter would be that representatives of all the
parties sit together and try to find out a solution. There is nothing worng in the demand
by the people of Nagaland autonomy and such other rights as are enjoyed by the people
of other States. These rights must be given to them. But if they want to have absolute
independence, it is a serious matier and the Government should adopt stiff attitude in
this matter. The claim of the Governmeat that they are fully vigilant and that adequate
security measures have been taken, is not supported by the facts. It has already been
reported in the press that some Nagag have been receiviog training in China. Had

‘Government taken adequate security measures to check these Nagas crossing over to

China ? It appears that our Intelligence  Department is not working in an effective
maagner. Its activities should be intensified.

Government should adopt a firm policy and need not yield to any pressure. It the
demand for division of the State is accepted, it will encourge similar demand in Bihar

also. Therefore, the Government should think over this matter seriously before taki

The nefarious activities of christian missionaries in Nagaland are bearing fruit now.
After the recent decision of the Government to keep a watch over the activities of foreign
missionaries, they have started sending crores of rupees to further their aims through cer-

tain people in this country. Government should keép a watch on such activities also and
try to check them.

The problem of Nagaland should not be allowed to continue indef initely, It cannot

brook any more delay Government will have to adopt a firm policy for tackling this
problem.
