It is clear that all the
money borrowed was a debt. Looking at the amount which the ‘companies have to pay
as inven'ories and as debt it will appear that the position is favourable.

Shri Sharda Nand ; Will the hon. minister tell me what is the demand and consum-
ption of cotton in India and how much of it bas to be imported ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : I can tell you our demand and how much of it is produced
here. In 1965-66 the production was 56.70 lakh bales and in 1964-65 it was 75.?0 lakh
bales. The average production in our country was 75 lakh and demand our approximately

90 lakh.

Shri Shrada Nand : Whbat are the reasons for Jack in production 7 It is nota
fact that cultivators are not given the facilities which they should have been given.

Shri Dinesh Singh : It is difficult to say so. I feel that facilities should be

Shri Dinesh Singh : 1 hav: told you about the position of Jast two years, It was
cstimated that production in 1966-67 was 70 lakh bales which has nt been realised.
Perbaps it is 65 lakh.

Shri Madhu Limaye : Has the minister’s attention been drawn to the import of
jute from Thailand and some irregularitics have becn creat:d in that. You issue licence
to the jute mills and the same is got registered and thereafter the jute controller is roun-
ded about the defaulting firm and they ask permission to buy more, In the meanwhile
the prices rise and the same is bought at a higher price.  1n fact they do not purchase
but sell the same produce at a higher rate and the same goes to foreign countries as
foreign exchange and the loss is caused to the country. Has - your attention been drawn
to this and if so what action you are taking on it ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : We import mesta from Thailand. About other matters I will
investigate the same.

Sbri K. N. Tiwary : 1Is it a fact that in the beginning of 1966-67 the price of jute
was Rs. 60 to Rs. 65/- per msund but when the jute was imported the pr.ce came down
to Rs. 40 to Rs. 42/-. When jute was available here why was it not bought here and
what price we gave for the jute imported and what price has been fixed for the indi-
genous jute ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : If we had adequate jute here the question of importing it
would not have arisen. Regarding price we have to pay more for the imported price,
Our prices fluctuate.

Shri Madho Limaye : What will be the demand of these light commercial vehicles

during the pext five years and in view of that are you considering issue of licences to one
or two firms ?

Shri F. A. Ahwmed : It was estimated by Planning Commission once that we would
be requiring 25 to 26 thousand light commercial vebicles during the Fourth-Five Year
Plan period. We can expand the cxisting licensing capacity but now it appears we will

not be able to utilise all the 13,000 vehicles for which licences have been issued. Hence it
is not possible to reach the target of 26,000 vehicles.

Sometime back
there was a mention of Kashmir Ceramics factory whizhis a firm of Aminchand Pearey
lal.  They were regularly issued licences. They had assured Shri Subramanium that the
production in their factory would beginin July 1963 but the same has not started even
after about four years. They sold out their licences in the black market. 1 want to tell
the hon. minister that since he has liberalised exports after devaluation to produce more,
will he make enquiries that those who were issved.licences themselves used the same or
sold them in the black market, If they have not used licences they should be punished
for that. What action is government going to take against them ?

Sbri Dinesh Singh : It is" proper that government will take action against those
who instead of utilising their  licences sold the same in black market.

Phulwaria station, where free fighting took place. The Kabuliwala became more violent

and stabbed 4 other passengers besides injuring séveral others. ln the meautime, the
villagers assembled there and gave fatal blows to Kabuliwala who died on the spot. Out
of the injured persons,one succumed to injuries at Patna Medical College Hospital on
21-4-67, and others are reported to have been discharged from hospital,

overfunder-bridges at its cost provided the schemes are approved by the State
Government and provided also the State Government Road Authority agree to construct

the road approaches at their cost as per extent rules.

. As regards Morena Station, the construction of an overbridge in replacement of the
existing level crossing was programmed by the Railway during 1965-66, but in May,1967,
while the details of the scheme were still under correspondence between the Raflway
Administration and the State Government, the latter informed the Railway
Administration that the level crossing would be required even after the construction of the
road overbridge and that as such the construction of the road over-bridge may be treated
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as a deposit work chargeable only to the State Government, Revised estimate is now
under preparation by the Railway and would be sent to the State Government for their
acceptance. The construction of the overbridge will be taken up by the Railway as soon

as the plans are finalised, and the State Government convey their acceptance to the
estimated initial and recurring cost involved,

.- because the Government had failed to implement the ‘afore-said -provisiens. < About

3000 persons are dying of starvation everyday in Bihar and if no satisfactory arrengoments
for feeding the people are made, it is feared that in the next few months about 10%akh
persons would die of starvation in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh. The Government would
oot act unless the courts are empowered to get these provisions enforced.

Shri Manobaran s, the Chasr

1 know that if it happens they will be sentenced and sent to Jail. Similarly if children-do
not get primary education, officials of the Government and the Ministers will be afraid
of action in the courts of law. I do not mind if provision of capital punishmeant is. /made
in tnis respect. It will not be proper to reject the Bill on the plea that it involvessmuch
expenditure and the Government cannot afford to spend it. Food and .education.ars the
primary needs of a civilised nation and therefore arrangements bhad to be made for them.
Equality and prosperity are two interdependent things. To-day 45 crores  people do not
get any iaspiration. The discussions take’ place here and outside are meant for 1-3 erpres

of people which is ridiculous. The resolution should not be rejected simply -becauge it
has been introduced by a member of the opposition party.

Now I want to say that Directive Principles of State Policy laid in the copstitution

are not effective at all and either they should be scropped or the Government should
accept this Bilt so that ¢hese provisions could be implemented.

The Minister of Statc in the Ministry of Education ( Shri Bhagwant Jha Azad ): I
fully appreciate the spirit behind the Bill. It has been provided in-the Bilk thet ifiDirective
Principles are not implented; for instance if Government fails to impart free education
to the boys upto 14 years, anyone of th:m cou'd go to the Court of law and demand
justice. Similarly If Government does not supp'y sufficient food to the people, they can
go to court and ask for it. There could be no two opinions about the fact that food and
education are the primary requirements of any society and - the Government should make
arrangements to provide them to the people. It is true but Government has also to

consider the fact that there are some practical difficulties due to which we bave not been
able to do so.
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We have been trying to make primary education free and compulsory during the
three Five Year Plans but the target has not yet been achieved, Our survey reports show
that even after the completion of Fourth Plan the perccntage of education of the children
between the age of groups of 6-11 and ]1-14 would be only 91 and 43, We, however,
expect that cent per cént literacy would be achived by the end of Fifth Five Year Plan.
Now Shri Madhu Limaye. wants us to include ihe Directive Principles laid down in the
constitution in the Fundamental Rights, Thereis -no doubt that we could not achieve
the target but it would be appropriate to include the Directive Principles io fundamental
rights especially when we do not bave suffic:ent funds 7 I agree in principle but I am not
in favour of amendiag the constitution and include principles in fundamental- rights as we
fdo not have reasources to implement them, Second thing is that we have to keep in view
the wastage and stagnation at primary stage of education. There are ‘many areas in'our
country where girls do not go toschools. Even boys are called back from schools to

perform their occupational jobs.

These are practical difficulties because of which we cannot support the Bill intro
duced by Shri Madhu Limaye that it should be criculated for the purpose of eliciting

‘upiimion thereon.
The Hoh’ble member also wants us to change article 47 so that if a citizen does not
get substantial food, he can go to the court of Jaw. Ifeel that the article 47 is more

gomprchensive in its present from and it would not be proper t6 amend it.” As we do not
have resources to implement the provisions of this Bill, we cannot accept it,

Shri Madhu Limaye ( Monghyr ) : [ did not intend to get this Bill passed but the
motion was only for circulating the Bill for ehcitiog public opinion thereon. The question
of funds therefore does not come in the picture at this stage.

The Hon'ble Minister has stated that it would not be possible to implement these
Directive Principles by 1981. If we go on postponing these implicit provisions like
this; these principles would not be implemented even when 2lst century - will comeid,
Thértfore therd should be sometime limit and he shcu'd be determined to implement-them.
FtH¥ necessary to empower the courts to enforce free and compulsory educatiea and also
to'enforce performance by the State of its duty to feed 1he peop'e. If these provisions
retiftined under the directive principles, they would perhaps never be implemented:

THe ‘Government had promised during the elections that it is their duty to feed the
ple. ~If the Government is sincere to these pledges, there should not be any difficulty
naccepting ‘this amieadment.

So far the questin of prohibition is concerned it could pot be enforced even in Delhi
which is ruled by Central Goveroment. The law relating to prohibition ‘has been released
By ‘Congress Goverpments and non-Congress Governments have scrapped prohibition
straightway,.  In view of this there is no point in Keeping this principle in the directive
principles and to some should be excluded.

If the Qovcrnineut agree with tpc spirit of the Bill. .it should be circulated for the
parposé ol eliciting public opinion thereon.
