(c) Government have made additional releases of foreign exchange to priority
industries in January 1966. Further allocations from credits becoming available

are also being made. The National Defence Remittance Scheme has also helped in
some of the industries to import their essential raw materials, components, spares,

Shri Madhu Limaye : There are 17 items in the list and almost all of them
are spices except tea. I would like to know the commodities exported under these
concessions during 1964 and 1965 to West European Countries and the targets
fixed for this vyear.

Shri Manubhai Shah : Our exports of these 17 commodities have gone up
by Rs 3.5 crores due to these concessions. No targets have been fixed for the next
year, but we hope our exports would increase.

Shri Madhu Limaye : The foreign trade of these West European Countries
is quite progressive. May I know whether a special envoy will be appointed to look
after our trade interests and to strengthen our relations with those Countries or
whether this task has been entrusted to our Missions abroad. I think it would be
more profitable if a permanent envoy is appointed for this purpose.

Member has stated these six countries
and other European countries are very rich but their trade policy 1s very restrictive.

MgR. DEPUUTY SPEAKER in the Chair

Shri D. N. Tiwary (Gopalganj) : I was telling you that in spite of minerals
being found in abundance in Bihar, there is so much of poverty there. OQutsiders
go and reap huge profits from the lands of Bihar but only clerical jobs or porterage
are the lot of the local population.

The per capita income is the lowest in Bihar. In spite of three Plans, dependence
on agriculture has increased and now 709, of the population is dependent on agri-
culture. Government has not paid any attention to north Bihar where the per
capita income is Rs. 82 or 80 per annum and people are hard put to it to subsist.
Neither the Planning Commission, nor the Finance Ministry, nor the Leader of
the House nor the Prime Minister is concerned about them. Ifthe Planning Com-
mission and the Finance Ministry ignore this region of Bihar which is bigger than
Kerala and almost double of the proposed Punjabi Suba, and still think that India
as a whole will progress, it is a great folly on their part. If any partofthe body is
sick, the body as a whole cannot be said to be healthy. Similarly, if one part of
the country is backward the country cannot be said to be progressing.

Except Sugar mills, there is no industry in North Bihar. Many a industry can
be established but no attention has been paid to it. The rates of electric supply
are double of what obtain in other parts of the country. The rates are 24 or 25
Paise there while in other places they are 10 or 11 paise. As to food availability,
the economic survey says that it will be 15 or 16 ounces but, in Bihar, it is 11 oun-
ces. In all respects, therefore, North Bihar is being discriminated against. No plan
appears to have been made for that region; nothing has been done to ameliorate
the lot of the backward people.

The land in North Bihar is very fertile but the means of greater production--
water, power and fertilisers —all are very costly there. How can the peasants
of Bihar be encouraged to produce more food? '
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I hadsaid that taxes should be imposedafter consideringthe burden of taxes
that the budgets of the states and the Centre are going to put on the poor people.
Taxes should be lifted from Kerosene and diesel 0il, which are work man’s and
peasants’ articles of daily use. The increased cost of these articles is an hindrance
to grow more food.

There should be uniformity in the pay-scales and dearness allowances of the
Central Govenrment employees and of the employees working under different
State Governments. The State governments do not have means of meeting their
employees’ demand for higher pay scales and dearness allowance. There should be
no discrimination in the State and Central government services, though there may
be a slight difference between the two due to place and time. Itshould be ensured
that the one does not give the impression of being favoured and the other that of
being discriminated against. Except that there should be no taxation on kerosene
oil and diesel oil, I support the budget proposals.

Shri H. C. Soy (Singhbhum) : Government should remove the disparities
which exsist in the social fabric of our national existance. Government have not
fulfilled the pledge given to the four crores of people belonging the backward and
oppressed classes. Even after so many five year plans their lot remains unchanged.
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Many areas remain unexplored, where people are not getting even elementary
human facilities of mere existance. Constitution has special provision for it in the
directive principles. The framers of the Constitution could see that difficulty of
this type can arise any day.

According to the Constitution Dhaber Commission went into this problem,
but it has not been able to do anything in this direction. Government have not
implemented the recommendations of Dhaber Commission. Even the report
of the Commissioner of deppressed Classes is not discussed in the House The de-

pressed classes people are systematically deprived of their land and belongings.

A Backward classes Commission was appointed under the Chairmanship of
Kak» Kalelkar. But nothing has been done in this direction by the Government so
for, though eleven years have passed. I want to urge upon the Government that
they should right their past mistakes committed in this direction. Government
also seems to be yielding to pressure in the matter of Punjabi Suba. If our Govern-
ment will not adopt a strong policy towards Mizoes and Nagas then it will have
very bad reactions. Demand of separate province of Jharkhand will again come
to the fore. Government should remain alert and try to do away with the separatist
tendencies with all their might. Special attention should be paid to the condi-
tion of depressed classes as provided in the Constitution.

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Shri Kashi Ram Gupta (Alwar) ¢ 1 support the views put forward by Shri
Misra. We find today that difficulties are being felt everyday in the administra-
‘tive matters. We raise slogans of socialism but we are doing everything against it.
'The Government are practically in the hands of the ‘Capitalistic’. This is proper
-or not I cannot say. Let me submit that in order to have this dream socialism
realized, there should be ceiling on urban property. This should also be settled

the amount of ceiling on wealth in private sector. There is a necessity of bringing
‘radical change in the administration to this effect. But until and unless there is
-some picture of that revolution, how can we do anything practical in this direction.

Ceiling of rural property has been fixed at 300 rupees and ceiling on rural pro-
perty has been placed. In the urban areas people are earning lakhs, we are not
paying any attention to that. If the disparity continues to exist in the country,
“how will be have socialism. The voice was raised regarding the nationalization of
Rice Mills, but nothing has been done. There is no definite picture before you.
:Struggle between the various political parties are going on, without any benefit
for the nation. Somebody thinks right while the other leaves to the left. T wonder
what will be the basis of the radical reforms in the administrative system. I don’t
think any effective steps can be taken in the coming thirty years.

What are the reasons that it has not been able to eradicate the evil of corruption.
The answer is very clear that we have no clear policy on any items. We allow as a
matter of fact, by our policy to the Government employees to indulge in black
market. Who does not know the magnitude of corruption going on in Delhi. Itis
not possible for anybody to control. Same is the State of Corporate sector. People
are taking political capital out of everything. I am of the opinion that looking
seriously the state of affairs that we find in the country today, it does not seem easy
to bring about any radical change in the administrative set up. Before you think of
that you must bring change in fundamental things. The word Welfare State is a
big misnomer.

Recently a committee has been set up under the chairmanship of Shri Morarji

The food situation in our country has deteriorated. It is due to faulty. distri-
bution policy of Government. The prices are rising higher and higher and there is

no check.

During the last 18 years we have been talking too much about increase in food
production and attaining self-sufficiency in it. Out former Prime Minister late
Shri Nehru had said in 1948 that we would achieve self-sufficiency in the matter
of foodgrains by 1950. Itis a pity that we have not been successful in achieving

it even now.

It is said that in our country the rains are uncertain and the result is that we
have serious droughts and sometimes there are flood also. But we should know
that such conditions have been there in the past also and will be there in future.
The remedy for this is scientific measures. We should control water in such a
way that maximum use is made of water that is available.

We should also see that we have brought more land under cultivation
now. The real cause for this is that the productive capacity of our land has gone
down. It is time that we use better seeds and fertilisers. The irrigation facilities

should be increased.
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Resolution re : Free Movement of Phalguna 20, 1887 (Saka)
Foodgrains in the Country

[Shri Tan Singh]

I hold Planning Commission resposible for the failure of our plans in the matter
of agricultural production. The members of the Commission are to a great
extent guilty of irresponsibility. They should be punished. We should take ad-
vantage of our past experience and avoid mistakes in future.

Our Government is adopting wrong policy in regard to rural areas. People
do not like to live in villages. They prefer to live in cities. The result is that agri-
culture has to suffer due to this. Government is neglecting agriculture. We
find persons who have done graduation in Agriculture are doing other jobs. There
is no scope of farmer’s income going up. Itis all due to the policy of Government.
There is no incentive scheme for the farmers. '

" On account of monoply procurement, the farmers have been put to great dif-
ficulty. Government purchases foodgrains at very low rates and sells at high
rates.

Ifa trader charges a little more or stocks certain commodity, severe action is ta-
ken against him under D. I. R. and other laws. There is no check on Government
if it fails in its duty.

Government should give highest priority to Agriculture. Conditions should be
so modified that agriculture becomes a lucrative profession and more people should
adopt it as their profession.

In our country the rates vary from State to State. The difference is also great.
It is due to zonal restrictions. The country has been divided into various Zones.
This scheme has been criticised severely. Governments’ reaction to this has been
very unsatisfactory. |

Government is procuring foodgrains in the country and huge quantities are
being imported. In spite ofall this, scarcity conditions are prevailing. It is due
to restrictions on free movement of foodgrains. We have seen food riots in Kerala
and West Bengal. We find that foodgrains are rotting in some States while it is not
available in other States. Government’s wrong policy is the root cause of all this.
Government policy was criticised by Congressmen at Jaipur.

I can say that thisshortage is artificial. Last year’s statistics would show that we
had record production last year. Insuch circumstances, thereshould not have been
any shortage butitis Government’s wrong policy regarding distribution on account
of which this situation has developed.

Government should change its policy. I introduce my resolution.
