Sardar Swaran Singh Sokhi: I am very much surprised by the reply of the hon.
Minister. He says that there isno Nickel mine in India I wantto know whether the survey
of India was asked to make a survey for nickel mines and whether they have ir formed that njckel
is available ? It is always found near about chromite mines.

T want to know the number of Kainite and{Chromite mities in private sector ?

The Minister of Steel and Mines (Shri Chandrajit Yadav) : Survey of Inga corried
out surveysrotor.ly for rickel mires tut for allother mires. Durirg the recer.t years, more
stress has teen laic on the survey of such mir erals which we import. Ttere are scme incicatior s
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regarcing existence of nickel mines but at this stage nothing can be said finally, All the pOSSi-
bilities for this mineral are being explore™.

As has been pointed out in the main answer, the pro-uction of chromite and kainite is very
little iz our courtry. Both of these mi erals are very important for steel inustry and therefore
we are taking a policy lecision about the quantity to be importe ! and regarding our long term
requiremsnts. All these are urrer active consideration and it will not be in public interest to

say any th_ing more about that at this stage. But government js vigilant and are regulating
it accorlding to our requirements. Deacisions regarding import etc. are also to be taken

soon,

Sardar Swaran Singh Sokhi : There are private Kairite mines allover the district of
Singhbhum in Bikar. I wantto krow the quantity of kainite sStolen and exported ? Have

you got a record of the kainite stolen by the middleman ?

Shri Chandrajit Yadav : Thne minesin Bihar are being operated by Public sector.
Government donot consider it Recessary to nationalise small mires of private sector. But
an eye is kept ont production, better use an scientific mining. Goverrmer.t do not keep a record

of theft but every care is taken to stop the thefts.

Taisin-
creasing number of mosquitoes iS causing malaria which is ultimately affecting our health,
Some arrangements shoul? be ma le to eralicate malaria. -

Dr.Karan Singh: Mr. Speaker, we have three kinds of pestici {es i.e. D.D.T., V.H.C.
and Mailathin, When D,D.T. fails to kill them, then we use V.H.C. and Mailathin. We are
not the only country wio are facing malaria, but a numbzr of South East Asian countries are also
suffring from this disease. The Worl1 Health Organisation organised a seminar last wiich
was attended by the representatives of all the coultries. Ways and means were thought of
tackle this problem. In May I will be visiting Gznevato attend the Conference of the World
Health Assembly, Taere we will discuss it and try to take alvantage of the latest kaowledge.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra : Sir, I had recovered from illness but weakness was still there
when flood water entered Patna, Somebody telephoned my son to te]l that the embankment
had given way. I was taken to the underground chamber of the Fertilizer Corporation’s guest
house. But the water entered into that portion and I was taken to the 3rd floor. Thereafter I sent
a telegram to the Prime Minister who asked me to come down to this place. So I want to
point out that there was only one telephone line which was working. The whole North Bihar
was cut from the rést of the city. But this department did not move at all. Flood waters entered .
into this building two days after it had flooded Patna. But the employees of his department
remained inactive. They did not go anywhere to set the things right and they were hesitant to
shift their equipment, The Hon. Minister should get the factual report. You should
not mislead the people.

Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma : Sir, I humbly submit that our employees worked with the
spirit of dedication and patriotism. All the underground lines were submerged. There was water
and water alround, Our workers waded their way through neck-deep water. The equipment
was reconditioned and commissioned. The lines were linked. We tried our best to maintain
the communication system by some way or the other. The workers should be congratulated
for having worked with such dedication. No doubt, the loss due to floods amounts to lakhs of
rupees. For three days we did not charge anything for cables or telephone calls. But this loss.

(a) whether Central Government propose to formulate a National Telephone Grid Scheme
like All India Power Grid Scheme and

The Minister of Communications (Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma ) : (a) The National
Grid for Telephones which is called ‘“Telecommunication Network” is already in existence. The
Telecommunication Network till recently consisted mostly of open wire lines with manual handl-
ing of trunk calls. Now the main links of the network are provided by microwave and Coaxial
systems. Provision of nation-wide Subscriber Trunk Dialling is the ultimate objective.
About 55 per cent of trunk calls are now handled on automatic basis.

... . (&) No time-limit has been fixed for implementation of the nation-wide STD. The scheme
will be progressively implemented consistent with the availability of resources and equipment..

-discussed in the 26th Session of the State Labour Ministers’ Conference held at New Delhi on the
I9th July, 1975. Conclusions are enclosed (Annexure).

Statement

Extract from the conclusions of the 26th Session of the Labour Ministers
Conference held at New Delhi on 19th July, 1975

ITEM No. 2 : Revision of minimum Rates of Wages for Agricultural Workers.

The Chairman concluied that in the fixation/revision of the minimum rates of wages
every State should evolve its own methodology depending upon the local concitions of watﬁes and
that the same wages should be fixed for men and women. It was also eed that the
Minimum Wages Act be amended by the Central Governmentto cut short the procedure
for revising minimum wages in those employment where the initial exercise of fixation
of mmimum wages had alrealy been done either through the committee method or by
the notification method. It was further decided that States which ha? comparatively
lower rates of minimum wages in agricultural employments and which contemplated
revision of such rates should rnotify their proposed revised rates by the 15th August,
1975, It was also agreed that the responsibility for implementation of the minimum
wage should rest with the Labour Departments but that they might enlist the support and
cooperation of other Sister departments in this regard wherever necessary. Where no
variable dearness allowance was a content in the mi nimum wage rates it was agreed that the
States would revise the minimum wages within a period of two years.

Encouraging Ayurvedic System of Medicine in the Country

. ’t t867. Shri M. C. Daga : Willthe Minister of Health and Family Planning be pleased
o state:

(a) the stepstaken by Government to encourage ayurvedic system of medicine in the
country;

(b) whether Govern ment are aware of the percentage by which the expenditure incurrcd on
ayurvedic system of medicine is less as compared to that on allopathic system of medicine ; and

(c) whether there is a great shortage of medicines and wvaidyas in 2ll the ayurvedic dis-
pensaries in the country? .

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Health and Family Planning (Shri
A.K.M. Ishaque) : (a). The Centraland State Governments have been encouragin g the develop-
ment of the Ayurvedic System to Medicine in all respects by providing increascd finencial
resources in the successive five year plans. Besides two full fledged Post-Graduate Institutes
in Ayurveda, 14 Post-graduate Departments in various specialities of Ayurveda functicring in
the various States,a National Institute of Ayurveda has been established at Jaipur and steps
are beingtaken toset up 3 more Post-graduate Departments in Ayurveda. A Centrally spoin
sored scheme for the development of State I.S.M. Pharmacies including heub gardens and
drugtesting laboratories is likely to be implemerted in the mnear future. Another scheme for
the establishment of a Central Pharmacy for the manufacture of standard Ayurvedic medicires
is also undertconsideration. More funds have been provided for intensive research in
Ayurveda. A uniform syllabus for Ayurvedic Education is proposed to be intrcduced in the
near future.  Financial assistance is being given to undergraduate colleges of Auyveda run by
voluntary organisations for construction of buildirgsand purchase of equipment.

(b). Yes.

Unemployed Graduates Allotted Mini’Buses

868. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Shipping and Transport be pleased
to state :

(a) the number of unemployed graduates given mini buses in Delhi and on whattermsand
conditions; and

(b) the total expenditure incurred by Government thereon and the manner in which this
amount will be released ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Shipping and Transport (Shri Dalbir Singh) :
(a) Presumably,the Hon’ble Member hasin mirdthe Schemes of the Delhi Administroticn
for grant of mini bus permits to unemployed graduates under the Fmploymer t Prowction Pro-
gramme, 1974-75 and release of 200 mini buses to educated unemplcye d perscns duriag 1975-76.

No pei-mit under the first Scheme has been granted so far, although 50 persons have been
tentatively selected by an Implementation Committee constituted for the purpose.
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The broad terms and conditions for grant of permits under this Scheme are as under ‘1

(i) The -.af}:l_icant_ must be atleast a Grdduate or have an equivalent degree from a re cog-
nised University or should be a Diploma/Certificate holder in Engineering frcm In-
dustrial Trairing Institute in Delhi.

(ii) II—)le u:;;ust be uneniployed and registered uptodate with ar.  Employment “Exchange in

e ’ -
(iii) He should not possess his own taxi auto-rickshaw/Goods vehicle/Mini bus or any
other category of transport vehicle.
(iv) His guardian’s income should not exceed Rs. goo/— per month.

(v) The applicant will be required to obtain a driving licence for driving the vehicle
within a period of 2} months from the date on which he is called upon to do so. (Fm-
ployment of qualified drivers with valid driving licences is, however, permissible ).

_ Under the second Scheme, 78 persons have been provisionally seclected for grent of per-
mits. The S.T.A. Delhi, has so far granted 42 stage carriage permits to DTC for operation of the

vehicles under its control.

The mainterms and conditions for grant of permits under the Scheme are as under :

(i) The applicant must be ‘Graduate, passed out of the Delhi Universityin the year 1974
or 1975 and must have decided to settle in the Road Transport business.

(ii) The guardian’sincome should not exceed Rs. 800 per month.

_(iii) The applicant should contribute 20% of the total price of the mini bus or big bus
of his own and t%e balance 809% would be financed through one of the Banks.
(iv) The mini buses:should be attached to the DTC fleet at concessional fee of Rs. 500
per month.

. (b). The totalestimated expenditure on the Employment Promotion Programme 1974~75
is Rs. 8,34,220. Out of this a sum of Rs. 795 lakhs is the seed/margin money which is reco-
verable as soft loan from the allottees/beneficiaries.

Railway Budget; 1976-77—General Discussion—(Contd.)

The Minister of Railways (Shri Kamlapati Tripathi) : I am grateful to the
hon, Members, who participated in the discussion on the Rajlway Bucdget and gave their

valugble suggestions.

It is surprising that my hon. friend Shri Samar Mukerjee has dubbed the bucdget as 2
tall talk. I fail to uncersatnd as to why he has dubbed the budget to a tall talk, because
what has been said in the bucget is nothing but have facts. For example we had recrod
loadng during the last year. In spite of this, it has been called a tall talk., That only shows
that the hon. Member has said so because he has nothing else to say.

While presenting the burget last year, I had put before the House certain expectations
and I have no hesitation in saying that all those expectations have been fulfillel. This year
we had good and timely rains and the crops are very good, With the sense of disciplire
generated as a result of emergency our industrial production has gone up. There has been
almost increase in production in the factories, be it steel or anything else. The dyramic
lea“ership of our Prime Minister bas generated new hopes in the nation and we are marchirg
towards progress. So I have no hesitation in saying that with the sense of disciplire gere-
rated in the nation asa whole, the railways are bound to continue to make further progress.
Last year I said that the Railways hope to be out of the tunnel by next year and to day I Say
with confidence that the Railways are out of the tunnel.

Some of my hon. friends have said that the increase in freight rates would result in in-

erease in the prices of industrial goods ana this will ultimately effect the common people.
But this is not correct. The increase is so marginal that it will behave almost regligible effect
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on the common man. The apprehension shown by certain hon. Members that the increast
in freight rate will result in diversion of goods traffc to road transport is also not correct
Moreover, a very smal{lm?unnt.ity of goods is transported by road traffic as compared to the
goods transported by Railways and we wish the road transport also to prosper.

Som= hon. Members have questioned the justiflcation of railways contribution to gercral
revenues. They have said that Railways should not contribute to general revemues and the
railways should not be considered by the Government as a source of tax. I do not agrece with
this sugg:stion. After all Railways and the biggest public sector undertaking and huge amounts
are invested therein. At times railways take loan from the gemeral revenue and the contri-
bution made by the rajlways to general revenue may be treated as interest on the loans taken

by the railways.

So far as the financial position of the railways is concerned, I may say that the financial
position of the railways is quite satisfactory. It is no use saying that the flnancial positicn
of the railways is not good. The very fact that we have been able to present a surplus budget
this year after miny years shows that there has been considerable increase tin the earnings in
course of last year. This trend is likely to continue even this year. Therefore there i1s no
room for any disappointment in regard to the financial viability of the railways.

As regards the question of suburban trains, these trains are running in loss. But we
have not increased the fares of the suburban trains and are running them because the railways
have a social responsibility towards the country. If we increase the monthly fares the persors
teff :cted would bz stud:nts, labourers, milkmen, petty shopkeepers as it is mainly these people
w1o use th2se trains. That is why we have not increased those fares. After all, we cannot
s2¢ everything from a comm rcial point of view. It would not be proper if we adopt a purely
commercial attitude that we would not be laying any neéw lines because they are not remune-
rative in th: boginning. We are gudied by three considerations, namely, service of the
country, d:véelopm nt of backward areas and making railways financially viablec.

As regards the punctuality in the running of trains, we have achieved great success in this
agard. As a matter of fact the punctuality had altogether disappearcd in the last few ycars
and late running of trains was a common feature. We have now been able to bring back
pinctuality in the running of tte trains and the late rurning of the trains has become a thing
of the past. Tae credit for this achievement goes neither to the Railway Minister or the
Railway Beard but to the lakhs of railway employees without whose untiring efforts and co-

op:ration this would not have been possible.

A mention has ben mide about the employeces who lost their jobs in connection with
ths last Railstrike . Of the 17,000 such emp oyees, about 16,200 have already been reinstated.
Out of ths remiining 814 employces, 448 have gome to the courts and 70 have not sent any
app:al. Taus 236 employ:es remained whose appeals have been rejected. These are peop -~
w10 may not have indulged in violence and sabotage but have incited others and are guilty of
b:each of discipline. We are not going to take back such persons. This is necessary in the

interest of the railways.

As regards workers’ participation in management, we have taken some concrete ste ps
in that direction. In accordance with the policy adopted by the Ministry of Labour shop
councils and joint councils have been set up in production units. Oiders have ¢lco boor issucd
for setting up a machinery to h-:ar the grievances of the workers. Officers in the divisions
have also b:en asked to hear grievances at Jeast once a month.

As regards utilisation of the railway land by growing plantations om it, an initiative in
this regird was taken by Shri Hanumanthaiya w. he was the Minister of Railwzys 2rd
the gingm 'n had bren asked to take up the wotk. But somehow mecessary zal could not be
g:nerated for this purpose and so the work could not make any headway. The Department
should pay more attention to this matter and I would see what can be done in this rcgard.

A suggestion has been made to connect all the State Capitals with Delhi by railway
lines. Thais is ceriainly a very useful suggestion. But it would require a huge investment.
However, we would try our best in this regard.

It has also b2en said that the work of doubling the lines should be stopped and that
money should be utilised in laying new lines in backward areas. Although we want to devclcp
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the backward areas, yet it would not be possible to stop this work because it is beingunder-
taken in those areas which are industrially very advaneed and require more transport
facilities. Tf the Panning Commission aljots us necessary funds, we would certainly take up
the work of laying new railway lines.

As regards the construction of Nangal-Talwara railway line, it is certainly very nccessary
for the development of Himachal Pradesh., But it capnot be taken up immdiately beceuse

of paucity of funds. We are trying to get funds for this line and wculd strat the work 2s tccp
as we get something.

So far as Hasan-Mangalore line is concerned, although the work has been going on for
the last 12 years, yet it has not been completed so far because there is a mountain in the
middle of that track. However, we are doitng our best to complete the line as soon as possible.

- The quastion of pilferage has also been raised by some Members. The Railways have
to suff:r huge losses on this account. We are trying to gear up the R.P.F. and wced cut the
undzsirable elements in it. The emergency has created a new sense of discipline in the
R.P.F. and there has bcen much improvement in thier operations. So far as the R.P.F. wzs
purely a watch and ward organisation. Now we are trying to vest it with challen ¢nd investi.
gition pow.:rs so that it may become more effective in checking pilferage.

_ It has also bzen said that since we have enough of coal in the country, we stould not go
in for dieszlisation. But the demand for dieselisation is ccming frem all sides be czuse it rot
only rosults in increased load capacity but also helps in quicker trensportaticn. We Lave

already set up a factory for manufacturing diesel locomotives. So there is no questicn of
going back.

As regards m-tre conversion, we have 30,000 kilometers of M.G. line. To ccnvert it
into B.G. would m~an an expenditure of Rs. 4,000 crores. Since it is not possible to m.cbilise
so much funds, the entire work cannot be taken up immediately. However, we Lave mzce
a beginning and work for conversion of 1900 kilometres line is going on.

In regard to catering it has been said that there should be more cleanliness and the quality
of food should also be improved. We want to set up a committee to look after catering. Scme
Members of Parliament who have taste for good food would be taken in that Ccmmirtee.

Thne qu:stion of contruction of the railway bridge on N.E. Railway near Nepal torder
has also raised by some Membozars. I would like to assure the Members concernce thet we

have taken up the matter with the authorities concerned and as scon as neccssé1y ey clicr is
ob‘ained, the work would be taken up.

Work of m tre conversion on Shahdara-Saharanpur line is in progress and as scon as
more funds are available, it would be expedited.

In regard to monthly passes, a suggestion has been made that photos of the pass-Lclders

should be affixed on them so that they may not be uscd by other persons. Itisa gced sugpes-
tion and we would seriously consider it.
