Water supply to Bihar for Irrigation

%281, Shri Shankar Dyal Singh : Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irriga
tion be pleased to state ;

(a) names of areas to which water is made avilable for irrigation from D.V.C. ;
(b) area of land irrigated thereby in Bengol and Bihar ;

rion (©) vc.ihether any action is being taken to ensure adequate water supply to Bihar for irriga-
ioh ; an

(d) if so, particulars thereof ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Kedar
Nath Singh): (a) to (d). A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) Water is made available for irrigation from the D.V.C.system to Burdwan, Hooghly,
Bankura and Howarah district of West Benal.

i (b) Irrigatior. benefits are being provided at present to an area of about 388 lakh hectares
in West Bengal. There is no irrigation at present from the D.V.C. projects in Bihar.

(c) & (d) Bihar Govarnment have proposed to use waters of the Tilaiya Reservoir of D.V.C.
to provide kharifirrigation to about 48,000 hactares in Gaya District and to use the waters of the
Konar Reservoir of D.V.C. to provide irrigation to about 69,000 hactares in Hazaribeh District.

. The agreement on various issues concerning the States of Bihar and West Bengal, which,
inter alia,includes utilisation of waters of the Tilaiya and Konar reservoirs for irrigation ir. Bikar,
is at present under discussion between the officers of the two States.

Shri Shankar Dayal Singh : I bave gone through the statement csrefully. Fcr the
last 4 or § years, I have been getting stock reply.

I read out some extracts from the statement laid on the Table of the House. The agree-
ment, which includes utilisation of waters of Talaiya snd Korar reservoirs for irrigatic in
Bihar, is at present under discussion between the cfficers of the two States, For the 1 ast
4 or 5 years we have been getting the same reply, that the matter is ur.der consideraticn. Such
a huge amount has been sper:it on T.A., D.A. of the officers of State Goverrments that it cculd
have been sufficient for completing a plan. Itis heartening to note that the term of Lok
Sabha has been extended by one year otherwise it would have been difficult for me to show
my face to the people of my constituency. This matter relates to my constitucncy. There-
fore, through you, I would like to know since when the matter of utilisation cf waters cf the
Tilaiya . and Konar reservoirs through D.V.C. system is under consideration er.d the time by
whicg it will be finalised ? I would also like to know whether 2 meeting was held between
Chief Ministers of Bihar and West Bengal in the presence of the Prime¢  Munister and Union
Agriculure Minister to discuss the matter; if so, which points were finalised ?

Shri Kedar Nath Singh : D.V.C. projects were made for irrigation generation of
power and checking floods. So far as the question of irrigation in Bihar is concerned, itis
a fact that Bihar is not covered under D.V.C. system. Few days back Bihar Government while
expressingits unwillingness, said that they do not need water for irrigation.

Shri Shankar Dayal Singh : Can the hon. Minister prove that the Bihar Govern-
mel‘ljt have e;:pressed their unwillingness ? Can any State Government say that they do not
need water

Shri Kedar Nath Singh : Itis on record and it is a fact. In 1973 it was stated that

Bihar needs water for irrigation. A meeting was held between represenatives of both the

Governments and it was decided that officers of both the Governments should flnalise thee

matter. The matter was on the verge of decision when D.V.C. came in between and the
matter was held up for some time.

Shri Shankar Dayal Singh : I did not get any definite reply. I seek your protection,
My question was specific. I had asked when the matter will be firzlised a1 d whetherit js a
fact that meeting was held between the Chief Ministers of both the States ard if o ; what was

decided in that meeting ?

Shri Kedar Nath Singh : I have stated that a meeting was held between the Chicf
Ministers in the first week of March. So far as the questior of preserce of the Ptime Minis-
ter and the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation is conccrncd. we have got no irformaticr in
this regard. Butitis a fact that meeting was held between beth the Chicf Ministers ord the
motter is on the verge of dccision. Itis a matter of few days when it will be finaliscd.

Shri Shankar Dayal Singh : I would like to know whether basic outlines Feyve bon
drawn about Konar and Tilaiya, if so, the total amount to be spent on both the projects.
How much will be shared by Central Goverrnument ar.d State Goverrmeri?

Shri Kedar Nath Singh : Both the schemes are almost ready. Central Government
will give them clearance after these have got the clearance from both the Stste Governments,
So far as funds are concerned, as the irrigatior schemes came undcr the jurisdiction of State
Governments, therefore, Rs. 1476 Crores will be spent on Tilajya ard Rs. 11 Crcres c¢n
Konar and Rs. 1 Crore has beer sanctioned or both the schemes for 1976-77.

Shri Nawal Kishore Singh : Bibar and mejority of the pecple of Bilar m:de a
great sacrifice in the Construction of D.V.C. At the time of formation of D.V.C. it was con-
sidered that no irrigation scheme car. be chalked out fox Bihar, therefore, the elcctricity produced
will be given to Bihar. But along with the irrigation project the clectricity also went to
Bengal. Recently two irrigation schemes were chalked out from Mayurakashi Dim (Caneda
Dam)—one -for Bankura (Batdwan) district in Ber gal and other for Santhal Pargana in Bihar.
So far as the scheme for Biharis concerned, the Canal was constructed at such a high place tkat
no irrigation could be done during the last 10 years, Now, the Goverrment of Bilar
have formulated two schemes after 1973. The disputes regarding the river valley
project between the two States have been since resolved at the injtiative of the Prime Minjstcr
during the last 2 years. May I know whether Government has fixed any time limit under the
new circumstances by way of which a proper division of the water of D.V.C. will be made
batwzen Bengal and Bihar and permission will be grantcd to Bihar Government for the imple-
mentation of schemes formulated by the Government in respect of Tilaiya and Korar ?

Mr. Speaker : Kindly answer the first question.

Shri Kedar Nath Singh : Negotiations are taking place regarding Mayurakashi between
the two Governments., By this agreemént, he will also get hi share. So far as the time limit
is concerned, it will be better if hon. Members press their own Goverr.ments.

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Mulla Committee Report

*288. Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government constituted Mulla Committee it 1968-69 to recommend amend-
ments in the then Land Acquisition Acts; :

y le(b) whether this Committee visited various States and made a thorough study of this
problem;

(c) whether this Committee submitted its report to the Government long ago; and

(d) if so, salient features and the action taken thereon ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture & Irrigation (Shri Annasaheb
P. Shinde): (a)to (c). Yes, Sir.

(d) A statement has been laid on the table of the Sabha,
Statement
The main recommendations and conclusion of the committee are as follows:—
¢(x) Principles which should govern the acquisition of land.
(afi Abquisi::;an for public purpose at the cost of Government.

The committee came to the conclusion that it is not possible to lay down any hard and fast
definition of the term “public purpose>® which is a condition precedent to compulsory acquisition
as permitted under the Constitution. The committee has, theerefore, proposed an inclusive®
definition of the term “public purpose”, the effect of which will be making its scope wider than
its existing definition. The committee has further recommended that public purpose should
be made justiciable; a mere declaration of a public purpose by the Government need not be
final and non-justiciable as is the position under the existing Act,

(b) Acquisition for a purpose gkin to public purpose at the cost of company.

The committee has recommended that it will not be wise to impose a total ban on acquisi-
ion of land for companies which are engaged or taking steps for engaging themselves in any
ndustry for work which Serves a public purpose. But the special procedure laid down in part
VII of the Land Acquisition Act, which imposes salutary restrictions, should be complied with
in all cases of acquisition of land for a company other than a Government company or corpora-
iion or body corporate. Ifthe land isnot utilised by any company within the specified or extend-
ed time for the purpose for which it was acquired. Such acquisition of the land not utilised so
far should be declared null and void and it should be restored to the original owner.

(c) Steedy acquisition of land in cases of urgencylemergency.

According to the committee, the urgency provision of section 17 of the Land Acquisition

Act waich arms the Government with drastic powers,has been grossly abused all over the country.
It has recommended that the urgency clause under section 17 in the draft bill of the Law Com-

mission may apply only in cases of emergency specified in the draft bill subject to the modifica-

tion suggested by the committee.
(2) Principles for determining compensation

(a) Quantum of compensation

The committee has recommended that as far as possible everyone who is deprived of this
proparty by compulsory atquisition should be enable by the compensation awarded to him to
place himself in Substantially the same position in which he was before the acquisition of his
land. The community which benefits from the aothilisition must also bear the burden of justly
compoznsating the owner. Compensation should, therefore, be payable on all acquired lands
(including property) only on the basis of market value including its protential value as has been
the guiding principle up till now. As for the imperative need for minimising the concentration
for wealth in a few hands and the necessity for removing social disabilities for achieving the
objectives of a Welfare State envisaged in the Constitution, there are other measures which can

; always be adopted by the State for removal of social inequalities.
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The committee has also suggested raising the amount of solatium from 15 per cent of
the compensation to 30 per cent.

(b) Forum for determination for compensation

The committee has recommended that determination of compensation should be left only
to the courts which alone are in a position to inspire confidence in the general public. Ithas
further recomm2nded that compensation may be fixed by an agreement between #he parties, and
a referenc: to the court may be made only if no agreement is reached. The committee has also
recommended that the right to appeal should be restricted. In cases involving petty amounts
and certain other specified conditions, no appeal should lie unless a point of law or question
of title to land is also inolved in them. ' :

(3) Remedial measures for administrative delays

Noting that there has been inordinate delay in land acquisition proceedings, the committee-
has suggested that acquisition proceedings up to the date of reference to the court should be
completed within a period of 12 months. This time-limit may be extended by another 3 months
in cases of normal acquisition and 6 monthsin cases of acquisition for big projects provided there
are good reasons (to be recording in writing) for doing so.

¥4) Measures for rehabilitation of evicted families

The committee has observed that the increase in the amount of solatium from 15 per cent
to 30 per c2nt of the compensation amount would go a long way in meeting the cost of rehabilita-
tion of the landowners and other persons interested in the land. In respect of tpt:rSorls who do’
not come in the category of ‘persons interested, but suffer from consequernces of acquisition, the
government Should accept a social and moral responsibility for rehabilitating them. Noting
that it may not be possible to provide in the statute for measures of rehabilitation for such
udrootel parsons, the committee has nonetheless recommended certain measures for their
resettlement.

(5) Feasibility of enacting a uniform law on land acquisition

_ The committee has recommended that the law on land acquisition should be made
applicable to the whole of India.

The recommendations of the committee have all been studied in details under the auspices
of the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation and in consultaticn with the State Governments.
The Twenty-fifth Amendment of the Constitution and the recommendation of the Housing
Mimnisters’ Conferences of 1973 and 1974 have necessitated fresh examination for some of the
issues dealt with in the report.  While most of them have been done, the remaining ones are
being examined.

1447. Dr.Laxminarayan Pandeya: Will the Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation
be pleased to state:

(a) whether his Ministry had recently made a review or conducted a survey in regard to
cultivation of Soyabean ;

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Prabhu-
das Patel): (a) Soyabean development in the country and the problems being faced in its
cultivation, particularly relating to its marketing, Were considered at a meeting convened by the
Ministry of Agriculture at New Delhi on 23-1-1976.

. (b) Consequent upon the anticipated harvest of a bumper crop of oilseeds in the country
during 1975-76, prices of vegetable oilseeds and oils have come down rather sharply. The
prices of soyabean and its oils have also accordingly shown a downward trend.

(c) Export of Soyabean from the country is banned.

-(d) In-order to solve the problem of disposal of accumulated stocks of soyabean with the
farmers, particularly in Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh on the recommendation of the saic.
meeting held here on 23-1-1976, the State Governments have been advised that they shoulc.
involve their cooperativesin collecting soyabean from Scattered places to certain convenient
centres in commercia LIy viable quantities. ' The coopératives should furnish full details of suc!.
collection centres (and details of soyabean so collected) to the industry so that the latter coulc
make necessary arrangements for lifting the entire produce in time. The representative of the

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture & Irrigation (Shri Shah
Nawaz Khan). (a) The Drought Prone Areas Programme Wwas originally initiated in 1970-71
as a Rural Works Programme mainly to provide employment. In the Fifth Plan, it has been
reoriented as an area development programme. In itS neW concept, it is in operation since 1974-
75. A statement on expendittire incurred in each state from 1973-74 is appended. The sectors
taken for development are soil and moisture conservation, afforestation and pasture develop-
meant, minor irrigation, livestock development and dryland farming.

(b) Yes, Sir. In Rajasthan the programme extends over ten main districts, vis, Banswara,
Barmer, Bikaner, Churu Dungarpur, Jaisalmer, Jalore, Jodhpur, Nagaur and Pali. In addition,
six more tehsils are covered in Ajmer, Jhunjhunu and Udaipur districts. Main concentration
of activity in Rajasthan isin the sectors of cattle and dairy development, pasture and sheep
developmsnt, groundwater development, miner irrigation and power.

1463. Kumari Maniben Vallabhbhai Patel: Will the Minister of Agriculture and
Irrigation be pleased to state:

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation (Shri Pra-
bhudas Patel) : (a) to {c) Seeds got damaged on account of ageing and deterioration in transit
and storage. Damaged seeds, seeds which have become obsolescent ard surplus if any are cor-
demned and auctioned by the sub-units, farms and regional offices of the National Seeds Cor-
poration from time to time. Information regarding the guantities and vslues of seeds auctioned
and the consequent losses suffered by the sub-units, farms and regional offices of the Corporation
Juring the last 3 years is being collected and consolidated by the headquarter cffice of the Nationa]
Seeds %orporation. The information will be placed on the table of the Sabha 3s soon asitis
received. ’ '

It may not be possible to completely avoid condemnation of seeds s seeds may lose their
germination due to factors beyond human control. However to reduce condemnation the follcw~
ing steps are bzing tekén by the Corporation.

(1) The production programme is taken up after careful assessment of the marketability.
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(2) Storage facilities are being improved.
(3) Seed movement is being organised on scientific lines in order to reduce transit pericd.

(4) Marketing network is being strengthened.

The project could be
considered for clearance after an agreement is reached between Bihar ar.d West Ber gal for which
discussions between the States are in progress.

Report for the Mohane Reservoir was received in the Central Water Ccmmissicr in
November, 1975 and is under technical examination in the Commission, Department of Agricul-
ture and the Ministry of Finance.

(c). The Government of Bihar have indicated that there are no other means to provide
irrigation facilities to these areas.

(d). Implemantation of these schemes would depend on these schemes being found
technically feasibleand economically viable and on the availability of funds with the State Govern-
ment in their Annual Plans.

. ‘(c) and (d). Salient features of the important decisions taken at the Conference in
brief, were as follows :—

(¥) Itis desirable that speakers of all languages should voluntarily accept the Devanagri
script as an additional common script;

(#) One magazine in each language in Devanagri script should be published and Ceﬁtral
Government should give suitable grants for this purpose ;

(i) State Governments should encourage publication of books of their regional langu-
ages in Devanagri script;

(i) Coercion of no kind is desirable or necessary for the spread of Devanagri script..
Work should be carried on with a view to giving suitable encouragement and with-
out creating any resistence.

_ The Chief Ministers’ Conference of 1961, had #nter alia recommended that “a common
script would be a powerful link between the languages of India and, therefore, a great help in
bringing about integration. Such a common script in India in the existing circumstances
can only be Devanagri, While it will be difficult to adopt a common script in the near future,
this object should be kept in mind and worked for.”

_ In compliance with this recommendation, this Ministry has already taken steps for popu-
larisation of Devanagri script. The script has been reformed and amplified by introducing
special symbols and diacritical marks for representing peculiar sounds of regional languages.
for which no symbols in Devanagri existed.

As envisaged in the recommendations of the Chief Ministers’ Conference of 1961, 1t is
already a policy of the Government to encourage the adoption, on a voluntary basis, of Deva-~
nagri script as an additional script for all the Indian languages. The desire to use this script
as an additional script for regional languages, etc., should emanate from the people themselves.
who write and speak these languages.

Some literature of regional languages has already been brought out by the Sahitya
Akademi and the Central Hindi Directoratein Devanagri script. Under this Ministry’s scheme
of grants to voluntary Hindi organisations, financjal assistance is, inter alig, available for bring~
ing out publications in the regional languages written in Devanagri script. Under this scheme,
substantial assistance has already been given to some voluntary Hindi organisations for bringi ng
out selected literature of regional languages in the Devanagri script. The Devanagri tele-
printer has already been made suitable for use for other Indian languages.

Devanagri script is already being learnt by school students almost in all parts of the
country as Hindi is a compulsory language of study in most of the States.

(a) whether Government have drawn a scheme to encourage rural games, if so, outlines
thereof; and

" ég): funds allocated therefor in Fifth Five Year Plan and how they are proposed to be
utilized :

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Education and Social Welfare and in
the Department of Culture (Shri Arvind Netam): (a) and (b) The Government has
been consci ous of the need to broadbase games activities encouraging these in rural areas,
Coaching in games is being given to rural youth under expert coaches employed in various
Regional Coaching Centres under the National Coaching Scheme. Promotion of sports
and games in the rural sector is also animportant part of the programmes of the Nehru Yuvak
Kendras which have been provided with trained coaches for this purpose.

A nation-wide programme of rural games and sports tourhaments i§ in operation since
1970-71 and in this connection, special coaching camps are held for rural sportsmen. The
Rural Sports Tournaments at the National level are preceded by competitions at Taluka,
District and State levels which are organised by the State Sports Councils with financial
assistance partly from the State Government and partly from the Government of India.

Scholarships are also awarded to deserving sportsmen who show proficiency in Rural
Tournaments. '

To intensify efforts aimed at broadbasing of games and sports, State Governments/
State Sports Councils have been asked to undertake to involve around 1500 youth in active
games and sports in each BJock, thus ensuring the participation of about 80 lakh young men
and women by the end of the Fifth Five Year Plan Period.

The Central Gev  nment is also i mplementing a scheme under which financial assis-
tance on a matching basis, is available to the State Governments/State Sports Councils for the

establishment of Rural Sports Centres.

An allocation of Rs. 12°28 crore has been proposed in the Central. Sector in Fifth Five
Year Plan for the promotion of games and sports including the programmes mentioned
above. There is a sp2cific allocation of Rs. 40 lakha for Rural Sport Tournaments.

Shri Jagannath Mishra (Madhubani) * This is a bold step in the part of the Gov-

ernmant. This measure isintended to check the havoc which the foreign money has played
in many countries.

It is the declared policy of the Capitalist Countries to influence politicians, scholars and
journalists of the deVeloping countries by their money power so that the people of these coun-
tries can be made to subscribe their ideology. Government of developing country must
ollow them. They stop aid to those countries which do not do so. These rich Countries
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have tried to gain afootholdin these countries also by giving large Sums of money to various
organisations. I am h?py that under the dynamic leadership of Shrimati Indira Gandhi,
our country’s economy has reached a stage where it does not require any foreign assistance.

I am happy that this Bill will be applied to all personé and parties irrespective of their
ideologies. So far as the object ives of EliS' Bill are  concerned every body ﬁigeadnﬁttcd that it
was esSential and they supported it. It must be ensured that foreign money may not play
havov in our country. 1 feel that it should be implemented strictly.

_ This Bill was introduced in this House on 29th December, 1973. Lateron a Joint
Select Committee Went through it. It has now been presented before the House as has been
reported by the joint select committee. So there is not much scope for criticising this Bil.

Multi-national Corporations have been allowed to function undcer this Bill. I would
suggest that Government should set up a machinery by which the misuse of foreign money by
these corporations can be checked.

Officials have been vested with vide powers under this Bill. Only officials of the rank
of Secretary or Joint Secretary should be empowered to sanction acceptance of foreign money
or to give permission to go abroad.

Persons taking foreign assistance are divided into three categories under this Bill. Firstly,
there are persons, who are not authorised to accept foreign money. Secondly, there are
persons who can receive foreign money on giving prior intimation. Thirdly, there are
persons Who are not required to give prior intimation but are required to furnish details in
regard to the mannerin which they spend the foreign money.

Regarding hospitality under cluse 8(e) of the Bill it has been provided that one can re«
ceive upto Rs. 8,090/— without sanction.

Shri Ram Singh Bhai (Indore) : I am happy that after long and persistent demard
from all sections of the House that forcign money should not be allowed to pollute the
.atmosphere of this country, Gov.rnment have brought forward this measure. Before ccmicg
to this House this Bill has gone to the Select Committee which has made certain changes ard
‘has improved the Bill considerably.

It has bzen said that multinational corporations have been left out from the purview of
‘this Bill. It is correct. India carnot afford to isolate itself from all countries of the world.
Moreover the real mischief is dore by the foreign embassies. Nobcdy kncws how much
‘money they pass on to their agents for dubious purposes. But under the present system it is
wery difficult to put a check on it.

Te main objective of the Billis that forcign money should not be allowed to pollute the
political life of our county. Henceforth foreign funds willnot be allowed to enter the count
without the permission of the Government ard those parties or individuals who receive suc
funds will be required to furnish d-tails as to how these funds have been spent and they willalso
have to maintain proper accouns for these funds.

Miny trade unjons have been receiving funds from abroad. Many strikes in the past
hav: b:en organised from the funds receied from foreign countries. This can never be termed
as patriotic. In fact this is the reason that our trade union movement ard our labour movt mert
have alwiys depnd=d on politiciars as their leaders. Most of these lezders receive huge furds
¥rom abroatl, aad sp nd this amount on their personal use, The necds of l:bour are igrorcd
and their intérests rare not taken care of. I, therefore, hope that the political life of this ccuntry
will not be allowed to be polluted after the enactment of this measure.

Shri Shashi Bhushan (South Delhi) : I congratulate the Mibister for bringing for
wird this long ov:r-due measure. These foreign agencies have created a great crisis in cur social
‘life. Governm-nt should further collect detaijcd information in re to these institutions
whichare affiliated to an organisation kncwn as AVQRD-—Association of Voluntary
Organisation for Rural Development. An explicit law should be enacted to prohibit any Vo-
duatary Organistion from receiving directly any foreign money. It is urderstccd thzt™ Se-
wzral Government Officials are in collusion with the aforcsaid Organisation. No instituticn

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should be accorded permission to receive foreign money. Similarly no trade unior mevemert
should be allowed to be affiliated with any foreign organisation.

Shri M.C. Daga (Pali) : I congratulate the Joint Committee for labouring so hard on
this Bill. Some countries are very close to each other so far as their cultures are concerncd

but it is apprehended that due to restrictiors imposed by the Bill even the like mindecd countries
will hesitate to give assistance with a view to avoid legal implicatiors.

One purpose of this Billis to present any foreign interference in our political activities
through the misuse of forcign capital. You have laid down procedure in this measure in this re-
gard. The period of limitation of six months as provided in the proviso to clause 15 is or the
high side. Cloause 28 says that th e officer who has been appoirted by the Goverrment will act
as a S.H.O. Now, how can he act when you say that no Court shall take cognizance of any
offence except with the previous sanction of the Government.

Clause 11(2) prescribed a time limit of 9o days for the dispesal of the zpplicaticr. The
ide=a bzhind this provision is quite good but it will create rew. difficulties.

Tnese institution have been collecting huge sums of money and using it { for anti-ratjer.al
purposes, I know about a case in village Maharaj pur, distict Chhatice Pur ir. Madhya Pradech.
This placzis stronghold of Jan Sangh and R.S.S. There is one Matadin Chaussia & Jan Sargh
worker, whowith the aid of forcign money, have helped the anti-ntional elemerits in their pler. to
subert democracy and freedom inthe courtry. Later on, when we gave irformaticr, the C.B.I.
seized some rccords. Some R.S.S. workers were also arrested srd scme 2rms were 2lso (-
covered from them. We would like to know what the Heme Ministry is doing in this matter.,
Government should see whether C.I.A. has hand behind anti-natioral activities.

Thisis a good Bill but I want that activities of the multi-r.ational corporatiors shculd 2lso
be curbed. Governmentshould execrcise some vigilar ce over those cfficers whose clos¢ releticrs
are employed in foreigh embassis or who have sent their sors etc, to foreign countries fer
higher education. Goverament should also keep a watch on such persons who go to forcign
countries on deputatjon but settle there,

A cell should be set upin Reserve Bank of India which should keep a watch on how foreign
money is reczived in the country and by whom.

Shri K.M. Madhukar (Kesaria) ¢ There can be no two opinions atcut the cbjects
of the Bill. The object of Bill is very clear. There is no doubt that subversive activities are
going on at large scale in India. Activities of C.I.A. have been increasing at an alarming rete.
Several times we have called the attention of the Governmet towards the sybversive activities cf
Anand Margis. A number of officers are also followers of this sect, But Government Lave
not paid any attention towards this. Similarly, Acharaya Rajnish has written a beek egajnst
the theory of socialism. I am unable to understand how the Government allow publicaticn of
such books. An other institution named Praja Pati Bratm Kumari is slso engaged
in miginterpretation of Vedas and Upnishadas, Goverrment should enquire abcut
the hand behind these institutions. Is the C.I.A. flnancing them ? Tne Government must
exercise extreme vigilence against the activitics of these dirgaicus crgerisatjcrs,

We should fight against the forces of American Imperizlism in the interest of cut ccuriy,
We should make our country economically stronger and self de¢pendent. Americer Imperizlisis
have not accepted the propose of non-zligned countries. In econcmic maters  alfo, Americen
Imperialism has posed a threat to the developing courtries. If we are patriots in the real senge,
we should make efforts to strengthen oyr economy.

We have achieved development through the coorperation of Socialist countries. We
should, however, distinguish between our friends and fots. The modern world is facing two
problems i.e. opposition of capitalism and uniting the forces opposing Capitalism. The
organisations like Jan Sangh and R.S.S. talking so loudly about patriotism know nothing
about the changing atmosphere of the world.
