tuaries If you go by the past figures, you 
will observe that the number of sanctuar .. 
ies has gone up trom 60 in 1960 to 358 to .. 
day. Similarly, the number of National 
Parks has risen from 5 to 63. So far as de­
cline in the number of wild animals is con .. 
cerned. I agree with hon. Member that the 
number of animals has comparatively gone 
down. It is mainly, due to large scale 
poaching of wild animals. We have passed 
the Prevention of Wildlife f~ct and taken 
other steps also to check this. We have 
strictly implemented these Acts. Ban on 
hunting was imposed to save rare species 
of animals. Every effort is being made by 
the Government to protect the wilc1 ani ..
