The main demands of the party are:
installation of a portrait of the late
Dr. B. R. Ambedkar in the Central
Hall of the Parliament, enjoyment of
the land of the mation by actual
tillers, allotment of possession of
idle and waste land to landless
labourers, adequate distribution of
foodgrains and control over rising
prices! improvement of the lot of
slum-dwellers, full implementation of
the Minimum Wages Act, 1948, ex-
tension of privileges guaranteed by
the Constitution to such of these
scheduled castes who have embraced
Budhism, completion of reservation
in services to scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes by 1970 and proper
enforcement of the TUntouchability
(Offences) Act, 1955. It will be ob-
served that these demands deal with
broad and general issues which cannot
be decided on the spur of the
moment. As the House is aware,
Government has kept the interest
of backward classes constantly in
view  and devoted considerable
amounts to various schemes in this
regard. The leaders of the Republi-
can Party of India will, there-
fore, be well advised to take wup
these issues in a Constitutional mann-
er with the State Governments and
the appropriate Ministry of the
Union Government instead of adopt-
ing an agitational approach.
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
