The Minister of Defence (Shri ¥, B.
Chavan): Mr. Speaker, Sir, the House
is aware that Chinese troops are con-
centrated along our northern bor-
ders. I mentioned some time ago that
13 to 16 Chinese Divisions with ancil-
lary units and other troops were so
deployed. Their strength is and has
‘bene for some time greater than the
troops deployed by them for their ag-
gression in October-November, 1962
The House will not, I am sure, expect
me to reveal the exact deployment of
Chinese troops at each point. I can,
however, assure the House that the
reported concentration of five Chinese
Divisions opposite Barahoti is greatly
exaggerated. We have received no
report either, that the Chinese have
constructed an airstrip near Barahoti.
It is known, however, that they have
built a number of modern airfields,
improved others and constructed
emergency landing strips in various
ofher areas of Tibet.

It is not true that Chinese or Pakis-
tani agents are working in the Bara-

hoti area leading to panic among the
local population. Nor is it true that
large numbers of people have -already
fled {from this area. Barahoti is a
small pasture-ground of one and a half
square miles which is not inhabited,
but even as regards the population of
the surrounding areas, there is no
panic and this part of the report is
entirely incorrect.
