Shri M, P. Swamy (Tenkasi): Mr,
Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I am glad that
the House hag an opportunity to dis-
cuss the report submitted by the
Backward Classes Commission. The
people of the backward classes camn
be compared to the middle class peo-
ple. In the world there are wetlthy
people and poor people and middle
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<lass people with fixed income. That
¥ at the economic level. In the social
level we find in our country crores
of people belonging to the backward
class or communities. They are
socially oppressed and repressed.
Economically they are poor. Now,
due to the concessions given to them
and the economic development mea-
sures taken by Government their
position is somewhat better, so to say.
I may that the concessions and facili-
ties and preferences given to these
people should not be tredted in a
flight manner. These people really
deserve help. We have to lift them
up to the level of the advanced com-
munitijes. In the social life we find
that the backward class people are
<oncentrated in certain agreas through-
out the country in large numbers and
s0, we have to give them certain faci-
lities to ameliorate their condition,

Taking into account their peculiar
position, the President appointed =
Commission to go into their condi-
tions and suggest measures for im-
proving their position. Kaka Kalel-
kar was appointed as the Chairman of
this Commission. He toured the
whole couniry and examined hund-
reds of witnesses. They visited dwel-
ling houses jn certain places and cer-
tain institutions to find out the real
condition of the backward classes.

From the terms of reference we find
that the task of the Commission is
to probe into the conditions of their
living, the econpmic condition of
such people and suggest measures
for the benefit of the Government to
put them into action so that the eco-
momnic, social and political condition
of the people may be improved.

The backward classes are a class
by themselves. The very fact that
they are backward classes shows that
they have been oppressed as & sec-
tion. In certain areas they are
socially boycotted. So, these people

have to be given certain concessions.

As I said earlier, the main concession
given by the Government so long has
been the educational concession, cer-
tain scholarships, certain resepvation
or rotation of seats and certain gene-
rous preference in the matter of ap-
pointment of these people in Gov-
ernment service. Political power has
some prestige and influence in the
country. Therefore, these people have
to be given representation in legisla-
tures and local bodies

Shri M. P. Swamy: As ] was saying,
the Backward Classes people require
kind treatment at the hands of our
Government. For this, 1 woulq sug-
gest, as the Commission has sugges-
ted, certain measures to be adopted to
improve the conditions.

Among the Backward Classes peo-
ple there is a special community which
is now called “Denotified Tribes™.
They were originally called ex-crimi-
nal tribes. Under the British rule, to
put these people down, the criminal
Tribes Act was passed and after a
great agitation after independence this
Act wag repealed. We know the
hardships and hortors experienced by
the people belonging to, what is now
called, the Denotified Tribes. These
Denotified Tribes are categorised into
two groups—one nomadic and the
other settled. For the nomadic and
the gettleg people of these communi-
ties the Government should give some
more concessions to improve their lot.

I find from the list of Madras State,
which I now have with me, that there
are about 155 communities belonging
to the Backward Classes. Out of that
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there are 56 communities belonging
to the most Backward Classes and
there is a list of the Denotified
Tribes which number about 70. This
is the state of affairs in the Madras
State from which I hail. These Deno-
tified Tribes are concentrated in cer-
tain places. To try to wean them
away from criminal act certain mea-
sures were suggested.

In this connection I would refer to
the suggestions made by the All India
Punarvasit (that is, Denotified Tribes)
Jatis Federation which was held in
Delhi on the 31st March and the lst
and 2ngq April, 1963, They made cer-
‘tain suggestions regarding education,
economic facilities. social problems
and administrative problems. I refer

to one important suggestion made by
them which was: —

“For Vimukta Jatis which are
not included in the list of Sche-
duled Castes and Bcheduled Tri-
bes, seats shoulg be reserved in
educational and technical institu-
tions.”

Then,

“Special efforts should be made
to provide employment to persons
belonging to this community in
public and private sector indus-
tries and even reserve some per-
centage of posts in Government
mm.n

Regarding administrative problems,
they suggested: —

“Aftempts should be made to
draw a compreéhensive list of De-
notified Communities existing in
each State and ascertain their ap-
proximate population ang pockets
of concentration.”

The most important one is:—

“There should be a separate
Advisory Board for Denotifled
Tribes at the Centre and similar
‘Boards should be set up at the
State level wherever the popula-
tion of these communitiey is con-
siderable”
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In Madras State, I know, these
communities are concentrated in cer-
tain areas of certain districts. To im-
prove the backward area these people
the State Government have to identi-
fy the bagkwardness of these areas—
that is the criteria given by the Plan-
ning Commission—and then they
have to make certain research by ex-
perts to put forward certain sugges-
Uons to improve these areas. In the
Madras State, the Shankaran Koil
araa in the Tinnevelli District and the
Hast Ramnad area are the most baek-
ward areas. The Backward Classes
people dominate in these areas.
There is always drought condi-
tion. The last crop was a failure
throughout the  District. In such
cases what measures is the Govern-
ment going to take to improve these
areas? I suggest, that wells can be
dug in those places. In the Ramnad
area tubewells can be constructed. In
the Shankran Koil area, waters
flowing through Kerala unutilised in-
to the sea can be diverted to the ad-
joining area of Shankaran Kboil
and those places can be cultivated.
The main occupation of these people
is agriculture; agriculture ig their
mainstay and cattle is their wealth
for that. Catile die in large numbers
when epidemics appear and  these
people cannot do any cultivation. Qur
livestock census of the year 1951
shows that the cattle of this country
was 153 million and 43 millions buffa-
loes. If we do not take any measures
to protect the cattle wealth agricul-
ture will be affected. That is why
the Commission itself has suggested @
scheme that the insurance of the cattl'e
wealth should be introduced in i:hns
country as early as possible. I reite-
rate their suggestion and suggest that
the cattle wealth must be preserved to
help the farmer to do his cultivation.

Regarding education, that is the
main thing for these people. Without
oducation one cannot improve and
without education, one's knowledge is
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incomplete. That is why our Govern-
xent is giving so much money. You
fing that, in the Memorandum of
Fourth Plan, the Government is go-
ing to get apart Rs. 205 crorgs for the
welfare of scheduleq castes, schedul-
ed tribes and other backward elass
people. I suggest that a considerable
amount may be set apart to rehabili-
tate the Denotifled Tribes in propor-
tion to their population and some wel-
fare measures may be adopted. In
this connection I would like to point
out how the administrative machinery
functions. I woulg refer to the report
of the Commissioner for Scheduled
Castes and Tribes. He says:

“It will be noticed that the pro-
gress both with regard to the
Central sector and the State sec-
tor schemes for the welfare of the
Denotifieq Communities is indeed
very poor. Perhaps proper atten-
tion is not being paid to the exe-
cution of welfare schemeg for
these Communities. Thig is ra-
ther disconcerting, particularly
when practically the whole of
the expenditure on the schemes
taken up for the Denoti-
fled Communities is to be

borne by the Government of
India. It would, therefore, ap-
pear necessary for the Union

Ministry of Home Affairs to issue
strict instructions to the authori-
ties concerned in the rvarious States
to pay special attention to this
programme.”

That is why, I suggest that as the
Commission has already proposed, @
separate Ministry must be formed
for these people. But I hope the pre-
sent Ministry of Soclal Security are
doing good work and their strength
may be increased, so that proper at-
tention i given to implement the
measures. It is easy to formulate
ceriain suggestions and to give sche-
mes, but in practice we find how diffi-
cult it is to execute them. That is
why I say that we must concentrate
on the implementation of the schemes
for the welfare of these people. For-
tunately, we have in each district, a

District Welfare Officer who is in
overall incharge of the backward clas-
ses, scheduled castes and tribes, and
whose main function is to look after
their welfare. He must be a full-fled-
ged officer; in some districts, he is,
‘but in certain districts he is not. I
would suggest that he must be made
a full-fledged officer with independent
powers, so that he can execute the
schemes very well through the Com-
munity Development plans. Whatever
benefit the backward classes get has
to be implemented through the C. D.
Block or the Tribal Block area. The
Community Development, ag it stands
today, develop the community as a
whole and within that, if they give
more concessions and facilities to
develop these backward classes and
the Denotfied people, the whole coun-
try as well as the people improve;
our -economic condition will improve
to a considerable extent.

But, under the Community Deve-
lopment schemes, there are certain
bhandicaps, i.e., the people have to pay
a certain contribution towards, the
eost of welfare works. For example,
if the Denqtifled people want to dig
& well in the Community area or want
a road connected to certain town, with
the Govt's assistance a certain per-
centage, of the cast of the work but
these pegple are economically back-
ward and cannot pay that 50 or 20
per cent of the people's contribution.
In such cases T would suggest and
that the Social Security Ministry
should think very geriously of exem-
pting these people from the payment
of the people’s contribution.

Proper housing should also be given
to these people. The Commission Re-
port points out the condition of the
places which they haq visited; they
were startled at the appalling condi-
tions in which the people were living;
there was overcrowding; the houses
were constructed only with mud walls
with thatcheq roofs. Therefore, more
housing schemes should be allotted to
benefit the backward clags people.

Now there is the Emergency—there
is the Indio-Pak conflict Many peo-
ple come forward to join the Army.
In certain areag there are certain
communities which are known for
their fighting instincts. This is the
proper time to utilise their fighting
instinct and I suggest that this Minis-
try as well as the Defence Ministry
should consider, while recruiting
jawans for emergency purposes, of
taking these people in large numbers,
so that they may show their valour
to the country.

Before I conclude I must say that,
though we may agree that the welfare
measure ig an essential one, Govern-
ment may say that due to paucity of
funds, certain schemes have to be
postponed or given up. I must plead
with the Government as well as with
the Ministry of Social Security that,
even though they cannot increase the
number of welfare schemes or the
funds for the schemes, they should not
cut short the funds for the welfare
schemes already sanctioned.

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purposeful action in rebuilding Ipdia.
To the backward classes at any rate,
the ideals propounded in the Consti-
tution and the goal get by the Plan-
ning Commission remained largely a
distant picture. The Commission had
the painful experience of finding
among the masses a feeling of rest-
lessness, discontent, apathy, a sense
of resignation or resentment at thejr
own low social position. It also dis-
covered, apart from the policy of the
Governments—Central and State—
that the administrative machinery
through which their policies are im

plemented has not been sufficiently re.
formed and geared up to zestful
action. It was working in the same
old manner of British days except for
a few enthusiastic officers here and
there. It still retained an air of offi-
cial superiority and consisted mainly
of persons who look with disfavour
and disdain upon manua] labour, In
fact, the grievance was that the ad-
ministrative services lack sympathy
and understanding of the feelings and
aspirations of the backward classes.”

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Dr. Sarofimi Mahishi (Dharwar
North): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
nearly a decade after the submission
of the Report it has come before the
House for discussion. I may appre-
ciate here that the Report has never
become stale and the House insisted
on discussing it here, in the sense that
not much change has taken place dur-
ing all this period of ten years; hence,
there was no necessity for a second
report. For a period of ten years, [
hope, the same report might continue
to hold good because there may not
be much radical change either in the
social outlook or in the economic de-
velopment of the people. But that is
a sorrowful thing, indeed,

The development of the Backward
Classes comes under social security
which has been bracketted along with
leew in the Ministry. Law contains as
ity part social legislation. Because it
is now clubbed with social security
and the development of Backward
Classes, I hope, this combination will
be able to do something better during
the coming years.

As regards the new outlook, the
social outlook, the Ministry has got to
do much. There should be a radical
change in the social outlook. That
is quite necessary. Without that
radical change in the social outlook,
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the other minor details that have
been emphasized either by the Com-
mission or undertaken by the diffe-
rent departments cannot do much.
Moreover, there should be co-ordi-
nation among the different depart-
ments working under the different
ministries. Unlegs there is co-ordi-
nation, what is the result that we are
going to achieve? We are not going
to achieve much results if there-is no
co-ordination.

You may remember, Sir, once on the
floor of this House I put a question to
the hon. Minister of Education, name-
ly, that the Home Ministry was run-
ing vocational classes for the Back-
warq Classes people the Community
Development Ministry was doing some
service, the Education Ministry was
also doing some such service and the
Defence Ministry was also undertak-
ing some such service, what efforts
were being made to bring about any
co-ordination among all these as a re-
sult of which there would be some
tangible results in the measures un-
dertaken for the improvement of the
Backward Classes and others? The
hon. Minister was kind enough to re-
ply that as the question was complica-
ted, so were the measures also com-
plicated.

What I mean is that unlessg there is
some concrete development in the
matter, unless some tangible result is
seen, people would not have much
confidence. Once I remember to have
said on the floor of the House that
people hag entrusteq their develop-
ment and their whole future to the
Government taking the Government to
be their trustee and the trustee had
to discharge his duties in a very effi-
cient and able manner to maintain
the confildence of the people.

We had a very good social order
based on certain philosophy and prin-
ciples. The Bhagwad Gita said:

wmepdvd war e sore T
On the division of labour the var-
nashram system was based. But does

it hold good even today? Conditions
in our society have changed; values
in our gociety are fast changing. Does
it hold good? The son of a Brahmin
may undertake the work of a cobbler;
the son of a Kshatiya may do the
work of a Vaishya. This was prevail-
ing even at that time. Under the
existing circumstances, when these
things are no longer holding good in
soclety, deformed interpretation of
some such thing ig creating all the
more complications in our gociety.

Ours is a secular State. Once upon
a time religion hag got a very strong
hold on the minds of the people. Even
now it has & very strong hold on the
minds of the people howsoever we may
say that India is a secular State en-
couraging or discouraging no religion.
But, at the same time, ours is a caste-
ridden society. We have to acknow-
ledge that it is so. What we depre-
cate is the vices or the bad or negative
side of the caste-ridden society, not
the virtues of it. I may bring to your
notice that a particular community
came into existence with the objective
that the members of that community
shoulg share in the happiness or sor-
row of the other members of that com-
munity. That particular caste system,
we see, is no longer good; but, at the
same time, for serving similar pur-
poses, based on a casteless society, are
we trying to have a better substitute?

What is the substitute in an indus-
trial society or a political organisa-
tion for these things? It is for the
educated people, the enlightened peo-
ple of thig country, to think over the
matter as to what can be a substitute
for these things. We say that the
existing caste system is ridden with
evils—communal prejudices and all
those things—and no doubt every one
will have a similar opinion as far as
this matter is concerned. If our de-
morcracy, wherein we believe that
every Intelligent citizen has to take
an intelligent and active part in the
management of the affairs, has to be
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a success, how is this caste-ridden so-
ciety going to help us? The caste-
ridden society is not going to help us
in this matter. Therefore, we want
to have a better substitute for that
and we want every citizen to take an
intelligent interest in that. Every en-
lightened person in this country has
to think of this. The Backward
Classes Commission, after studying all
the social conditions and economic cir.
cumstances prevailing in this country,
brought out a very voluminous re-
port—it is a very important report
too. I may say that this backward-
ness of a society has been described
in the Commission’s report also as the
result of the interaction of social,
economic, political ang religioug fac-
tors over a very long period of time.
We shoulg try to root out this back-
wardness. It is not possible to des-
troy it all of a sudden or immediately,
but at the same time efforts in that
direction should be made constantly.
We say that economic backwardness
ig the root of all these things, but the
Commission has said that it is the re-
sult of the social and educational back-
wardness. In a secular State, why is
it that categorisation of backward
classes is made on the basis of caste
system? No doubt religion and caste
are two different things; one cannot
be mixed up with the other. If, on
account of some long-stretched asso-
ciation, the two things are mixed up,
why is it that all these years, even
after Independence, we are trying to
categorise the backward classes on the
basis of caste and not on the basis
of educational backwardness, econo-
mic backwardness and social back-
wardness which are mainly the cri-
teria for categorizing the backward
classes. No doubt there is difference
in the criteria undertaken: some of
the States have based it on caste;
some are trying to improve on it by
categorising on the basis of economic
backwardness. The categorisation
differs from State to State and also
from time to time. As a result, peo-
ple who were backward last year may
not be categorizeg asz backwarg this
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year or people who were not consi-
dered as backward last year are being
considered as backward this year.
What is all this due to? If a person
who was considered five years back
as backward is now considered as a
person of the advanceq community,
it shows that gociety has done a lot
of good; there is a radical change in
the society. But a person who was
considered as advanced five years
back, is now being categorised as
backward, how are you going to ac-
count for all these things? This has
to be taken into consideration by the
Social Security Ministry.

Taking into account the social back-
wardness, educational backwardness
and such other things, the Commission
put all women in the backward clas-
ses. No doubt many Members have
spoken very highly. about all these
things ang that is a fact. The per-
centage of literacy among women is
hardly eight. The rural women have
never come out and as one of the Op-
position Member pointed out, they
have to go a long way—8 to 10 miles
—for bringing drinking water. The
economic conditions, the superstition
and the religious hold are such that it
will take decades for those people to
come out in spite of the constant
efforts on the part of voluntary
workers, soclial institutions and Gov-
ernment. Therefore, we have to con-
sider what effective steps they are un-
dertaking in this direction, in order to
emancipate the women, the bacward
classes and the people suffering from
social and lega] disabilities in this
country. Certain sections of society be-
cause they belong to certain classes
suffer from Tegal disabilities,
and similarly certain sections
of the society, because they were
women have been suffering for all
these years from certain legal and
social disabilities. How long are we
going to allow this state of affairs to
continue? Even in a democratic
country like ours, more than 50 per
cent of the people are suffering like
this and they have no voice at all, and
the majority of them hawve not got any
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opportunity even for getting better
education. Howsoever highly we may
extol the fact that ancient India had
given a very lofty place to women,
we must remember that the conditions
existing at that time are not existing
now; the conditions have radically
changed. On account of the political
invasions and such other things du-
ring the medieval period, even the
Smriti-writers went to the extent of
saying that a woman was nothing
more than chattel; and as a result of
that, no economic status was given to
her; and no social status was given
to her. According to Katyayana, a
Smirti-writer of the thirteenth centu-
ry, a woman under no circumtances
could possess more than 2000 annas
which also could be utilised by her
hubang in case of emergency.

Shri Kapur S8ingh (Ludhiana):
That was a good thing.
Dr. Sarofini Mahishi: I am refer-

ring to the position in the thirteenth
century.

Under the existing circumstances,
better facilities have got to be giyen.
We talk about equality of opportunity,
political equality and sociai equality
and so on. Let us try to bring some
of these things into force. Unless
there is a radical change in the soclal
outlook, unless the greater sections of
the society look at these people who
are suffering from social and legal
disabilities with a liberal outlook and
try to give them also better conditions
of living and opportunities for working
ang better opportunities for getting
better remunerations, we cannot have
any hope for the emancipation of
these people. It iz impossible for the
women to come forward by them-
selves especially in the case of those
women who have for long been
thrown into the backgroung for de-
cades and for centuries, it is practi-
cally impossible to come forward un-
less opportunity is provided to them.
It was only in 1856 that a daughter
could get a share in the property of
her father and not earlier than that.
Earlier than that, only a widow had
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some right to limited property. The
Backward Classes Commission had
tried to go into these things in detail
and suggest remedial measures., Many
measures have been suggested in this
regard, such as the opening of schools,
the running of hostels and givirg bet-
ter educational facilities and so on.

These things should be done imme-
diately.

In this connection, | should like to
give just one instance of how things
are being managed, When a huostel is
opened for the lady gtudents of the
Harijan class or the Scheduled Castes,
if the funds are not released till the
31st of March, how can you expect
them to have better food during the
whole of that year? Ar: the students
ang trainees and inmates of the hos-
tel expec.ed to eat nothing till the
31st of March? Who i3 to bear all
the expenses during the whole year?
1 am mentioning only a matter of
minor detail, But these are things
which have got to be attended to im-
mediately. Leave aside the questions
of major principles and woolicy mat-
ters; at least these minor details
should be attended to; if even these
minor details are not worked out effi-
ciently, it will create a very bad im-
pression on the society in regard to
the actual work that has been turned
out.

Shri Hajarnavis: The hon. Member
may kindly pardon me for this inter-
ruption, but I hope she will give me
those details so that the matter may
be looked into.

Shri Maurya: I cannot understand
why these segregated hostels should
be there. I think that it is better that
there are no segregated hostels.

Dr. Sarejini Mahishi: In the under-
developed countries ioday, the prob-
tem of juvenile delinquency is becom-
ing more and more complicaled every
day. With the growing slums and the
cconomic difficulties and so on, the
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problem of juvenile delinquency has
become so complicated that the num-
ber of juvenile delinquents is increas-
ing all the time, and the remand
homes, the fit-person-basis schools
and other such centres are becoming
more and more punitivc instcad of
reformative. The moment the inmate
from such a centre comes out, he
must be rehabilitated somewhere and
looked after by the society as if he
has come out after training, But un-
fortunatey what is happening is that
these young boys when they come out
from such centres are looked down
upon by society and are not abaorbed
in any service.

Therefore, in all these matters, we
have to bring about a new social out-
look and give a better opporiunity to
the person who has suffered from all
such disabilities during hig lifetime.
This change of attitude is necessary.
I hope the department will be able
to do something in this direction.

As regards reservation in govern-
ment services and also in educational
institutions, I will quote from the let-
ter Kaka Kalelkar wrote to the Presi-
dent (reproduced in the beginning of
the Report). He wrote:

“Coming to details of govern-
mental services, the principle of
‘no reservations’ but ‘special pre-
terence’ should be strictly follow-
ed in class I (and perhaps in class
II also) of services because ser-
vices belonging to these classes
demand higher standardg of inte-
grity, eficiency and initiative. It
is not suggested that these quali-
ties are the monopoly of any one
community or that these quali-
ties are at a discount in the case
of other communities”.

Therefore, taking these things into
consideration, efficiency and integrity,
these being the main  criteria, of
course preference should be given to
backward classes under similar cir-
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in the attitude towards these people
who have suffered for ages together.

cumstances. That means the country
has got a right to demand efficient ser-

vice from able persons, from capable
persons.

“Experience in the past proves
that reservations come in the
way of healthy emulation and
those who learnt to depend on
reservations are oftentimes, not
alert enough to improve their
quality. They rest on their privi-
leges an all zest for self-improve-
ment is dulled”.

This being the opinion of the Chair-
man of the Commission, all efforts
should be made to achieve those ob-
jectives. What measures are to be
taken to promote efficiency and
capacity among the backward classes,
to give them better facilities for bet-
ter education? All these things should
be immediately atended to. But there
should not be reservation at the cost
of efficlency, integrity and such other
things.

Shri Sonavane (Pandharpur):
Efficiency is also there.

Dr. Sarojini Mahishi: There may
be difference of opinion. I do appre-
ciate that. What I mean is that all
tacilities necessary for the uplift-
ment of the backward classes should
be given. I belong to the biggest
backward class in the country.

Shrli Sonavame: She enjoys better
facilities.

Shrl Hajarnavis: 1 hope we were
.all backward as you are, Madam.

Dr, Sarofini Mahishi: They should
be given all facilities for develop-
ing their inherent capacity and latent
talents. The backward classes ghould
be provided all such facilities. Imme-
diate steps should be taken in this
direction so as to bring about an
overall radical change in the society,
