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FIXATION OF MINIMUM PRICE
FOR SUGARCANE DURING 1966-87

The Minister of State in the Minis-
try of Food, Agriculture, Community
Development and Cooperation (Shri
Govinda Menon): Government have
considered the question of fixation of
minimum price of sugarcane payable
by sugar factories during the season
1966-67 which would commence in
October-November, 1966 and for
which plantings are in progress at
present. The Government have
decided that the basic minimum price
would continue to be the same as
during the current season, namely,
Rs, 5.36 per quintal (Rs. 2 per maund)
linked to a recovery of 10.4 per cent
or below subject to an increase of
4 paise per quintal for every 0.1 per
cent increase in recovery above 10.4
per cent. The prices payable by
individual factories shall be fixed on
the above basis before the commence-
ment of the next crushing season in
October-November, 1966.
