Mr. Speaker: These cut motions are
also before the House
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Shri A, B. Alva (Mangalore): Sir,
yesterday I was detailing some of the
prievances of the Southern States in
respect of the railways. I will just
point out one or two other things that
ilso require consideration.

In the first place, 1 submit that the
speed of trains, specially in the
Southern Railway, is very slow and
for that purpose it is necessary to
strengthen the track and also to double
the track in some of the important
lines. As far as the Southern Railway
from Madras to Jalarpet is concerned,
it is a double track and the traffic
from Jalarpet to Shoranur is very
much congested. That is, the railways
which go to Mettupalayam, Cochin and
Mangalore are also routed on that line.
Though in small patches it is being
doubled there is still a long way off
to gu. So, I submit that speedy action
may be taken to double the line from
Jalarpet up to Shoranur and the track
may also be strengthened so as to in-
crease the speeq of trains.

Then, I understand that from April
onwards, the Southern Express to
Madras will be run by a diesel engine.
More of these should be introduced on
this long journey; olherwise the jour-
ney becomes very tedious. Also, as
far as electrification of railways is con-
cerned, now that in Mysore there is
a lot of electricity available in the
Jog Falls, it is necessary that Govern-
ment should go in for electrification
of these railways on a large scale and
at least make a modest beginning as
far as Mysore State is concerned.

Then 1 would submit ong or two
things in respect of coaching. Very
often we find that the electric connec-
tion and some safety measures as also
the overhead tanks are often leaking.
In the midst of the journey, we find
either there is no water in the tank
or the electric light fails. In this
connection, 1 submit that at important
stations there should be staff to look
into these matterg so that thesc things
may be set right promptly. Also there
nre instances where there are short-
circuits in the electric ronnection and
sometimes coaches get burnt dus to
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[Shri A. 8. Alva]

negligene or on account of the staff
;:;uﬂ saying that they would attend to
it at the destination. This must be
carefully looked into so that passengers
may not be put to much difficulty.

There is one other thing also which
1 would like to submit and that is that
the wagons which are required for
carrying the goods are also not equit-
ably distributed. Very often, com-
plaints are received that in spite of
advance intimation, and request, for
bogies, these are not supplied in time
and the complaints are also not pro-
perly looked into. This matter also
has te be carefully considered and
there should be a principle or a prio-
rity worked out in respect of particu-
lar goods so that there is no complaint
from any quarter at all.

Then, there is one other aspect which
I would like to stress. There are
weighing bridges at some of the sta-
tions where the goods are weighed.
Somelimes complaints are made that
those weighing bridges do not correctly
record the weights. Because of this,

when goods are consigned from
ahe place to another, at the
consigning point & low  weight
is recordeq but when delivery

is taken of, the Railway officers say
that the parties must pay a large
penalty and take the goods. In spite
of the request from those persons who
take the consignments for re-weigh-
ment, it is not generally accepted and
they say that re-weighment cannot be
made without giving any reasons. I
submit that in all cases, where re-
weighment is requested for,—of course,
after charging a proper fee,—it must
be allowed. I know of several cases
where large penalties are levied on
the parties and they refuse to take the
goods and, as a matter of fact, they are
either sold at public auction at a low
price or sometimes the cases are filed
againt the Railwavs. This should be
stopped.

I am sure the Ministry will look
into a1l these matters. I submit that
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the progress of the Railways has been
very good and there is a lot of impro-
vement in all directions,

Shri D. C. Sharma (Gurdaspur):
Mr. Speaker, Sir, I beg to submit very
respectfully that our Railways show
a great deal of progress all along the
line and they have achieved a kind
of dynamism, progressiveness and
sensc of efficiency whjch was not
visible for 3 long period of time, For
that, 1 congratulate the Railway Mini-
ster, the Minister of Stale and espe-

cially the Members of the Railway
Board.
Sir, the Administrative Reforms

Commission is now examining the
administrative set-up of our country.
Having watched the working of the
Railway Board, all these years, I would
say. in all humility, that instead of
having Secretaries, Additional Secre-
taries, Joinl Secrelaries and all that
kind of functionalism, some of the
Ministries should try this pattern. 1
know, the P & T has a Board but that
Board is more of an edvisory capacity
than of & functional character, I
would like that all those Ministries
which have to do wilh public services,
which have to do with utilitarian ser-
vices, should adopt this method =o
that our Government achieves a
greater amount of efficiency and gives
a grealer amount of help to the public.

1 have seen somg of the Railway
Board Members and 1 must say that
they are forward-looking people and
they are responsive to the demands of
the public. Of course, they have to
work within the framework of the
body. But my only difficulty is this
that they are brought to the Railway
Board when they are very near the
brink of retirement. I do not want
that those persons should become the
Members of the Railway Board who
are going out of office afier a short
time. After all, this is the highest
kind of service which the Railways
can render to the public. I would re-
quest that the Railway Board should
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not always draw upon those persons
who are very near the age of super-
annuation.

Bhri D. C, Sharma: Sir, cne thing
which pains me very much, when I
se¢ the employment map of the Gov-
ernment of India and also the State
Governments, is that there are per-
manent employees, there are quasi-
permament employees and there are
temporary employees—] cannot under-
stand the worq ‘temporary’ and the
word ‘Quasi-permanent’. For instance,
even in the Railway Board I find on
p. 2 some temporary appoiniments. I
do not know why these temporary
appoinitments are made. Perhaps, they
are made to satisfy some particular
need. What I say is that such tem-
porary, quasi-permanent and uncon-
firmed appointments should be done
away with so that the employees can
breath freely and have a sense of secu-
rity.

[Mr, DepuTY-SPEAKER in the Chair.]

I am very glad that this Railway
Board has a Research, Designs and
Standards Organisation, but I must
submit very respectfully that this is
not commensurate with the needs of
the Railways; it is not in proportion
to the problems that the Railways have
to solve; it is not in conformity with
the growing importance of Railways
in this country. 1 know the Railways
are not doing very well in some coun-
tries. but in our country the Railways
are doing wonderfully well and I
would say that we should spend as
much money on research as possible.
Some of these private establishments
spend about 15% of their revenue on
research. I do not know what per-
centage s spent here on research; I
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do not know what percentage is spent
on designs; and [ do not know what
amount is spent on standards. I think
that these three departments should
not be lumped together, Research
should be kept apart from designs
and designs should be kept apart from
standards, so that we know where we
stand in regard+to research and all
those things. Research is a permanent
feature of our national life and I be-
lieve that more money will be provid-
ed for this; otherwise, I am afraid the
Railway Ministry will become a fossi-
lised Ministry after some time.

I now come to the surveys. You
will excuse my saying that the Nor-
thern Railway has been dealt with like
a step-child in the matter of surveys.
More surveys are undertaken in other
Railways than in Northern Railway
There is one survey which is being
undertaken so far as Riyasi is con-
cerned, so far as Jammu & Kashmir s
cancerned. T do not know how long the
survey will take. T would like the
Railway Ministry to see to it that sur-
veys do mot take inordinately long
time ang they do not consume as much
time as it used to take during Moghal
days. These should be in keeping
with the fast-moving world.

The Minister of State in the Minis-
try of Railwayy (Dr. Ram Subhag
Singh): There was no railway during
Moghal period.

Shri D. C, Sharma: They look a lot
of time and so are the Railway Mini=-
stry doing now.

I would like very much that a sur-
vey should be undertaken to have a
link between Ludhiana and Chandi-
garh and I hope that the hon. Minister,
Dr. Ram Subhag Singh, who has inter-
rupted me very often. will undertake
this survey as early as possible.

I now cume to the welfare activities
of the Railways. There T find these:
Medica] Services 9090; Health and
Weifare Services 4100; Education 810;
Canteens and other staff amenities 686.
We are now living in » Welfare State
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and 1 want that every railway em-
ployee, from the Porter to the Direc-
tor, to the Member of the Railway
Board, should have the feeling of liv-
ing in a Welfare State.

They have not raised the amount so
far as Medical Services are concerned;
it is the same as for 1965-66. The
amount for Health and Welfare Servi-
ces has been nmore than doub-

led which is good. Education
which is a Cinderella of the
Government of India, which is

a step-child of all the Governments,
continues to be a step-child here also.
I wish that they had given a little
more money for Education because I
have found that some of these railway
schools do not compare well with the
other higher secondary or high
schools. So I want that the Railways
should set apart a good proportion of
its earnings for this welfare work.

1 now come to Publicity. We are
living in an age which is dominated
by publicity. Of course, as you know,
it is only the public man who does
not care for publicity, but every other
public organisation cares for publicity.
Publicity is the life breath of public
organisations and I find from page 21
of the booklet that the Railway Minis.
try has not provided enough money
for publicity. For instance, they
should tell the people how to keep
the compartmemnts clean; they should
tell the people to whom to go when
they want to know by which train
they have to travel; they should tell
the people how 1o make use of the
time for waiting; they should tell the
people how (o keep clean the railway
waiting rooms and waiting sheds. All
these things should be done, but I
find that very little has been done
with regard to publicity. For instance,
they have introduced this Taj Express.
I congratulate them on that. But I
would like to know whether thig Taj
Express i known only between Delhi
and Agra or whether it hag  been
brought to the notice of the other
countries of the world also. It is
something new, something worth-
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while, that they have done. But I
wonder if many persons outside Delhi.
Agra know aboul it. Therefors, I
would say that the;.- should set apart
a little more money for publicity
work. By saying ‘publicity’ 1 do not
mean it in the sense that you should
bring out more posters. Publicity
aboul railway safety, publicity about
keeping the track safe, publicity about
keeping the railway carriages clean,
etc., should be given. I want that the
Railway Ministry should become a
Ministry of civic education in  this
country.

One thing impressed me very much
and you will agree with me when 1

say that, They presented a children’s
train to Nepal. I am very Thappy
about it.

T must say that after the British left,
the repairs and maintenance of car-
riages al the railway stations and at
railway sheds have not been at that
kind of level as they used to be.

1 would like the Railways that they
should give a little more attention to
this.

Shrimati Renuka Barkalaki (Bar-
petu): I support the Demands before
the House 1 would like to avail of
‘this opportunity to make a few obser-
vations on the working of our railway
system and the likely effects of the
new proposals that the Railway Minis-
try has put forward for raising addi-
tional revenue.

1 shall attempl to examine the first
.question from fhe point of view of
the needs of the north-eastern region
.of our country, and the second from
the point of view of the impact that
the incidence of the proposals will
have on the people of this region. But
before 1 do so, I would like 1o join
other hon. Members who have preced-
ed me and who have congratulated
the railwaymen on the magnificent
manneyr in which they responded 1o
the demands imposed by the emer-
gency consequent on the Pakistani
-aggression. I come from a State which
is in the fronticr of our country and so
it has hag to bear the full impact of
.of aggression both in 1962 and in 1965,
It is well known that it is virtually
surrounded by the territories of
China and Pakistan and is connected
with the rest of India with a narrow
.corridor, The artificial partition of
India disturbed all the lines of com-
-munications that existed with Assam.
A new railway linc had to be construc-
ted and new bridges had to be built and
an entirely new system of communi-
cation with the State had to be built
up. Even though 18 years have passed
since we got our independence and we
‘became aware of the needs of building
up an alternative system of communi-
cation, a stable system of railway com-
munication with Assam. I cannot say
that we have succeeded in building up

the State. 1 am happy that the rail-
way minister had reiterated the need
to accord the highest priority 1o the
development of the strategic area re-
quired for national security. 1 am
quite aware of the achievements that
stand to the credit of the Ministry, A
metre gauge, line was laid immediately
after independence. The broad gauge
line has now beepn extended to Jogi-
ghopa The ferry capacity at Farakha
and Khejuriaghat had been augmented
and steps have been taken to have
hetter co-ordination of rail, road and
water transport. All these had no
doubt made the transport to the State
more efficient and but for the timely
completion of these projects it might
have been impossible to maintain the
flow of goods to Assam during the days
of conflict. But 1 wonder whether the
paramount needs of defence and the
basic needs of the people of this land-
locked State can be met by the exist-
ing railway system. I do not want to
describe the constant volume of traffic
that the line will have to carry for
defence requirements on the extensive
frontier of the north-eastern parts. 15
million people live in Assam and in the
north-east part of the country. This
is an area of our country which is
economically very backward. People
of this area have today to depend on
the produce of the other parts of the
country for many cssential commeodi-
ties such as salt, sugar, textiles, pulses,
oil, grams, ete. The tea, timber and
jute that the stale produces have to
be transported to Indian ports from
where they are exported {o earn valu-
able foreign exchange. The horticul-
tural preducls of the hills. oranges,
pineapples and the like can have exten.
sive market outside the state if speedy
and reliable means of transportation
are available. All these reguirements
can be met only by increasing the
capacity of the existing railway system.

The House will recall that even when
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the metre gauge line was being laid,
it was pointed out und recogniseq that
the link line will not be able to cope
with the traffic 1o and from the state.
Even after the line was laid nearly 50
per cent of the goods traffic to the
State had to depend upon waterways
that passed through Pakistan. The
danger of this dependence, the paraly=-
sis that this dependence can cause had
been spectacularly demonstrated to us
twice in the course of the last threc
years. It is therefore imperative that
the highest priority be accorded to
increasing the capacity of the rail
communication with Assam by laying
a broad gauge line right up to Dibru-
garh. Iy the laying of such a line is
a necessity for defence of our country
and the economic biability of our
strategic area, it is cqually necessary
to augment it with a network of feeder
lines that connect the capitals of the
various hill districts with the main
arterial line to facilitale the improve-
ment of the cconomy of the hills and
to promote commercial and cultural
contact and integration. The needs of
cexpanding the railway system in the
State should not, therefore, be treated
on a per with the competing claims of
the other states but as part of the
national strategy of defence and in-
tegration in the border. I will there-
fore urge that the Fourth Plan should
have a specific provision for streng-
thening the railway system in  the
north-east frontier area,

The inercase in passenger and goods
traffic handled by the railway in this
region and the increase in  earnings
from the traffic are not comparable to
the increase in most of the other rail-
way system. The operating costs of
the NEF railway are the highest and
are as high as 1159 per cent when the
corresponding figure for the entire
railway system is only 83.2 per cent
It will be readily admitted that one of
the reasons for the low income is the
poor economic efficiency of the metre-
gauge system. Another major factor
that affects costs in this region is the
cost of fuel. Most of the coal used by
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the railways in Assam comes from out-
gside Assam. The cost of transporting
it to Assam, the consequent additional
strain on the wagon needs and the
potentiality of Assam in hydro-electri=
city and oil should be taken into consi-
deration in determining the economic
means of lraction that can be employ=-
ed in the stute. Lack of planning or
for thoughi of the past should not be
allowed to adversely affect the econo-
mic efficiency or inhabit the growtn.
I therefore urge that the possibility of
diesclisation or electrification of trac-
tion in Assam should be given urgent
and timely consideration. I am glaa
that the hon Minisler referred to the
fact that the railways have been able
1o achicve effective co-ordination bet-
ween rail, roud and river transport
#long the Bongaigoun-Jogighopa axis.
I am sure the government realises that
there is perhaps no state in  India
which depends so much on the effective
co-ordination of rail, road and river
transpori for cven intra-state transport
as Assam does. I am, therefore, sur=
prised that though the railways have
made considerable investments in
stale road transpori corporations or
undertakings involving a total capital
investmen{ of about Rs. 15 erores in
eleven states, no such investment to
promote co-ordination has been made
or is proposed to be made in the state
of Assam.

1 must now refer to & major pro-
blem that the railways and the rail-
way users of this area are facing and
that is the problem of security. I am
aware of the measures that the rail-
way administration is taking to im-
prove security. The railway protec-
tion force has to prevent pllferage in
transit, it has to prevent attack on
railway property and altempis to
tamper with track and installations.
It is very difficult for me to say and 1
am sure for the minister to claim,
that all these functions are being
effectively performed by the railway
protection force in Assam. It is a
frontier state with hostile elements
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on the borders and in some pockets
within the state. The necessity to
to take foolproof protective measures
to safeguard tracks, bridges and ins-
tallations and passengers is all the
greater in such a state. 1 do not say
that during the Chinese aggression
and conflict with Pakistun precau-
tionary measures were not taken.
But the number of attempts to tam-
per with the track, to derail and
blow up trains, te attack passenger
trains, to intimidate railway staff on
this sector of the railway track bor-
dering Nagaland has not decreased.
On the other hand, these incidents
have increased in recent months re-
sulting in many deaths and an in-
creased feeling of in security. The pro-
posal to clear up jungle on either side
of the track seems to have been soft-
pedalled. If clearing the jungle is
not a safe solution, other means of
protection should be found. An effec-
tive railway intelligence cell should
be set up to work in co-ordination
with local intelligence and  police.
The review of the accidents shows
that the number of accidents and at-
tempted derailments is perhaps the
highest in. the NEF railway when
the number is related to the miles in
the area. I would, therefore, plead
with the government to streamline
the railway protection force in the
arca, augment their strength, enable
them to detect, prevent and deal
with atempts to attack the track and
the passengers sp that passengers and
railwavmen will have a sense of se-
curity and safety in this sector of
our railways.

Now. Sir, I must refer to the pro-
posal for a levy of surcharge on the
rates on all goods traffic. We are
glad that passenger fares have not
been increased. But I submit that the
general surcharge and the enhance-
ment in the rates for the individual
commodities wil] have an inequitous
incidence on Assam. The people of
Assam have to depend on supplies
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from other stateg for many essential
commodities like salt, fish, pulses oil,
coal, sugar, textiles etc. All these
will be affected by the surcharge and
the enhancement in rates for com-
modities carried over long distances.
It is undeniable that in view of the
long distances over which essential
commodities have to be transported
to reach Assam, it will be the people
of Assam, who will be most adver-
sely affected by these surcharges and
increased.

This will have ap iniquitous effect
and will put a tremendous additional
burden on the common man in As-
sam. 1 will therefore appeal to the
Minister tg find some means of exe-
mpting essential commodities trans-
ported to Assam from the harsh and
iniquitous effects of this increase.

Sir, now 1 will say a few words
about the amenities of passengers
and the railway employees in the re-
gion. ] see that therc are provisions
in the Demands for increasing these
amenities, but the conditions of many
of the railway stations, many of the
bogies that are used in the line, the
catering services available for pas-
sengers and the schools, medica] ser-
vices, co-operative societies and fair
price shops available for railwaymen
and their families need to be radical-
ly improved.

Lastly, I must say I was a little
surprised to find that the hon. Mi-
nister did not refer to the position
of private lines jn the country. I
shall not generalise about economic
cfficiency or social necessity, but I
have no doubt in my mind that in a
frontier State like Assam we cannot
afford to leave essential services like
the railways in private hands. 1 will
therefore urge the hon., Minister to
give thought to the need to take over
the three private railway lines in
Assam, both from the point of view
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of economic efficiency and adminis-
tralive necessity.

With these words, I support the
Demands for Grants,

Dr. L. M, Singhvi (Jodhpur): Mr.
Deputy-Speaker, Sir, since some of
the points that I had raised in my
speech on the general discussion on
the railway budget have not been
answered at all or have not been
answered adequately and satisfactori-
ly, I am constrained to reiterate them
and once again to elicit the hon. Rail-
way Minister's attention on the issues.
I had referred in particular to the fact
that Class I officers in the railways
were confronted with a tolal stagna-
tion and with wholly disconcerted
lack of incentives and of future pros-
peets.  This is a matter of {undamen-
tal importance to the efficiency wnd
the morale of any public service orga-
nisation in terms of good public ad-
ministration. T would like to Lnow
whether the hon. Railway Minister or
the Railway Board have studied this
malter in all its ramifications to con-
sider in particular the situation in
which Class T officers find themselves,
their service prospescts, their promo-
tlon prospects, their conditions of ser-
wvice at present, and whether it is rea-
sonable to infer from the data that are
available to us outside the Gowvern-
ment, that the apprehensions and the
misgivings of this class of officers are
wholly justified. Tt is a matter of
greal concern because I am sure the
hon. Railway Minister, Shri 8. K. Patil
and his colleague whom I esteem
greatly, Dr. Ram Subhag Singh, Lme
and again pay their tributes in which
we heartily and cheerfully join. As
a matter of fact, you would recall that
1 have myself said that at the time
of emergency, the manner in which
the railway operations werz carried
out is a matter of great nride and
glory for this Ministry. But it is on
the basis af the performance, it is on
the basis of the contribution which
class of officers makes to the admin-
istration of railways that such tr:butes
could be paid to the work of the Rail-
was Ministry, It is on the basis of their
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work that it could be said ihat the
Railway Ministry has functioned in a
satisfactory way considering it from
an overall point of view. I am surry
to say that although Shri 5. K. Patil
touched on many of the poinls raised
by us, this matter was left perhaps to
be expatiated upon on some fulure
occasion. I hope that when the hon.
Minister of Railways rises to reply, he
would deal with this particular matter
on the basis of the available duta as
also ip terms of an assurance that this
matter would be studied properly and
in detail in order tg remove these mis-
givings from the minds of Ciass I
officers in the railways.

Similarly, I have voiced the very
legitimate demands, or what appear to
be eminently legitimate demands of
that category of guards, stalion mast-
ers and assistant station masters and
of travelling ticket examiners. It
seems {o me that the service condi-
tions are not at all uniform. The
dearness allowance paid is not on the
bazic of any consistant criteria which
could be justified as looking at the
whole thing as an integrated whole.

Shri A, P, Sharma (Buxar): The
criteria already laid down by the Rail-
wav Board need to be changed.

Dr. L. M. Singhvi: This is another
aspect of the maiter. I agree with miy
hon. friend. As I said, in the first
place, there are no consistent criteria,
and in the second place, perhaps it is
necessary to revise and re-ast the
criterin on which some of these bene-
fits are conferred.

It seems to me that it is wholly un-
reasonable to subject, for example the
guards to a lower rale of allowarce
than is given to persons who are also
performing mobile duties and in some
cases giving them a lower rate than
even those who are stationed in stalu-
tory in stationary positions. The claim
of the iravelling ticket examiners for
dearness allowance, I think, is equally
justified, and 1 need hardly ssy that
as the designation itself significs, they
are mobile and are travelling. There
is no reason why they should nt be
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given proper allowance or at oar with
and consistent with the criteria laid
down by the Raiiway Ministry al-
ready, or if necessary to change and
recast these criteria to make a con-
sistent whole, to make a just and
equitable approach to their demands.

1 have heard il said thal the posi-
tion of housing for railway employees
at all levels is in a deplorable state.
Perhaps it is part of the zeneral pat-
tern of complete lack of housing for
ihe people in this country and for em-
ployees generally, 1 am told that
there arc cases even in the railways
which is a very much more solvent
organisation financially, where perscns
have to wait for their allotment par-
ticularly in the lower levels, [or years
and years, before they cap have a
habitable place to live in. They have,
therefore, to be content either with
the makeshift arrangements made by
the railways or, worse still, they have
to be content by living in conditions
which can be likened to slums.

There is another matter ihat 1 shall
briefly bring to your attention and
that is in respect of rewardg and re-
cognition for good performance parti-
cularly in the context of the last emer-
gency. I do not know what system
the Railway Ministry follows in these
matters. But it does appear to me
that in cases which were palpably out-
standing performance they were ig-
nored either through lack of =now-
ledge or through lack of administra-
tive initiative or because of a lack of
judgment in malters administrative.
I know that at Gadra, for example,
excellent work was done because there
were a few helpful people who were
able to rise to the o~casion and ac' in,
what could be described, a heroic man-
ner. It iz all right for us {o pav lip
sympathy to what they did, but it is
frustrating and it is embittering to find
that in some cases at least they have
not been given a fair and proper re-
cognition for what that did during the
emergency, It is true that whalever
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they did during the perivd of the
emergency was a matter of duty and
as a matter of obligation, but tu sav
that some people in some other parts
are rewarded very amply, very rener-
ously, and some other people 'n some
other parts are neglected and their
performance is not laken into account
as it should be taken intp account, is
a malter which can cause legitimate
heart-burning. I am sure that the hon,
Minister of Railways would rectify
and remedy the position.

I had also mentioned in respec: of
the laving of new railway lincs. Heve,
I would like a clear and somewhut
more detailed statement from the hon,
Railway Minister in respect of the
policy for laying new railway lines
Sometimes it is snid that new railway
lines are not being laid because they
would compete with the possibilities
of developing road transport. On other
oceasions it is said there is not suffi-
ciently sirong sponsorship frum the
State Government for these proposals.
T know in Jodhpur division particular-
ly several proposala for new 1.
where surveys have been made. are
lying shelved for over a decade. I
want to know whether there is any
possibility or hope of salvaging some
of these proposals which have been
lying in cold storage for too iong.

Since on this oceasion we can depart
from our general tradition of discus-
sing only gencral policies because we
are discussing somewhat more detail-
ed and specific matters, T want to
know whether the railways are in a
position to do something about intro-
ducing 2 new train between Deln: and
Jodhpur. which is the headquarters of
the unified High Court of dAnjasthan,
which has a residential university as
vou know, nn nccount of wvour recent
visit that city and which is the ack-
nowledged intellectual and cultural
capital of Rajasthan, Now the time
taken from here tn Jodhpur, the
second 'argest city of Rajasthan, is ton
long. Perhaps I have been outting too
much pressure year after year aad T
am thankful to the railway ministry
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that some acceleration has taken
place. The time has been shortened

somewhat, but we feel there is scope
for shortening the time further, parti-
cularly by introducing an alternative
route for a new train which would
save about 30 to 35 miles distance.
This should be looked into, I am told
a proposal was in the final stage, but
at that stage, the Western Railway said
they cuuld not agree to this. 1 am
aware of the difficulties of reception
facilities here at Delhi platform, und
that some of these lines are restriei-
ed, But it is necessary that this mat-
ter of very great importance {o a pre-
mier city of Rajasthan and the im-
portance of having a better link bet-
ween this city of Rajasthan and Delhl
is recognised and something is done
in respect of it

About the transfers, it came to my
notice recently that on a number of
occasions, the policy of allowing peo-
ple ty be promoted in the same divi-
slon is not followed and in spite of
this, persons are transferreq from
other divisions precisely where some
of these persons are likely to get thelr
promotions. Either the railways
should follow a uniform poliry of hav-
ing an all-zone seniority list promo-
tion scheme or there should be a con-
sistent scheme of transfers and pro-
motions within that division. What is
happening now is in many cases trans-
fers are being carried out to thwart
the service prospects of people and
people who are serving in U.P, are
transferred to Jodhpur or Bikaner
division as a punishment. But what
happens in the process is people who
are serving in these arcas, who belong
to these areas and whose promotions
had declined very substantially in the
general pattern of recruitment, suffer
further. This causes unnecessary
heart-burning. I think some uniform
and consistent policy must be follow-
ed

I do not say we should have sepa-
rate recruitment boards or separate
service vommissions for each State. I
am very much an advocate of a rail-
way commission for each zone, but the
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idea never came lo pass; il remaired
in the cloudy regions and has not been
implemented in practice. So, it does
appear to me that a more consistent
pattern should be followed for institu-
tion of railway service commissions,
For example, the Northern Railway
which is very unwieldy and cxtensive
has its service commission as far away
as at Allahabad, which is ol one cor-
ner of the zone and a person from
Jaisalmer, Barmer or Jodhpur finds it
miles and miles away. It is very diffi-
~ult and this hardship snou.d be re-
moved. Some method of service faci-
lities must be instituted in the divi-
sion itself.

1 hope the minister would reconsider
the possibility of instituting a Hajas-
than zone, aboul which he was good
cnough to say while replyving to the
general debate that it is there in his
mind. that he is thinking about it, but
the figures do not justify it at cresent.
I only want to say that Mr. Patil is a
clever man, He has not only the re-
putation of being clever, which many
ministers acquire after becoming min-
isters, but he is really clever. He
knows it is possible to pu‘ flgures in
a particular way and make out a case.
1 am a lawyer and 1 know it is &l-
ways possible to make out a cnse. This
case exists not only on the figures of
traffic or lines, but on other considera-
tions also, which sannot long be ignor-
ed. I think Mr. Patil wil] take this
demand into account in goud time,
rather than to the usual routineering
policy of the government, taking o
demand into consideration only when
it becomes insistent and piessing, It
will be a measure of his foresight and
earnestness to recast the administra-
tive pattern, particularly of the North-
ern Railway which is a0 unwieldy and
so unmanageable that it cannot give
even a modicum of atlention to the
metre gauge portions of this railway.

“Electrification of the line bet-
ween Birar and Sabarmati—West-
ern Railway—The section bet-
ween Virar and Sabarmati, a
length of 422 route kilometres
(1125 track kilometres) forms a
major part of the Western Rail
way's trunk route between Bom-
bay and Ahmedabad, The section
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up to Baroda also serves the
main traffic stream to Delhi. The
density of goods traffic on the
section is expected to increase by
about 100 per cent by the end of
the Fourth Plan period, having
regard to the establishment of the
.oil refinery and the development
of a petro-chemical complex in
‘Gujarat as also the anticipated
expansion of a number of existing
industries in the Baroda-Ahmeda-
bad region. The demand for addi-
{iona] passenger services on this
section is also very heavy Steam
traction with its inherent limita-
tions is not capable of meeting
such a phenomenal increase in
traffic.

The work of electrification of
the section has, therefore, been
tentatively included in the Bud-
get at an estimated cost of Rs, 25.20
crores (excluding the cost of
rolling stock). A detailed econo-
mic analysis of this scheme is
under way. The object of mak-
ing a token provision of Rs 10
lakhs in the budget vear 1886-87
is that in case it is decided to
take up the work later in the
year, the provision can be used
for doing the ancillary works
connected with overhead and site
.clearances, modifications of power
lines, etc."

Shri Basumatarl (Goalpara): I rise
to support the demands for gants for
Railways. 1 do not like to repeat
what the hon. Members who spoke
before me.
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I congratulate the Railway Minister
first of all for giving attentiun to our
eastern zone. By saying ‘eastern
zone', I do not mean only Assam; by
‘eastern zone' I mean Assam, Naga-
land, Manipur and Tripura, This
eastern zone of India, which is in the
eastern most corner of India and at
4 slrategic point, should not be viewed
in the same way as we do the other
States of the eountry. I must congra-
tulate the Railway Minisiry for the
services rendered during the last
Chinese attack and during the Pakis-
tani aggression.

Sir, we had only one railway line in
the British times and that railway
line too was constructed by the Bri-
tishers just to cater to the needs of
tea gardens which were owned only
by them. The railway line did not
serve the needs of the people. After
Independence, | hope our Railway
Minister will not view thiz frontler
strategic State of Assam with a gene-
ral tendency. By ‘general tendency’
I mean considering the population of
the castern zone. If they consider it
opn the basis of population, then we
may not get anything. Still, when
Assam was attacked by the Chinese,
the Railway Ministry was kind enough
to grant us a broad gauge line, just
to transport jawans, commodities and
other essential things and this broad
gauge line runs from new Jalpaiguri
to Jogighopa and is very important.
I would request the Railway Minister
to see whether this line can be ex-
tended to Upper Assam via Goalpara
and Gauhati by constructing second
bridge over mighty Brahmaputra.

I also want to point out to the Rail-
way Minister that, after having a broad
gauge line from Bangaigaon to Jogi-
ghopa, the line from Bangaigeon to
Gauhati has been left out. This was
left out because of the turbulent rivers
like Inodi and Bekicta. But now
these rivers have become less trouble-
some, ] mean to say that, after the
earthquake in 1849, the river beds
have expanded and these rivers have
now become docile. There were diffi-
culties because of these rivers and,
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that is why the Railway Ministry felt
that jt was not possible Lu extend this
railway broad gauge line from Bangai-
gaon to Gauhati But now that is
over, Therefore, I request the Rail-
way Minister to consider this and ex-
tend the broad gauge line from Ban-
gaigaon to Gauhati, If this broad
gauge line is extended tp Gauhati, a
great service will have been done to
Assam.

I want to point out another thing.
The Assam Mail has been rendering a
tremendous service, but at the same
time I should say that there is this
difficulty: through a metre gauge line
we have to come via Siliguri to catch
the connecting Assam Mail at Barauni
to Delhi; sometimes when it comes late
by half an hour or so they do not wait
for it; therefore, the passengers who
travel from Assam to Barauni to catch
the train are put to very great diffi-
:;.:lties and hardship at Baraunl sta-

on.

Due to carelessness on the part of
Railway staff in looking to the diffi-
culties of the passengers coming from
Assam which include jawans and
others and men of various walks of
life. They are stranded and they do
not get any accommodation at the sta-
tion. There is no hotel for them to
stay there for all the 24 hours just to
catch the train the next day.

I request the hon. Raillway Minister
to extend a broad gauge line fiom
Barauni to New Jalpaiguri. [ do not
know where from it iz possible to
extend this broad gauge line to New
Jalpaiguri. But they should see that
there is a broad gauge rail link from
Katihar onwards 1o New Jalpaiguri.

Another point | would like to make
out is with regard to housing. Of
course, compared to olher Depart-
ments, the Railway Department has
been constructing houses for their em-
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and

ployees. But, in the matter of allot-
ment of houses there are some cate-
gories of staff and officers, Only after
independence, scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes have been consider-
ed specially by the railways also with
regard to appointments and allotment
of houses. But, in their cases if they
are placed under the category of ten
or 15 years of service, they wil] get
no  accommeodation. This is very
strange. I would request the hon.
Railway Minister to pay special atten-
tion to the scheduled castes and sche-
duled tribes employees in the matter
of housing accommodation.

Another point I would like to make
out is about employment of these peo-
ple. The railways belng the largest
public undertaking, it should show
some leniency to this category in the
matter of promotion also. Formerly,
when Shri Jagjivan Ram was the Rail-
way Minister, he saw to it that in the
matter of employment, scheduled
castes and scheduled tribes candidates
were given the special consideration.
Now it is not being done. 1 request
the hon. Railway Minister 1o pay spe-
cial attention to these matters.

I would like to point out that the
trains that pass through the Assam
State ure mostly during nights with
the result that these trains are not be-
ing used much by the people of
Assam.  Very few people could avail
of travelling in the night trains in
Assam, 1 request the Railway Minis-
ter to revise the timings of these trains
in sush a way that at least some of
these trains pass through in the day
time also. I request the hon. Minis-
ter also to see that at least some addi-
tional trains be introduced looking to
the convenience of the *“Muzdoors™
from Bihar to Assam travelling every
year from October to May.

There are some small States lke
Nagaland, Tripura, and Manipur where
there is not a single railway line. In
the Lushal and Garo Hills as well as
Khasi Hills, there are mineral resour-
ces like coal, lime and all that. But,
due 1o lack of conveyance, neither the
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private industrialist nor the Govern-
ment of India intends to put in any
industry here. Unless there is some
transport facility available in this
area, noboedy will come forward to
start an industry there. This is the
only State where tea ana jute alone
cap bring foreign exchange and Assam
alone produce 50 per cent of the total
yield of tea in the whole of India
These used to be transourted by river
navigation. Because of conflict with
Palkistan, this could not be made use
of. Tea is the only foreign exchange
earning commodity which should be
easily transported. From this point
of view, I say that irain facility is
very important there,

In this connection, | wgain repeat
that there are private railway lines
run by the private people.  Afler
independence, these private companies
should not be allowed to run these
lines and make a profit. As already
pointed out by another hon, lady
Member, I request the hon. Railway
Minister to see whether these com-
panies are taken over by the Rail-
ways.

Mr. Chairman: The hon. Member's
time is up.

Shri Basumatari: Coming to cater-
ing, I should say that we get very
nice food while travelling from Cai-
cutta to Delhi But, on the Assam
side, the food served by :he railway
contractors is of very poor quality.
I request the hon. Minister to sec
whether the catering by the private
parties can now be taken over by the
Railway Department. From Barauni
to Assam, catering is done by private
contractors, I request the Railwayv
Ministry to take over the catering
from Gauhati to Delhi in the Assam
Mail and they should sce that they
give good food to the pasengers. An-
other paint that I would like to touch
upon is this. At Barauni Station, it is
very difficult to get accommodation in
the trains as transit passengers. Here,
I find that the hon. Ministers are not
listening to me.
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Mr, Chairman: They are discussing
your point.

Shri Basumatari: Tickels are sold
on payment of bribes at Barauni Sta-
tion. The other day I myself slong
with other passengers noticed this. I
found a member of staff demanding
Rs. 10 each for ticket. The moment
I went there the employee came to
me and apologised for this,

Mr. Chairman: Now the hon. Mem-
ber must conclude,

Shri Basumatarl: I never discuss
about corruption. Corruption is a
very wide term and it is of a national
character. This must be wiped out.
When Servashri Ram Subhag Singh
and S. K. Patil are there, I am sure
that they will look to this thing and
see that this is wiped out at least from
the Railways. They shou'd see that
corruption in matters like selling of
ticket on exira payment at Barauni
Station must go. Here it is very diffi.
cult to get accommodation in the con-
necting train. People coming over to
Delhi find it difficult to get accommo-
dation at Barauni Station. Therefore,
1 request the hon. Ministers to see thar
eorruption is not there with regard to
sale of tickets and »raviding accom-
modation at Barauni Station to the
transit passengers.

Shri Krishnapal Singh (Jalesar):
Dr. L. M. Singhvi rightly raised the
point that the construction of new
lines should be done on some regular
basis. They should nof e constructed
in a haphazard manner or under the
influence of some people. Some Mem-
bers have pointed out that the State
of Madhya Pradesh and the State of
Orissa need new railway lines. I
quite sgree that in important States
which need development or in areas
where there is plenty of minerals or
mines, a railway line ig badly re-
quirad.

As regards Bundelkhand, one of the
hon. Members suggested that Satna
should be connected with Panna and
Chatrapur. 1 would like to suggest,
since T know that area very well, that
a line from Harpalpur to Saina would
be very useful,

What I would like to say is that the
criteria for constructing new railway
lines should be first defence, then
development, and then the conveni-
ence of passengers including pilgrims.

Now, I come to the most importiant
part of my speech. I wish to raise
the point about the Barhan-Etah line.
This line was constructed a few years
back, and as I mentioned earlier, it was
constructed under certain influences.
Barhan was not the right place for
beginning the line. Either Tundla or
Jalesar Road should have been select-
ed. The proposal had been pending
for quite g number of years, and
nobody ever heard that the line would
be taken from Barhan; either Tundla
or Jalesar Road was always suggested.
Somehow or other, I understand that
it was due to local political influences,
the Ministry or the Rallway Board
agreed to begin the line at Barhan
with the result that it went by a very
circuitous route to Jalesar and from:
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Jalesar to Etah. The result is that
the passengers who travel by that line
take four to five hours from Tundle
to reach Etah whereas if there had
been a direct line it would not have
taken them more than one hour or
*one and a half hours. There is very
little goods traffic at present on that
line and there are very few bona fide
passengers. And the greatest fault
‘was to have ended the line at Etah.

What I want to propose, strictly
speaking, is not a new construction
or a new railway line. What 1 would
Tequest the Ministry to do is to ex-
‘tend this line either to Kasganj or
‘Kayamganj in order to complete that
work. If it is not extended it will
never serve a useful purpose.

Practically all the officials and non-
wfficials and organisations in the dis-
triet have recommended this work,
and T understand that the Collector
‘has written several letters. The Zilla
Parishad, the municipal boards of
Etah and Kasganj and other people
also have submitted representations.
All the traders also want to have the
line extended. In fact, the line can-
not serve any useful purpose unti] it
is joined either to Kasganj or to
Kayamganj, Besides, from the stra-
tegic point of view also, it will he
very important to construct the line
from Etah to Kasganj because it
would mean that there will be a di-
rect route, a8 broad gauge connection
from Agra o Kasganj and Bareilly
and then to the border. As you know,
Agra is very important because there
is a big cantonment there; besides, it
has also got a big depot from which
stores have got to be supplied to the
forward areas, and we need a direct
route. At present there is only a
‘melre gauge line from Agra to Bareil-
ly and then to Kothagudem: it takes
& very long time to reach that way.
Sooner or later, 1 hope sooner than
later, a broad gauge line will have
to be constructed from Kasganj
fo Kothagudem or some other place
in order to transport troops and
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stores, military defence stores etc,
therefore that route is so  important

that the railway line from Barhan to
Etah should be extended to Kasganj or
Kayamganj. This is an extremely
important proposal. I attach so
much importance to it, I do not know
why the Ministry has been delaying
it. If it is because they want some
Member of their own Party to come
here in my place . . .

An hon. Member: No, no,

Shri Krishnapal Singh: . . .if thai
is the only impediment, I do not know
what my Party will think of it, but
I will gladly make room for someonc
whom the Ministry wants, provided i
gives the assurance that this line wil
be extended within the next four o-
flve years. Without that neither can
Etah district develop properly nor
can troops and stores for defence
purposes be taken by a shorler route.
They will have to be taken through
a longer route, the metre gauge line,
and passengers are put to great in-
convenience. Soron is one of the
well known pilgrim centres where
lakhs of pilgrims come every year.
Unless this line is extended to Kas-
ganj, all these pilgrims will cunltinue
to be put to a lot of inconvenience.
I, therefore, ‘iope that the Ministry
will consider this proposal seriously
and extend the line from Etah to
Kasganj or Kaimganj.

The second point which I wanted
to make is with regard to stopping
trains at small railway stations which
are located in or near recruiting
areas. As you know, the defence
personnel cannot always get leave;
when they do, they are in a hurr;
to get to their homes because their
leave is limited and they cannot
afford to was'e time in journey.
Therefore, if none of the fast trains
stop at these small stations where re-
cruiting centres are located—most of
the people recruited to the army are
drawn from villages—they will lose
quite a portion of their leave in try-
ing to reach their destinations an:

then back to duly after the leave.
Ome of the railway stations which I
would like to mention is Bhadan on
the Northern Railway. 1 have al-
ready written to the Railway Minis-
try in this connection. Unfortun-
ately, in their reply they say that it
is mot paying, there is not a sufficient
number of passengers. But they have
missed the main point which is that
the requirements of defence personnel
should be given a little consideration
and they should be allowed this
facility. I would suggest that the
Railway Ministry should get in touch
with the Defence Ministry ond get o
list of the railway stations located in
or near recruiting areas and arrange
for the stoppage of one or two of the
important fast trains, if nol all, at
The welfare directo-
rate in the Army Headquarters or

-some other organisation ought to be

able to supply a list of such railway
stations.

Catering has been criticised by a
number of members here. I was onc
of those who was in favour of the
railway taking up. catering, I thought
that they would be able to provide
cheaper and better food to the passen-
gers. But after having some expe-
rience of railway catering and the
functioning of other governmental
commercial undertakings, I have
come lo the conclusion thal il is not
for Government, at least not for our
Government, to enter into the com-
mercial fleld. I will give a typical
example. though this dves not con-
cern the railway minisiry. The other
day someone, who is interested in
gardening, telephoned to the Indian
Agriculiural  Research Institute here
and asked whether he could purchasc
some grape vines, He was told that it
was too late but for the next year
he was asked to apply in May or
June in order to be able to get some
plant in February. This is the typi-
cal way of governments doing things,
when they run a commercial under-
taking. If one has to go to a shop

* and purchase gome article, he would

* not write to them six months before
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he wants it. If they want 1o run
undertakings on a commercial basis,
this is not the way. The same thing
is about sceds corporation or any
other corporation run by the govern-
ment, any commercial organisation
run by the government. That is
what is happening in the catering
department. The employees and of-
ficers and the staff of this department
consider themselves as masters; they
du not care for the passengers, though
there are a few exceptions and they
are very good, and do care. But
must of them consider themselves as
masters of the kitchen c¢ar. If a per-
=on is late, they say ‘Bandh Ho Gaya';
we eannnl do anvthing and the only
thing they do is to streich their legs
on ihe dining tables and Jounge. It
never used to happen so long as
calering was done by the contractors.
I have travelled in dining cars on a
number of occasions, Even at odd hours
when a passenger went there, he was
ireated with characteristic courtesy.
There was always some one to serve
o casual guest. Now of course the
doors are banged and they are told
‘Nai Sasb, Band Hp Gaya'. This is
the attitude. Therefore, 1 suggest
that the soomer the railways transfer
the catering to contractors, the bet-
ter because then people will get bet-
ter food and will be better looked
after. This kind of attitude will not
do good to anybedy. It is not for
the government, I would repeat once
more, to run commercial orgenisa-
tions.

I want to say a word about over-
crowding, Everybody knows that even
first class compartments are over-
crowded and people travelling in
third clase have to travel in a wvery
uncomfortable manner, Surely, there
is not sufficient accommodation in the
number of trains that we have at
present. Unless fresh trains are run,
third class passengers will not be
able to travel comfortably. Some-
body suggested that the three-tler
rpaches should be abolished. 1 quite
agree. They are not meant for
human beings. Two-tiers are accept-
able. Now, as [ mentioned, even first
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cluss  becomes overcrowded.  The

Toofan Express is an important train
and it used to have two first class
carriages, one to Barauni and an-
other to Calcutta. One of them has
now been discontinued because they
want to make room for third class
passengers. A very pood reasom,
All the same, first class compurtments
have become so overcrowed now that
they are almost as bad as third class
carrigges.

Once last year 1 had to travel
by passenger train  tp Aligarh
from Delhi. We started from here

and just two or three stations beyond
Shadhara some student started enter-
ing the first class compartment and 1
had to bolt my compartment. Afier
proceeding a few stations further, the
train came to a stop. When I en-
quired through the window why the
train had slopped, they said thal it
was the usual case. Studenis want
to get down and therefore they stop
trains whenever they want. This
hapnens not only on one  Qeain, Tt
happens  frequently between Agra
and Tundla. wherever studentg travel
It is very difficult for the railways
perhaps to check this; they are afraid
sometimes  and also because  some-
times the boys are the sons of the
railway staff. But even if they are
not, they are not inclined to hear or
listen to what the railway staff say.
1 have suggested this before, and 1
repeal it again, that it will be better
to have special compartments, spe-
cial carriages, for students in these
ureas—special carriages which are of
a better type than the ordinary third
class carriages. Then probably there
may be some control. Otherwise, as
at present. they can hardly be con-
trolled, I hope the Railway Ministry
will take this into consideration.

Another important point  which |
would like to raise is in regard to
developing agricultural department
in the Railway Ministry. The railway
has thousands znd thousands of acres
of land, and the way the land is lving
idle, bsrren, is almost criminal,
These d*ys when we are so hard up
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for food—I have suggested this before
and T repsal it—it is time that the
railways had their owpn agricultural
department Ly make use of all the land
which is lying idle. In Mathura
ulone there are saveral hundreds of
acres of land which are not put to
any use. Surely the railway being
so solvent can afford to develop that
lund and have wells and tubewells
and other irvigation [acilities, and
they can certninly grow food on the
land. If they do not want to do it
themselves, then it is better that they
let it out to tepants. Even along the

railway track between Agra and
Mathura, there are strips of land
which can be used, There is low-
I¥ing land on which we can grow

plenty of rice or plenty of sugarcane.
When we are so hard put for food-
stuff and [odder, it is really unfor-
tunate to see thousands and thousands
of acres lving waste. 1 suggest to
the Railway Ministry that they should
take up this questlon seriously and
eharld atarl making use of  their
vacant land.

As pepards stafl, qoite a lol has been
suid. 1T would only like to raise one
or two points, The first one is with
regard to engine drivers, especially
engine drivers working on the goods
train, I understand thal some of the
drivers are made 1o work overtime
and they get overtime allowances,
hut they do not like it, and the only
way in which they can aveid being
put on extra duty is by reporting
sick. Quile a number of them obtain
fietitious medical certificates and
evade doing overtime work. So, it
will be better if the railways employ
sufficient number of drivers and have
some sort of reserve as thevy have in
the grmy  and  the defence forces,
which can be given work when the
normal staff cannot cope with it

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: The hon.
Member's time is up.
Shri Krisknapal Smgh: It is nol

proper that people who are unwilling
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to work should be made to work in
this manner,

The last point which I would like
to raisc is this craze for speed. I
appreciate those who want to save
time, but then, it is not in the interests
of safety to go on increasing the
speed blindly. We must pay first consi-
deration to safety. We have noticed in
the last few months or so. so many
accidents in aeroplanes. Once ¥you
increase speed and there are acci-
dents, there will be more casualties;
there is no doubt about jt. If the
speed is slower, then there will not
be so many casualties. If an aero-
plane meets with an accident, there
are very few survivors. Similarly,
if you go on raising the speed of
trains without taking proper precau-
tions, and if there are accidents, there
is bound to be a lot of casualties.
Therefore, before they make up their
mind to incremse the speed of the
trains, they should take every care
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to see that the safety of the passen-
pgers will be given proper considera-
tion.
