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MOTION ON THE PRESIDENT'S
ADDRESS--comtd.

8hri A. 8. Alva (Mangalore): Mr,
Speaker, Sir, the President, in his Ad-
dress, has highlighted the jmportant
events of the year and has chalked
out what the Gevernment is going to
do in future.

In the first place, he has rightly
puid a compliment in our late Prime
Minister who dischurged his dutles
during the 18 munthy he was Prime
Minister with firmness and tact and
raised the prestige of our coumtry. As
a matter of fact, when cur couniTy
was invaded he tobk the bold decislon
that it was our duly t¢ see that +he
aggressor was repulsed, and he also
taught the aggresscr a lesson not to
repeat such a thing in future. Tt was
a slrong action on his part, and the
results have really justified it ana
shown that we are not behind anybody
in defending our country. The com-
pliment he has pald %o our jawans who
made it possible for ug to raise our
heads. was really a gracious one,

But when the proper time came, he
alsp thought that, llving as we were
by the side of Pakistan, there was no
use in persisting in our efforts at
‘mutual slaughter, and that it the cli-
mate wasg there, it was but proper that
there should be a lasting peace. On
account of that and the good offices
of the Soviet Prime Minister, Mr.
Kosygin. the Tashkent Agreement whs
drawn up. It is really a crowning
glory of our late Prime Minister which
hat enhanced the preslige of our
country. But unfortunately he did
not return to his own land. That was
really a tragedy in which the whole
world lamented

The President has also highlighted
the dificultirs which we are facing
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in the matter of food. Of course,
various statements have becn made
that in foreign countries lots of peo-

ple are feeling for us, they are
callecting food for India, and our
prestige has gone down. That cer-

tainly is not a carrect view of the
situation. As g matter of fact, India
never begged for food If other
countries feel that any part of the
world is short of food and if they try
to do their best in collecting some-
thing and sending to us, it only shows
how one countrv reacts to another
If there is flood or scarcitly, It is the
duty of any othm* country to rush
succour: there is nothing darogalory
in that. The Food Minister has told
us that there is no question o our
begging for food. % : should not
rpeak about imports with two voices

If we have not adequale food, we
have to import. ‘There is nothing
wrong in it; we pay for it. The cri-
ticism against food Imports is mnot

justified. It ix of course the duty of
the Government to see that there is
more production of foodgrains as well
ag cquitable distribution. The zonal
system was criticised; it has Its defects
and its advaniages. We have also to
reallse that food is a State subject,
it is not easy to have one central
food policy without the concurrence
of the States.” Unfortunately now the
surplus States dwindled their figures
angd say that they are deficit. We can
understand that because the. also
have to face their own people whe
become reative if foodgraine move
nut. The centra] government should
tel] the States that it is the duly of
the urplus ones to surrender to the
deficit ones.  After all, it ia not only
toodgrains: there are other things for
which stntes have to depend upom
onp another. So, the Btatea should
confer among themselves and bring
about uniformity of policy. The Food
Minister has promised a review and
1 feel that larger zones would be
self-sufficient and it is exvected that
everything will be all right At the
same time we have realired that there
ix a shortage of fertilizers and govern-
ment has several schemes for this
purpose  Recently a Jepanese team
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went round the country and came to
Mangalore also to find out it it could
sollaborate with the public sector or
the private sector to start fertillzer
factorics, Government must take an
early decision on entering into com-
mercial] agreements for collaboration
for establishment of factories in the
public or private sector. There should
not be much distinction now because
the nation lacks food and it is our
duty to develop food production, The
President also has correctly apprised
Parliament that adequate assistance
is also given 1o private industries. As
far as the actua) ryots are c "
it is necessary that those who are
growing graings must be given remu=-
nerative prices. Only thls morning
there was a question that foodgrains
are rotting in Punjab. Al] the food-
grains were purchased by merchants
at controlled rates; they wany more
prices now to sell them outside the
State, That only shows how these
ryots are made to part with thelr
grains at cheap prices. Government
should prevent this; otherwise it is
difficult for the farmer to produce
more foodgrains; they wil] change
ever to cash crops where they can
easily make more money. Govern-
ment must also control the prices of
esscntial commodities. A committee
has been appointed but the report
has not yet come. Unless the prices
of essential commodities are fixed, it
will be difficult to fix only the price
of foodgraine. The price of things go
up enormously. Govermnent should
pee that as far gs possible we start
intensive agricultural production. It
in said that in Japan production per
acre is four times over; in China
twice over. Why is it so low in
India? Soil tests should be conduct-
ed on a large scale so that proper
fertilisers could be wused depending
upon the nature of the =nil at differ-
ent places, Lot of justified criticism
is levelled againsg the Covernment
The farmer should be initiated and
told the correst king of fertiliser to
be used. The community development

and extension schemes have not done
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the desired thing that they were
expected to do. The extension officer
and the village guide who come there
come with an air of superiority as
though the farmer knows nothing and
go on lecturing; nobody is in a mind
to listen to them. [t they could con-
vince the farmer about the necessity
of modern implements or fertilisers,
he will listen. Otherwise all this
advice will be of no use. Govern-
ment is trying to do their best to see
that the farmers are rehabilitated
Cooperatives are coming forward to
help them. I am sure the food situs-
tion will certainly improve ang our ex-
pected target of 125 million tons by the
end of the fourth Plan will not remain
only on paper but also in practice.

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Shrl Linga Reddy (Chikballapur):
Sir, I rise to extend my whole-
hearted support to the motlon of
thanks for the President's Address.
The President's Address, coming as
it does on the eve of the completion
of the third plan and the commence-
ment of the fourth plan, catalogues
the very important achievements.
There are achievements of the last
year; I wish there were the achieve-
ments of the entire third plan cover-
ing all the five years.

There is reference to the sad
demise of our beloved Prime Minister,
Lal Bahadur Shastri. He was a great
administrator, a great patriot, who
sacrificed his life at the alter of his
motherland. He was responsible for
our achievement in war and In peace
also his achicvement is no less Impor-
tant. The Tashkent Declaration, for
which he has been responsible, Is a
crowning success. It Is a great land-
mark in the history of rclations bet-
ween Pakiston and India. 1t is the
greatest harbinger of peace and
tranquility between our two coun-
tries. May Lal Bahadur Shastri's soul
rest in peace and the Tashkent Dec-
laration bring everlasting peace bet-
ween these two countries. The pres-
tige of India has risen very high after
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the recent hostilitiee and achievement
of peace. Our jawans have given a
good gccount of themselves. Other
countries were waiting for an oppor-
tunity to see India lowering its head,
but that was not to be. We have
been so magnificently successful both
in war and in peace,

In our foreign policy of peaceful
co-existence and nen-alignment we
have been very successful The time
has come when other countries are
appreciating our policy to a very
great extent. What we have achiev-
ed.on the war front, we have to
achieve on the food front also. It is
very unfortunate that rains have
falleq throughout the country—north
and south. Except in a few States,
in the majority of States there is a
iotal failure of crops. In Mysore,
wherefrom I come, the position is
very grim and grave. Out of 21
districts, 16 districts have lost their
crops entirely. Foodgrains have to be
rushed to them and relief works have
to be taken on a large scale. There
is no drinking water either for the
people or for the cattle. There is no
fodder also for the cattle. No doubt
foodgrains are being supplied now and
then to the State which happens to
be marginally deficit in food but they
are not sufficlent. The State Govern-
ment is thinking of introducing
rationing in Bangalore, KGF area and
other important cities with more than
1 lakh population. Unfortunately the
foodgrains sent by the Centre are
not suffclent. They would require
about 20,000 tonnes of rice -every
month. Our Food Minister has been
kind enough to say that sufficient
quantitles of wheat will be sent, but
with regard to rice, the same assur-
ance was not forthcoming. Tt is very
necessary that sufficient money and
foodgrains should be rushed to the
rescue of the State to supply food-
gralns and start relief works in the
famine-affected areas. Foodgrains are
supplied informally now, and they are
introduelng informal ratiening in
some the towns. Put In rural
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areas, where the crops have failed
entlrely, only a few pallas of wheat
are supplied. More fairprice shops
have to be opened and sufficient food-
graing have to be supplied to them.

For food production, we have been
so far paying attention only to major
and medium irrigation schemes and
not sufficient attention to minor irrl-
gation. In Mysore, there are as many
as 40,000 tanks. Jf works are taken
up for repairing and restoring them,
not only will it provide relief work
for the unemployed people in the
scarcity stricken areas, but they
would be of great value {rrigationally
also for food production.

It is not possible to have medium
and major irrigation projects alone in
al] places. Irrigation well programme
can be very usefully taken up in these
arid zones, As such money as pos-
sible should be made available for the
irrigation wel] programme in these
famine-stricken areas, so that they
can be a source of rellef work during
the famine time and help in increas-
ing food production also. '

The Programme Evaloation Organi-
sation of the Planning ~Commission
has given a report with regard to the
use of irrigatlon potential created
under the major irrigation works.
Though heavy sums have been invest-
ed, with regard to bringing into
fruition, with regard to bringing land
under the plough, the irrigation
potential that hag been createq under
the medium and major irrigation
programmes is very poor. It iz very
necessary that our food department
should pay sufficient attention to this
aspect of the matter.

With regard to famine relief the
Government on the last occasion had
publisheq a paper that committees
are belng set up at the Centre and
also at the State level No doubt a
cell has been set up here at the
centra] level. But in the States also
1 wish some femine relief board or
committee is set up so that it may
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relief cell at the centre and the
famine relief work may be co-ordi-
nated.

With regard to food production
programme also, at the centre we
have a co-ordination board for agri-
culture and irrigation. But at the
State leve] the food portfolio is in
the hands of ordinary ministers and
not in the hands of the Chief Minis-
ter. Though on a number of occa-
sions suggestions are being made that
the food portfolio should be handled
here at the centre by the Prime
Minister and in the States by the
Chief Minigter, that idea has not besn
paid sufficient attention at all. At the
Btate level it is better that some co-
ordination is brought about of the
agriculture ministry, co-operation
ministry ang the community develop-
ment ministry and the food portfolio
Is handled by the Chief Minister so
that the agricultural production pro-
gramme may be coordinated in an
effective manner and more attentlon
Is paid to it.

With regard to the allocation of
steel plant, though Hospet has been
recommended by a committee set up
by the Government of India some-
time ago as the best place, no action
has been taken on that. On the other
hand, attention is diverted and some
other place is being thought of. It
is very necessary that the Central
Government pays its earnest attention
to this aspect of the matter and
locates the steel plant at Hospet.

About railway lines, I have been
urging tlme and again that the
Bangalore-Chikballapur narrow gauge
line which Is now running st a loss
may be converted into a metre or a
broad gauge line. There is heavy
traffic, it is a long route and it is in
the aorid zone. No gaction has been
taken on that request. T request
once agein that the Governmemt may
pay sufficlent attention to this aspect
also,
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My hon. friend, Shri Shinkre was
saying that the Goa merger problem
is there and al] that With regard
to the Goa merger problem a decision
has already been taken that for a ten-
year period . ..

Shri Shinkre: Who mys? Has it
been declared in Parliament? The
late Prime Minister said that they
should decide it through elections in
December,

8hri Linga Reddy; On that ques-
tion, no less a person than the late
Prime Minister had: mesde a statement
and, also, the Congress organisation
had taken a decision that for a period
of ten years the stutus quo would be
maintained. '

Shri Bhinkre: They only take decl-
sions to malntain status quo.

Shri Linga Reddy: With these
words, Sir, I support the motion of
thanks to the President for the
Address that he delivered to both the
Houses of Parliament.
