Progress of Rajasthan Canal Project

*185. SHRI S. S. SOMANI:

SHRI M, KALYANASUNDA-
RAM:

Will the Minister of AGRICUL-
TURE AND IRRIGATION be pleased
to lay a statement showing:

(a) what are the details regarding
the amount which was sanctioned for
the Rajasthan Canal Project in 1857;

(b) the details regarding its pro-
gress, stage by stage till mow; and

(¢) how many times the project has
been revised?

THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL-
TURE AND IRRIGATION (SHRI
SURJIT SINGH BARNALA): (a) to
(c). A statement is laid on the Table
of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c). A project estimate for
Rajasthan Canal envisaging  utilising
only the flow supplies in the rivers
Ravi and Beas was administartively
approveq for Rs. 66.46 crores in 1957.
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Non-perennial irrigation to an area
of 3.98 lakh hectares and perennial
to 2.89 lakh hectares was provided
and the canals in Rajasthan were
kept unlined. With the signing of
the Indus Waters Treaty, 1860, the
waters of the three Eastern Rivers
were allocated for exclusive use by
India and more water could be avail-
able for use on Rajasthan Canal by
construction of conservation stora-
ges on rivery Ravi and Beas. Ac-
cordingly the project was revised in
1963 to a cost of Rs. 139 crores for
providing perennial irrigation to an
area of 11.65 lakh hectares. The Ra-
jasthan Main Canal only was to be
lined. To conserve huge losses from
the unlined canal system it was de-
cided to line the branches, distribu-
taries and minors angd the project was
revised in 1970 for providing irrigation
to an area of 12.54 lakh hectares with
the same quantum of water. Tak-
ing also the increase in cost of labour
and material the project was estima-
ted to cost Rs. 208 crores. The pro-
ject was again updateq for cost esca-
lation in 1975 to Rs. 831 crores. This
project estimate is yet to be finally
sanctioned.

SHRI VASANT SATHE: This Raj-
asthan Canel 1s very jmportant for
the whole country because when this
canal 1s completed, it will make Raj-
asthan a granary and will be able to
supply food to the whole nation apart
from providing land and employment
to lakhs of people in that part. Once,
we had thought of making this sche-
me a part of peoples’ movement sche-
me, land army ete, I would like to
know whether Government has in
mind any plan of utilising human
power particularly of youth in the
process of at least digging where
simple carth work is required. Whe-
ther Governneni ig thinking of tak-
ing the help of even international
agencies like the World Bank for
such project in order to expedite the
completion of the Rajasthan canal.

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA:
My hon. friend has complicated the
question himself by saying that ear-
lier some youth movement was initia-
ted 1 do not know what happeneqd lo
that movement and that land army.
Probably, no land army was ever
used on that land, This canal passes
through the most difficuli terrain in
the country. It 1z a desert area and
there 1s no habitation. Water 1s very
scarce in a large part of this area and
taking youth from colleges and un-
employed youth to that place to dig
the canal would not be possible. Even
to take the labour is very difficult.
We have to provide labour colonies.
water food ete., for the labour. In
such difficult conditions, it would not
be possible to suggest as my hon.
friend has suggested, to involve any
youth organisation in jt.
