(a) whether wheat farming is being 
popularised in Andhra Pradesh;

(b) if so, with what result; and
(c) whether any rice or millet grow­

ing area has been diverted to wheat 
growing?

THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL­
TURE AND IRRIGATION (SHRI 
SURJIT SINGH BARNALA): (a)
Yes, Sir, Though wheat is not an 
important crop in Andhra Pradesh, it. 
is getting popular ytfttr by year.

(b) The area under wheat in the 
State has increased from 13,800 hec­
tares in 1967-68 to 26,30o hectares in
1975-76. Similarly, the production of 
wheat has increased from 2,700 ton­
nes to 21,500 tonnes during the same 
period. However, both area and pro­
duction of wheat in the State declined 
to 23,800 hectares atl|i 14,600 tonnes 
respectively, during 1970-77, owing to 
unfavourable weather conditions.

(c) The increase in wheat area in 
Andhra Pradesh is mostly due to in­
crease in gross cropped area.
