Appraisal Report, you will come across a
contgary picture. By the end of the 6th.
Five Year Plan, out of Plan  allocation of
Rs. 240733 crores for this Ministry, only a -
sum of Rs. 190'7] crores would have been
spent, leaving balance of Rs. 49°60 crores,
This substantiates my contention  that the
plan targets of this Ministry are not  likely
to be achieved, particularly when there is-
shortfall in expenditure,

1 would give another illustration in this
regard. By the end of 1984-85, high power
T.V, transmitters are to be commissioned in

delivered
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26 cities and similarly low power TV trans-
mitters are to be commissioned in 116 cities.
In Tamil Nadu, one high power TV trans-
mitter at Kodaikanal and low power
transmitters at  Tiruchirapalli, Salem,
Thaniavur/Kiambakonam, Coimbatore,
Neiveli . and in  Pondicherry arec to be
installed by  the end of 1984-85. As the
hon, Member belonging to ruling party from
Tamil Nadu, who - preceded me,
out, the sluggish pace of work in
these items of work in Tamil Nadu ° has to
be explained by the hon.  Minister in his
reply to the debate. No effective steps have
been taken in Kodaikanal and no
preliminaries have also been initiated
so far in other  citics where low power
TV  transmitters are to be installed.
Naturally onc is constrained to comment
that by the end of 1984-85 the targets
of this Ministry are not likely to be
achieved, [ request that the hon. Minisier
should bestow his personal attention to
expedite these works in Tamil Nadu.

Coming now to newspapers, the Central

' G vernment’s advertisements are not being
given to  regional language newspapers.
Even if in some cases they are  given, the
rates for such advertisements are compara-
tively lower for such small regional language
and English newspapers as compared to the
rates given to leading English dailies of the
country. For example, the rate given to
The Hindu are very much higher as com-
pared to the rates given to small regional
language newspapers, The hon. Minister
of Information and Broadcasting should

re-examine this issuc and ensure fair treat-
ment to the small regional language  pews-
papers. If this is not dome, then he is

liable to the charge that he is allowing ~the
rich newspapers to become richer and richer
with the help of public money.

The Publications Division of the
Ministry has brought out 89 volumes of
Collected Works of Mahatma Gandhi in
English and 76 in Hindi. Similarly, under
the **Builders of Modern India’ series  the
Division has so far published 57 titles in
English and 36 titles in Hindi. But the
Annual Report of the Ministry does not
give the information as to their publication
in any of the regional languages, 1 want
to know from the hon,  Minister in  what

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regional languages they have been publizthed
so far.

Sir, the All India Radio ahd the Door
Darshan give prominence to new  20-Point
Programme and the achievements of the
Central Government. I do not object to
the importance being given to the
pronouncements of our hon. Prime Minister.
You can do that any number of times.
But, at the same time, it must be ensured
that the achivements of the State Govern-
ments, whether they belong 10 the Congress
(1) Party or to the Opposition  Parties, are
also given some place of importance in the
scheme of AIR and Door Darshan. Ths
hon, Minister of Information must look into
this and do the needful,

In the southern districts of Tamil Nadu,
the telecast from Sri Lanka, which is known

as ROOP VAHINI, dominates the scene,
After a few years, if you ask the young
boys and girls in these areas as to  who is
the Prime Minister of India, pat will come

the answer that Shri  Prema Dasa is  the
Prime Minister of India, You know, Sir,
he is the PM of Sri Lanka, Similarly, to
the guestion as to who is the President of
India, the reply from them will be  Shri
Jayawardhene. There is imperative necessity
for changing this trendi. This can be dons
only by expediting the installation of  high
power transmitter at Kodaikanal and by
extending TV coverage to Ramanathapuram
district, According to the Engineers of
Madras Door Darshan, even the high power -
transmitter at Kodaikanal will not reach
Ramanathapuram district, which is close to
Sri Lanka. The hon. Minister should not
only ensure the early commissioning of
transmission centre at Kodaikanal but also
its coverage to' Ramanathapuram district te
counter ROOP VAHANI from Sri Lanka,

Sir, the commercial broadcasts from Sri
Lanka reach all the corners of the country
The Ali India Radio at Madras and at
Tiruchirapplli also have commercial broad-
casts. Unfortunately, the commercial broad-
cast from Madras cannot be heared in
Tirucbirappalli and that from Tiruchirapplli
cannot be heard in Madurai, leave alone
the peovle of Ramapathapuram district,
This needs immedjno rectification, The
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hon., Minister should see that high frequency
sets are installed in our Stations,

This Ministry is entrusted  with the
onerous task of giving publicity to the news.
For example, whether it is success of defeat
for the ruling party, the announcement  of
election results should never be delayed,
The election results must anyway be
announced soocer or later. The AIR must
give precedence to election results, I refer
to this because we have had the opportunity
of hearing election results from B,B,C. first
and later from AIR. Why should we humi-
liatc ourselves in this manner ? The timely
announcewent of etection results goes a long
way in  enhancing the prestige of the
communication media. 1 want - that the
hon. Minister of Information and  Broad-
casting will examine this afresh
necessary inetructions in this regard.

What is not good for Tamil people is also
not good for others, This must also be
Iooked into by the Hon, Minister,

After a particular time the TV audience
in Mdras and elsewhere i3 compelled to see
the National Programme telecast from Delhi,
I have no objection to the national pro-
gramme. I do not confine my remarks only
to Madras; it is applicable to all other regions
also. I suggest that there should be two
channels on TV, Whoever wants to see the

National Programme, let them see; other -

can switch over to the other channel and
enjoy whatever they want to see, Similarly.
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I want that the hon, Minister should
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the films in regional languages should be
televised at regular intervals, The films in
14 languages should have equal opportunity
over the Door Darshan. The Tamil people
living in Delhi pine for seeing a Tamil film
which is televised probably once in a year.
More frequently the regional language films

- should be televised over national TV net-

work. i

I would not like to advocate censoring
of news. But on occasions it seems that
censoring of news has to be done in national
interest. Recently our hon. Defence Minise
ter in a public meeting in Tiruchirapalli
stated that some people are insisting that
India should invade Sri Lanka, They do
not know the implications of such an action.
If we pay need to their advice, then it is
likely that a super-Power may be compelled
to invade India, This gives the impression
that the hon. Defence Minister has bent his
knuckles before American Imperialism - I
would say that he has surrendered himself
to the American authoritarianism. Here
censoring has saved him from unpleasant
reactions all over the country., But in Sri
Lanka you come across statements that even
if 10 Indias attack Sri Lanka, Sri Lanka
cannot be moved by an inch, This is being
stated in Sri Lankan Parliament. In our
Parliament we have imposed the restriction
of not saying anything which is tantamount
to interference in the affairs of a foreign
nation. But Sri Lanka gives the widest
publicity of its stand and also the stand of
India among the comity of nations. Shri
Jayawardhene, the President of Sri Lanka
compares the situation in the Punjab and in
Sri Lanka, We should endeavour to explain
to foreign countries, what is the situation in
the Punjab. The foreign countries must be
disabused of the partisan news being fed by
Sri Lanka. I want the hon Minister of In-
formation and Broadcasting to look into this
and take effective steps,

The hon. Member who préceded me
wanted that the sitting of Lok Sabha and
the sitling of a State Assembly must be tele-
vised. The Government’s Address to both
the Houses in Tamil Naduo and the Finance
Minister's Budget Prescntation are being
televised. That system can be followed here
also. That will probably ensure greater
attendance of Members and will also lead to
better functioning of the House here. The
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President’s Address to both the Houses of
Parliament and the Fipance Minister’s pre-

sentation of General Budget should also be

telecast. Then the people of the country
will come to know how their representatives
are functioning in the highest representative
forum of the nation. With these words I
conclude my speech.

words on the Demands for the Grants of
the Ministry of Information and Broad-
casting,

The All India Radio and the Door
Darshan are giving prominence to new 20-
Poiat Programme and to the achievements
of the Government of India. We have the
federal system of demoracy working in our
country, 1t must be borne in mind that the
Staje Governments also are working for the
good of the common people. The achieve-
ments of the State Governments must also
find a place of importancc in the working
of AIR and Door Darshan. I do not object
to the prime importance being given to the
pronouncements of our hon. Prime Minister
Her commitinent to the good of the country
has to be highlighted by AIR and Door
Darshan. At the same time the Chief
Ministers of the States are also committed
to the good of the common people. For
example, the nutritious meals scheme being
implemented by our hon. Chief Minister
of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivar
Thiru MGR, whose entire life is a saga of
sacrifice and whose dedication to the com-
mon good is in no way lesser than that of
our hon. Prime Minister, should be given
importance by All India Radio and Door
Darshan. This nutritious meals scheme
has been commended by no less a person
than Mother Teresa, the living embodiment
of humanism in tke world The interna-
tional ¢xperts have acclaimed this scheme.
Yet our All India Radic and Television have
not considered it worthwhile to broadcast
the good features of this scheme.

Some months back the Chief Minister
of Andhra Pradesh was refused permission
to broadcast over AIR, A few years baek
even our Chief Minister, Dr, MGR was
refused such a permisson, Recently the
party affiliations of the Members who were
elected to Tamil Nadu lLegislative Council
were not annouced correcfly by the All
India Radio. Our Chief Minister brought
this to the notice of Informa.ion and Broad-
castirg Minister. It is unfortumate that
the names of South Indians arc not even
properly pronounced over All India Radio
and Television, This is not conducive for
inculcating the spirit of national integration.
The authorities must give adequate training

to the announcers and Broadcasters over
AIR in th_is matter,

Sir, the eommercial broadcast from
Madras AIR cannot be heard in the adjacent
clty Chenglepattu, The Tamil news broad-
cast from Delhi cannot be heard in Madras.
But the Tamil news broadcast from BBC,
Voice of America and from China can be
heard all over -the country. It is very
necessary to instal high frequency sets in
all our AIR stations.

Sir, the English newspaper called NEWS
TODAY is published from Madras.
This is a popular newspaper. - The
rate of Central advertisement given to this
newspaper 1S not even 50% of the rate of
similar Central advertisement being given
to The Hiodu which is also published from
Madras. I do not understand why thijs
kind of discrimination should be practised
by I and B Ministry between the big news-
papers and the small newspapers. Similarly,
the publicity advertisements from central
public sector  undertakings and from the
public sector banks are not being given
to the small newspapers. I demand that

-the small newspapers should slso  get the

same rate being given to large . newspapers
for central advertisements. The small news-
papers should also be given the advertise-
ments of central public sector undertakings
and from public sector banks. I have to
refer to another important issue. The
Central Government gives all incentives and
encouragement to the newspapers supporting
the ruling party’s policies and programmes.
This is also not good for the growth of
democracy in the country. The Centre
must end this kind of discriminatory
approach to the Fourth Estate of the
country.. All the newspapers, whether big
or small, belong to the Fourth Estate.

In my parliamentary constituency of
Periakulam, the high power TV Transmitter
is to be commissioned at Kodaikanal, The
work here is getting  inordinately delayed.
As an elected Member of this area, [ went
to the Office of Director here to  find out
the reasons for this delay, 1 am sorry to
say that ] was mnot given the elementary
courtesy of being given the reasons for this
delay. Some half-hearted reasons were
given to me. I wish that the Officers of the
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Government ar¢ more responsive to .the
representatives of the people. I want that
the work at Kodaikanal should be
expedited. Similarly the work of construc-
tion of AIR station at Madurai the next
biggest city in Tamil Nadu after Madras
should also be speeded up,

Sir, the censoring of films is net limited
to obscene depictions in films. The cen-

soring should be extended to wanton
destriction of public property, violence,
.kidnapping, looting of banks etc.  which

undermine the social values of our country,
Such censoring should also be extended to
newspapers given to spread of such news.
Indian film industry is topmost in the world,
with several hundreds of crores  of invést-
ment. Today the film industry is facing the
threat of video piracy- The film industry
must be saved by stopping the video piracy
through statutory means. In our country
the theatres are concentrated in metropolitan
cities and towns, The rural areas are
completely mneglected. I suggest the
constitution of a separate organisation  for
the construction of theatres in rural areas,
where 709, of our population lives. With
these words I conclude.

SHRI P. NAMGYAL (Ladakh) : Mr.
Chairman, I take this opportunity to
support tue Demands for Grants of the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting.
At the outset, I must congratulate the
Minister in charge and officers and staff of
Doordarshan and Akash Vani for giving
much improved programmes both in Door-
darshan and AIR, particularly so when for
the first time unprecedented expansion of
TV and radio has been taking place in such
a very short time.

As far as the Report of the Ministry
circulated to the Members is  concerned, it
will be seen that as many as 118 low power
transmitters are to be set up during the
current financial year and in  additional to
them, some high power TV transmitters as
well. Similarly, at present 89 per oent of
the population has been covered under the
radio and by the end of the Sixth Five
Year Plan some 95 per cent of the popula-
tion is proposed to be covered. This is not

Sir, I hundred per cent agree with
honourable Mr, Mool Chand Daga—he is
not here—about the radio coverage. We
found that Opposition  parties have been
given too much publicity boith over the
radio and on the TV, particularly in res-
pect of coverage of ncws. So, you will agree
with me that in such a case I feel coverage
should be given proportinate to the strength
of different parties in every respect. Most
of the time you will hardly find the coverage
of Ruling Party Members whether it is in
Parliament or outside, So, I request the
Minister in charge of this Ministry to  see

" to it that fair percentage of coverage should

be given to every party in proportion to
their strength in the House and  similarly
outside also,

Sir, I refer here  particularly to  the
news and other programmes which are
broadcast over Radio Kashmir in Sripnagar,
Radio Kashmirin Jammu and Radico

time, whether it is TV or radio coverage,
people feel that the radio there is only for
Dr. Farooq Abdullah and his Natoical Con-
fercnce Party and not for other Parties and
and people.

1 would like to mention something about
the T.V. and radio programmes of my
Constituency.

submission in this behalf is that the work
should be started right now.

The condition of equipments of the All
India Radio at Leh is not
horrible also.

The record player of the studio had
broken down a year back. The announcer
has to play record with the help of hand by
rotating the machine. This is
really unfortunate. No one takes care of
that situation,

Similarly, tape recorder which  usually
records peoples views, interviews and other
things, supplied to staff is also in  broken
condition. Sometime it does not work.
Sometimes it so happens that many impor-
1ant speeches of VIP are skippea  because
the machine does not work.

The building’s condition is also not
good.

Last year also I raised the issue of
latrine for-staff. I was told that some
temporary measure has been taken. What
did they do 7 They fixed ' four poles ata
place, dug out a pit, put some gunney bag
arouvud the poles. Samething as is done in an
army temporary camp has been done there.
It is really unfotunate. You have to see to
that immediately.

The All India Radio has a very weak -

medium wave  transmitter. -This cannot
cater to the entire region, in view of the
large area. During the day time it can
cater to distance wupto 30to 40 kms. |

PROF. N.G. RANGA (Guntur) : Mr.
Chairman, Sir, 1 am all in favour of providing
moie and more funds for the Ministry of
Information and Broadcasting which is
playing a role which is very important  for
our national integration and social develop-
ment of our masses, a much more important
role than what the Education Minisiry is
able to play.

As everyone knows, the majority of our
»neople continue to be illiterate even today
and those people can be helped more
effectively through the AIR and specially

‘the T.V. I am not so very keen thata TV
set should be provided in every school, not
because I do not want it they way but
because of our limited funds available to us.
it is more important that a TV set shouild be
provided in every village, first of all, and
thereafter in the schools.

In every village, we bave got two areas,
one where those who belong to the upper
caste and who are well-to-do continue to
live predominently and the other where the
under.priviledged, Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes and other lower caste
people continue to live, 'Whether it is right
or wrong for them to go on  living in this
manner is another matter,

This is the position today in our villages,
Therefore, it is  bettter we  provide two
-scparate TV sets for these two areas, If it
is not possible due to financial stringency,
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Government should take proper care to see
that the television set is invariably installed
at such a place in the village where the
poor, the under privileged would be able to
assemble along with women and children
with safety, convenience and social , freedom
and have the pleasure of witnessing
television.

1 am not in favour of  setting up just
at present an  autonomous body for  the
management of these two great social insti-
tutions.

If we have had an independent autono-
mous body, the complaint which my hon.
friend Shri Ramavatar Shastri has just now
made, would not be having the possibility
of being attended to as easily as we would
like to. But now we have got this Govern-
ment. We can take it to task for any ills
that we find in i1ts working. But, with an
autonomous body, cven a powerful Govern-
ment like the British Government is finding
it hard to deal with. The British Govern-
ment is not able to deal very well with  its
own so called BBC, The autonomous body
‘can play, mischief, if it wishes to, with  or
without the collusion of the Government.
The alibi of the Government would be
that it is autonomous body and that Parlia-
ment would not be able to  exercise any
influence over i,

What is more, we have too much of
an atmosphere of social crimes, language
riots, parochial qarrels, ractious troubles,
geographical violence and, in fact, violence
of all sorts.

Under these circumstances, it is better
for us to have these institutions untler the
direct control of the Government,

Let ys make an analysis of the the king
of press we have in India.}What sort of daily
press have we all  along till now ?  What
sort of monthly and weekly press, especially
in Bnglish and more and more in the
regional languages also  with even greater

tempo, do we find in recent years?
Extrancous influences, not  always
nationalist or national, have come to play

their role in these realms and they have not
been playing 8  consistently  constructive
and patriotic role. There has been too
much trouble by way of distortion of news.
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I will give only one instance.

the construction of
completed and which
was not considered by outsiders as a’
temple but yet those who  wanted to build
it up thought that it was a 1emple, Someth-
ing happened there. The very pext day
there were seurrilous attacks upon the whole
of the other community and we had a
spectacle of one  gentleman now hiding
himself in the Gurdwra in Amritsar and,
throwing challenge tothe rest of the
coutry saying that he would take to
violence and that he would ask his followers
also to use violence in an  indiscriminate
manner, Even now that kind of appeal is
going on, Threats are being made. What is
more, some of the Chief Ministers also
go on sying that they would meet violence
with violence. We have such leaders indul-
ging in such threats, We have the press
also, either wholly or part of it or whatever
it is, getting  at this kind of news and
broadcasting it in a blaring fashion. it is
time that we should that at least these two
institutions, which can be held responsible
by Parliament, do not indulge in this kind
of unpatriotic, anti-social and unconstructive
propaganda, threats, challenges and so on,

Next, 1 want the T,V, and ithe AIR to
avoid seiting bad examples to our growing
generation. Murders, violence and other
anti-social activities that take place in
different  parts of the country can be
reported, but they can be reported in such
a manner that young people would
to following such wrong
avenues of life or activitles  of life. 1t is
in that direction that the AIR and
T.V. have got to  be extremely  careful,
much more careful than the T.V.s in the
Western countrjes, There the young people
are immune to such influences much more,
any how, than in our country, but our
young people are impressionists and there
is too much of atmosphere of violence in
our social life also  today and through the
press too. Under these special circumstances,
we mnst ensure that our children, our young
people, our adults, are provided an  atmos-
phere of harmony, communal harmony,
lingnistic sympathy, mutual and individua-
listic, and a sense of national uaity, ne
tional integration and patriotism, Patriotism
may not be popular in the West, it may be
considered to be rather  priggish or
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reactionary in the ~Western countries, but
in our country it is still a living force, and
what is more, it is so much more needed
here in our country for our people than
in the rest of the world,  Therefore, these
two great educational institutions will have
to pay a  special attention to this. Their
artistes-1 have all praise for them ; yet
I would say
dacades when the American way  of
presentation of life was very, very popular
in our country also. I would like to advise
them, I would like to plead with them, to
fall in line with our attitudes, our npational
attitudes, and our necessity also for more
and more concesion among our own people.

Lastly, I am extremely
these two great  instilutions
first of all, strengthened and  developed
much further and more rapidly. There,
I congratulate my hon. friend, Shri H.K L.
Bhagat, for introducing a new dynamism
into this. Wher they go ahead with it, they
must see to it that we give more and more
importance to the constructive activities
that are going on in our country, in various
paris of the country, and in various aspecls
of our social life. In those days, before we
became free, whenever we were doing
constructive work, there  used to be great
publicity on the AIR'even when the
British were here, After the British had
left also, for the first 20 years, there wused
to be quite a lot of emphasis on the
constructive work that we were carrying on.
But now I do not find that. Constructive
work is going on in a tremendous manner :
schools, colleges, Universities, Professors,
students-they arc all carrying on constructive
work. In villages I know. under 20 point
programme, any - amount of progress we
are achieving, road-meking, bridge-making,
development of other communications in
our rural areas, educatiomal acrivities,
also adult  education  activities, various
Bhajan displays-all these are going on
consistently, but most . unfortunately, 1 do
not find even one-tenth of the importance
that they deserve being given in uthe Preas
that we are finding - before us. Should
oot these two institutions at  least give
the necessary importance that is needed for
all these activities in order to make up for
the loss of importance and the loss of
emphasis that they should really get but
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are not  able to get from the  Press in
English as well as local languages 7 We
should, and thart is why 1 want the Govern-
ment and all thosc great  artistes - who are
behind them to think about it and give the
best of their talents to publicising all these
constructive activitics that are going on.

The constructive activities are being

THE MINISTEK OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF INFORMATION AND
BROADCASTING AND MINISTER OF
STATE IN THE DEPARTMENT OF
PARLIAMENTRY AFFAIRS (SHRI H.K.
L. BHAGAT) : A large number of Members
have pardicipated in this debate ending

with our patriarchal Member of Parliament,

Prof Rapga, ] am graieful to the hon.
Members who have taken so much interest
in the debate and they have given a number
of reactions and a number of suggestions,

I think every Member in this House-
it is quite natural-is keen that we should
make a better use of the media-the radio
and the TV, films, etc, fora better
projection of the picture of the couniry-
that is, the social picture, the cultural
picture, the economic  picture, to 'project
the constructive activities, project our
good past, project our freedom struggle,
project our economic  development, project
all these things and bring the media closer
to the people. I very much  appreciate the
spirit'with which these suggestions have
been made. I wish only tosay that the
media is an institution with which perhaps
nebody could be or would be, to my mind,
be satisfied, because  this is a media which
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has got to keep pace with the times, Jt has

to be highly competitive. Therc has
to be originality, There Thas to be
originality. There has to be iunovation

and, therefore every time it stynds a test,
I cannot say that I am satisfied, completely

satisfied with what  thd media is doing,
But I have a feling that all  thcse broad
parameters and  suggestions  which have

been given by the hon, Members hete are
being sort of the projected in our thinking
and in our planning and implementaiion.
Hon Members may kindly look into what
has happened and what is  being planned,
Perhaps | would say with the utmost respect
and humility that 1983-84 has been a year
of significant steps taken for not only the
hardware expansion of the media but also
for the improvement of the programmes
and to put the programmes in the live line
and in the direction in which the hon.
Members have suggested.

1 can quite understund and agree. A
number of Members have very rightly
complained that in spite of this expansion,
TV facilities would mnot be available to
some of their areas and some of their
districts, They have rightly complained and
they are very much justified in  asking for
it, whether they ask for TV or whether they
ask for radio because people want radio and
television to be  expanded more. All the
more television and the expansion
programme of the television-for which I
must thank the Pcime  Minister has beea
welcomed all over the country, It has been
welcomed in this Parliament. It bas been
welcomed by the Chief Ministets and they
have written to me_ It has been  welcomed
by zila parishads and various organisations
of the common man and the poor people,
Wherever we have gone they have praised
the television expansion.

Sir, the Prime Minister responded to a
popular urge and the expansion programme
bas thus come about. ! must pay compli-
ments to my friend, Shri ~ Sathe, who is
sitting on the bench next to me for having
taken great interest in  expansion of the
programme and extension of hardware
and particularly in regard to colour
television. When he used  to talk of colour
lelevision I used to think he has gone mad
and today 1'am madder, But 1 am glad
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what he started is being carried forward
not only in terms of expansion of television
but also in making this programme colour,

Now, let us imagine whatis the
dimension of our expansion programme,
The total expenses on the expenses
programme —both in  terms of hardware
and expansion-arc¢ going to be of the
order of Rs. 23332 crores. It is not
that it is only a special plan of Rs, 86
crores, It is under various categories, Rs.
86.93 crores were the original Sixth Plan
outlay but under various categories Rs,
233.32 crores are  going to be  spent for
television expansion, expansion of haidware
and transmitters, This is being done by
getiiog trapsmitters through our own public
sector undertakings, Perhaps in the world
history this is most unprcedented expansion
of TV programme in  such a short  time.
Even the towers are being made by public
sector undertakings. A  Speciul group has
been created in the Ministry. The Ministry
has been chasing power difficulties in
various States, Thanks to the cooperation
given by the State governments alomst all
the sites have been identified and  prepara-
tions are affect. I can tell the House that
by the end of this year by and large the
programme will be implemented and we
shall have about 180 centres and relay
centres functioning in the country covering
about 70 per cent of the population.

Sir, at the same fime we
number trained personncl. We are
recruiting staff and exposing them to
training. We are  sending them  abroad
and also training them at our Poona
institute. 'We are organising seminars so
that we have people whlich would mean
that we have not only hardware but also
that technically we can improve,

need a large

a

Sir, 1 would not like to say  that we
are equal to the most advanced countries,

Certainly we have to improve Television
is more or less a recent phenomsnon in
this country at sucha scale but we are

taking care to see that television personnel

are trained and for that we are  taking
necessary steps.
Sir, a point was made about the

television sets, This Ministry does not
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deal with television sets, It is the Ministry
of Electronics and Industry.  They have
taken steps so that a large number of
television sets both in colour and black and
white are available in this country. They have
also given very big coucession in terms of
cutoms duty and excise duty so that the
prices of colour television sets are reduced.

The DepuiyMinister of Electronics is on
record baving said that afier some time the
TV colour set will be available round about
6,000 rupees while the present price is more.
The price of black and white TV has already
come down and we expect this to go down
still further. The Ministrics concerned are
taking care of these things - hardware expan-
sion along with TV sets.

Regarding North Eastern plan, this plan
has got its own peculiar feature also, At
each station that we put up af the north
eastern centre cach centre will be equipped
with local programme production facilities
50 that they will be able to make programnies
in their own languages and dialects and
broadcast them direct, Then along with
this there will be special programme pro-
duction centre which is being ser up for this
purpose additionally at Gauhati in this plan
with the result that north east will be getting
programmes locally made, programmes made
at Gauhati and programmes on the national
hook-up. This is a very sigoificant decision
and this will provide coverage 10 80% of the
north eastern region.

Now, as far as other border areas are
concerned certainly we do not have trans-
mitters ctc. with the object of beaming the
programmes t0 neighbouring countries, That
is mot our intention.
programmes, well, we are happy about it,
But we do not do anything with that inten-
tion. Jt has happened and it is true that
some hon. Members have said that some
foreign stations or neighbouring statioos and
their programmes are histened to by our
people. One of the hon Members went to
the farthest extent which to my mind was
a bit too much, that the people in his cons-
tituency at one place do not know the name
of the Prime Minister, do not know the
pame of the President of India, and so on.
He was a Member of the opposition. I
would say, we should stop this exaggeration.

Lf they listen to our

I am very sorry to say this. He is a Member
of Parliament. And if people in one place
of his constituency do not know all this, on
whom would it reflect ? 1 am sorry that
we sometimes talk in exaggerations, in ex-
aggerated terms and we do not try to be
objective,

We have taken care of the north east.
We have taken some care of Jammu and
Kashmir; we have taken some care of
Rajsthan; we have tsken some care of UP
border. I assure you that Government is
conscious of the fact that both in terms of
television we should tryto strepgthen our
organisation in border area.

To Shri Virdhi Chandra Jain ] want to
give a categorical assurance, It is unfortu-
nate that the point he is making is correct
and justified I have my full sympathy with
him. I wish to help him, But aceording to
the plan made so far that area has not been
covered by TV and radio. He is right in
saying thatt Now I am preparing a plan
which might be implemented obviouly under
the seventh plan. Still I am trying to see
whether I can make out something to accept
this point of view which to my mind, is quite
legitimate apd I have my full sympathy with
him as also with others who have raised the
question of border area. We will make
efforts to see that we are able to cover our
border areas. It is also a fact that accord-
ing to the criteria laid down, it is not going
to be only in the urban area. 709 of the
rural population also will be covered. They
will also come within the coverage. Thatis
the position, But at the same time I know
that there arc number of districts in MP,
Rajasthan, Orissa and also Maharashira
(including certain tribal areas) which have
aot been covered. Similary there is = cer-
tainly deficiency in that. But as I said it
comes to the question of finance, we arc
doing some exercise so that we can take care
of them and we are certainly trying to lay
the foundation for our pext plan so that
these areas can also be covered, The
Government is interested in giving 1009/
coverage to people in the country. We do
not wish to deprive them. And in formula-
ting these plans, some of my friends have
pointed out certain things. I would not
bave reacted in that manner, They said we
are not fair, we arc not this, we are not that.
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If you see the TV expansion programme -
I wish to tell my CPM friends and especially
Prof. Rup Chand Pal who is sitting here -
Beugal will get 95 per cent coverage while
M.P. will get only 40%, coverage. Similarly
Tamil Nadu will get good coverage. Andhra
will also get good coverage. So we have
not thought in terms of having non-congress
(I) or Congress(I) ruled States.

We have gone by criteria and we propose
to go by the norms and criteria which we
have always believed The hon. Prfme
Minister herself told me, please take care of
the non Congress-1 ruled States and see that
they are not ignored”. That is the principle
which we have always followed and will con-
tioue to follow,

As far as radio is concerned, I need pot
go into these details as to how many sta-
tions we have and how many are there for
the external servi Of course, there are
deficiencies, But at the same time, if you
take the country as a whole, keeping in view
the size of the country, its dimension, the
development that is taking place on all sides,
1 would say that we have definitely advanced,
So, taking all that into account, the stature
of our country today in world politics, our
hon. Prime Minister as Chair-person of the
Non-Aligned Meet, if you take all these into
consideration, even the expansion that we
have done in hardware or the improvement
that we are making in sofiware, certainly the
area deserves to be given more attention and
expansion should take place toa great
extent But it all depends on the availa-
b:llty of resources, We are very keen that
the media should be expanded. I am very
much keen and the Government is very much
keen that our voice should reach even
America, our voice should be heard in all
Port of the world. But that is putting a
lot of money into the expansion schemmes.
We have done that excrcise also and we are
doing that exercise 80 that in future plann~
ing, we can take care of that, Now, the
question is regarding the availability of trans-
mitters. Iam gsk the Planniog Commis-
sion to give more money for this purpose.
From where do I get the transmitters even
if sufficient funds are placed at our

disposal ?
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The Government has very rightly
decided not to import the transmitters and
get them manufactured from the public
sector units, within the country, So, also,
in regard ‘to the transmitters, there was a
demand that instead of low-power trans-
mitters, our public sector wunits should
manufacture high-power transmitters and
there should also be more chanpels so that
variety of programmes can be fed. I hope
between July and December 1984, almost
every month, 20 or 30 transmitters are going
to be installed. This is all regarding Tele-
vision. So, b=tween July and by the end of
this year, you will have all these TV Centres
coming up and putting out programmes,
For this, I must praise the officials of the
Ministry. the public sector undertakings and
also other people who are working day and
night to see that this expansion programme
is completed in ime. 1t is a great challenge
for us, The Prime Minister told us *‘this is
what the people want and this must be
donet, To begin with when I consulted
the Ministry officials, they said that it would
not be possible. I told the Prime Minister
that it might not be possible, But the hon.
Prime Minister said *"No, J do not want you
to say ‘No’. It will have to be bone”. Then
I said that it would be done and 1 assured
her that the officials are now willing to do
it.

If the programmes are
bad, it will turo out to be a devil and if
tbe programmes are good it will transform
the nation, Some friends have said that
the Government does not have any broad-
costing policy. I think Prof. Roop Chand
Pal, had mentioned that we do not bave any
broadcasting  policy. The brouadcasting
Policy. The broadcasting policy. is very
much there, It if obvious. It is . contained
in the guide lines which were issued in 1980,
It is contained  in the Parthasarthy Com-
mittee report which was accepted by the
Government. It was said that we do not
accept the recommendations of the Com-
mittes  which have been appointed from
time 10 time. In this context, | would
say that some recommendations have been
accepted and some have not been accepted.
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Therefore, itis wrong to say that this
Government does not accept the recommen-
dations of Committees that have been
appointed by it, It is not necessary to go
by each and every rscommendation of the
Committees, A number of useful recom-
mendations by various Ccmmittees have
been accepted, Parthasarthy Committee
has gone into this in detail. Parthasarathy
Commirtee has gone into this in detail. The
report was placed on the Table of the
House. If you go through the Report, you
will find that it is exhaustive and there are
guidelines for the media like ‘Do these
things and do not do those things™.

be objective politically, and cover like this ;

I am very wmuch
impressed by the revolutions outside, whether
it was Soviet revolution or the French
revolution, but'1 feel that we need to  pro-
Jject our own struggle for independence and
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we have decided to project not only through
the documentaries of the Films Divisions, -
through exhibitions and publications, but
television and radio pro-
grammes and I give 2 solemn assurance to
this House that we propose to do this
objectively No side of the freedom
struggle will be ignored...((Interruptions).

For this propose, we have set up an
editorial board under the chairmanship of
Shri Ums Shankar Dixit ;  Shri
Bhaktavatasalam, Shri Ganga Sharan Sinha,
and the two famous historians Dr. Amba
Prasad and Dr. Baldev Raj are its members.
The editorial board will approve the script,
the title and preview the documentary also.
We propose to add some more people also to
the editorial board. As I said, we have
made it clear thar it will be an  absolutely
objective  presentation of the freedom
struggle. We have no intention to igoore
any leader, any movement...(Interruptions),
INA will also come...(Interruptions), 1
know where the shoe pinches.

we propose to make, will be shown not only
on the television, but will also be dubbed in-
to the 14 languages and shown in the 14,000
cinema theatres of our country. This is
what we propese to do.

1 might add that we wish to project the
contribution made by ecach State in  the
freedom struggle, For that, I have written
letters *o all the Chief Ministers including Mr,
Jyoti Basu. I have sought their cooperation,
and I have received letters from a nRumber
of them., I have asked them to  nominatc
their represéntatives, o that we can make
those films in cooperation with them,

Secondly, with regard to the pro-
jection of the social, cultural and economic
developments in the country. | might tell
Prof. Ranga and  others that evenas a
Minister ot as a Member of Parliament, it
is not possible for us to see  all the pro-
grammes we have no time.

As a Minister, I also do not get
time to see these programmes.

We propose to give the same facilities for
Cauhati in the Assamese language, We are
keen that each language should blossom,
In our national programme also, we arc
trying to give time to each language, as far
as we can, Now, in ncws also, we are keen
to project State news, That is why we have
now put there a stringer. We are trying to
use that.
