Sbri Veeraswamy (Mayuram— Re- 
served"—Sc^. Castes): The Parliament 
of any country is the supreme body of 
that nation and it is the most respon­
sible body doing the most responsible 
duties to the people of the country. 
And so also our Parliament ought to 
be.

I want to make a suggestion to the 
Minister for Parliamentary Affairs 
with regard to the salaries and allow­
ances of Members of Parliament.

During the course of the first session 
of Parliament, the Secretary of Parlia­
ment sent a circular to all Members 
requesting them to suggest whether 
there should be a cut in their allow­
ances or whether they would be in 
favour of salary system, or they 
would like the allowances system to 
continue. To that letter I replied 
suggesting lihat allowance system 
should be continued.

Mr. Chatrman: Order, order. We 
are discussing this amendment.

Shri Veeraswamy: X am coming to 
the point, Sir.

Mr. Chairman: These are absolute­
ly extraneous matters. We are not
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concerned with other matters at all. 
He has referred to an extraneous 
m att^. I am, objectin,g to that. If 
he wants to speak on the amendment,
I will certainly allow him.

Shri Veeraswamy; What I am 
stating is that when the Salaries Bill 
was to come to the House, I wrote a 
letter to the Prime Minister strongly 
protesting against the salary system, 
but to retain the allowance system, 
because according to the allowance 
system, if the Members are absent 
from the sittings of the House, there 
is a saving to the Government, but ac­
cording to the salary system, money 
is going out of the Public Exchequer.

Mr. Chairman: I am very sorry to 
interrupt the hon. Member. He is 
again submitting remarks in respect 
of matters which are not the subject 
matter of the amendment before the 
House.

Shri Veeraswamy: In a minute I
will finish.

Mr. Chainnaii; Order, order. There 
is no question of finishing within a 
minute or five minutes. The question 
is he must be relevant. He is not re­
levant. He is not speaking on this 
amendment. I cannot allow him.

Shri Veeraswamy: It is very re­
levant, Sir.

Mr. Chalmuui: After all, he must
submit to what the Chair says. It must 
be judged by the Chair and not by the 
Member himself. Till now his re­
marks were not relevant If he wants 
to speak on the amendment, I shall 
allow him. Otherwise, I shall ask him 
not to speak.

Shri Teeraswamy: I told you, Sir,
that I wanted to make a request to the 
Minister of Parliamentary Affairs with 
regard to this. According to one pro­
vision of the Salaries Bill, any Mem­
ber can be absent from the sittings of 
the House for a period of 15 days. 
Even for the i>eriod of absence from 
the sittings of the House, the Member 
will be paid either daily allowance or 
travelling allowance whichever is iiisa. 
On account of thia system...

BIr. Chairman: I am very sorry I
have again to interrupt the hon. Mem­

ber. Again he is speaking on the tra­
velling allowance, whereas the ques­
tion is, if a railway pass is given for 
first class, whether a third class pass 
should also be there.

Shri Veeraswamy: For an absence
of 15 days from the sittings of the 
House, the Member will be paid D.A. 
or T.A.

Mr. Chairman: I am v e r y  sorry he 
is not following. We are only consi­
dering the question of this amendment 
about the railway pass, whether a 
third class pass should be there or not 
That is the only question before the 
House.

Shri Sadhan Gupta (Calcutta South­
East): I rise to voice the Communist 
Party’s very firm opposition to this 
amendment. (Interruptions).

Mr. Chairman; There should be no 
laughter in the House when the hon. 
Member is speaking.

Shri Sadhan Gup4a: The position is 
that when this Salaries and Allowances 
Bill was Introduced and even before 
that we were strongly in favour of 
introducing an inter class ticket or an 
inter class pass because,......

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh (Shahbad 
South): We stand for third.

Sliri Sadhan Giinta:...after all, we 
have as Members of Parliament many 
conveniences in travelling first class, 
but we thought that commensurate 
with the position of our country and 
looking to the fact that our people are 
poor, they are not able to bear the 
burden of taxes, we should not insist 
on travelling high at public expense. 
If we want comfort, we should pro­
vide ourselves with that comfort from 
our own means.

Now, the first class pass has been 
given. The demand for m third class 
in addition, the demand for a servant 
who will accompany us not only to 
and fro during sessions, but for 
every journey that we choose to make 
by rail, is an absurd demand, parti­
cularly in a poor coimtry. I do not 
know whether that kind of facility is 
enjoyed anywhere else in the world, 
and even if it is enjoyed, it certaipiy 
should not be enjoyed in a country



[Shri Sadhan Gupta] 
like ours where we are struggling with 
poverty, and we are not swimming in 
riches.

Therefore, we should not consider 
it from the point of view of our per­
sonal convenience, but we should con­
sider it from the point of view of the 
standard of living of the millions of 
our country. When we are trying to 
secure a privilege for ourselves, we 
should always see what the people’s 
condition is, and the manner of life 
the people of the country are leading.

I heard Shri P. N. RaJabhoJ inter­
rupting me rather derisively. He often 
champions the causes of the Scheduled 
Castes. I do not know what the Sche­
duled Castes would feel if Shri P. N.
RajabhoJ...

Shri P. N. RaJabhoJ: I am not a
bogus man like other people.

Shri Sadhan Giipla:...claims to tra­
vel first class, and take another ser­
vant in the third class at the expense 
of the taxpayers, including the Sche­
duled Caste taxpayers.

Mr. Ghairmmn: I must warn Shri
P. N. Rajabhoj that he is not properly 
behaving In the House. When a Mem­
ber is speaking, he is trying to stand 
up and interrupt every now and then.

Mr. Chaimuiii: There is no question 

of any opposition here. The hon.
Member must hear another Member 
even if he is speaking against him and 
he can reply subsequently.

times that this is not the way in which 
a Member should behave in liiis Parlia­
ment. The hon. Member rises up and 
interrupts when a Member is speak­
ing, and he is making remarks while 
the Chair is cm its legs; that is not at 
all fair.

Slirl Sadiiaii Gupta: Without mak­
ing the proceedings long, I again voice
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my firm opposition and the firm op­
position of my Party to this amend­
ment giving us a luxury which we can 
not claim in a poor country.

The Prime Minister and Minister of 
External Affairs (Shri Jawaharial 
Nehru): The Bill that my colleague 
has introduced is a very simple one, 
and a technical one really, that is 
to say, because a certain change in 
designation and appellation is taking 
place in the railways, that change is to 
be incorporated here. Otherwise, 
there is no change. What was called 
previously second class— wrongly be­

cause there was xio first— is now going 
to be called first class; the same thing 
remains. Therefore, this is not a Bill 
which introduces any change at all; it 
Just fits in our own rules and regula­
tions with the rules and regulations of 
the railways. It requires hardly any 
argument.

The amendment that has been moved 
about a third class fare to be added 
to it to enable servants to accompany 
the Member seems to me— I dare not 
say, it is for you to decide whether it is 
right in a Bill of this kind a technical 
Bill, to bring that in but it certainly 
seems to me— totally inappropriate on 
this occasion. Here we are consider­
ing a certain designation being chang­
ed, and a matter of some importance, 
some substance, is being brought in 
by the side door. If we had to bring that 
in, let the House consider it with full 
notice and all that, and do it. But in 
this side door way, I think it is impro­
per.

But on the merits, if I may say so 
also, I am for the time being in com­
plete aigreement with my hon. friend 
opposite that I do not think this is a 
proper amendment on the merits. To 
compare it to railway offldals and 
others, I do not think, is appropriate 
at aU. First of all, the railway of!l- 
cials live on the railways; they are 
constantly living on that, and their 
household and everything else more 
or less is moving about. But anyhow, 
quite apart from that, this business of 
having servants about us £fll the time 
I hope, is a temporary phase in our



existence, because human bein/ts are 
cheap in India, and we have them 
hovering round us doing all kinds of 
tasks which we should do ourselves.
In other countries— I am not referring 
to socialist or communist countries—  
servants have become very rare in­
deed, Even in England, you can hard­
ly  have a servant, or in America, a 
rich capitalist country, because human 
beings are not cheap there. People do 
their own work. And for us, definitely 
and deliberately to encourage this 
kind of thing for Members of Parlia- 
ment» I think, would not be a right 
thing to do.
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Shrt Jawaharlal Nehru: May I with 
your permission make a statement 
correcting what I said* a little while 
ago while speaking on the Defence 
Estimates?

Mr, Chairman: Certainly.
Shri Jawaliarial Nehru: Just a

while ago, speaking on the Defence 
Estimates, 1 made a statement 
through error, which was not correct; 
and I should like to correct it imme­
diately. I had not been thinking quite 
clearly as to what 1 said. I said at 
the tifme that in our Army, we had an 
Indian Commander-in-Chief and Chief 
of Staff some years ago; in our Air 
Force, I said we had an Indian about 
a year ago; and in the Navy. I said 
after some months or so, we shall have 
an Indian Chief of Staff. The last 
statement was not quite correct, in 
the sense that some time is likely to 
elapse. We are likely to have an­
other English Admiral for some time 
after the present one, and after him, 
we hope, there wiU be nn Indian Com­
mander. I wish to correct that, lest 
there should be any misunderstand­
ing.
