Committee on Private Members'
Bills and Resolutions presented

This is in connection with the
allotment of time for the resolutions
that are to be discussed today and
the proposal is for the allotment of
two hours for each of these resolu-
tions. I commend the Report for the
acceptance of this House.

Mr. Chairman: The motion is:

“That this House agrees with
the Twenty-sixth Report of the
Committee on Private Members’
Bills and Resolutions presented to
the House on the 6th April,
1955.”

The motion was adopted.

RESOLUTION RE POLITICAL
PENSIONS

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh (Shahabad
South): I beg to move:

“This House is of opinion that
all political pensions granted
under the British regime in India
as rewards for services rendered
to the British be forthwith ter-
minated.”

I think that there should not be any
controversy on thiz resolution be-
cause this is in regard to pensions to
those persons who had rendered very
faithful service to the British Govern-
ment. In other words, it is in re:
gard to those who had acted as
traitors to this country. I think it
should not have been put to my lot
to move this resolution. In my opin-
ion, this resolution should have been
moved by the Government and mov-
ed long ago. It should have been
moved immediately after the achieve-
ment of freedom, tnat is in August
1947.

It does not matter what tie
amount involved is or what amount
of money is given as politicél pension
to the pensioners now. But it does
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matter why any amount of money
is given to them as political pensior
now. Because, these people and
those who got these pensions, either
they or their forefathers had acted
as traitors to this country. I do not
want to say anything against anybody
which may be personal. I do not wan!
to say any thing even against the Eng-
lishmen because they have now gone
from here for ever. But, I do not
intend to hide any facts and the facts
are that in order to perpetuate or
establish their rule, the Englishmen
had tried to create Quislings and
traitors in India by giving grants
of land, rewards and pensions etc
In that way they created hoardes of
persons in all the provinces of India
and the- persons who own very big
landed property got those lands from
the Government of India at that time
as grants. They gotthem either from
the Ea:t India Company or the
successor government of the East
India Company. By that policy of
granting lands and pension, “he
British Government and the East
India Company, created Quislings in
the people, who acted as such and
encouraged the Indians most of whom
were practically rulers or who be-
longed to the ruling family or some of
whom were in big posts etc. In that
way, they encouraged the establich-
ment of British rule in thig country.

Anybody who was inclined at that
time to think in terms of freedom or
independence was practically annihi-
lated by those Quislings or the East
India Company or the Government of
India of the time. By this means, those
who tried to keep this country free
or who tried to maintain their inde-
pendence or the independence of this
country were destroyed through the
agency of these Quislings who are at
present getting persions from the
Government of India.

I think it ¥s an insult to the nation
that this independent Government of
ours, this popular Government of
ours, which has got the 100 per cent
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support of the people should give
any quarter to the persons who had
betrayed this country either in 1757
or 1857 or even during the national
movements in this 20th  century—I
mean the Bengal Agitation of 1905
or the Gandhian movements of 1920,
30 and 1942. Whoever helped the
British Government in eastablishment
of British rule or whoever helped in
annihilating those who were fighting
for freedom or who helped in getting
persons arrested or prosecuted or
hanged, I think, they are all traitors.
Whether they are living or dead or
whether they are in the Government
of India or in the State Governments
—some of them are still in service in
government, those who had acted as
traitors in 1942....

Shri S. N. Das (Darbhanga Cen-
tral): What do you suggest for those
who are still in service of the Gov-
ernment?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: I have al-
ready suggested in the resolution that
the pensions should be withheld or
withdrawn. They should not be
given any quarter. I think my friend
was not here the other day and he
was busy in his enquiry when it was
disclosed on the floor of this House
that a very high official of the De-
fence Ministry after resigning his
job here and after getting his whole
pension commuted into a big lump
sum amount went to Pakistan and
accepted service there. I do not know
how many such persons are still in
service and if there is anybody he
should be thrown out. I do say that
that fellow must be dealt with as a
traitor should be dealt with.

Shri Raghubir Sahai (Etah Distt.—
North-East cum Budaun Distt.—
East): Does it come within the four
corners of the Resolution?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: The Chair
can rule it out if it is irrelevent.

Now, I come to the other point.
Anybody who has rendered any ser-
vices to the British Government
directly or indirectly for establishing
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the British rule over this country and
getting the people participating in
the Independence movement annihi-
lated, #s a traitor to the country—
whether he may be Aga Khan, Mir
Jafar or anybody—who is getting pen-
sion from the Government of India
at present. Their descendants or
their fore-fathers were traitors. I
say that all these pensions which are
being paid from month to month
should be forthwith terminated. I
am referring to the 1857 movement. I
am quoting an instance. At the time
»f the Independence movement in
1857, the movement was led in Bihar
and the eastern portion of UP. by
Babu Kaur Singh of Bihar, who was
a man of means at that time. He
practically annihiliated the  British
on all the fronts—at four, five or six
places—but after his death. his whole
property was distributed among those
persons who had helped the British
Government at that time. Not only
that. his houses were demolished.
Even the temple where he used to
worship—it is said—wherefrom he
got inspiration—was demolished and
another structure raised at that place
with a view to terrorising the people
so that they may not go there. The
little portion of his house and his
compound, which is even at present
in existence, is also owned by a
stranger. Any admirer of Kuar
Singh is not free to say that this is
his house or that this is his com-
pound. The admirers are not free
to transform them into a memorial
for Babu Kuar Singh. They are all
enjoying his property; they are all
getting pension and other things, This
is contrary to our conception, con
trary to the conception of our nationsal
government.

The strange thing is that there are
about 188 persons who are getting
such political pensions. There may be
more; there may be thousands whe
are having landed property granted
to them by the British Government.
But out of the 188 persons who are
getting pensions, at present, in view
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[Dr. Ram Subhag Singh]
of the good and faithful services ren-
dered by them to the British Goverr-
ment, three are living in the UK.,
one is in Teheran and the great Aga
Khan is practically throughout the
world and has wisely enough sur-
rendered his pension, From last year,
* he is not drawing it and now he is
supposed to bz out of the picture. But
my complaint is why the Government
of India is giving those pensions yet.
I should have thought that after the
formation of our popular government,
our national government, all those
pensions should have been stopped.
Not only that, but they should have
cared to see that the landed property
of the fighters of freedom, which was
distributed among the supporters of
the British, should have been
attached and the Government should
have gone to the extent of realising
all the political pensions that have so
far been paid to those traitors or
their descendants. That has not been
done.

Now, another peculiar thing is that
the man in the State does not know
who is the traitor. Al round here.
we are seeing statues of big persons.
British persons, who were instru-
mental in killing our freedom struggle
and we are having them throughout
the country. If there are only 188
persons who are on the pension roll
of the Government of India for the
services rendered to the British Gov-
ernment, there may be more who are
having landed property and houses and
other things, I think it is a stand-
ing disgrace to our country that these
people are allowed not only safety
but all the prosperity and all the
freedom that was given to them by the
British Government. They are hav-
ing much more freedom and property
even now. That, I think, is contrary
to our conception as it will make the
people understand that it is only the
traitors who flourish. All the 36 or
40 crores of our population used to
think during our slavery days that the
big supporters of the British Govern-
ment got British patronage and were
getting huge sums of money and land-
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ed property from the British Govern-
ment. It was their right to enjoy so
long as the British Government ex-
isted, but now if you give the impres-
sion that those traitors are allowed to
enjoy the property, pensions and
other things, then the people will
taink: “What is the good of fighting
for freedom? Those who fought
against the freedom movements are
having all sorts of properties. Why
should we do that?”

For checking that notion, it is neces-
sary that all those persons should be
properly dealt with and their pensions
should be stopped. From that point
of view, I think that it is not only
necessary that their pensions should be
stopped but we should go to the extent
of publishing the names of all such

persons. As 1 is, even the
history of our freedom move-
ment is not ready. We do not
know what was the authentic

history of 1757 or 1857 or what was the
correct history of the period when the
British ruled here. If we are not
having that history, how can we know
who were the traitors at that time?
For that purpose, rather than keeping
all this information secret, I think it
would be wise that such information
is published—who were they? How
did they he!p the British? How many
of them are still living? How many
of them are in Government service
and so on and so forth?

We all know that there might be
many friends here who have received
rewards from the British Government.
Even during the recent Independence
movement, the British Government
openly went on giving rewards to
those who gave clues about the free-
dom fighters and in that way they
openly encouraged traitors and it
is a fact that there were
persons in - Government service
and persons even outside Government
service during the recent past years.
This information should be made
available to the people so that they
may be in a position to assess who are
our enemies, who are the quislings of
India and that will act as a deterrent
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for the future traitors of this country.
Even today it is an open secret that
most of the countries are having their
eyes here and they are trying to
create agencies here to propagate their
ideals. In order to safeguard against
all those things, it ig necessary that
all information regarding the traitors
should be made available to the pub-
lic, the Press and everybody.

I do not want to take much time of
the House. If Government is not in-
clined to go to the extent of attaching
the landed properties which were given
as rewards to those who had helped
the British in crushing our freedom
fight and realising all the monies that
have so far been given to the political
pensioners, then it should at least go
to the extent of stopping that pension
forthwith, as is desired in my Reso-
lution.

With these words, Sir, I commend
the Resolution to the House.

Mr. Chairman: The hon. Member is
speaking on the Resolution? I am call-
ing upon Shri N. B. Chowdhury.
After him, the hon, Member can
speak.

Shri N. B. Chowdhury (Ghatal): I
rise to support this Resolution. It is
really a disgrace to the Government and
particularly to the ruling party that
although they were also largely among
the persons who suffered in the strug-
gle for our freedom, yet they are
still continuing the payment of such
pensions even after the transfer of
power.

Acharya Kripalani: You must ad-
mire their generosity.

Shri N. B. Chowdhury: At the out-
set, I would like to put a question to the

hon. Minister, namely whether at the
time of the transfer of power, Gov-
ernment had entered into any agree-
ment with the erstwhile rulers that
they would continue to make such
payments even after the transfer of
power. That is one question which we
would like Government to answer,

Those persons who are drawing
these pensions are the most detestable
quislings in society, That is admitted
by all patriots in our country, by all

freedom, You know very well that
whenever there was any movement on
a large scale, these people helped the
British and they tried to help them to
suppress that movement for freedom.
I have seen during the non-co-opera-
tion movement days my own district
of Midnapore, people who helped the
police to find out the satyagrahis who
were carrying on a campaign against
the British in connection with the salt
satyagraha or other kinds of satya-
graha are getting such rewards now-
a-days. Persons who helped the police
or the people belonging to the Intelli-
gence Department and gave informa-
tion to the rulers are also receiving
such rewards. When we find that the
amount of pension which has been
granted to the political sufferers has
been small, and that too has been
granted only to persons who happen
to be in the good books of the leaders
of the ruling party now, to our asto-
nishment we find that the people who
were always against the freedom
movement of the country are receiving
such rewards.

Only this morning in reply to a
question, the hon. Minister stated that
as many as 5,601 persons were receiv-
ing political pensions. We do not know
how many of them were enjoying pen-
sions during the British regime. It has
been clearly stated in this Resolution
that the people who were receiving
such pensions during the British
regime as rewards for services render-
ed to the British should now be told
that they cannot expect any such pen-
sivn now. In spite of that clear
statement here, we find that Govern.
ment have not yet considered any
such proposal and they have not
come forward yet with any statement
saying that they will stop such pen-
sions forthwith.

I wanted to move an amendment,
but that has not been allowed.....

Mr. Chairman: You can speak on
that
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Shri N. B. Chowdhury: ... .to the
effect that not only should such politi-
cal pensions be stopped forthwith, but
Government should be asked to ex-
plain the reasons for making such
payments even after 15th August
1947. The Britishers had their own
reasons for such payment, but why
should the Congress Government con-
tinue to make such payments even
after 15th August 1947? They owe an
explanation to the nation at large.

It appears to me that one of the
reasons for not stopping - such pay-
ments is that the ruling party itself
has agreed to make payments
of a skmilar type in the shape
of grants to the Rajpramukhs and
other ex-rulers, They themselves are
following the path of the erstwhile
rulers. Shri Jawaharlal Nehru has
said time and again that these are the
people who were the creatures of the
British. And yet when Shri Jawahar-
lal Nehru himself is the Prime Min-
ister of this country, is it not a dis-
grace that Government should conti-
nue to maintain these Rajpramukhs
and pay them as well as the ex-rulers
pensions and allowances amounting to
crores of rupees? Is this the reason
why Government do not want to stop
payment of political pensions?

It has been rightly said by one hon.
Member that not only should the pay-
ment to such people be stopped but
they should be asked to refund the
amount that has been paid to them
after 15th August, 1947. And eved the
question of attachment of lands that
have been given to them by way of
rewards has also been raised here.

We want the Government to make a
categorical declaration here in this
House that immediately this Govern-
ment would proceed to take adequate
steps in this direction. We know that
this is a resolution which has the
support of the entire people of our
country and here inside the House all
sections of the House are in support
of the resolution. So there is no
reason why this resolution should not
be accepted here and now and steps
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taken by the Government immediately
to honour this resolution.

One need not speak very long on a
resolution like this. But finally I
would like to point out that if the
Government continues to make such
payments to the persons who have
betrayed the cause of the nation and
who were responsible for the suffer-
ings of lakhs of people in our coun-
try, then their pretension to a social-
istic pattern of society, to a respect-
able nationhood where the country
wants to set good standards of moral-
ity for other nations, cannot be ac-
cepted by the people at large. So I
support this resolution and hope that
the Government would accept it.

Mr. Chairman: Will the House ac-
cept a ten minute time-limit? I think
that will be better.

Hon. Members: Yes, Yes.

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Dr. Suresh Chandra (Aurangabad)-
I rise to support this resolution moved
by Dr. Ram Subhag Singh. When I
begin to read the resolution, my blood
begins to boil. This is a very import-
ant resolution because it concerns
those people who had betrayed this
country and who are getting pensions.

An Hon. Member: You are emo-
tional.

Dr. Suresh Chandra: But not as
sensitive as you are.

Mr. Chairman: Let the hon. Mem-
ber proceed, Otherwise, he will take
a longer time,

Dr. Suresh Chandra: I was saying
that my blood begins to boil when J
think of those traitors who had be-
trayed this country, who had acted
against the interests of this country
and who are drawing pensions. I have
myself experience of such people. I
can cite here instances of those people
who arrested me along with the other
Members of the Indian Natlonal
Army in Germany. Today, those peo-
ple who took out their pistols in front
of us, have been promoted. They have
been promoted not only in the army,

but they have been promoted in the
police service also. I can cite to the
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Minister instances where they are oc-
cupying very important positions.
The question of politica] pensions
has been raised in this resolution. I
have again and again raised in this
House the question of pensions which
the men of the Indian National Army
earned. Those pensions have not been
paid. I raised this question even the
other day. The hon. Defence Minister
in reply to the debate on the
Demands for grants of his Ministry,
did not even care to reply to the point
which I had raised. These pensions
have not been paid because they had
served the country, because they were
loyal to the country and because they
were not loya] to the British. Such
things that we have are rather unique
in this country. During the war, I
was in France and I had something %o
do with—I have also known people
who have done this—resistance work
in France and South France. I know
what these people became - after
France was liberated. These people
came to the helm of affairs and they
led the country. What is happening in
our country. It is an insult to the
memory of those people who laid
down their lives for the freedom of
the country, We go on granting pen-
sions, which may be insignificant
sums. It is a question of principle. I
think this House will not agreeto the
principle of granting pensions to those
who betrayed the country. Even in
recent years, in recent months, we
have examples of these people,
who have betrayed this' coun-
try outside India. When we have
been trying to hoist our National Flag
and trying to bring respect to this
Flag of our country, even in those
countries there have been people who
have been betraying this country.
When we returned to this country
after India bacame free, these people
again were bosses in the administra-
tion. I shall not give the names of
gentlemen who are no more. But,
their sons and sons-in-law, even
today, occupy important positions in
important Ministries. I think this is
an affront to those people who have
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suffered for this country. It is high
time that we thought of these things.

A point was raised by Dr. Ram
Subhag Singh about the history of the
freedom movement. I know that a
good amount has been sanctioned to
write the history of the Indian Army.
I have nothing against that. When the
question of granting funds for writing
the history of the freedom movement,
the history of those people who for
hundreds of years have fought for the
liberation of the country, was raised,
no amount has been sanctioned. We
know that the Minister of External
Affairs Dr. Syed Mahmud, was the
Chairman of the History of the Free-
dom Movement Committee. He him-
self said that they have been asking
for funds, but no funds were given.
How can we, without funds, collect
materials regarding the history of the
freedom movement? I have been try-
ing to collect some materia]l from
West Germany relating to the history
aof those people like, Shri Chatto-
padhyaya, brother of the late Shrimati
Sarojini Naidu who laid down his life
in some corner of Soviet Russia.
There were also others like Shri
Barkatullah who played an important
role during the first World War in
Germany, England, Turkey and other
countries. All this is almost forgotten
today. We are giving pensions to
hundreds of traitors in Hyderabad,
who are occupying important  posi-
tions—people who betrayed the free-
dom movement, who betrayed every-
thing which we represent, which we
want to spread in this country. There-
fore, I very strongly support the reso-
lution and I have no doubt in my
mind that the hon. Minister will give
serious thought and accept this reso-
lution.

Shri Bogawat: This is a very simple
and small Resclution moved by Dr.
Ram Subhag Singh regarding political
pensions granted by the British. We
know that the first Home Minister
of independent India, the ‘iron man’
of India, effected a big reform by
abolishing feudalism in India. After
that. it was necessary to do further

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th'ngs, to stcp the political pensions to
persons who committed big crimes
against our own motherland. It is a
biack history of treachery committed by
persons to establish the British raj in
India and cut the throats of our own
people. Not only that; for persecuting
and troubling our own people, the re-
ward that they got—for such treacher-
ous activities—was political pension. It
is a disgrace on our ‘part to still allow
these political pensions to those per-
sons who were faithless to our own
country and who were rewarded be-
cause of their black deeds. This
matter ought to have been investigated
by the Home Ministry long ago, after
the independence of India. But I am
very sorry to say that it has neglected
it so far. If such people are still
allowed political pensions, it is against
our own people and the people who
fought for our own country. It is a
shame that the people who fought for
the freedom movement. who laid down
their lives, who suffered, and whose
wives and children are starving, had
nothing done for them  while these
people, these treacherous people and
their descendants are given pensions
because of their service to the British
people. There is an instance in Poona;
the Deputy Minister very well knows
that that person is the descendant of
a man who brought the British flag
on the Poonas Fort and showed the
way. His descendants are getting
political pension. I need not mention
the name; the Deputy Minister very
well knows it. There are several such
persons. My friend, Dr. Suresh
Chandra, said that in Hyderabad there
are a number of such descendants of
these treacherous people who are
getting political pensions. They were
the cause of making our country siave.
In such circumstances, it is the first
duty of the Ministry to inquire into the
black history of these persons who
helped the British in order to ruin our
own people ‘and establish British raj.

I need not say much, but it pains my
heart to leamn that 5600 and odd per-
sons are still getting political pen-
sions because of the black deeds they
did against our own motherland, and
I must thank Dr, Ram Subhag Singh
for bringing forward this simple Re-
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solution for abolishing these political
pensions. These must be stopped at
once without any rhyme or reason.
There is n» need further to give these
pensions because it is notservice to
our country but treachery to our coun-
try. In these circumstances, I humbly
request the Home Minister to accept
this Resolution and take the necessary
steps to stop these political pensions.
I wculd also request that some consi-
deration should be given to those
persons who suffered for the freedom
movement, their descendants who
are starving, their wives and children
who are starving; some pension
should be given to such persons. That
is my humble request.

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Mr. Chairman: Shri Raghubir Sahai.
The hon. Member will finish in five
minutes. I want to accommodate a
few other Members.

Shri Raghubir Sahai: I shall not be
able to finish in five minutes. I shall
try teo firish my observations within
ten minutes.

Mr. Chairman: There are other
Members also who want to speak. Then
I will give the first chance to Shri D.
C. Sharma. He will please finish in
five minutes.

Shri D. C. Sharma (Hoshiarpur): A
large number of points has been raised
in this debate. and I must say that all
this is due to the very valuable Re-
solution which Dr. Ram Subhag Singh
has brought before this House.

The question of political pensions has
been raised. I think it is highly in-
equitous and immoral that we should
be giving political pensions to those
who were the enemies of our struggle
for independence and that we should
not be doing justice to those who are
the soldiers of our treedom movement.

In my own constituency I found one
person, an old woman, the mother of a:
political sufferer. who died as a soldier
of freedom, going about from one corn-
field to another and picking up sheafs
of corn in order to keep her body and
soul together. I think this is a very
sad commentary on our national
psychology and I would therefore say
that the best thing is that we should
take away the money from these per-
sons and give money to those whom I
have mentioned. I need not mention
their names: their names have been
given out by so many persons. These
persons are having a bad time because
at one time they gave their best for
their own eountry.

Something has also been said about
the reduction of salaries and I think it
is a very valid point. If we are to
make the socialistic pattemn of society
a real thing and a vital thing, we
have got to do something to reduce
this disparity between the salaries of
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the lowest persons and the salaries of
the highest persons. I think this has
got to be done. I think this has the
support of all the members of the
House to whatever party they may be-
long.

Something has been said about the
Rajpramukhs also, I think whatever
our moral commitments may be, what-
ever the political commitments may
be, whatever the other commitments
may be, most of these Rajpramukhs
are not helping the national cause. It
is not only the Rajpramukhs that are
not doing that but their very beloved
spouses are also going about and try-
ing to bolster up the unruly elements
and trying to sabotage the national
movement in a very insidious and
subtle fashion. I do not know why
this institution of Rajpramukhs should
be kept going for a very long time. I
do not think it is contributing to the
good of this country. It may be said
that our legal commitments are some-
thing like this, our constitutional com-
mitments are something like that. I
know that it will be argued on the
strength of moral commitments. But
I know when there is a question be-
tween patriotism and treachery, be-
tween a patriot and a traitor, all these
commitments have to be thrown to the
winds. There can be no compromise ¢n
this issue and I believe that the sooner
we settle this problem, the better it
will be for us.

But, I would say one thing. On the
17th Avugust, a question was put on
the floor of this House about this thing.
It was then given out that the re-
cipients of political and territorial
pensions were 8500. In answer to a
question today it was said that the
recipients of these political pensions
are now 5601. They are a vanishing
tribe. I pray to God that they should
Vvanish as soon as possible. Of course.
we have practically got rid of about
3000 persoms in the course of about
8 or 9 months. But you never know
how hardy the other persons are and
how long they may continue to live. I
would, therefore, say that something
should be done.

Again, it has been said that there
are some political pensions in England.
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Of course, Dr. Ram Subhag Singh re-
ferred to some persons who have
voluntarily surrendered their pensions.
But. I must submit that these political
pensions are all not of the same cate-
gory. For instance a pension is being
paid to Princess Bamha Sutherland.
Why is she getting a pension? She
resigned her sovereignty rights. of
course, it was under compulsion from
the British. I do not know why she
who was a victim of the British Gov-
ernment should also be a victim of our
Government. I do not know. Again
there is one Princess Victor Dilip
Singh. She is also of the same cate-
gory. There is one Mrs. Mastva: she
is the widow of the son of the late
Nawab of Murshidabad. There are
certain grandsons of Tippu Sultan
and others and there are also the
grandsons of the Nawab of Murshida-
bad. Imean to say that these perscns
are political pensioners no doubt but
their category is not the same as
that to which reference has been made.
I would, therefore, ask the flome Min-
ister to go into these things and to
sift the chaff from the wheat.

An Hon. Member: What is the
wheat.

Shri D. C. Sharma: Of course, most
of it is chaff, but still cases to which
I have referred are cases in which
something should be done.

But it is a very unhappy state in
India to see that all this is happening
everywhere. We are governed by
moral considerations. The persons who
prosecuted the soldiers of Indian free-
dom, the persons who held them up
to ridicule, who sentenced them to
death, the persons who sentenced them
to imprisonment, the persons who
practised all kinds of repression on
them, those persons are still going
about their life and they are trying in
every possible way—notallof them
but some of them—to do things which
are not conducive to national interest.

I would, therefore, say in the end
that the Home Minister should appoint
a committee to go into each case and
to abolish pensions of those who are
traitors in any sense, confiscate the
properties of those whose property is
ill-gotten, expropriate them whose
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property has been got on some other
considerations and let it not be said
that we put a premium upon treachery
to our country in any sense of the
word.

Shri Sadhan Gupta (Calcutta Soutbh-
East): It is gratifying to find that frcm
every section of this House there has
been opposition and very determined
opposition against the continued pay-
ment of political pensions. Sir. when
the party of the Government opposes
the policy followed by the Government
you can be sure that the people feel
very strongly about it. I am here also
to voice the people’s feeling in this
respect. The grant of political pen-
sions has been condemned as im-
moral and severe things have also been
said about it very rightly. But, what
I wish to reiterate in this connection is
the fears of Shri Rajaram Shastri that
in spite of the condemnation, in spite
of the invectives that have been
rightly showered on this policy of
granting political pensions by Members
from all sections of the House, I have
a lurking fear that this resolution will
not be allowed to be carried.

An Hon. Member: Is it so?

Shri Sadhan Gupta: I have the sus-
picion for this reason that this grant
of political pension is not a mere acci-
dent. It is not given through some
forgetfulness. It is given through a
delibrate design, a delibrate policy,
the same policy that was responsible
for keeping sacred. sacrosanct the
stranglehold of the British on our
economy, the same policy that has kept
in service a lot of treacherous gcvern-
ment servants who did everything to
oppress the valiant fighters for free-
dom in our country. It is the same
policy which is responsible for the
grant of these political pensions. - Do
you know that in mv State there is =
police officer who is in a very high post
and has, in fact. been promoted to &
higher post after the attainment of
freedom. He was ar officer who was
most responsible for the atrocities of
Government in Midnapore  district
during 1942 when the movement reach-
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ed a very high pitch there. Even be-
fore that, in 1931, in the detention
camp at Hijli, when the British police
shot down some of our gallant com-
rades in the fight for freedom, the next
day this British police officer visited
the detention camp and made the
sarcasiic remark “Only two killed!
What a shame!” It is these types of
police officers that you find in plenty
and given some higher posts.

Mr. Chairman: Shri Gupta, the Re-
solution refers only to the stoppage of
political pensions.

Shri Sadhan Gupta: Under the cir-
cumstances, it is no wonder that if
police officers who have recently ver-
petrated atrocities can be kept in ser-
vice and promoted, those people whose
ancestors 25 or 50 or 100 years ago ren-
dered services to the British thould be
even more highly prized and rewarded,
That is the rationale of giving politi-
cal pensions. Therefore, I have a
lurking suspicion that there will be
opposition to it and if the Governmeut
concedes, it is a great victory for our
people who have made the (Govern-
ment to concede. I would, therefcre.
thank Dr. Ram Subhag Singh for
bringing forward this Resolution and
I would ask him to keep firm to it and
not to budge an inch from it, unless the
Government  categorically accepts
every word of his Resolution. There
should be no room for vague assurances.
For example, the way Shri Sharma
put it, that is, going through each
case and so forth, would be the best
way to postpone the evil day for the
Government and that would be the
best way for the Government to con-
tinue the political pensions. We want
all political pensions to be stopped here
and now, whether it is paid to the
grandson of the Nawab of Murshidabad
or the wife of the son of the Nawab
of one place or the son or the wife
of another place. We have nothing to
do with feudal parasites; we have
nothing to do with their vested in-
terests. We want all the political pen-
sicas to be stopped. whether they are
feudal parasites or wheiher they are
the promotors enemies of the struggle
for freedom or their descendants. It
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may be that the two should be looked
at from different points of view, but as
regards the justification for the pay-
ment to them, it is the same, that is
to say, there is no justification.
Therefore, I would ask the Govern-
ment to face the challenge of the
people and come out with a categorical
assurance or a categorical acceptance
of the Resolution and support the Re-
solution and allow it to be vassed by
this House.

Shrimati Jayashri (Bombay Subur-
ban): I entirely support Shri Raghubir
Sahai, and I would request Dr. Ram
Subhag Singh to withdraw this Re-
solution.

We call ourselves a democratic Gov-
ernment. In democracy, we have var-
ious parties. If we want our Services
10 be faithful to Government we
expect that they should do their duty
faithfully and that they shouid serve
their master—whoever has formed
Government—faithfully. If we are
going to pass this Resolution. we wilk
pe shaking their faith in  whatever
work they are doing.

At present we are lucky we are hav-
ing a Government which is following
the path of Mahatma Gandhi. He has
taught us ehimsa; he has taught us
not to retaliate. and not to take revenge
on our enemies. We know very well
his own life history.

Shri M. P. Mishra: Did he ‘each us
to worship treachery?

Shrimati Jayashri: He was attacked
by Pathans, and the very same
Pathans became his faithful followers
afterwards. What was the reason?
The reason was that the Pathan was
convinced that he was following a
policy of ahimsa. Under that policy,
there was nu enemy; he did not
consider the Pathan as his enemy.

Our foreign policy also follows the

same path of peace for every one, for
every nation: and we do not consider
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any nation as our enemy. Our Prime
Minister has tald us the reason for co-
operating with the Commonwealth.
Why do we co-operate with the Com-
monwealth?

The British have become our friends
oecause of our policy. If we want to
stick to this policy, we should see
that those who are doing their duties
should not be punished by whichever
Government is in power.

+f we accept that democracy should
continue in this country and that pecple
should follow the democratic priuciples,
we should not have such Resolutions
as this under which people will be
afraid of serving whichever Govem-
ment is in power." 1f we want to
follow the path of ahimsa, of love, and
of friendliness for all countries, for
all nations, and for all people, I would
request my hon. friend Dr. Ram Subhag
Singh to withdraw this Resolution.

Dr, Suresh Chandra: Did Gandhiji
teach cowardice?

Shrimati Jayashri: This is not
cowardice. In fact I would call it
cowardice to retaliate. We do mnot
want to retaliate on our enemies, and
those who are fallen. Some of those
who were serving the British former-
\v are very faithful to our present
sovernment, and we have put them in
big posts, and we have faith in them,
because we know that they are faithful
to this Government also. The other
day we read in the papers that when
Shri Jawaharlal Nehru was to cross a
level crossing, the man at the level
crossing stopped him because the signal
was down "and Shri Jawaharlal Nehru
praised that man because he was do-
ing his duty faithfully.

1 would appeal to Dr. Ram Subhag
Singh to see that the Services do not
lose falth in our Government.

Shri Punnoose: May I have two
minutes?

Mr. Chairman: Very well. I hope
he will stick to two minutes.

Shri Punnoose: I stand up in order
to defend Gandhiji in my own humble
way.

Shri M. P. Mishra: He does noi need
Yyour defence.
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Shri Punnoose: He has to be saved:
trom his friends, and this is the mo--
ment for it.

1t is irrelevant to suggest that.
Gandhiji excused this man or {nat man.
or this offence or that Gandhiji has.
pardoned offenders who  offended.
against him. But th’s is not a gques-
tion ©of oftending against one particuiar-
man. Gandhiji has never in his life
pardoned people who have oifended
aga'nst the nation. What did he say
when he came to know that fereign
soldiers insulted our women in Bom-
bay? He said, “You came away
without saving and defending the
honour of our women?”. There is no
question of Gandhij¥ excusing such.
traitors and Quislings. It is the great-
est insult that can be done to our
national leader. If you like, you may
kiss and hug the Quislings and
traitors. But do not bring in the-
name of Gandhiji.

1t you stand by the traditions of cur
national movement, stop this ignoble
practice. not as an act of revenge,
but because we have to stand by our
people and carry out our pledges.

The Deputy Minister of Home Affairs.
(Shri Datar): I have noted very care-
fully and with the respect that it
deserves the large volume of opinion
that has been expressed in favour of
this resolution. I have the authority
ot the Home Minister to assure this.
House that inasmuch as there is a
considerable amount of support to this-
resolution. the whole matter will be-
examined and Government would con-
sider as to the policy that they should
adopt in the light of the views that
have been so strongly expressed on
the floor of the House.

I may also point out to this House:
the circumstances under which these:
pensions were granted by the British
Government and the  circumstances:
under which we are continuing them
only for a few years.

This question was considered after
the advent of power, in 1949, and again
in 1951. And the policy that the Gov-
ernment followed was that though on
certain grounds it might be considered
objectionable to continue the pensions:
in certain cases, still there might be-
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[Shri Datar]
mitigating circumstances as a result of
which Government would take what
can be called a generous or a magnani-
mous view and continue the pensions,
not for ever, not for generations to-
gether, but only for the lifetime of the
person who is now enjoying the pension.
Therefore, what Government did, both
in 1949 and in 1951, was this so far
as these pensions are concerned.
There are certain other kinds of pen-
sions also. All of them together are
known as political pensions. And they
have nothing to do with what we are
now giving to the Princes as a result
of integration, by way of privy purse.
Now, we are giving five crores and odd
to the various ex-Rulers as a result of
their agreement either to merge or to
integrate or to entirely give over their
claims over these territories. Under
these circumstances we pledged in
return for their agreement, a patriotic
agreement to come under the Indian
Union and to forfeit all rights, the
Government of India under the leader-
ship of Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel
agreed to make a generous gesture and
give them privy purse to the extent of
five crores and fifty lakhs of rupees.
That is what we are doing even now.

Now, that is a question which does
not arise in this case. I am merely
pointing out an analogy, how under
certain circumstances we took into
account the supreme need of the hour
and gave Rs. 5 crores and odd for the
purpose of getting to the Indian Union
the large territory that was formerly
occupied by the various Princes. That
act should be considered, so far as
the Government of India was concern-
ed, as an act of great statesmanship,
as an act of great promise so far as
the unity of India was concerned, and
was also an act of generosity so far
as these former Rulers were concerned.

Here we are dealing with a class of
persons, some of whom are likely to
be subjected, more or less justifiably,
10 the criticism that was levelled
apainst these grantees. Most of these
grants arose after the Mutiny. It was
called a mutiny by the British Gov-
vernment, but in the course of the
wext two years we shall have certain
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volumes that will throw a flood of light
upon what our people did in those
memorable days and then perhaps we
shall have to re-value the 2ssessment
of what happened in those days. There-
fcre it is likely—I would not like to
anticipate what the authors of these
volumes are going to tell us—but we
are considering at present as to how
to present the history of the Freedom
Movement about one hundred years
ago. Whatever might have been the
result of that movement. the British
Government thought that those who
supported them were entitled t0
certain pensions and therefore the
British Government gave certain pen-
sions, which are gradually dwindiling
down: Mind, they are not what they
were in 1857 or before 1860; they are
gradually dwindling down. We have
also to take into account another
circumstance. It is possible to believe
that most of these grantees fought
against India’s freedom, or they fought
in favour of the foreign rulers of the
day. But those persons who got the
pensions, they took them, they enjoyed
them for life, and then they have died,
and their generations are enjoying
the pensions only to a small exient
You will kindly understand that the
extent of pension so far as this cate-
gory of pension is concerned is ex-
tremely small; in some cases it is
mostly below sixty rupees. That 18
what is being given to them, given
to the descendants of these grantees.
entirely on humanitarian  grounds.
There are widows with no children.
&nd the greatest consideration that
the Government had placed before
themselves was the consequences of
the stoppage or the sudden abolition
of these pemsions. Therefore Govern-
ment took a decision that whatever
might have been the reasong that led
tc the grant of these pensions, here
we have to take into account a realis-
tic view. Here we have persons who
are the descendants of, what some
hon. Members have called, ‘traitors’.
But after all they are the descendants,
and when the present pension that
they are énjoying, as from 1950 or
1951, was taken into account, Govern-
ment found as a matter of fact that
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most of the persons who enjoyed these
pensions had absolutely no affluent
circumstances in their favour at all.
They are from a poor and indigent
class of people. The original grantees
had died a long ago. They are absolute-
ly poor persons. In these circum-
stances, Government had to take into
account what I have already stated as
a compassionate consideration, name-
ly whether, when rightly or wrongly
for hundreds of years, these families
were enjoying certain doles or pen-
sions, it would be right, it would be
equitable, it would be czompassionate
in the modern set up of these poor
indigent families, all these pensions
should be immediately taken away
or whether some other decisions, con-
sistently with the respect of the nation
as also with a feeling of compassion
for these people should be taken. The
question was considered as I said
twice, in 1949 and 1951. The line
that the Government accepted was
that as far as possible, it would not
be proper to stop a pension while a
particular pensioner is alive. What
the Government have done now is that
they have practically accepted m
principle what the Mover has in his
mind in sponsoring ihis resolution,
namely, so far as this category of
pensions is concerned, Government
have already taken a decision that
these pensions would be abolished for
ever and those pensions would lapse
the moment the holders of these
pensions die. Such persons are not
many. I would assure the House that
in the course of *th® next few years,
all these pensions would automatically
lapse.

Shri K. K. Basu (Diamond Har-
bour) : That is an insult to the
hon. Minister behind whose duty it
is to protect the lives of all people.

Shri Datar: Let us not push things
to their cruel limits as was done by
some of our misled Indians as early
as 1857 and 1858. Even in the hour
of glory, we have to be magnanimous.
We have to be generous to the ex-
tent that we can go.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad (Purnea
cum Santal Parganas): Not to the
traitors.
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Shri Datar: Let me finish. So far
as the present pensioners are concern-
ed, they are not traitors. They are the-
descendants of traitors. There is also
one point which you have to take in-
to account, namely whether it would.
be proper in a poor country like India
to immediately take away or snatch
away the smallsource of subsistence:
that these families have, and throw
them into the streets? Here comes:
what I said as the ethical side of the
question. Government considered and
decided that so far as the political
pensions, especially for service in.
favour of the British, were concerned,
these should be abolished, not from.
today but with effect from the death
of the present pensioners.

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: There is
contradiction in his speech. First the-
hon. Minister said that the whole:
question w#l be re-examined, Now he
is contradicting himself.

Shri Datar: I am pointing out the-
circumstances. I am not in any way-
prejudging what the Government.
would do. I am merely pointing out
both sides of the question.

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: Where is:
the Government view? Bring forward
the Government view.

Shri Datar: I am merely defending -
what we did in 1949 and 1951, The
whole question was examined and &.
solution was arrived at on the basis-
of the grounds that I have mentioned
here. Whether thele grounds are valids«
today in the light of what has been:
stated here and what has been put
very strongly here by the Members
of this House, Government will have-
naturally to consider, because Govern-
ment have to carry out to the largest
extent possible the wishes of this
honourable House. Therefore, I~
again repeat that whatever I have:
said was only in justification of what-
the Government did. Let not other-
considerations be brought in here be-
cause the amount, as I stated to you,.
is also small.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad: It is a-
question of principle; not the amount...
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Shri Datar: I am pointing out also
the question of principle. So far as the
amount is concerned, it was Rs. 66,000
and odd. Out of this sum, a sum of
Rs, 12,000 bas been surrendered by His
Highness the Agha Khan. A sum of
Rs. 5,100 has been held in abeyance
because the holders of these pensions
have already gone to Pakistan. The
balance remains. They are mostly
small amounts. Therefore, I pointed
out to the House that the Government
and the House should consider whe-
ther these small amounts....

_ Some Hon. Members:. What is the
total?

Shri Datar:. The total is, Rs. 66,000
minus Rs. 12,000 minus Rs. 5,100,
sbout Rs 49,000: to all the persons.

Shri M. P. Mishra: There are similar
-other pensicns which cannot be des-
cribed as political, but are nonetheless
on the same level. In answer to a
-question, it was said that Rs. 5 or 6
Jakhs are paid under this category.

Shri Datar: If I am given some
time, I am prepared to explain the
‘whole position.

Shri M. P. Mishra. A sum of Rs, 2
‘lakhs or so is being paid to the family
Mir Jaffar alone.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad: What about
that?

Shri Datar: So far as the present
resolution is concerned, it deals only
with political pensions which are
given as rewards for services rendered
to the British. There are also other
kinds of pensions. Some pensions have
been given under an Act. In some
cases, pensions have been given in
return for property that was ceded to
the British Government, and that has
now come to us. In some cases, ceriain
capital investments of the Rulers
were transferred to the State exche-
quer and what is practically known
as political pension, is only interest
that is being given to the holders or
to the descendants of those holders.

Shri B. N. Misra (Bilaspur-Durg-
Raipur): Why not call it interest? Why
call it pensions?

Shri Datar: There is no objection.
The ex-Rulers are there: the Nawab
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of Surat, the Nawab of Oudh and
others. In some cases the British Gov-
ernment have taken their properties;
we have got that property also. There
are also other classes of persons whose
properties have been taken away. '
They are being paid political pensions
because properties have been taken
away from them. It is more or less
by way of compension. Therefore you
will see that the other categories of
pensions are either compensatory or
exr gratia. In all cases, the total
amount would be about Rs. 20 lakhs.
So far as the first class of the former
Rulers were concerned—the word
*former’ is to be understood in refe-
rence to those Rulers who ceased to be
Rulers on the advent of the British
rule here—Government are anxious to
reduce the amount as far as possible.
What the Government have dune is
to take away or abolish all those allo-
wances which are given to the rela-
tives or dependents of those former
Rulers. Whenever there are only
direct heirs or descendants of the ori-
ginal families of former Rulers, before
the British regime, they alone will be
admitted. As regards the amounts
that were granted out of consideration
for certain public institutions, charit-
able institutions, like temples and
mosques, the line that the Government
have taken is whether the purposes for
which these grants were made, are
be:ing carried out and the amount uti-
lised for the proper maintenance of
the temples or mosques as the case
may be. Therefore, Jou will see that
the Governmént are anxious to put an
end to all political pensions as early
as possible. Government have already
started the process of putting an end
to all life pensions the moment life
passes away.

Shri K. K. Basu: Do you accelerate
this process?

Shri Datar: We are not going to
put an end to their lives.

Shri M. P. Mishra: It is better to
put an end to their pensions than to
wish death for them.

Shri Datar: We are not wishing.

Shr: D. C. Sharma: 1t is a strange
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kind of compassion that the hon.
Minister is showing to these people.

Shri Datar: It is the right kind of
compassion, if I were to say, according
to Gandhiji’s ideology. Of course, that
is entirely immaterial here; let us
not bring Gandhiji’s name here. I was
.surprised to find Gandhiji's actions
being defended by my hon. friends
there.

Shri Punnoose: You think we do
not know him. (Interruptions).

Shri Datar: There is no such thing
as Gandhiji being in the grave. But
sometimes people will turn in their
graves when they find strange sup-
porters.

I would not like to continue the dis-
cussion long. I would convey to my
hon. friend, the sponsor of this Resolu-
tion, that Government would consi-
der the whole question afresh, especi-
ally in the light of the volume of opi-
nion that has been expressed oh the
floor of the House. Government will
have the whole question examined,
and I assure the House that Govern-
ment will take a very proper decision,
in as satisfactory a manner as pos-
sible to this House.

Dr. Suresh Chandra: Are we to
understand from the assurance given
by the Minister that these political
pensions will continue up to the life
-of these people?

Mr, Chairman: He has stated it.

Shri Datar: I have already stated
it very clearly. (Interruptions)

Shri K. K. Basu: They want a post
‘mortem examination.

RESOLUTION RE: WEIGHTS AND

MEASURES

Shri Achuthan (Crangannur): I beg
to move:

“This House is of opinion that
Government should take neces-
sary steps to introduce uniform
weights and measures throughout
the country and to make penal the
use or possession of any other
weight or measure.”

I think this is a simple resolution
and the idea will be acceptable to
all, In fact, the first portion of the
resolution is more important. The
weights and measures play an impor-
tant part in the means of exchange
and our economic activities. In fact,
the question of weights and measures
has engaged the attention not only of
the modern world but even from the
ve.y ancient times. According to the
records available, even in the Medite-
rranean countries, in Egypt and in
Babylonia, the question of having
standards for linear measurements,
standards for weights, for volumes,
e¢tc, had been accepted. Then, they
had adopted not a very scientific or
symmetrical system, but just used
tangible objects as the standard for
measurements, as for example, cubic
and foot for linear measurements, It
grew with the economic activities in
the several countries and the system
had been examined from time to time
and now, there are some vague
systems or standards of weights and
measures throughout the country, In
fact, it is a common language of quan-
tity between the buyer and the seller.
The unit may be determined by any
phenomenon. Let us know more
about that. It is some sort of a rela-
