Shri Jangde (Bilaspur—Reserved 
Sch. Castes): May I make another
suggestion? Because there are a large 
number of Members who are inteading 
to speak, there should be a time-limit,

. so that more Members can be accom­
modated.

Pandit G. B. Pant: So -̂ir as the 
Government are concerned, we do n Jt 
want to be denied the privilege of lis­
tening to any Member who wishes to 
speak and who may be able: to catch 
the eye of the Chair successful^.
