The MiDJster of Food and Agri-
culture (Shri S. K. PaW): I beg to 
move:

I would like to know whether it is 
your intention that any observations 
on this would also follow the discus-
sion on the motion by the hon. Mem_ 
ber? 

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: Yes; he will 
have an opportunity to speak on the 
resolution as well as on the motion for 
'consideration of the Bill. 

Shri S. K. Patil: May I submit one 
thing? On this motion for considera-
tion of the Bill, the observations that 
I will be making will give a general 
picture of the whole position. That 
will be useful and the hon. Mover 
of the resolution wiII haVe the advant-
age of knowing the position. Other-
wise, the position is that he first makes 
a speech which is the negative part 
of this item of business and then 
the Minister would make his speech, 
Of course, I leave it to yOu to decide 
which way you like. 

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: Both the 
motions have been moved already. If 
the hon, Member agrees, I can ask the 
hon. Minister to make his observa-
tions, after I place his motion before 
the House. The hon, Member can 
speak after the hon, Minister has 
spoken, on both the motions. 

ShriBraj Raj Singh: While I abide 
by your desire, I may point out that 
the practice has been that the mover 
of the resolution gets priority. He 
moves the resolution, speaks on it, and 
then the Minister makes his speech. 

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: It is his 
choice now, If he wants to get the 
benefit of the speech of the Minister 
and make certain commeRts on the 
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facts disclosed by the Minister, he 
may follow that procedure. If he 
does not want to do so, certainly I 
would ask him to speak. 

Shri Braj Raj Singh: Let him speak 
then. 

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: Motion mov-
ed: 

"That the Bill to provide for 
the regulation of production of 
sugar in the interests of the gene-
ral public and for the levy and 
collection of a special excise duty 
on sugar produced by a factory in 
excess of the quota fixed for the 
purpose, be taken into considera-
tion." 

Both the motions are before the House, 
and the discussion will now begin. 
The hon. Minister. 

Shrl S. K. Patll: As I said, I will 
make some observations with the ob-
ject of giving the general p:cture of 
the sugar situat'on in the country to-
day. My hon. friend's motion wants 
that the ordinance that we have issued, 
instead of being enacted into a regu-
lar statute, should be repealed; i.e., 
just the oppos i te of it. That is why I 
craved your indulgence. When the 
House knows the general picture, they 
would realise how very necessary it 
is that the ordinance has got to be 
enacted in the way we propose to do. 

I do not go into the whole history 
of sugar in this country; it is a long 
history and it l1as come before the 
HOUSe time and again. If yOU remem-
ber, We had during five years imported 
in this country something like 14 lakhs 
of tons of sugar costing somewhere 
about Rs. 40 crores to Rs. 50 crores 
in foreign exchange. We had to do 
that, because sugar was in short-sup-
ply and without sugar certainly we 
could not have carried on. But a 
situation arose thereafter where we 
saw the prospect of making this 
country self-sufficient in sugar. So, 

Production) Bill 
in 1959-60 we gave certain incentives 
both to the farmers and to the mill-
owners with the object that the sugar 
production in this country should rise. 

The effect of it was, in figures, at 
the end of 1958-59 we had a carry-over 
of only l' 73 lakh tons, the shortest 
carry-over for many years; and, there 
was a danger that this was too small 
and difficulties would arise. Definite-
ly difficulties would have arisen. 
Therefore, this incentive was given. 
The price of sugarcane was increased 
fmm Rs. 1-7-0 to Rs. 1-10-0 and cer-
tain incentives were given to the mill-
owners also. The combined result was 
that carry-over at the end of 1959-60 
came to 5' 95 or nearly 6 lakh tons 
of sugar. At the end of 1960-61, the 
year which we haVe just left behind, 
it came to 11' 85 or nearly 12 lakh 
tons. 

When We gave these incentives, 
made it clear to the House time and 
again that the solution of the problem 
was that the per-acre yield of sugar 
must increase, and then there would 
be no danger. Yet, the farmer had 
to be protected. So, although there 
was opposition in many quarters that 
the price of sugarcane should not be 
increased, we increased it from 
Rs. 1-7-0 to Rs. 1-10-0. But what 
actually happened was, instead of 
t million tons of sugar more that I 
really expected, as a result of these 
incentives, I got a windfall of some-
where about 5 lakh tons. 

Many people would advance the 
argument that if this ordinance was 
nromulgated before the sowinlr was 
done, possibly it would have been 
better. I would draw their attention 
to the fact that when the incentive 
was given, the sugarcane was sown 
and in spite of that we Irot 5 lakh 
tons. The only answer is not that the 
farmer worked hard or any such 
thing, but a lot of sugarcane that WlI8 
going to gur was transferred to sugar, 
The figures will show that before the 
new sowings were made, a lot of 
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sugarc_ was ~ from. p.-
to erysta\ supr. Tftat was "Very good 
and tfter"e was 'ftGtttmg 'WrOng in thtt. 
But the result was that instead of 
1 minion tons, we got 5 iakh tons and 
this went on jom,reasing. NQW we ha_ 
got somewhere about 12 fakh tons of 
SllgaT. 

This really frj,ghtens me bec:ause 
sugar is not silver or gold. which you 
can keep for 10 or 20 years and sell 
it at the pr'IPer time_ It is a perish-
ab.le article like wheat or any other 
grain. Therefore, there is limit to 
which you can CQIlserve it. but thai 
limit has gone. You cannot keep it 
fox mDre than a year or two yeaJ:S.

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=not be .reduced. unless we really 
tmdo what we have done, viz.., to 
reduce the price of cane and so ot\, 
which this HOUSe does not want and 
wb..iola I -do not pr.opose ta d.o. I have 
given the promise that the farmen; 
will be protected. What do we do 
a,bout these 12 ~ km5 that have 
gathered? We tried to get some 
favourable market. One market was 
the United StateJ>, becaUSe they gave 
abCNJ.t 50 to 60 per cent more than 
the Il{ocld market price. They did not 
do it as a kind tiling 10 In.dia, but 
because they wanted 10 prDtect their 
own farmers, 50 .u.a.t their prices may 
not be dep.ressed. Otherwise. the 
priCe ill Amer.iea woWd be depressed. 
But luckily those prices are 58 10 1I0 
per cent more than the international 
price.

Sbri 1'1. K. Patil: 1 will come to 
that. I' 87 lakh long tons of sugar 
worth nearly 25 minion dollars WII9 
the utmost they could take. There 
was no other way, because there were 
any number -of countries prepared to 
Mell $Ilgar at priDes ev:eQ cheaper tlaan 
OIoInsel.ves. ~,  the in.te.rna-
t.ional wear a,greeiDt>nt quota, it cGUld 
not -be much mMe than lDO,OOO toDI!I 
()I' so. Ther-efare, our selling sugar 
t.o -other oountr.ies was rillLlly lVllQ' 
much limited. indeed., as there was no 
SOQjle fur that. 

My friend aiJted why they changed 
their mind., beca.l.lSe after that they 
reduoed ttoe quota by about 56.,DOO 
.short tons or about 40.,000 long tQlU. 
In a free ecoruuny, t.hia is a phena-
menoD. which. ha, got to be urulen;tQCId 
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by everybody. If the internal prices 
slump, the only way to raise the 
price is to wftharaw a certain part 
of that conunodity outsiae the market, 
so that the prices start moving- up. 
The prices haa slumped in the United 
States, with the result that not only 
they were su1rering, but everybody 
who was supprying sugar to the United 
S'ta tes was su1rering. We lost same-
where about Rs. 2 crore!J as a result 
of the slump. Unilaterally they took 
that action not artl<y in regaT"d ~ mdia 
but in ~  to several countries, 
from where they imported sugar l'iIre 
BrazIl, Taman, etc. Therefore, the)-
reduced the quo1!a. 

That would have really infiicteQ a 
hardship on us, but lu£kily that was 
llOt so, beca1.lSe our shipments bad 
akeady started and other shipments 
that were to begin were slightly 
delayed. When they reach there after 
1st January next, they can be adjusted 
against the quota Gf next year. I bad 
a talk with the Food Secretary at 
Rome. When I aUended the F .A.D. 
Conference I luckily met him there. 
He was himself surprised because it 
happened. He was DOt in Amerii:a at 
that time. He toM me that he was 
very much ashamed and sorry for 
what happened, that after all the h0s-
pitality that he r""eived here Qne ~ 
he beard that the Cluota was redu.:e.d. 
He felt sorry for it. He 58.iA that it 
should not have happened, and be 
promised that surely ~ would do 
everything in his power lin see that it 
was adjusted against the next year's 
quota. After all, they have also a 
democracy as we have a democracy 
here. They are also bound by rules. 
They have also the Parliament and 
the Congress. So far as the Food 
Secretary, Mr. Freeman is concerned, 
he has given me a friendly promise 
that whatever he has promised shall 
be redeemed. Therefore, there is no 
difficulty as far as the 50,000 tons. quota 
is concemed. 

But that is only a sman thing. What 
I am telling you is this, that so far as 
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the export market et su,.. is e!JllUl'Il-
ed it is very mudt limited. It is 
lome te be still lIlOt'e di1ficult. iA the 
full:lre because ~  is produc-
ing nor. &nn .America which lIro-
cWces solDeW'aen abottt ave million 
tons of sugru un ~  the ten 
IIliJ.1ion to<I8 which they l"eCllW"e if 
they want '" in .. year's time. It is 
not a very ~  fuinc. The-same 
is the case with other eeUDtries. There-
fOlre, we ~ ciePeM ~ iatemaJ. 
etll1SIIiIJlptiClC. But there is a limit for 
inten>al. etIItS\lJDIItMla ab& t& increase. 

As this H&use knowS", along with 
this" Ordinance wt! h"beralised. the dis-
tributfcm of sugar. We liberaHsed it 
in: a big way. There is absoluteiy no 
check. Anybody who wants" mgar C!IIl 
~ It for his mere mingo If there 
is" realty any tension aily whet e so tllr 
as sugar is eeneernecf, r am prepared 
to give this" promise to every hon. 
Member here that if anybody wmlts 
sttgar even to individuals wt! can give 
hund'n!ds of tons whereVt!r they want 
it. Bat the House must realise, and 
everybody knows it, that sugar is not 
a kind of thil'Jg which one can go on 
eating without any dangerous e6ect on 
one'S" health. Therefore, there is a 
lfmit even to intenIal consumption, 
because one cannot go on eating sugar. 
In spite of the fiberaIisation, during 
the lase 5ix weeks what we have been 
able to really circulate is only 50,000 
tons, and if in the whole year we can 
cfrctrlate somewhere about three lakh 
tons more, wt! woula have achieved 
OUT point. More than that we cannot 
expect, because i1' you create an arti-
licial demand among the people, in the 
first plaee it is. bad for the health of 
the people ana, in the second place, 
that artificiality will have to be main-
tained and we wiJl have to release 
more sugm-and more sugar which is 
not a really hearth sign. 

But there is another thing which 
is really bad indeecf and to which I 
must draw the pointed attention Qf 
this House. The farmer, knowing that 
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there is more money in sugar--our 
farmer is a very shrewd man-tlllned 
tus attention to producing more sug&' 
for all lime. In the whole world, it 
there is one crop that gives the maxi-
mum return, whether it is in the 
United States, Cuba, Indonesia, Taiwan 
or India, it is sugar. Sugar is the 
highest; it might compare as 1:2 or 
1:3 so far as wheat and rice are con-
cerned. Therefore, whenever the far-
mer gets an opportunity of producing 
more sugarcane he will always go in 
for it. Therefore, what the farmer did 
in India was, when he got the incen-
tive, he did not at all think of increas-
ing the per acre yield of sugarcane--
the per acre sugarcane yield has not 
gone up in any appreciable manner-
he went on increasing the acreage 
under sugarcane, which is the most 
dangerous thing to happen in this 
country or in any country. When a 
commodity is already in excess in the 
world and we have no law, no regula-
tion anywhere as in other countries, 
and neither the Central Government 
nOr the State Governments have any 
power to check and lay down as to 
how much acreage a farmer can bring 
under a particular cultivation, to 
increase the acreage under that parti-
cular commodity is a very dangerous 
thing. I am pleading for such a law 
not only for sugar but for other 
things also. We have come to an 
agricultural economy where we have 
to think of having some kind of adjust-
ment by law. It has become absolute-
ly necessary to regulate the acreage 
under different commodities. Here, 
when the farmer got an opportunity 
he went on increasing the acreage to 
such an extent that during the last 
two years the new area that has gone 
under sugarcane cultivation is nearly 
one milion acres. This has created 
a new problem. In 1958-59 the acre-
age was 48' 03 lakhs and in 1961 it is 
57' 34 lakhs. Therefore, the actual 
increase in acreage is 9,34,000. This 
means, the House would realise, one 
million tons of sugar more because the 
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acreage has increased, and ..he acreage 
has increased at the cost of wheat, al 
the cost of rice, at the cost of cotton 
and other coarser grains. That means 
where we are in short supply-we 
want more grains and cotton-the 
farmer did not produce more and 
inslead of doing that he went on pro-
ducing more sugarcane because he got 
more money in it. 

Therefore, all these ditficulties that 
we are experIencmg tOday are not 
dllliculties created because of our giv-
ing lhe incentive, they are not dllfi-
cUlLies because there is no market out_ 
slde or inslde, but they are dtfficulties 
because the farmer dld not stlck to 
the acreage that was there notwith-
standing the warning that was glven 
to him. In the absence of any regu-
lation or law under which the State 
Governments should really regulate 
the acreage this thing happened. The 
problem has, therefore, become alarm-
Ing and enormous today. If the far-
mer has to be kept alive, if the sugar 
industry has to be kept not only alive 
but prosperous in a condition in which 
it will prosper, then something has got 
to be done so that the additional acre-
age that has come under sugarcane 
must go back and efforts must be 
made to have an increase in the yield 
per acre whereby the deleterious 
effect which has come about will not 
be there. That is exactly why the 
time came for an ordinance to be 
promulgated. 

Had the ordinance not been promul-
gated, Mr. Deputy-Speaker, the posi-
tion would have been this. One year 
we had five lakh tons more, in the 
next year we got six lakh tons more 
and this year, if this had not been 
done, we would have perhaps got 35 
lakh tons of sugar and from a stock of 
12 lakh tons we would have gone to 
somewhere about two million tons of 
unsaleable stock of sugar in this 
country. If nothing is done, if no steps 
are taken, then by and by possibly 
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there would be no wheat and rice in 
this country and everybody would go 
in for sugarcane. Therefore, some kind 
of regulation or check was absolutely 
necessary in the best interests of the 
farmer himself and also in the national 
interest, So that the second largest 
interest in the country could not only 
be preserved but preserved in a very 
sound condition. That is why this 
ordinance was promulgated. 

Dr. M. S. Aney (Nagpur): In which 
of the States the increase in acreage 
was the greatest? 

Shri S. K. Pati!o My hon. friend 
wants to know in which of the States 
the increase was there. Really speak-
i;o g, every State is more or less res-
pons;ble. But nearly six lakh acres-5, lakh acres to be exact-increase 
was there in Uttar Pradesh alone. In 
Bihar it is somewhere about 50,000 
acres, in Punjab it is somewhere about 
1,00,000 acres, in Maharashtra it is 
somewhere about 50,000 acres and so 
on. But, as you will see, nearly two-
third of the acreage increase is in a 
State where the per acre yield is the 
lowest, and that is Uttar Pradesh. 
There the per acre yield is somewhere 
about 12 to 14 tons as against 50 ton. 
in Maharashtra or Madras Or any 
other southern State which is really 
the belt for sugarcane cultivation. 

I am not merely finding fault with 
the farmer. I cannot blame the farmer 
because the farmer as a shrewd man 
switches over to the commodity where 
he gets more money because he is 
poor. If there is more money in sugar-
cane cultivation he will change over 
to sugarcane cultivation. There is 
nothing to stop him from doing so, 
nor have I or the Agricultural minis-
tries in the States any power to do 
that. Therefore, they went on increas-
ing the acreage. I had to stop this. If I 
had not done that, as I said, there 
would have been anything from 33 to 
35 lakhs tons this year and while our 
consumption would not have gone be-
yond 24 lakh tons about 10 to 11 lakh 
tons would have been added to the 12 
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lakh tons of sugar stock which we 
already had.. We would have then 
been chocked up with a sugar stock 
of 23 lakh tons not knowing where to 
sell it. 

So far as money is concerned, when 
sugar 15 produced money has to be 
gIven, and qtllte a large part of the 
money is to be paid to the farmer. 
As soon as sugarcane is given to the 
mills the farmer has to be paid.. If 
the farmers are no, paid then there 
are their representatives here who 
will ask the Minister as to whether 
the Minister is aware that the sugar-
cane charges have not been paid etc. 

It is very necessary because they 
are poor people and they have got to 
be paid. Where have they got to be 
paid from? The sugar mills have not 
got any money because all the sugar 
that they produce is lying in stock. If 
the stock increases, from where have 
they, even the wealthiest of them, got 
to have the money? Therefore the 
services of the State Bank were press-
ed for this purpose so that they could 
give more and more money to sugar. 

The House will be interested to 
know that some months back, I think 
last year, as much as Rs. 94 crores of 
the State Bank were locked up in 
sugar alone. If this process had con-
tinued and this particular Ordinance 
was not promulgated, the result really 
would have been that this Rs. 94 
crores would have gone up at least to 
Rs. 150 crores or Rs. 160 cror", on one 
single commodity, that is, sugar which 
is an impossible proposition. Our 
agricultural economy must not be 
made to suffer by our having neces-
sarily to put Rs. 150 crores almost 
permanently locked up because the 
sugar is in the godowns. 

Besides, there were no godowns also. 
All these difficulties arose and some-
thing had to be done. What was done 
was that we took the power in our 
hand to say as to how much sugar 
could be produced so that· we can 
regulate it in a manner and ultimately 
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it will lie belpOz) to tbe-:lumer and 
to 'die StaIR:

The other market would 
mean that for every lakh ton of sugar 
sold in the international market means 
a loss of Rs. 3 crores. The loss of 
Rs. 3 erores ultimately will have to 
he passed on to the consumer, so that, 
for the folly of creating more sugar, 
the consumer has got to sutfer by 
paying more. There is a hue and cry 
iB this House and everywhere in the 
country that in spite of all this sugar, 
the sugar prices have not gone down. 
'nIey cannot go down below Rs. 40 for 
the simple reason that we have given 
so much money for this, so much 
llIOney for that. It is all limited. The 
Tariff Commission has sat upon it and 
they have fixed the price. The only 
way was the reduction of sugarcane 
acreage. If this is an evil, that is a 
greater evil. That way the farmer 
will be punished. Therefore, I take 
tire It!!mer evil in telling the farmer,

look here, if you only restricted your-
self to the acreage that you had got, 
you would rwt haw come to this 
danger: for God's sake, go back to that 
position; so long as you do not go to 
that position, whatever excess is there 
today, I shall be tolerant and I shall 
be sympathetic and I shall do every-
thing in my power to see that you are 
not unduly punished. If, in the mean-
wlule, the consumers begin to take 
sugar in a large way. if instead of 3 
lakh tons, 5 lakh tons go to the inter.

Even the 4 
per cent reduction may not be neces-
sary. It is too early to imagine just 
now as to what would happen. Let 
the season develop. When it is deve-
loping, ultimately we shall see. 11 
any danger comes out of it, there will 
be time enough to consider that. Un-
less thi.. was done, the whole sugar 
economy was in danger. When we 
are trying to resuscitate the en tIre 
agricultural economy and make it sel1-
sustaining and self-generamg and 
standing on its own legs, that tlIlle 
must not be chosen to do anything 
rash or foolhardy if, as a result at it, 
the farmer and the nation would 
sutfer. That was why this Ordinance 
was promulgated. Now that the House 
has time, the attempt is to have the 
Ordinance made into a regular 
enactment.
