Under this drive at Starting Stations
the rakes are made fit in all regpectsand
special attention is paid to checks and
inspection at the washing lines 3o thatthe
conthes are properly cleaned, washedand
water tinks flled on the washing lines.
Similar attention is given towardsdynsmo
bolts, batweriea and electrical E?b.'np
when the rakés are in the sidings.

Similarly' at the Divisiopal Head"
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the defects poticed on the fun within
the allowed time so that the punctuality
of the trains does not suffer.

SHRI GAJADHAR MAJHI : Due to
over-crowding in the Second-Class bogie,
there is di ty of drinking wat¢r and
food there. I want to kaow whether
the Government is thinking of making
any arrangement for supply of dn.ﬂv:l
water and food to the passengers tra
ling by Second Clamses ?

SHRI BUTA SINGH : It is truethat
at present there is not sufficient arrange-
ment for drinking water in the Second
Class bogic. Efforts are being madeto
see if these facilities can be provided.

SHRI DHAMANKAR : The state-
ment says that a special drive was launch-
ed on 10-4~75. I do not know wehther
there was any specal attempt made to
secthat these things which arec mentioned
in the statement are properlydone and
to ensure that deficiencies are set right
on the spot.

As far as the Western Railway is
concerned, when we travel and enter
a coach, we see that it is full of woal
dust and all that. We have to carry
a duster to clean the berths. Thetrain
might have been washed somretinue befre
coming to the station. But wlen the
train comes to the station and when we
enter the coach, we fina that it 15 fullof
dust and charcoal cdust, May ] know
whether the Government will takeapecial
care to sce that the coaches are properly
cleaned and the lights are properly
checked ? Even in the lavatory, there
no light absolutely.

SHRI BUTA SINGH : You must
bhave noticed from ;l::k slateme-r:a; c{:;elf
that only two days & 5 ve
had beii-‘yn started on_all tz:amilwnyi.
The western railway will also be contact-
edin this regard, and if there 15 any
slackness, they will be asked lo keep
up the drive for amegitics and cleanlincss.

Last year, you have
increased the fare, but the passengers’
menities are being decreased. I want to
know what are the concrete stops are
to take to remove all the di ties

are faced by these passengers ?

SHRI BUTA SINGH : So far ac
provisions for electric fans in the train
are concerned, the summer scason starts
from today. So, if there is any deficiency
in the Eastern Railway, they will be
asked to vide that. The Fasterp
Railway will be asked to provide adequa-
te fan facilities to the Second Class
coaches. So far as drinking water
facilities in the 2 Tier ACC are concern-
ed, definitely, I take this informaton
from the hon. Member and we shall see
that drinking water facilities are alo
provided im the 2 Tier ACC.

SHRI BUTA SINGH : Itis not a quosts
ion of provisjon of those fittmgs and other
facihities. The Hon’ ble Member has
mentioned the Eastern Railway, especially
the Sealdah Divisicn. There, the difficul-
ty 1s that whatevers lprovtded for the
passengers is stolen. If I may say so,
1t1s not an exaggeration to say that 809
of the fittings are mussing 1n the Eastern
Zone. It is unfortunate and, threugh
you, I would request the Hon'ble Mem-
bers to co-operate with the Railway
Admmistration,
