Naturally the prices started falling down,
and the C.C.1. to help the small growers
in India, had to move 1n their machinery for
purchase in side india. Because of these
factors we, naturally, could not obtain what
we wanted. As I sard, 1t was only 30 per
cent and now the C.C.1. is having a <hare
of 70 per cent. Over and above that, in
1971 cotton season, they purchased only
10,000 tonnes of tndigenous cotton, and this
ycar they were able to purchase 40,000
tonnes of indigenous cotton. The machi-
nery had to be moved for amaliorating the
condition of the local farmers also.
