{c). There i» no cvidence to show that the
Rabies Vaccines used in various health centres
and dispensaries are ineflective. A small
proportion of cases treated with aatirabic
vaccine may be expected to develop hydro-
phobia in spite of treatment with an efficient
vaceine.

SHRI A. K. SAHA : May | know whether
government is contemplating legislation mak-
ing it compulsory for owners of dogs to have
them immunized every six months ?

SHRI A. K. KISKU ¢ There is no legisia-
tion under consideration now because cases of
rabies and hydrophobia are effectively raken
care of by existing vaccine and also by the
medical care that this country is providing.
Therefore, this question has not arisen.

cles have appeared in The Slatesman about
this,
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SHRI NIMBALKAR : May I know whe-
ther the government is aware that there isa
vaccine developed in America with which one
injection makes the patient immune for his
whole life ? Now they are giving 14 injections.

May I know whether there is any plan for
importing that vaccine from America ?

SHRI A. K. KISKU : We are not aware
of it.
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BHRI N, K. SINHA: I want to know
whetber adequate quantities of anti-rabi medi-
cines are supplied to the health centres ! My
information is that they are not being supplied
adequate quantities of these medicines.

SHRI UMA SHANKER DIKSHIT: Iils
not posibie to supply all the health centres
with these medicines. It is not 20 widely preva-
lent either. About three lakhs of cases are
treated cvery year and wherever there is any
report ot large-scale pievalence we certainly
will take cave of it.
