(a) During the recent 18-day tour, 
Poland, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Guinea, 
Liberia, Nlgerai and the U.K. were visit­
ed There was also opportunity for 
exchanging views with leaders in London 
and Cairo. Wide ranging discussions on 
subjects of mutual interest were con* 
ducted with each of the Governments 
involved. As a result of this visit, there 
is a clearer understanding of the basic 
aspects of the situation in the sub-con­
tinent, and the Agreement reached at 
Simla Summit Conference has been wel­
comed and evaluated as a positive 
development for the establishment of 
durable peace in the sub-continent. New 
possibilities for industrial collaboration 
and economic cooperation between India 
and each of these countries were also 
discussed.
