Various development programmes inclu-
ded in the Fourth Five Year Plan
in the fields of agriculture, industry,
transport and communicitions, irrigation
and power and social services which are ex-
pected to create more employment oppor-
tunities for the unemployed (including the
educated), have been spelt out in detarl m
the Fourth Five Year Plan (1969-74) docu-
ment.

Apart from the programmes included m
the Fourth Five Year Plan, some special
schemes designed for the bhenefit of the
weaker stctions of the society, particularly
in the rural sector have also been taken up
for creating increasing number of employ-
ment opporturuties. The details of these
schemes have been spelt out 1a  the docu~
ment “Towards Cirowth with Social Justice™
distributed to the Honourable Members
alongwith Budget papers for 1970-71. Some
of the more important of these schemes
are setting up of small farmers’ develop-
ment agenuies ; schemes for marginal far-
mers and agricultural labour ; scheme for
development of dry farming , rural works
programmes ; area development schemes.
Special emphasis 1s alo being laid on the
promotioni of medium and small scale
industries, A scheme for providing techni-
ca! and managerial “know-how™ as well as
necessary credit through the State Bank of
Indsa, natjonahised Banks and other insti-
tuttons like the national Small Industries
Corporation to technically qualified persons
to come forward as enterprencurs Is being
implemented.

More recently the Government have
decided to sanction a crash programme {or
rural employment The programme (for
which a sum ot Rs 50 crores has been pro-
vided lor the year, 1971-72) will be imple-
mented forthwith This progiamme envisages
empleyment of a mimmum of 1,000 persons
1n each district of the country on works of
an 1nfra-structure natute

Necessary steps are also being taken for
strengtheming the career advice and voca-
ttonal guidance programmes 1n  universities
and schools (o channelise the youth mto
productive employment/self-employment.
Simultaneously, the casting training pro-
grammes arc bemg re-orgrnised and re-
oriented with a view to making the persons
with technical qualifications, particularly
engineers and craftsmen, better equipped for
self-employment and employment.
