SHRI P. RAJAGOPAL NAIDU: I
would like to know whether the Gov­
ernment has made any assessment 
about the crops and the commodities 
which can be exported to other coun­
tries especially jaggery because the 
prices are coming down.

SHRI A. C. GEORGE: Recently
the Ministry of Commerce has taken 
meusures to ban export of vegetables 
and fruits. In today’s newspapers it 
is widely reported that the so-called 
ban on the export of vegetables or 
fruits or allied commodities has not 
made any appreciable changc in the 
prices. It has been calculated that 
the so-called export, even at the peak 
time, was only 0.2 per cent of the 
total production in the country. Will 
the Minister agree with me that tak­
ing this type of ad hoc measures with­
out any basis whatsoever will only 
harm the long-term interests of ex­
port possibilityi more go because these 
are being exported to the Indian 
population in the Gulf and the newly 
rich countries. This type of ad hoc 
measures will only do harm to the 
country.

MR. SPEAKER: It is a suggestion 
for action.



SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: No. Sir; 
I would like to reply. In the Bombay 
market from where vegetables are 
exported to a great extent, the prices 
have crashed down by 30 per cent; I 
may say this for the information o f 
the hon. Members. (Interruptions) I 
must make it very clear to the 
House—the whole policy o f exporting 
domestic goods; the essential goods 
required for common consumption 
here will not be allowed to be ex ­
ported; they will be utilised in the 
country.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: I am
starting from the latter part o f the 
question. The Government has put 
a ban on the export of ground-nut oil, 
ground-nuts, edible oils, pulses and, 
in regard to vegetables, there is a 
ban On the export of potatoes while 
the export of onions has been regu­
lated.

SHRI P. RAJAGOPAL NAIDU: 
These are all agricultural commrao- 
dities.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: These
are all essential commodities. In the 
case of industrial commodities also, 
wherever it is felt that the commodity 
is very much needed here for mass 
consumption, a similar view will be 
taken. At the same time( we would 
like to have a balanced approach. If 
we feei that the producers are the 
sufferer.-, to give ihem protection, 
some exoprts may be allowed. What 
We are interested in is a proper regu­
lation so that we can take care of both 
the consumers and the producers.

Regarding the first part of the ques­
tion, as 1 had said earlier oa the 
Floor of the Hou:;e, it was after dis­
cussions with the representatives of 
the Government of USA that they 
have lifted the ban on import to tlieir 
country of handloom products from 
our side. They have lifted some 
restrictions and, of course, there are 
certain other conditions on which we 
can have further consultations.

SHRI V. DHANDAYUTHAPANI: 
Regarding jaggery, I would like to 
know whether the Government ha« 
any concrete proposal for further ex­
port of jaggery to other countries.
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Secondly, where there are no sugar 
factories, the small farmers are suffer­
ing as they cannot go to  other sugar 
factories where they are not regis­
tered. Therefore, will the Govern­
ment adopt a consistent policy for 
lifting the ban on State to State ex­
port of jaggery?

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: Regard­
ing inter-state trade there is no res­
triction whatsoever in regard to jag­
gery. As for its export to other 
countries, the prices in the country 
are already ruling high but if desired. 
1  shall take up the matter with the 
Agriculture Ministry.

SHRI ABDUL AHAD VAKIL: Will 
the Hon. Minister kindly tell us 
whether there is any proposal with 
regard to the direct procurement of 
cashewnut for export to the foreign 
market so that the middleman can b« 
eliminated and the producer o f the 
cashewnut gets a better margin o f 
benefit on this very good foreign- 
cxchange earner?

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: It is the 
consistent policy of the Government 
to eliminate the middlemen to the 
extent possible.

Minister, whether it is a fact that his 
Ministry h’as issued a circular recent­
ly that the participants to these Trade 
Fairs will not be given any kind of 
assistance from the Market Develop­
ment Fund, which is available to he 
export houses. If so, what are the 
reasons for the discrimination against 
the siwail exporters who want to 
participate in these Trade Fairs?

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: There are 
hundreds of individual exporters in 
the country and in case we decide to 
give them these facilities, you can 
just imagine, what colossol amount 
will be required. Naturally, we shall 
have to strengthen the institutions or 
the associations and this is because of 
this.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: I was 
reading only last night the annual 
report of the Britannia Biscuit Co. 
who have been thanking their good 
luck that they have been able to 
switch over from the export 0f frozen 
shrimp to other varieties of sea foods 
and thereby they have made a good 
harvest of money. Will the hon. 
Commerce Minister tell us why does 
he want to take recourse to the same 
method as the previous Government 
had been doing—export or parish 
theory—and stop the country from 
having enough protein bv allowing 
indiscriminate export of all varieties 
of sea-foods? What is the Govern­
ment thinking about it?

SHRI K. LAKKAPPA: India’s
participation in international trade 
fairs is aimed at exploring the market 
potential for our products in other 
countries. The point is that most of 
the large exporters are monoply 
houses and' they have not only specu­
lative trade but also switch trade out­
side which completely—

MR.' SPEAKER: Please ask your
question.

SHRI K. LAKKAPPA: Therefore,
I would like to know what steps the 
Minister is going to take to stop such 
speculative and switch trade.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: So far as 
these delegations are concerned, I 
have already given instructions that 
these delegations should not be over­
loaded as it used to happen in the past 
by the big monopoly houses or the 
big export houses and that they 
should necessarily have represen­
tatives from exporters having small- 
scale trade.

Regarding the other question, it is 
difficult to say, but, of course, we 
would not like to encourage that 
thing.

SHRI C. N. VISHVANATHAN: 
The Minister has stated that the gov­
ernment is making every effort to 
popularise our products abroad and 
increase our exports. I want to 
know whether the government has 
done anything in the case of hand­
loom exports. Handloom products 
are piling up in the country for want 
of buyers. I want to know whether 
any new agreements have been made 
for their exports after the Janata 
Party has taken over the government. 
The handloom export’s have become 
stagnant and weavers are suffering a 
lot in Tamil Nadu and Kerala. I want 
to know whether this government has 
taken any positive steps for exporting 
handlooms.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: I quite
very well understand the concern of 
the hon. Member. It is in this direction 
that we have had our dialogue with 
the US government and they have 
lifted the restrictions on the imports 
of handloom garments and other 
fabrics.

Similarly, we are having our 
dialogue*with the EEC countries also 
and at the same time, we are trying 
to have these exports made to other 
countries as well. All efforts are be­
ing made in this direction.
