Are you now determined 
to go ahead with this so that there is 
no paucity of accommodation. Since he 
made a positive statement while reply­
ing to a question, I want to know 
whether he would accept' the proposal 
lor appointing a National Commission 
for Housing Programmes as this in­
volves a massive programme and 
whether he would fulfil the construc­
tion of houws on a massive scale so 
that the unemployed engineers of this 
country can be made use of for this 
purpose. What is the attitude of the 
present Government in regard to the 
appointment of a National Commission?

SHRI SIKANDAR’ BAKHT; The tra­
gedy is that this question relates only 
to the formation of the National Com* 
mission.

The National Housing 
Commission is with a view to under­
taking a massive housing programme 
in the country. He has not come out 
with a categorical answer, He just now 
said that the previous Government 
hag taken a decision in three delibera­
tions with the Planning Commission. I 
want to know whether you are going to 
accept that or not and whether you 
are going to absorb all the unemploy­
ed engineers in that massive housing 
programme; or not.
