Narasapur in Andhra Pradesh.

Government has already sanctioned
fishing harbours at Visakhapatnam
(Stage I) and Kakinada costing Rs.
344 lakhs and Rs, 77 lakhs respective-
ly. The proposal in regard to Visa-
khapatnam (Stage 1I) anq Nizampat-
nam have been referred to the World
Bank for assistance ag part of am in-
tegrated marine fisheries project. The
quantum of mechanised boat operation
at Narasapur at present does not justi-
fy construction of a fishing harbour.
The Project on Pre-Investment Sur-
vey of Fishing Harbours has accorded
a low priority for Narasapur and re-
commended that landing and berthing
facilities be built at Narasapur only
if it can be established that 9 metre
boats can work profitably.

SHRI DRONAMARAJU SATYA-
NARAYANA: 1 would like to know
whether there iz any proposal before
the government te construct fishing
harbour at Bhimlipatnam?

The project reports have been for-
warded to the World Bank with a re-
quest for early appraisal.  Further
developments are awaited, Regurding
Nizamapatnam, we are considering the
feasibility of economic operation of
mechanised boats, The proposed har-
bour has designed capacity for the
operation of 60 mechaniseq boats and
60 non-mechanised boats.
