Programme Executives to ensure that 
this dependence decreased without 
detracting from the entertaining con-
tent and the instructive content of 
the programmes. 

SHRl MANORANJAN BHAKTA; I 
would like to know whetber the G()V-
ernment is considering to make the 
TV spread out throughout the country. 
including the isolated and remote 
Union Territories like Andaman and 
Nicobar Islands and Lakshadweep Is-
lands. -SHRI L. K. ADV ANI: Expansion of 
TV network wou1d very much de-
pend upon the availability of resour-
ces and Members would appreciate 
that this consideration would not 
make the expansion of TV a very high 
priority in our over all plan strategy.

stone deposits which are yet to be 
explored ann prove~l, there are possibi-
lities of identifying more sites later.
