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DR. SUSHILA NAYAR: What steps
the Government is taking to provide
the common man’s cloth from the
handloom sector, khadi sector anq if
necessary, subsidise it to give it to
them at reasonable prices?

SHRIMATI ABHA MAITI: At the
present moment, controlled cloth is
being produced in the NTC mills and
in some organised textile mills and
also to some extent, we are producing
it in the handloom sector. 1t is our
endeavour and it is the policy of the
Government that ultimately gl the
controlled ¢loth for common tnan is
produced from the handloom sector
so that in the handlooms more people
can be employed. We are also trying
to produce some of the cloth in the
khadi sector as Sushila Behn knows
but it may not be so cheap for the
common man.

MQORARJI : (a) Govesnment. .
approved inveatment for the INSAT-1
gystem is Rs. 173 crores—Rs. 113
crores for the INSAT-I Space-Beg-
ment, Rs. 48 crores for the tele-com-
munications  ground-segment and
Rs. 12 crores for meteorology ground-
segment.

(b) INSAT-I .is a multi-purpose
domestic satellite system for telecom-
munications, TV and meteorology. Its
telecommunications and TV coverages
are designed for national coverage,
however, fts Very High Reso'ution
Radiometer (VHRR) for meteorologi-
cal earth imaging is designed to cover
some 25 per cent of the world area
directly under the satellite.

(c) Data from the special instru-
ments to be installed at different parts
of India including uninhabited remole
locations would be transmitted to the
Central Daty Central of the India
Meteorological Department via the
Satellite'and this data would be relay-
ed for providing metcornlogical and
hydrological observations. Thig hasic
data would be used for flood warning
and flood control by the organisations
responsible for water management.
The INSAT VHRR would provide
hourly pictures of the earth enabling
the tracking of weather syvstema which
cause heavy rainfall, thereby provid-
ing an effective flood warning and
control system. Tropical cyclones in
the Bay of Bengal as well as the
Arsbian Sea would also be tracked
ang the tale-commaunication and TV
channels would be utilised for trans-
mitting disaster warnings through
suitably equipped community televi-
sion stations or speeia] radio receivers
in disaster-prone areas.

DR. SAROJIN!I MAHISHI : Sir,
there are two systems. One relates to
the polar orbitting satellite and the
other to the National Geo-sationary
Satellite; that is, INSAT-I, for taking
the automatic pictures ang also for
covering imeages of the clouds and
conveying the services to the Interna-
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tional ‘Telocommumiostion - Mabli
alm. But in view of the large amount
of investment that is going to be made
'in this, may 1 know whether the data
processing -centre is in progress and
what efforts are being made to see that
it is expedited. 1 also want %o know
the progress that {s made in the train-
ing of the personne] in this regard.

SHR; MORARJI DESAI. It is not
possible to describe all the meusures
and steps thet sre being taken, but
they are being taken. ‘That is all that
1 can say.

SHRI MUKHTIAR SINGH MALIK:
May 1 know from the hon. Prime
Minister whether jt is a fact that
original specifications had been
changed later on to accept the offer of
a particular firm and whether this
special instrument provided by this
firm to other countries had already
failed in locating the disasters for
which it was meant?
