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Shri Ram Singh Bhai Verma : I would - like to know whether the two r€-
presentatives are out siders or they work in the plant.

Shri Chandrajit Yadav : It is obvious from the reply that they are mnot
from amongst the workers of the Plant but they are labour .(leaders. No
particular formula could be evloved on the basis of which representatives
could be selected from amongst the wnrkers. So two well known labour leaders

were appointed.

Efforts were made in all the steel plants to appoint such committees with
a view to solve the labour problems by negotiations. There are 14 such commi-
ttees in Bhilai Steel Plant, 8 committees in Rourkela Steel Plant, "7 and 9
committees in Durgapur and - Alloy Steel® Plant respectively. They meet every "now
and then. They include Accommodation Committees, Health Advisery Committees
and Works Committees. It wastried to have representatives of workers at every
level so that their problems could easily be solved at every level.

Shri Ramavtar Sharti : The Minister has told that representation is being
given to the workers in -Mapagement Boards. I would like to know the basis
on which such representatives are selected. Will it not befproper to select them
on the basis of secret ballot ?

Shri Chandrajit Yadav ; I said that no representatives were so far appointed
on the Management Committees, We wanted to do it but could not do
because no agreed formula could be found out. That is why the labour leaders
were appointed on the basis of their standing, their knowledge in particular
industry and their popularity among workers. Keeping all these things in view
they were nominated. As regards giving representation to the workers, we are
considering it seriously. If Members want to give theirsuggestions in this regard
we will welcome that, We are keen to take workers’ representatives as soon ags

possible.

Shri Naval Kishor Shamra: May I know whether government will pay due
attention to the ‘maxim’one industry. one wunion, $So that inter-union rivalry
may be put to an end and the workers may have their due participation in the

management ?

Shri Chandrajit Yadav: I agree with the hon, Member on this point. The
difficulty is that every industry has a number of unions and most of the unions
have several fractions within. them. This-issue is, however, under consideration of

the Department of Labour.

Shri Swarn Singh Sokhi : ‘Only the public sector steel plants are suffering
from this malady. In Tata Iron and Steel Co., Jamshedpur the system of Depart- .
mental Committees has been adopted and such a system can also be adopted
in public sector steel plants. ' '

Shri Chandrajit Yadav : I do not agree with the hon. Member op this
point. As regards the appointment of committees like those in Tata industry
I have already told that government have set up such committecs in 2 number
of public sector plants and they are functioning successfully.

Mx Speaker : It is a general question and it does not arise.
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Shri Chandrajit Yadav : It is the policy of Government that representation
to the workers_should be given in’ all the public undertakings. But it cannot
be done simultaneously in all the industries. We are trying our best 1o
find out the agreed formula to do the same.

Shri Chandrajit Yadav: This issue has been under consideration for the last
several years. Suggestions have been received from both sides and negotiations have
also been made.

But the committee on Public Undertakings has sent certain suggestions
which can be taken as guidlines. The Department of Labour has also iS§ued
certain guidelines. But there is a lot of difference between the suggestions given
by the Labour Department and those given by the Labour leaders. We are
considering all these suggestions and trying to find out some solution to the

Shri Ramavatar Shastri ; I want to know whether the Government has left
the work connected with steel with its Tisco Company of Jamshedpur and when
in the present circumstances we want to produce more and more steel, it has
become necessary that all the steel mines in private sector should be nationa-

lized.

Shri Chandrajit Yadav : It is true that Tisco has its own captive
mines like other plant owners. It is not the policy of the Government to
nationalize all the industries established in private sector and not to allow those
industries to function whit.:h -are doing well. So far as the question of nationaliza-
tion of all the mines is concerned, the Government has not taken any such

decision. :
Shri Ramavatar Shastri : I want to know the number of Mines in private Sector.

I also want to know the annual production ofiron ore in these mines and whether the Gove-
rnment has proposed any plan to increase production in those mines.

. Shri Chandrajit Yadav : At presentitis not possible to tell the exact number of such
mines but perhaps the hon. Member may be satisfied. with the answer that out of our total
iron mines about 54 percentarein the private sector and 46 percent are in the Public Sector.

So far as the qusstion of increasing the production in mines established in Private
Sector 18 00nccrned, our Mln.lstry !'.las set up an Iron Ore Board for Barajamda and Bclari
areas bzcause these are areas in which most of the private mines are located. The Barajamda

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arza Chnmittee has submitted its report regarding increasing production of iron ore scient!~
fically about two-three months back. The Iron-ore Board discussed this matter on 14th
October last. The Board had suggested to increase the production of iron ore from about
two and a half million tonnes to eight million tonnesin thatarea. Itwill costabout 12 crores
rupss. It has also suggested to start a central crushing and stoning plant at a cost of Rs.
5 crores, so that the work may go on smoothly. We will consider those suggestions and
take decision in such a way that not only the production in private mines may increase

but there may also be scientific and rational development in them. We are considering
those suggestions.

Shri Naval Kishore Sinha : I want to know whether he is aware that there has not
been any imorovementin road transportneither in private nor in public sector in these areas
during the last few years ? Neither new railway lines nor good roads have been provided
In these areas. I want to know whether the hon. Minister will look into this matter ?

Shri Chandrajit Yadav : Itis true that this problem is theie in some mining ateas.
We have to establish a rail link there. We have to make arrangements for infra structure
In other areas also. We have appointed Iron-ore Board for this purpose which is considering
this matter. They have also set up some Committees. We are looking into this matter but
1t 1s not possible to provide all these facilities at one and the same time. The Government
18 preparing schemes to tackle these problems.

Shri Lalji Bhai : I want to know the annual production in these private minesin 1971,

AsI have
stated that on the completion of Bokaro plant in 1977, its capacity will be 4 million
tonnes. We hops that the plant will run in profitin 1978-79 where it will attain its produc-
tion upto 4 million tonnes and at that time the question of loss will not arise.

Subsequently our Embassy in Kathmandu took up this matter with the Nepalese
Foreign Ministry and requested them to restore law and order,so that workat the Pro-
ject could proceed smoothly. The Nepalese Government gave the assurance that full
protection would be given. The Chief Engineer and the Superintending Engineer of

the project also held meetings with various Nepalese officials and apprised them of
the situation.

Sincz then the local authories have taken steps for maintaining law and order and
there has been no further disturbance or disruption of work.

(b) For the succass of thz non- ahgncd movement 1t is essential to ensure
that the independence and sovereignty of non-aligned countries, 1nclud1ng econo-
mic ind2p>ndens:, are fully safeguarded, strengthened and guarantced. The
Summit Conference of Non-aligned Countries in Algiers in 1973 Suggusted the
ways in” whaich this could b= achieved. Govemmcnt of India are in close and

Amendment of Industrial Relations Act and Factories Act

2562. Shri M. C. Daga :
Shri S. M. Banerjee :

Will the Minister of Labour be pleased to state :

(a) the amendments likely to be made in the Industrial Relations Act and
the factories Act and since, when Government are considering the same;

(b) the time by which the amendments in the above two laws are likely
to be made; and

(c) whether any consultation has taken place with the representatives of the
Central Trade Union Organisations, if so, their views and whether these views
are embodied in the proposed legislation ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Labour (Shri Balgovinda Verma) :

(a) Government are having under consideration an Industrial Relations Bill and are
considering certain amendments to the Factories Act, 1948.

(b) Efforts are being made to bring forward the amending legislation as
early as possible.

(c) The views expressed from time to time by the various interests con=
cerned including the Qentral organisations of workers have been kept in view
while processing the proposed amendments.

Implementation of decisions taken by Transport Development
Council

2563. Shri M. C. Daga : Will the Minister of Shipping and Transport be
pleased to state :

(a) the decisions taken by the Trianspoit Development Council at its meeting
held on the 8th November 1973;

(b) whether these decisions have been implemented by all the States;
and

(c) if not, the reasons therefor?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Shipping and Transport (Shri H. M.
Trivedi) : (a) the main recommendations relating to “Road Transport” made
by the Transport Development Council at this meeting are as under :—

1. Separate finances should be earmarked by the Central and State Govern-
ments for road safety measures and wayside amenities.

2. Registration marks on motor vehicles should be displayed in the bilin-
gual system i.e. Roman and Regional scripts and the international form
of Indian numerals, The consensus was in favour of transliteration- of the
English group of letters in the Sixth Schedule to the Motor Vehicles
Act, 1939 in the regional scripts.

The scheme for inter-State movement of tourist vehicles on single point
taxation basis should be implemented by the States which .had already
agreed to it. Legal opinion should be obtained as to whether grant
of permits for such vehicles to State Transport Undertakings alone would
be discriminatory. If this was not so, the grant of permits should be
restricted to such Undertakings.

All international resources of the State Transport Undertakings, included
dzpreciation reserve fund, should be available for wutilisation by “these
undertakings in the Fifth Plan for their schemes.

The borrowings by a State Transport Undertaking from commercial
banks and other financial institutions should not be adjusted against the
Plan outlay for the State in respect of the Road Transport Sector.

The profits realised by a State Transport Undertaking should be allowed
to bz utilised by it for its expansion programmes.

Priority should be given for development of road transport next only
to water and power.

The Railways’ capital constribution to State Transport Corporations should
bz released at quarterly intervals, or as and when the demand was
made -in the same manner as equity capital by Government to 1ts
public sector undertakings.

Concessions or incentives should be given to road transport operators for
opcrating in  the backward areas as was bzing done in the case of
railways. Transporters should get tax concession/subsidies which  were
available to the industries located in backward areas.

Governmzat should consider introducing price control over commerc.:ial
vehicles after the report of the Bureau of Industrial Coasts and Prices

was available.

A larger allocations should be earmarked for the State Transport Under-
takings from the overall production of commercial vehicle chassis by
Messrs  Ashok Leyland and TELCO.

(b) & (c) The Council’s recommendations are advisory in character and
have bzen commnunicated to State Governments for consideration and implemen-
tation, since the executive auchority in the matter of road transport rests with

the State Governments.

The position in respect of rscommendations Nos. 1, 2, 3, 8, 10 and 11, which
concern the QCeatral Government, is as under :—

A provision of Rs. 40 lakhs is envisaged inthe Fifth Plan for wayside
ameaities. The Planning Commission are not in favour of separate fund
b:ing set up for road safety work or wayside amenities. However, they
have no objection to a suitable adjustment being made in the above
provision to provide for specific schemes relating to road safety besides
those relating to wayside amenities. No scheme have been received so
fan;‘ from the State Governments in regard to wayside amenities or road
safety.

Necessary amendment to the Motor Vehicles Act will be considered on
receipt, from the State Governments of transliteration, in the regional
languages, of the groups of letters allotted to them wunder the Sixth
Schedule of the Act. ' '

The Ministry of Law and Justice have advised that if a Transport
Aathority decides to grant permit to a State Transport Undertakings for
tarist vehicles, on a bona fide considerations of all relevant factors, such
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action may not be open to Legal objection. If a specific provision is
made in the Moter Vehicles Act for preference to State Road Trans-
port Undertakings in the grant of such permits, it would be maintainable
under the Constitution. This advice has been communicated to the State
Governments.

There has been no appreciable progress in the implementaicn of
the scheme for free mcvement of tourist vehicles on single point taxa-
tion basis. The matter is however, being pursude vigorously with the
State Governments.

(8) This recommendation is being examined in consultation with the Ministry
of Railways and State Governments concerned.

{10) Informal control over the price of commercial vehicles of over 3 tonne
capacity has been introduced. In view of this, statutory price control
on such vehicles is not considered necessary.

(r1) MJs. Ashok Leyland and TELCOQO are alveady supplying 509% of their
passenger chassis production to State Trasport Undertakings. Apart from
this, vehicles are also released to the State Transport Undertakings in
priority, on ad-hoc basis to meet their urget needs.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Health and Family Planning
(Shri A. K. M. Ishaque) : (a) Specifications for Gauge (Absorbent Gauge) are laid
down in the First Edition of the Indian Pharmacopoeia (1955). Th?sc standards
are required to bs complied with by manufacturers under the provnsions of the
Druzs and Cosmstics Act. Specifications for Bandage clpth are not included in
the Indian Pairmacopeia. The Indian Standards Institution has laid down speci-
fications for this item and these were recommended for adoption to the State
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Drugs Coatrol Authorities. Revised specifications for ‘‘Absorbent Gauze’’ and
“‘Bandage cloth” for incorporationinthe Drugs and Cosmetics Rules are being drawn
up which would take into consideration the difficulties experienced by manu-
facturers of surgical dressings in complying with the existing specifications.

(b) The standards for drugs under the Drugs & Cosmetics Act are uniform
throughout the country.

(c) Surgical Dressings which would cover Bandage cloth and Gauze cloth
are deemed to be ‘‘drugs”’ and therefore come within the purview of the Drugs
and Cosmetics Act.

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The Minister of Defence Shri Swaran Singh (a) to (c) : The repatriation of all
the Pakistani and Indian Prisoners of War taken in to custody in the conﬂlct of
1971 was completed on 30 April 1974. This also included the civilians taken in to pro
tective during the 1971 conflict by either side.

However , as there were some civilian detainees in the custody of either government
prior to the outbreak of the December 1971 conflict, it was decided in a separate
agreement signed on gth April 1974 that nationals of this category will be visited by
the Swissrepresentatives and they will be repatriated on the basis of verification. Thas
process has been continuing and so far 267 Indian pre-war detainees have been repa-
triated by Pakistan and 448 Pakistani pre-war detainees have been repatriated by India.
Itis proposed that the remaining Indian pre-war detainees in Pakistan and Pakistani
pre-war detainees in India should be repatriated before 15th December 1974.

There are also some repoited missing civilian and military prersonnel on both side
whose whereabouts are being traced with the help of the two governments, assisted by the
tracing agency of the International Clommittee of Red Cross.

Amendment to Cantonment Board Act

2584. Shri Nathu Ram Ahirwar : Wlll the Minister of Defence be pased to
state :

(a) the year of enactment of the present Cantonment Board Act ;

(b) whether the conditions prevailing in the cantonment at the time of their esta-
blishment fifty years ago have undergone tremendous change at present ;

(c) whether old Cantonment Act in force at presentis responsibe for deterioration
instead of improvement; and

(d) when the new Act amendmg the old one, will be bought forward ?
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The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Defence (Shri J. B. Patnaik) :
(a) to(d) A statement is attached.

Statement

The present Cantonments Act which was enacted in 1924 has so for been amended
nearly two dozen times to meet the changing needs and situations. Among the earlier
amendments, those of 1936 and 1954 are material. The 1936 Amendment Act brought
out the assumption of functions and duties under the Act by the Central Government
from the Local Governments, replacing all Gantonment Authorities by CGantonment
Boards and classification of Boards on the basisof civil population and provision of
appointment of Givilian Executive Officers. The amendments of 1954 cater to a
large extent to the recommendations of the Gentral Government Gommittee on Ganton-
ments known as the Patil Gommitteein the matter of further democratisation of civil
administration in Cantonments.

2. On 15th December 1972,2a Task Force composed of a Joint Secretary, Ministry
of Defence (Chairman) and representatives of Ministry of Finance (Defence) Army
Headquarters and ML&QC Service as members was set up- with the following Terms
of Reference :— '

(a). to examine what amendments should be made to the Cantonments Act 1924,
taking in to consideration the representations and suggestions made from
various quarters and also other related matters like changes in the concept of
municipal administration consistent with the necessity to ensure greater discipline,
security, sanitation and health of the troops ;

(b) todrafta comprehensive Bill for introduction in Parliament.

3. The Task Force started functioning from, 8th December 1972 and submitted
its Reporton2nd June 1973. The recommedations ofthe Task Force cover amendments
tothe Cantonments Acts in respectof the following matters :—

(1) To achieve parity between the elected and nominated (including ex-officid)
member and conséquential amendments.

(2) Toextend the terms of office of the members of the Board from three to five
years.

(3) To reduce the terms of office of the Vice President from' three years to one
year and to provide for his removal through a no confidence motion.

(4) To further democratise the administration of Cantonments by grant of cer-
tain powers to Givil" Area Committees within - the: civil notified areas.
(5) To enlarge or modify the list of obligatory duties and discretionary functions

of ‘the Gantpnmént -Boards, to bring them atpar with those of Municipalities
consistent with the requirements -of the Armed Forces.

(6) To streamline the administratoin  of Cantonments by incorporating further
amendments in keeping with the contemporary trends of municipal admini-
stration. '

(7) To provide for declaration of Naval Stations also as Cantonments under the
Cantonments Act, when necessary and consequential amendments.

(8) To remove lacunaein the Actas revealed by judicial pronouncements in

regard to recovery of property tax in respect of private buildings occupied by
Government and recovery of rent on account of leases. '

(9) To achieve greater decentralisation of powers :-—

(a) by vesting certain powers in the Executive Officer instead of the Board
in matters of a routine nature.
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(b) by enabling the GOGC-in-Chief the Command to delegate his powers
in favour of the Deputy Director,

(10) To remove certain difficulties faced at present in the administration of the Act.

(r1) To enhance the amount of fines, fees and financial powers as provided in the
Act, keeping in view the present dayrise in prices.

{12) To amend obsolete provisions, bring the Act uptodate and to rearrange
some of the sections consistent with the subject of the section.

4. These recommcndatlons of the Task Force have been examinéd inthe Mini-
stry of Defence in consultation with the Services Head quarters and ML&C Service
-and action isin hand to finalise the decision of Government in regard to the amend-
ments to be made to the Cantonment Act 1924. Further, inter-departmental consultation
and processes prescribed under the procedure laid down for considering proposals relating
to legislations are yet to be completed. As soon as this action is completed and the amending
B1lldraftcd it willbe introducedin the Parliament.
