mittee and All India Radio relayed it simultancously. There was the audience of thirty
thousand people at that meeting whereas in the meeting organised by Jan Sangh in Ramlila
Grounds addressed by Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee the andience was of 2 lakh strong. Despite
that the All India Radio gave Coveraze of 6-7 minutes to the meeting addressed by the Prime
Minister while the speech delivered by Shri Vajpayee was disposed of in three sentences.
The hon’ble Member has stated that All India Radio will not he converted into a corpora-
tion. It has been alleged that AH India Radio is reserved for a single party or for selected
leaders people even call it All India Radio. How for these allegations are correct and will
Government set up a Parliamentary Committee to go into these allegations and to ensure

equitable Coverage to all Party leaders ?

. Shri I K. Gujral : It is absolutely incorrect that the speech delivered by the Prime
Migister in Chandni Chowk was relayed simultaneously. In so far as the audience in
Chandoi Chowk or Ramlila Grounds is concerned I think the hon’ble Member should not
utilise this forum for propaganda purposes. The figures given by him were just the reverse.
In so far as allegations abopt All 1ndia Radio and the Parliament Commiltee on them is
concerned, even earlier hon. Members and some perscns land made such allegations. After
the Consultative Committee had taken the decision, we placed those bulletins in the
Library. It is seven months now. None of the Members of Parliament has so far pointed

out that such and such news was wrong in the. News Bulletin.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri ; The main purpose of asking this question was 10 know
the increase in Unemployment =t the end of each Five Year Plan. This information has
not been given even in the statement attached to the reply. Government has been spending
crores of rupees o1 these plans. It is inexplicable on the part of the Government not to
give the back-1og of unemployment at the end of each successive Five Year Plan even
after 22 years of Independence. Ss-ondly, may I koow whether the Ministry of Labour
and the Ministry of Education have together drawn any coordinated programme to check

the rising incidence of unemployment among the educated as also to absorb the back-log
of the educated unemployed ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Labour, Employment and Rechabilitation
(Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad): We have given figures relating to unemployment after the
end of the first two Five Year Plans. But we are unable to furnish the unemployment figures
asked for by Shastriji because as you know, both inside and outside this House, in the
Planning Commission itself and different Committees have revealed that all the figures
given by us after the Plans are too variant to be believed. The Expert Committee of the
Planning Commission bas aiso endorsed the views that keeping in view the ecopomic situa-
tion of the country it is neither feasible nor useful to give out these figures. As regards
the second part of the question relating mounting unemployment among the educated, I want
to tell the hon. M:2mber that they wili be observed when increased employment opportuni-

ties are created after the implementation of various schemes envisaged in the Fourth Five
Year Plan.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : [ wanted to know whether the Ministries of Labour
and Bducation have together chalked cut any coordinated Programme for the absorption

of the back-log of the educated unemployed and for speaking out further unemployment
among the educated ?

i

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : I have answered this that employment opportunities will
be created by the schemes envisaged in the Fourth Five Year Plan. Such schemes would be
controlled by various Ministries. In view of this it has been stated that employment
opportunities would be created as and when these schemes are implemented.

Shri Prakash Vie Shastri :  Sir, at least I am not convinced with this answer,
May I know whether the Ministries of Labour and Industry are working out a scheme
under which a unit of 8-10 villages will be formed in which small scale industries will be
set up and work provided to the uneducated unemployed to this rural areas.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : [ had stated that there are variations in figures given out
at the end of each Five Year Plaa aad in view of this those figures are not given out. It
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does not mean that employment opportunities were not provided. The number was
comparatively higher in the lahour market and in th's infloted the number of the un-
employed during every Five Year Plan period. In so far as unemployment in raral areas
is concerned, the Plan lays ccnsiderable emphasis on labour oriented schemes such as roads,
rural electrifications, so that people of rural areas can secure employment.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Is the hon’ble Minister in a position to give an assurance
that at least all the new unemployed wiil bs provided with employment and that there will
be no further addition to the present back-log or to pui it differently at least the status-940
will be maintained ? May ! krow whether Goverpment are aware that according to
Government Institute the figures of the unemployment Engineers is 70 thousand at present
and that it will swell to 1 lakh in 1974. In view of this what steps have been taken to

see that all the engineers get employment ?

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : We cannot give any guarantee. We can assure that we
shall try our best to provide employment to maximum number of people and to minimise
the pumber of the unemployed  If the number of unemployed persons may increase but
simultaneously the opportunities of employment will also increase.

It has been stated that the number of unemployed engineers is 70 thousand but
according to our Employment Exchanges there are about 13 thousand Enginecrs and
Diploma Holders and about 45 thousand people have sought employments. Steps are
being tak:n to provide them employment under various schemes. The Cabinet Secretariat
has asked the State Governments to provide employment to the engineer in engineer-
oriented schemes. We have been making efforts in this direction and will continue to

do so.

Shri Balraj Madhok : May I know the time by which the Government will be able
to place on the Table the figures relating to the unemployed.

Secondly the Directive Principle of an constitution guarantee the right to CI!JDIO)"
ment citizen. Are Government prepared to make this right to employment justiciable

and a Fundament right

Thirdly in the statement it has been stated that a certain amount will be spent
according to the Plan. May I know whether the earmarked amount will be spent or small
scale industries or on Gandhian lines or on the industries modelled on Japanese lines in
view of the fact that employment poteatial of small scale industries is 4000 persons for
every oae crore of rupees of investment as compared to large scale and medium scale
industries which offer employment to only 40 persons and GO0 persons respectively.

Sbri Bbagwat Jha Azad : I have not stated that the figures are not available.
After completion of every Plan figures are given. Although we have not given figures
regarding this Plan yet we have not said that figures are not there. The reason for non-
compilation of statistics regarding this Plan are that the Committee of experts on uncmploy-
ment statistics headed by Prof. Dantwala had stated that the compilation of statistics 1D
the present economic set-up entails a lot of difficults. Therefore the Committce on
Unemployment which we are now setting up in accordance with the resciution € f the
House will also include the hon. Members of Parliament and all these aspects will be
considered in that Committee. As regard giving of statistics we can still furnish .them.
At the end of year 1969, 34,23,885 persons were regisiered on the live registers in the
Employment Exchanges.

As regard the question of Fundamental Right, the Directive Principles embodies that
work should be secured for every person. Thercfore the question is not connecting it
into fundamental right but that of providing employment to people.
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Thirdly, T am at ore with the hon. Member that cur policy should be employment
oriented. In an Fourth Plan emphasis has been given on such plans which can absorb

the maximum number of persons.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : I cannot say precisely about the ratio but that must
have been worked out by the Planning Commission. We have provided employment to the

unemployed in various Plans bur it is also true that there have been a back-log at the end

of every Plan. It is therefore clear that people get employment during the Plan period but
at the same time it also cannot be denied that some people remained unemployed.

Seri Ramavtar Sharma : When first of all the Planning was started by Shri Jawahar
Lal Nebru he had given an assurancs that there would be no unemployment at all. After
that several Plans have been completed and their result is before us. I would like to know
as to what provision has been made in this Plan to solve the unemployment problem.

Secondly the menace of Naxalites and dacoits prevailing in the rural areas and in
Madhya Pradesh. Rajasthan and other places is directly attributable to unemployment.
May I know whether some steps will be taksn to solve the unemployment problem and

whether some allowance will be provided to the people who are not able to secure
employment during the current Plan ?

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : As you know, Sir, in the Fourth Plan we have !Jllt
more emphasis on the Employment-Oriented Schemes and Plans. We are contemplating

to spead an extra amount of Rs, 400 crores. We are spending much more in 1970-71 than
that in 1969-70 on such schemes.

Keeping in view the present economic condition of the countiy it is not possible
for the Government to give unemployment allowance to each unemployed person.

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The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Develop-
ment and Cooperation (Shri Annasaheb Shinde) : (a) to (c). I. In accordance with the
provisions in the Fourth Five Year Plan the Union Department of Agriculture has drawn
out a scheme in th2 pature of a pilot projsct, for setting up Small Farmers Deve'opment
Agercies in such districts where there is a large concentration of small farmers with a view
to helping them with the credit, inputs and intensive cultivation for becoming viable and
surplus farmers.

It has been decided to set up 46 such projects in various parts of the country alloca-
ting a specific number to each State and some Union Territories. Uttar Pradesh has been
allocated 4 in consuitation with the Planning Commission. The scheme lays down that the
areas to be sclected for this purpose must meet three major criteria : — ‘

(i) that the district or area selected should have about 50,000 such potentially
viable farmers who can benefit from this scheme.
(ii) that the district must have either existing irrigation or should have good
potential for development of ground water or surface irrigation.
(iif) the district must have an infra structure of fairly strong cooperative credit
institutions.
_ The selection of the districts for these projects is made by the Government of India
in consultation wih the State Goveraments who make the initial proposals to be considered
for §ancti0n by a Special Committee of Secretaries consisting of Secretary (Agriculture)—
Chairman, Secretary (Finance) and Secretary (Planning Commission).

Uttar Pradesh had presented 6 draft projects to the Depariment of Agricuiture.

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(b) the concrete steps taken by Government of India in this regard as well as the
results thereof and the steps proposed to be taken in future ?

The Minister of Labour and Rehabilitation {Shri D. Sanjivayya): (a) On the basis of
claims registercd ry the displaced persons from West Pukistan, it has been estimated that the
aggregate value of the urban propeities left behind by di:piaced persons in West Pakistan is

about Rs. 500 crores and that of agriculiural land is about 40 crores. No information is
available regarding Burma and Ceylon.

(b) Negotiations were started with Government of Pakistan for settlement at Govern-
ment level of the question of properties left by the minorities except in the States of East
Paxistan and West Bengal., Assem an: Tripura. These negotiations did not succeed. The
Government of India had, therefore, formulated an independent schems of payment of
compensation for properties left bv the displaced persons in West Pakiston. However, the
Nehru-Liaquat Pact of April 1950 provided that in case of migrants from East Pakistan,
West Bengal, As am and Tripura the rights of owneiship in or occupancy of the immovable
property of the migrant shall not be disturbed. As such, no action has been taken or is

proposed to be taken to assess the value of the properties left by the migrants in East
Pakistan nor to pay any compensation.

There are no evacuees from Burma and Ceylcn, but only repatriates. In regard to
Burma, th> question of compensation for assets of Indians being nationalised, is under the
consideration of both the Government of India and Burma. In respect of Ceylon,

repatriates are enabled to transfer their cash and mobile assets with them, subject to exchange
control regulations.

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(b) In Uttar Pradesh, zamindari had been abolished and all tenants and sub-tenants
had been brought in direct contact with the Stzte. The main problems with regard to land
at present relate to distribution of culturable waste lands by Gaon Samaj and consolidation
of holdings During President’s Rule in U. P., the Zamindari Abolition and Land Reforms
(Amendment) Act, 1968 was enacted as a President’s Act for ensuring that such lands are
distribu‘ed only to the eligible categories of persons. The U. P. Coasolidation of Holdings
Act was also amended to facilitate expeditious consolidation operations.

In Bibhar, the Chota Nagpur Tesancy (An.endment) Act 1968, and the Bihar Tenancy
(Amendment) Act, 1968, were enacted as Prisidents Act, with a view to providing for
adequate safeguards against alienation of land belouging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes At the same time they were also given a right of simple mortgage for obtaining
institutional credit for agricultural development. Legislation was also amended for extension
of the period within which the Tana Bhagat Raiyats in Ranchi District were permitted to
initiate action for restoration of their lands. .

The Bihar Land Reforms Act was also amended with a view to facilitating imple-
mentation and validating notification for acquisition of estates on the ground that copies of
the notification were not published in local paper.

The Bihar Tenancy Act, 1885, was also amended for barring jurisdiction of civil courts
in matters in which Revenue Officers were empowered to take decision with regard to
declaration of title in which correctnes; of any entry in the record of rights is
expressly or impliedly challanged or in which determination of incidence of any tenancy is

involved.
Proposals with regard to bataiders in B:har and revision of the ceiling provisions had

been approved but before necessary legislation could be enacted as President’s Act, the

President’s proclamation was revoked.

(iii) increasing the bargadar’s share of the produce from 60 percent to 75 percent
in cases where the bargadar supplies the plough, cattle and ofher inputs ;
and

(iv) transferring cases of appeal against decisions of the Bhagchas Officers from
Munsif Court to Sub-divisional Officers.

1664. Sbri Molahu Prashad : Will the Minister of Information and Broadcasting
and Communications be pleased to refer to the reply given to part tb) of the Unstarred
Question No. 1698 on the 5th March, 1970 and state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the Minister of State in his Ministry (Department of
Communications) had written a letter No. 1633/RM/S/6Y, dated the 24th November, 1969
and D. O. letter No. 27-614/69-T. C. dated the 7th February, 1970 to a Member of Parlia-
ment regarding Automatic Telephone Exchange of Gorakhpur ; and

(b) the date since when the action is taken to acquire the land for the said Exchange
and the date by which the action would be completed and the time by which the Automatic
Exchange is likely to be set up ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Informaiton and Broadcasting and' io the
Department of ( ommunications (Shri Sher Singh) : Yes, Sir.

(b) Action to acquire land by acquisition process was initiated on 19-2.1964. The
award of land Acquisition Officer was made in 1968. The District Magistrate is still getting
the land cleared of unauthorised occupation. It is hoped it would be possible to obtain
vacant possession in a few months.

Keeping in view the limited availability of exchange equipment and cases of buildings

already under construction, it would by possible to commission the automatic exchange at
Gorakhpur only by 1976.

The working of the Department is scientific and

systematic  The forests are worked according to the prescriptions of Working Schemes of

Plans.
Forests oi’ South and Middle Andaman Division are worked departmentally, while

ge forests of North Andaman Divisions were leased out in 1951 to M/s. P. C. Ray & Co.
td.

The total yield of timber from the South Andaman and the Middle Andaman
Divisions has been prescribsd at 68,000 to 78,000 cu metres, according to the Working Plan

in force  The extraction of timber has also been according to these prescriptions.

A specialised technique for natural regeneration of valuable species has been evolved
for these tropical forests by the Forest Departmeat of Andaman and Nicobar Islands and
Besides,

over Sq.OOO acres have beso successfully naturally regenerated with this technique.
plantations of valuable timber species like padauk and teak have also been raised over

about 11,000 acres.
The Government has also been aware of the urgent need to improve facilities for

shipment of timbre from the Islands. For this purpose, one cargo ship has been obtained
and put into commission. Loading facilities are also being steadily improved, by construct-
ing a new wharf and improving the existing jetty at Port Blair.

Further, in order to ensure proper utilisation of timber, three Ply Wood Factories

have been established, besides the Match Splint Factory.
The Government Saw Mill at Port Blair whizh is one of the biggest in South Asia,
also contributes considerably for the full utilization of the timber extracted and also
meets the local demands of sawn timber for various developmental activities and of local
population.
Under the IV Plan the Andaman Administration has proposed an outlay of Rs. 65
lakhs for the various forestry schemes for the Islands. Out of this, Rs. 20.48 lakhs have

been proposed for the year 1970-71.
Agriculture in the Islands has been progressing satisfactorily taking into considera-
tion the peculiar conditions prevailing there. High Yielding Variety Programme bas been
successfully introduced in paddy which is the main crop of the Islands. The integrated
programme of soil conservation-cum-horticulture development has been taken up. To give
a further fillip to the agricultural activitizs in the Islands, a Central Team of Agricultural
Experts headed by Joint Commissioner (Cash Corps) visited the Islands in November 1969
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and has since submitted a report on intensive development of agriculture. The recom-
mendations of the Team are under the active consideration of the Government.

) (b) tbe reasons for not issuing notices again to those persons to whom notices were
ssued in 1965, 1966, 1967 and 1968, the names of the officers held responsible for this

and the action proposed to be taken against them for their failure in carryipg out their
responsibility ;: and '

(c) the specific action Government propose to take in respect of the cases where
payment of out-standing dues is not made by the due date as also the time by which the
said action is proposed to be taken ?

. The Minister of Labour and Rehabilitation (Shri D. Sanjivayya) ; (a) Yes, Sir,
Notices were issued to one allottee in 1965, two allottees in 1966, nine allottees in 1967,
cighteen allottees in 1968 and nineteen allottces in 1969,

(b) Subsequent notices in these cases were not issned because :

(i) the original allottees having died, cases were pending for substitution
proceedings ;
(ii) some cases were pending in Appeal/Revision in the various Appellate Courts ;
(iii) the cases were referred to the Assistant Collector for recovery of the dues
as arrears of land revenue ; aod

(iv) allottees bad tendered the compensation claims of their friends and relatives
for the payment of the balance cost.

‘ In view of the above, the question of taking action against the officers concerned
does not arise.

(c) Notices are issued to the allottees for making payment of outstanding dues and,
on their failure to pay the same, the propertizs are resumed and put to auction. However,
in deserving cases, further time is also allowed to allottees for making such payments
keeping in view the rehabilitation aspect of the maiter. The bulk of the properties have
already been transferred to the allottees and the cases of the small number of such pro-
perties, remaining yet to be transferred, are also expected to be finalised soon.

Weaker sections of agricultural popu-
lation would also derive benefit from the schemes for dry areas and the programme of rural

works in chronically drought affected areas.

Similarly Himachal Pradesh was given Statehood although it was not border area. Manipur
is a border area. Why Statehood is not being given to that territory 7 I can site examp'es
from History that people of Manipur have been agitating for the last ten years. After that
Manipur was given territorial council. They again cgitated and an Assembly was granted
to them. Now they are agitating for gstting Statehood to Manipur,

I would like to say that this Goverpment is not competent to pass P. D. Act is
Parliament because it is a minority Government. But Orissa Government have promulgated
P. D. Act 1950 and the same has been enforced it in Manipur. Last year representatives of
All Party Committee had majority but even them President Rule was imposed on Manipur,
It seems that Goveraoment will only give the Statehood to Manipur when the people of
Manipur become violent. I could not understand why Government is not giving Statehood to

Manipur ? 1 would request the hon Minister to fix a date on which Statehocd will be
given to Manipur.

Shri K. C. Pant : As, hon. Member has just now stated that Congress Party in
Mapipur is also supporting the move so theie is no politics or groupism involved in it.
We a:e considering this question after setting aside the ben fits of our parly. We are
thioking it on nation level. Unless we feel {rom the national point of view the necessity
of giving Statchood to Manipur, till then it would nor be proper to give Statehood to
Manipur. That is the only reason behind this and there is no other reason. I have not
turned down the demand of the people of Manipur. We treat all Indians as equal. We
respect their feelings and we do not want to heart their feelings.

work. Even in capitalist country like America, there has been made a provision 9f mtenfal
after 2} hrs. of work. Here in india we should also make such a provision. Besides this,
there should be an interval of one hour for lunch.

Time of interval should be fixed by the Employer in consultation with the employees -

or their representatives.

It has been said in clause 2 that the Act will remain in force for three months. I
would like to know whether the Act would remain in force in case employers nd employees
desire a charge before the expiry of thiee months ?  Secondly, whether it would be changed
even if the employers and the employees are satisfied and want to continue for mote than

thiee months ?

It is with this objective that I havaz desired to amend the provision till that time the
employers and the employees make some other decision.

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi : I agree to it that there should not be more than 5 hours
of continuous work. ! ut if the occasion demands and both the employe: and the employee
agree, the time limit may be extended as required.

I would like to mention for the information of the house that the inspectors are not
interested to enquire whether the workers are enjoying interval time after five hours of WOfk-‘f-
He is only interested in making money from the shopkeeper in case the worker 1S
released a bit later, therefore, I have suggested that the limit of 5 hours may be extended

with the consent of the employer.

Shri Mohammad Ismail : Half-an-hour time provided for rest is not sufficient.
The interval “should be for one full bour, so that the workers may take their meals, tea and
rest after five hours of continuous work. There are certain shops where sometimes man has
to work for 16 or 17 hours. If the provision on hour'’s rest after five hours of work is

agreed to, then such employees will also be satisfied and discharge their duties satis-
factorily.

The decision arrived in this way should be communicated to the inspector and it
ﬂhould_ continue for onme year in place cf three months. The decision taken should have a
legal binding. If the worker desires three hours reft after fifteen hours of continuous work,

he should be legally authorised for that, If the decision requires a change, it should be
changed after one year.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : The Bill provides {or half-an-hour rest afier five hours
of work. This docs not mean that no employer can have rest prior to five hours, this also
does not mean that only half an-hour can be taken. This is a binding on the employer that
employees must be given half an-bour rest after five hours of work. There, both the
Provisions, that is the rest might be taken prior to two hours dnd it can be more than half-
an-hour, are permissible.

It has been said that why the workers are not being allowed to, work even after they
have worked continuously for five hours ? In this regard my submission is that adversely
affects the health of the worker, the working procedure and the quality of work. What we

have done is not new. This procedure already exists in factories and we have it from
there.

Sbri Kanwar Lal Gupta : My first amendment is that at page 3, line 23, afrer
“days”, *“sickness and” should be added, because I think that bzsides one day’s casual
leave, one day’s “‘sickness’” lcave should be provided for. My second amendment is regard-
ing accumulation of leave for ninety’ days Thirdly, the word “‘nor” should be omitted
from the expression “Jleave admissible under clause D of sub-section I shall pot be

aocumqlated".

Shri Mohammad Ismail : As per the previous experience, the word “‘continuous”
will not be correctly interpreted by employers. Actually, the workers who are governed
by Shops and Establishment acts are to work for 240 days in 12 months. But the
employers interpretation of the term ‘continuous” will lead to several anomalies. Itis a
practical difficulty. It should be amended to read as 240 days instead of 12 months

“continuously”.

Shri Deven Sen: I feel quarters or living accommodation must for workers,
I can say on the basis of previous experience of Asansol that if accommodation is
provided to workers, it improves their stantard of living. All the big business executives
are having shops in Delhi. It should have keen stated by the hon. Minister to how many
employees are working in Delhi shops, how maay of them come under direct labour and
how maony under indirect labour., I am sorry to say that no accommodation facilities
have been provided to these workers either by the Government or by the Delhi . Municipality.
If it is difficalt to provide accommodation at present, a provision for house rent should be
made. Gtatuity facility should also be there for these employees,

Shri Shiva Chandra Jha : This Bill was stated to be an ordinary and simple one,
when it was introduced in the House by hon. Minister. However, during the course of
discussion’it came to light that even this simple Bill is not without loopholes. So, I think,
no Minister should claim that his Bill is perfect. Although, on the whole, I welcome this
E‘:i“ but had a little more attention been given to make provision for quarters, eatables,
libraries and social gathering halis for these workers, this Bill would have hecome more
meaningful;and beneficial.

Shri Balraj Madhok (South Delhi) : I welcome this Bill, but as a precautionary

. measure t1 would like to say that Delhi does not consist of Connaught Place and other big

. shops“only. There are 250 to 300 villages around it, where there are small shops also.

These? shopkeepers are having only one or two as assistants. So we must keep these
people also in view while passing any legislation for Delhi.

The speed of passing legislation in our country is faster than that of any other
country in the world but I am sorry to say that these legislations are being violated with
a higher speed. The rule of law is on the decline day by day. The laws which are already
on the statute look, are not being implemented. Government must think over it.
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There are exploitzrs and exploited in this country., Tae poor workers a:e being
exploited by employcrs as well as by Trade Unions. So it is the duty of the G?u'erument
to watch that legislation is put into effect is letter and spirit by the administration. The
inspector, who ultimately implements it, should be made to understand that his duty is not

to add to the difficulties but to solve them.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri (Patna) : Mr. Deputy-Speaker, although I suppor’ the Bill
yet T want to draw the attention of the Government towards its loopholes.

My main point is that the legislation which is being passed should be s:frlcl[Y
implemented by Government and Delhi Administration. There is no dearth of laws in this
count-y. There are already several laws such as Labour Laws, employees laws and Land
Ceiling Acts etc. but these are not being implemented for the other hand, these laws.are
being violated by big factories. Today, our bank employees are struggling for trade DDEOBS
rights. Several trade union leaders are being harassed. The employees should be prowd?d
all facilities, such as accommodations, cheap foodgrains etc. In the end, I may ags3in
stress that this legislation should be properly implemented and with these words I support

the Bill.

Shri B P. Mandal (Madhipura) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I thank the Government for
having Ekrought forward this Bill. Some facilities are sought to provide to the emDTOY‘?eS
working in shops through the Bill. But it should have been made a comprehensive Bill.
I would like to draw the attention of the Government to the grievances of the consumers
in various shops in Delhi.

According to the Delhi Shops and Establishments Act, shops are generally closed
at 7.30 p.m. This will create unlimited difficulties to the consumers who can go for
shopping only after that time. The Government is allowing the big hotels where cabaret
dances are staged, to remain open, until late at night. This is not fair, I want the shops
to remain open upto 9 O’clock during winter season.’

Another thing which I would like to bring to the notice of the Government is
regarding the unwarranted difference in prices at various shops.. This should be stopped as
early as possible. The Government should issue strict instructions to the shopkeepers that
they should always display price lists. Hence, the present Bill should be amended so as to
include provision to this effect also. ' '

Another thing is regarding the poor footpath sellers in Delhi. The Delhi Miinicipal
Committee seized their-goods and the poor people are forced to pay considerabie. ~The same
amount to recover this exploitation should be ended.

Hence 1 would submit that the Bill may be made comprehensive so that these matters
also can be included i : it and thereby put an end to all kinds of exploitation and all others
obsence entertainments such as cabaret dances etc.

Shri Randbir Singh (Rohtak; : Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I congratulate the hon.
Minister for he has brought forward a Bill which is progressive in all its aspects. The
most important thing which I want to tel! him in this connection is that it should bhe
implemented as soon as possible. There are ample provisions in this Bill regarding working
hours, leaves, salaries, uniforms, residence etc.

‘As Shri Mandal said, the consumers are facing difficulties since the shops are closed
at ,.30 P.M. Amendment should be made to mitigate such difficulties.

There are so many people who are sleeping on footpaths, with their bodies exposed
to the wvagaries 6f weather. As a resuit of this, many of them die. They should also get
some benefit throvgh this Bill. Apart from this, there are so many private servants, taxi-
drivers, rickshaw drivers and the like, who are earning a very meager amount. The Mini-
mum Wages Act is there, but who will take pains to implement this ? Similarly, Harijans
and their labourers in villages also are not covered by this Bill.

This Bill should be made comprehensive so that a vast majority of the people may
g benefit through this,

I wholeheartedly support this Bill,
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Shri Mobammad Ismail : Mr. Deputy-Speaker. Sir, Bills of this kind could not
hither to fore achieve their purpose for which they were passed. The Government is not
giving any information regarding the working of laws. We have scen that workers get
benefit only when they fight for it. Otherwise, the Government generally neglects their

<ases.

The Shops and Establish neats Act has been in force since 1954, but no report is
with us today to see as to how many people have benefited from it. Our experience is
that the provision for 1*ave in the Shops and Establishments Act, is appiied on a Vvery
limited percentage of workers. Our amending Bill was introduced specially for Dethi, but
nobody kuows how many shops are there in Delhi and also how many employees ar¢ working
thete. I would like to submit that thos: entire workers who are not coming under the
purview of any other Bill, should be covered by this Bill so that their interests areé

safeguarded.

Shri Madhok had said that irade Unions are exploiting the workers.
this Bill will also be implemented properly. We are passing leglslations in the interest of
the puor people, but it is the rich people who are benefited. Corruption is rampart in the
Shops and Establishments Department The small goods seller and shop owners are
terribly exploited. The Government should set up a Parliamentary Committee and
institute an inquity into the affairs of the FEstablishments Department. We have ©0
factual information regarding Delhi. We don't know how many people are benefited by this.
The shop-owners are harassed and the workers are not given their due. Corruption is
rampart in this Department. Therefore, I urge the Government to make an inquiry into
the functioning of this Depariment.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : The suggestions made by hon. Members will be sent tO
the Delhi Administration.

Another thing which I would like to say specifically, is that the apprehension that
leave will be granted only after continvous work for 12 months, i¢ baseless. After
continuous work for 4 months, a worker will be entitled to 5 day’s leave. Then fegarding
the definition of continuous work, it was not given in the original law. If an difficulty
arises in this connection, we will patiently go into it and make pecessary arrangements to

remedy them.

Sbri Hukam Chand Kachwai (Ujjain) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, I support this Bil{. The
Government have done well by including the provision in this Bill for the registration of
workers as also of the rotational work. We must open new avenues of employment SO
that the vast majority of our population can earn their livelihood.

In shipping business, we are far behind the other nations. Hence, we have to

develope and improve this dbusiness.
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One of the amendments seeks to impose five or impose other penalty on the offend-

ing officers also. This is a proper one. Formerly, the officers could easily escape from
punishment.

The employees working in private ships are in a distressing condition. When ships
g0 abroad, they do not have any connection with their houses. Both are quite unaware
of what is happening to each other. Hence I make a sugg:stion that the shipping corpora-
tion should create a department for looking after the families of the workers who are going

far away in ships. The Government should seriously think over it. In this Bill there is
no such provision.

After continuous work for 6 months, long leave for six months is granted to them.
What kind of system is this 2 This should be stopped and leave should be granted to them
8s and when it is necessary and also they must get information regarding their houses when

they are abroad. Their dearness allowance, should be increased and all ojher facilities
should be given to them.

Finally, while I am supporting this Bill, I would like to request the Government to
make their available newspapers when they are in ships on way to other countries. The
Government think over these points.

Shri Chandrika Prasad (Ballia) : It is right that police should not enter the educa-
tional institutions. This is a fact that majority of the studeats want to pursue their
studies. Onply a small number of studeats. whose society is bad, do not want to study.
Their future is dark because of the present uaemployment problem. The students demand
that they should be given jobs instead of d'plomas and degrees. We should find a solution
to that. Central Reserve Police or the police rod is not its reply. Today, our leaders
provocating the public in a wrong and disturbing way. Today, in West Bengal, in Calcutta
the honour of the mothers and sisters in being looted. Bombs are being thrown at the
teachers. Schools and Colleges are being destroyed. I know that our Government have
been at fault. The education has not been made job-oriented and labour oriented. I
condemn all this,

Shri Mrityunjay Prasad (Maharajganj) : The present pitiable condition in West
Bengal is due to the long rope given by the Central Government to the elements which were
engaged in creating disorder and violence in this State. This is being done by the Central
Government because they were in collusion with those elements. Now when tension has
developed between them they want to crush them with a strong hand. |

In the month of march, two sons of Sai family were killed and the eyes of the third
were destroyed but this Government showed no sympathy. The Government is closing their
eyes from truth and justice.

Over 1200 cases involving violence, arson and other serious activities were withdrawn
by the United Frout Government in West Bengal. Besides, a fear has grown up in the
hearts of the police officers that they will be punished if they resort to strictness and if they
arrest any body, This has made the Bengal police helpless. I do not want that Central
Reserve Police should take the placg of the local police. It has become difficult for the
Government to rely on the West Bengal police.

The elements, which are responsible for creating disorder in West Bengal, harass their
opponents and even kill then. They form theif own courts and prosecute their opponeants in
those Courts. The Central Government have remained a silent spectator. In West Bengal,
the first and foremost necessity is that there should be a rule of liw,
