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Shri B. K. Bhagat: Ths terms sre
similar because the licence has heen
given by the Licensing Committee, The
cost is Rs. Rs. 38 lakhs of which the
value of plant gnd equipment wouid
be Rs. 24 lakhs, This estimate on the
basis of ten thousand gets production
has been accepted.

Shri D, N. Patodia;: The hon. Minis-
ler has suggesteq that the cost of pro-
duction of these sets is likely to be

fower than that of the imported ones.
But ‘he experience is just the other
way. The cost of production of what-
ever has been produced in our coun-
try in the past has always been higher
as compared to the landed cost. Has
any costing been done to suggest
specifically what would be the cost of
production of a particular set compar-
cd to the imported one?

Shri B. R. Bhagat: It has been very
clearly workeq out. The licence has
been given for a 10,000 unit. 1I it is,
say, 5,000 or even less, then the cost
will be higher, It hag been worked
out on the basiz of a 10,000 unit; the
cost of production hes been arrived at
on that baszis.

Shri N. D. Patodla: What is the cost
of preduction?

Shri B. R. Bhagat: 1 have already
given that. .
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Shri M., Y. Saleem: May I know
how much time will be required for

mmnufacturing the TV sety and their
coming to the market?

Bhri B. R. Bhagat: The foreign ex-
change has not been cleared; it is un-
der consideration. After they get the
foreign exchange, I think, they will
not take long.

Bhri M. Y. Saleemn: I want to know
the time when foreign exchange will
be available.

Shri B. R. Bhagat: That ~annot be
decided just now. Every effort is made
to see that the foreign exchange ia
made available; it has to be located
where the foreign exchange will come
