*116. Shri Bal Baj Madhok: Will the 

Minister of Communications be pleas-
ed to state:

(a) the number of English and 
Hindi ordinary, Express and Press 
telegrams posted during January and 
February, 1967 throughout the 
country;

(b) the reasons for this large-scale 
posting; and

(c) the steps taken to achieve the 
target promised by the P.&T. 
Department four years ago?

The Minister of State in the Depart, 
meals of ParUamentaxjr AJEatai and 
Commnnlcatioas (Shri I. K. Gtajral):
(a) Total number of telegrams posted 
was 19,22,391 during January and 
February. The detailed break up is 
not readily available.

(b) Mostly due to the ‘go-slow’ agi-
tation and en-masse absenteeism re-
sorted to by the telegraphists.

(c) The following are some of the 
steps that have been taken recently 
or are being taken to reduce delay on 
telegrams.

(i) More telegraph branches are 
being opened in Post Offices 
in rural areas.

(ii) Extension of working hours 
of telegraph offices, as far as 
possible, is being effected.

(iii) Replacement of Morse work-
ing by high speed working 
on teleprinters and provision 
of alternative circuits to dear 
traffic in case of interruptions 
on direct circuits is being 
arranged.

(iv) Open wire main lines which 
are very much susceptible to 
the vagaries of nature are 
being replaced by coaxial 
cable and micro-wave ays* 
terns.

(v) In order to avoid prolonged 
interruptions on circuits due 
to copper wire thefts, copper

,  wire is being replaced by 
copper weld wire in theft 
affected areas.

(vi) Better type of VTT systems 
(which provide telegraph 
circuits using speech fre-
quencies and Telephone 
channels) which are more 
stable have been designed 
and are being installed pro-
gressively.

(vii) Telex service is being Intro-
duced progressively in the 
principal cities in India.
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2Ecm*l tidivaqr tittear ,1a 
'taSKft *tttieg have been jppeaed. 
Under thip onttn the .deii- 
very is decentralised; and 
effected in an area by a single 
Office round the dock.

(ix) Supervision on deliveqr points 
'has been strengthened and 
handling procedure stream*llnwri

{•*) Test checks have been intro-
duced to check delays in 
delivery of telegrams and 
eliminate such delays.

Cxi) The operators are being given 
better training to  cope with 
the increased volume of 
traffic through .modern system 
<of transmission.

(xii) The standards for sanctioning 
operative staff in telegraph 
offices have recently been 
'■liberalised which will make 
more men available for the 
disposal of telegrams.

(xili) Arrangements have been 
.made -to provide additional 
•delivery staff .in small tele-
graph offices in rural areas.

'fxiv) A  publicity programme has 
'been arranged not only to in-
form the public in general 
about the facilities provided 

iby the Department but also 
*to educate them in the cor- 
Frtt addressing of telegrams.

t(*v) To out down delays at the 
adressing point, a new *C’ 
message form has been intro-
duced as an -experimental 
measure in the telegraph 
dBces in StJte capitals with 
■effect from 18th August, 1965.

Txvi) With effect from 1st July, 
1985, a system of refunding 
cost of telegrams which a re  
icP B d in a te ly  delayed due to 
thair disposal by jm t, on the 
dnttlatfewe of <Um» Department 
without waiting for com-

tttainfei, fcas lm n ^ttrtducaa. 
The eSact ̂ tf this ml* it like-
ly to reflect on tineserviceas 
a twbale .resulting iin a tan- 
denqr to ke^p ihe require-
ments of such refunds to the 
minimum.
